TOOK NO CHANCES IN U BOAT.

LONDON.-—(By Associated Press) 
—How Lord Kitchener’s death on 
board H.M.S. Hampshire on June 6, 
1916, while enroute to Russia on mili­
tary mission, was averged by the de­
struction about a year later of the Ger­
man submarine responsible for the 
laying of the mine which s^nk the 
warship is now told in detail for the 
first time by an officer on board H.M.S. 
cruiser Intrepid, which was attached 
to the White Sea Squadron during 
the war.

It was on May 4, 1917, says the 
writer, that the British steamship 
Palmbranch, laden with munitions, 
poison gas, and Mgh explosives, was 
zig zagging her way towards the en­
trance of Kola Inlet, on the White Sea, 
when the periscope of a submarine 
Was sighted on the port beam. At 
the same moment a white track of 
bubbles revealed a torpedo’s course 
racing towards -the ship. The track 
passed two or three feet from the 
stern, the torpedo had gone under the 
ship, running too deep to strike her. 
The Palmbranch was armed and im­

mediately her gun was slammed too 
in the breech and sights laid to zero. 
As the gun crew did so, the conning 
tower of a submarine rose on the port 
quarter, barely 40 yards away. Then 
the deck itself emerged from the 
water. Naval gunners are rarely gift­
ed with such a target at point-blank 
range. They accepted It with due 
thanksgiving, a flash, a roar; the 
Palmbranch’s first shell struck the U. 
boat at the base of the conning-tower, 
just where *t Joined the deck, and tore 
great gaps and rents. Five seconde 
later a second shell burst against the 
waterline forward. Two rounds with 
a small gun. They sufficed. The sub­
marine, which appeared to be stopped, 
rolled slightly. Then, taking a heavy 
list, and tilting on end with stern high 
out of the water, she sank vertically 
out of right.

INDENTIFIED BY BUOY.
When the submarine sask, a conical 

object floated from her and remained 
on the surface. This subsequently 
proved to be a telephone bnoy, such 
as was known to be carried by most 
U. boats, its purpose being to enable 
a sunken crew to communicate with 
the world above. On the buoy being

There passed calmly away Into the 
Intermediate state on Jan. 16th, Dr,

Hie short practice among the people 
will always be remembered for he has 
left behind foot prints. Dr. Leslie was 
44 years old. He leaves to mourn his 
departure one sister married at P. E. I.

town and several places in Newfound­
land. My prayer is that he may find 
a place ir. “Our Father’s House” and 
that light perpetual may shine upon 
him.”

I worked in the house for two years ‘ 
after my grandfather left it; and I 
was often amused at people stumbling 
on their way out, and with a puziled 
look at their feet, wondering if the 
cause was on their part or that of the 
floor. This house was removed in 

11682, after being used over a hundred 
years.
