WASHINGTON, Aug. 30
the old-time
models, now in the custody of the
Patent Offic, is awaiting solution, and
efforts will be made at the coming
session of Congress to clarify the
situation.

The demand for space in the Patent
Office gusted the models from their
exhibition cases a tthe end of the last
century, but the government has had
to continue paying space rental for
them. A proposal now being consid-
ered is to have a commission appoint-
ed to sort out the models that might
prove of historic interest, and perhaps
sell the others at publie auction.

The general requirement of having
the inventer submit a model with his
patent application was discontinued
about 1880. To-day the law directs
that the commissioner of patents in
his discretion may require a model
furnished.

When Norway

Taxed England;

Two interesting archaeological dis-
coveries, says the Christiania cor-
respondent of the London ‘“Times,”
were made last autumn on the Bukn
Islands. situated in the fjord of Bukn,
about 20 miles northwest of Stavan-
ger. They provide fresh evidence of
the intercourse existing between the
British Isles and Norway 900 years
ago. Through the courtesy of Dr. Jan
Petersen, director of the Stavanger
Muscum, who has, subjected the dis-
coveries to a close and expert exam-
ination. I have now been able to ob-
tain the following details:

The first® discovery was made by
two laborers-at a place known as
Joseng Farm, in the West Bukn is-
land. It consists of about 320 coins.|
Approximately 160 of thesé are of
Anglo-Saxon origin, and, with one
exception, were minted during the
reign of Ethelred II, the Unready
(A.D. 975-1013).

What Germany
| Has Paid

As the plans for putting the
Dawes plan into operation are
now perfected, it is of interest
to find some recent official fig-
ures showing how much Ger-
many has paid in reparations
since the Treaty of Versailles
went into effect. According to
Edwin L. James, Paris corre-
spondent of the New York
Times, who quotes an official
statement of the Reparations
Commission, Germany has paid
in almost five years 5,570,942,-
000 gold marks. Continues Mr.

James:

With the deduction made for the
cost of the Army of Occupation and
the Spa loan, there remains a balance
of 2,540,287,000 marks.

Credited to Germany for the value
of material seized and turned oqver is
the sum of 2,834,990,000 marks, bring-
ing the total‘credit of Germany .to
- 8,405,932,000 'marks, or $2,101,483,000.

Of the 5,500,000,000 paid by Ger-
many 1,000,900,000 represents total
cash payments, or considerably less,
it is said, than Germany realized from
the sale of paper marks in the United
States alone: !

Of the cash paid England received
641,000,000, France 144,000,000, Bel-
gium 1,084,000,000, the rest being
scattered among the other allies. Of
3,300,000,000 in deliveries in kind
France . received 1,278,000,000. The
total amount received by France in
cash payments and deliveries in kind
thus stands at 1,724,000,000 - gold
marks. After deduction- of France's

FLANS FOR RECEPTION AND EN.
TERTAINMENT OF SPECIAL
SERVICE BQUADRON
OUTLINED.

A tentative programme arranged by
the Board of Trade Council for the
reception and entertainment of the
officers and men of the Special Ser-
vice Squadron of the Royal Navy
was adopted unanimously at a meet-
ing of eitizens held in the Board of
Trade Rooms yesterday afternoon,
The meeting though not as large as
might be expected, was representative,
The appointment of Mr. L. O. Outer-
bridge as chairman was corroborated
and a gemeral committee appointed.

“At request of Newfoundland
Government and Chamber of
Commerce and Municipality of
St. John's, a committee of citizens
is being formed for the purpose
of welcoming your squadron on
behalf of the colony. The follow-
ing programme is tentatively sug-
gested.

Running Becad Jump,

1. The length of the run is uplim-
ited. Bach competitor shall pe allow-
ed three jumps, and the five best shall
be allowed three more jumps. Bach
competitor shall be credited with the

best of all his jumps.

2. When jumped on earth the take-
off shall be from a joist sunk flush
with the ground, the outer edge of
which shall be called the scratch
line. In fromt of the scratch line, over
a width of 894 inches, the ground
shall be sprinkled with soft earth or
sand to make it slightly higher than
the take-off jump. The measurement
of the jump shall be made at right
angles from the scratch line, or the
scratch line extended, to the nearest
break in the ground made by any
part of the body of thé competitor.

3. If any competitor swerves aside
at the taking-off line. or the line ex-
tended, or touches the ground in front
of the take-off joist with any part
of the shoe or foot, such jump shall
not be measured, but it shall be count-
ed against the -competitor as one
Jump.

4. A line shall bo drawn 6 feet in
rear of the scratch line, to be known
as the balk line, and stepping, or fall-
ing over such line, or such line ex-
tended, in any attempt, shall be count-
ed as a “balk,” and two successive
balks shall be counted as a jump.

5. The rules for the Running High
Jump shall govern where applicable.

Pole Vaauli.
1. The height of the bar at starting

| and at each successive cleration shall

be determined by the Field Judges.

2. Each competitor shall pe allowed
three jumps at each height, end the
competitor who fails at the third at-
tempt shall be disquaiified.

3. A competitor may commence at
any he’ght above the minimum height.
He must, however, jmmnp at every fol-
lowing height until he has forfeited

his right to compete further except in |

the all-around and decathlon compet-
itors.

=4. The vault must be made over a
bar resting on pegs.

5. As soon as a competitor has left .
the ground for the purpose of meking
a jump, the attempt is counted as a
jump.

6. A line shall be drawn 15 feet in
front of the bar and parallel there-
with, to be known as the balk line,
and stepping over such a line, or such
line extended, in any attempt, shall
be counted as a balk, and two succes-
sive balks shall be counted as a jump.

7. Any competitor shall.be allowed
to dig a hole not more than on~ foot
in diameter at the take-off, in which
to plant his pols. A wooden box or
stop-board sunk in the ground may
be allowed.

8. A competitor must not, in the mo-
ment that he makes jump, or after
leaving the gtound, place his lower
hand above the upper one or move
the upper hand higher up on the pole.
If the competitor clears the bar and
in doing so the pole gshould remove
same, it shall be considered as a fail-
ed try. No attendant shall be allow-
ed to touch the pole unless it is fall-
ing away from the bar or uprights.

9. Poles may have a binding. but
must not have any further -supporti
for the hands.

10. If the uprights a:e moved, they
shall not be moved more than two
feet in any direction, and not ‘mors
than one hole may be made by a com-
petitor. The take-off ground- about
the jump shall be level.

11. The uprights shall be at least
12 feet apart.

12. All measurements shall be made
perpendicularly from the ground to
the upper side of the har where it is
lowest.

18. In the pole vault, if in making
a trial the competitor'’s pole is brok-
en, it shall’not count as a vault.

14. The rules governing the Running
Broad Jump shall also govern th Pale
Vault for distance, except that when
the man leaves the ground successive
balks shall be counted as a trial
jump. Note—If the uprights are mov-
ed, the Field Judges shall make a re-
measurement, because if there is any
inequality in the ground at all, ¢chang-
ing the uprighis may make a differ-
ence varying from one inzh to a quar-
ter of an inch, and a competitor
should not be allowed to obtain an ad-
vantage in that way. /

Throwing The Discus.

1. All throws, to be valid, must fall
within a 90 dsgre> veetor marked -on
tha ground.

Putting The Shot.

1. The shot shall he put from the
shoulder with one hand only, and it
must never bHe brought behind the
shoulder.

2. In the middle of the circumfer-
‘énce of the circle, at the front half
thereof, shall be placed a stop-board,
firmly fastened to the ground. In
making his puts, the feet of the com-
petitor may rest ‘against but not on
top of the board.

3. A fair put shall be one in which
no part of the person of the compet-
itor touches the top of the stop-board,
the top of the circle, or the greund
outside the circle.

4. The measurement of each put
shall be taken at the circle from the
nearest mark made by the fall of the
shot to the inside of the ecircumference
of the circle on a line from such mark
made by the shot to the centre of the
cirele.

5. Foul shots and le
in making an attempt sKall be counted
as puts without result. It shall also
be foul if the competitor steps on the
circle; or leaves the circle befors his
throw has been marked.

6. Each competitor shall have three
puts, and the beat five shall have three
more. Each competitor shall be cred-
ited with the best of ell his puts.

7. The use of a harness for the
hand composed of a Ieather strap
around the wrist and small fingers
from the wrist across the palm of the
hand around each finger shall not be
permitted.

8. No device of any kind which can
be used as a support i1 aiding to put
the shot shall be allowed.

OF DESTRUCTION BY FIRE OF
ROMAN CATHOLIC CATHEDRAL
OF IMMACULATE CONCEP-
TION, HARBOR GRACE.

To-day is the thirty-fifty anniver-
sary of the dstruction by fire of the
beautiful monument of ecclesiastical
architecture, the Cathedral of the Im-
maculate Conception, Harbor Grace.
The following reference was given
in the local press immediately after
the never-to-be-forgotten occurrence.
It was the pride and glory of all
Harbor Gracians, at home and abroad

! corative work, on the dome inside and

out, was performed by Mr. John Mit-

lahan & Glass, was foreman, and was
assisted by the late Mr. James J. O’-
Neill, father-in-law of Superintendent
O’Neill of the Constabulary, Thomas

Fortunately our talented artist, the

ages of passion, may yet by mere ac-
cident, perish in one brief hour. The
destruction of the Cathedral’ of the
Immaculate Conception,* Harbor
Grace, affords a most striking illus-
tration of this melancholy truth.
How well we remember its massive
walls, its Corinthian pillars, its seven
altars, apd its lofty dome, 120 feet to
the top of the Cross. The splendour
of its dome, modelled after the great-
est conception of human genius—St.
Peter's in Rome—its altars of marble
and gold, its pillars of polished gran-
its and walls are now but a remem-
brance to those in miaare life.

The grand Cathedral was com-
menced by Bishop Dalton in 1863, car-
ried on by Bishop Carfagnini, com-
pleted by Bishop MacDonald, and de-
stroyed by fire September 2nd, 1889.
The furd for its reconstruction met
with great success—the late Hon.
James Ryan, merchant of Bonavista,
brother of Hon. D, A. Ryan, heading
the list with the princely donation of
$4,000 (four thousand dollars).

The plans and much of the artistic
work was pertomed by Bishop Car-
fagnini himself, ‘assisted by the great
artist JFrank McKenzie, Wwho, not-
withstanding his Scotch name, was a
pative of Valencia, in sunny Spain.

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The Prestige

of the Pound

When will the £ sterling reach its
pre-war value in the United States.

Banking and exchange authorities
are generally loath to make any de-
finite estimtes, but thz general opin-
ion is not so optimistic as that of Sir
Felix Schuster, who has been telling
the American Chamber of Commerce
in London that there was no reason
whatever why the £ sterling should
not, before very long, be on a pre-
war parity with the dcllar.

“] agree with Sir Felix Schuster
that a return of the £ sterling to par-
ity with the dollar—in other words,
to gold parity— is eminently desir-
able,” a leading London banking &au-
thoriey with unrivalled knowledge of
the foreign exchange murket said to a
“Daily Mail” representative, “but
with the incubis of our debt to the
United States I do not agree that this
goal can be achieved soon. 1 think
rather that we chall see a gradual
rise in the value.

“The present, or any British Gov-
ernment is, I believe, likely to be im-
pressed with the necessity of reducing
this incubus as quickly as possible.
Far from taking advantage of the
American debt settlement clauses that
enable it to postpone the scheduled
payments of principal and interest,
this country will, I believe, exercise
its option of making payments of
principal in advance of the schedule.

“That means selling more sterling
to obtain dollars and tends at the time
to depress the American value of ster-
ling in the exchange market, but, in
the long run, by reducing the great in-
cubus of the American debt and giv-
ing proof of sur determination to re-
move it as soon as possible, the policy
of accelerated payments will enhance
the value of sterling.

“For the exchange value of the £
sterling depends not only on the bal-
ance of trade but alsc on the esteem
with which it is held abroad.”

'Circulating American

Silver Dollars!

The U.S. Treasury has embarked on |

a campaign to restore the silver dol-
lar—the “cartwheel” which was so
widely used 20 years ago to general
circulation.

The initial step was taken when
one of the coins was placed in the pay
envelope of each of 5,000 Treasury
employees. Similar action will be
suggested to other government bur-
eaus.

During the past 20 years g steady
stream of silver dollars has flowed to
the treasury as the use of paper
money supplanted them on the re-
ceding frontiers of trade. The move-
ment was furthered by the govern-
ment because of the expense and dan-
ger of transporting the heavy specie
in making necessary settlements be-
tween banks. It has been estimated,
however, that the upkeep of paper
money costs the government around
three per cent. of its total face value,

THE HERO OF THE FLIGHT.

Aboard U.S.8. Richmond, off Jce
Tickle, Labrador.—The United States
fliers are resting after t,he acecom-
plishment of the first westerly flight
around the earth from the West Coast
to the Hast Coast of North America,
One last quick decision as the two
surviving planes of the flight arrived
from Ivigtut, Greenland, on Sunday,
and the thing was done. Lieut. Low-
ell. H. Smith, whose judgment “as
flight. commander has been such &
factor in making possible the suc-
cess of the aviators, had to make a
quick decision as to the Ilanding
plagte as the plnnel roared into
Ice Tickle, Labrador, Noticing
that the regular landing place was
kicked up nder stiff breezes he
circled about and successfully tried
the other gide of the island. The oth-
er plane following him (“thank God
we are hack on North American soil”)
exclaimed Lleut, Smith as he stepped
ashore, He and other aviators were
some time in finding their land legs.
weaikened as they were by fatigue and
hunger after their arduous trip. Lat-
er the aviators werpe formally raceiv-
ed ahoard the Richmond. Lieut.
Smith’s assistant, Lieut. Arnold was
the hero.of the flight, a long distance
from Labrador Smith’s engine sput-
tered and faltered threatening a forced
landing which would put the flag
plane out of flight. The principal
trouble lay in the failure of the fuel
pump to function. Arnold pumped
gascvline into engine for four hours
at two strokes per minute according
to Leiut. Smith. Only Arnold’s mar-
velcus stamina in pumping kept the
plane going.

Quietness in Raw

Material Market

\A feature of the wool textile trade
of Great Britain during recent weeks
has been the general quietness in the
raw material market. According to
advices received by the Bankers
Trust Company through its English
Information Service, this followed a
continuous advance in medium and
low crossbreds during the last six
months. The colonial wool-selling
season was contracted into a shorter
period than usual and, though the
total clip was less than in the pre-
ceding season, it was marketed with
abnormal rapidity and the primary
markets are now said to be practical-
ly cleared of the season's wool. The
eﬂgct of this policy has been to put
a strong financial plan on wool im-
porters and manufacturers, the prin-
cipal clips having been lifted at high
prices in a short selling period, Brit-
ish trade reports state that the finan-
cial difficulties of Germany and more
especially the restrictions on the pur-
chase of Sterling are serious lnterfer-
ing with the wool industry generally
The German market is and has been
for many years one of the most im-
portant outlets for British trade in
wool and its products. Last year Ger-
many was Great Britain’s best cus-
tomer for tops, and by far the largest
single purchaser of worsted and
mohair yarns. R

Effective Way
to Preserve
BUTTS 0 TELEGRAPH POLES,

Stockholm.—An {ingenious »method
to save telegraph poles from rotting
has been successfully tried here. Be-
fore being planted, the poles are drill-
ed longitudinally with a small center
hole, and then the opening at the bot-
tom is plugged. This hole runs to a
point about onme foot above ground
when the mast has been set up. The
pole erected, a small side hole is drill-
ed aslant one foot abovle ground to
meet the center hole. Creosote oil is
poured in the center hole and the out-
side opening closed. Linemen reﬂll
“from time to time.

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NEW YORK, Aug. 28.—Five liners,
bearing copious evidence of a winning
struggle against a hurricane, which
on Tuesday lashed the Western At-
lantic in a seething cauldron steamed
into harbor yesterday several hours
late, with hulls intact but their pala-
tial fittings smashed and battered by
the force of the waves,

Only one life was taken, the steamer
Eliza Walker reporting that Capt. J.
Meadsen had gonme overboard with his
bridge,

Therrecords of half a hundred in-
jured passengers and sailors who re-
quired the care of surgcons on the
Arabic and Homerie, White BStar
greyhounds, scores of others who
suffered minor hurts, and innumer-
able stories of heroism and thrilling
escapes provided material for the
spinning of fresh yarns in every fore-
castle on the Atlantic,

Captain Hicksan, of the Arabie,
whose vessel and passengers were
the major victims, said the wind at
times aftained an intensity of 120
miles an hour and Captain Metcalf, of
the Homeric, asserted it was the worst
within his memory.

Both said that while firemen press-
&d the engines to capacity to keep the
vessels’ bows heading into the wind
they were stopped dead in their
tracks, with cross waves pounding at
their sides. The "Arabic on numerous
occasions leaned dangerously close to
the 45 degree angle which would have
capsized her.

The Arabic had an estimated casua-
Ity list of more than 150, with 52 per-
sons who regquired treatment. In-
juries ranged form ‘fingers cut by
broken port hole glass, an inch thick,
crushed by the waves, to a broken
back sustained by a sallor when he
threw himself in front of a child who
would otherwise have been hurled
againsi a wall.

Shortly after 8 o'clock on Tuesday
the hurricane lifted a gigantic sea
which struck the Arabic abaft the
bridge on the starboard side and piled
a hundred frightened men, women and
¢hildren into a heap in the corner of
the main “lounge. Mixed with the
squirming human pile were articles
of lounge furniture, paintings from
the walls, tapestrics, hangings and
chunks of the half-incn glass smash-
ed out of the port-holes.

The water rushed over the decks in
a torrential flood, sweeping all be-
fore it, crushing life-boats, twisting
heavy iron stanchions and gushing
through smashed portholes, flooding
virtually every cabin on the two up-
per decks, Nine life-boats were shat-
tered and left in splinters. *

At the height of the storm panic
ruled among the passengers oOn all
decks. Some of the male passengers
had to be accorded rough treatment
before they could regain their com-
posure. The shaken and injured,
many of them suffiering pitiably from
geasickness, had no dry places to
sleep that night,

High tribute was paid by the pas-
gsengers to the gallantry and fear-
lessness of the crew in-restoring or-
der after the storm.

The Mundelta from San Pedro, ar-
rived at quarantine late at night,
where a tug took off Captain Benja~-
min F. Smith, critically injured when
a large piece of wood on the crest of
a wavo hit him in the face,

The Berengaria, whose passenger
list bears the name of Edward, Prince
of Wales, apparently was outside of
the hurricane’s borders_as despatches
received from the ship made mno
mention of unusual weather.

The great devastatton caused by
forest fired in Canada ig well known
to every thinking citizen. Hundreds of
thousands of square miles have been
burned over, destroying mature
timber,
reached commercial llse. and the
young growth. Mile “after mile of
these partially. burned or fireskilled
trees, ‘whitening in the weather, greet
the traveller through . some . of our

forested provinces; and the wonder

has often been expressed as to
whether some use could not be made
of what appeared to be utter waste.

The enormous amount of fire-killed
timber, and what beneficial use could
be made of it has been given much at-
tention by those comcerned with the
almost utilization of the forest. This
has been fully and carefully inves-
tigated by the Forest Products
Laboratories of the Depariment of
the Interior, the object belng to de-

rmine the effect of fire-killing and
superficial charring on the -pulping
qualities of the spruce and balsam.
This valuable research work cléarly
demonstirated that this otherwise
waste product can be successfully
used for pulp manufacture by the sul-
phite process. Such a result will
mean much to Canada, in that it
widens the resources of our forests
and will enable them longer to with-

Liberation of Bandits

FROM MONTREAL JATL WAS AIM

So far, two jail
guards are under arrest and charged
with conspiracy, while six more are
under suspension until further notice.
Jean Carpentier and Edmond Paul are
the pair accused of having conspired
from July 25 to August 25 to aid
Serafini in escaping from the jail.
Both pleaded mnot guilty when ar-
raigned and were remanded until
September 3 for enquiry. Carpentier
was held without bail, and Paul was
allowed bail of $2,000.

What Gets Into
"the Motor Oil

Lubricating 011 h a combustion’
motor is partly oil and partly tuel,
nowadays, with admixtures of carbon.,
dust and water, we are told by a writ- |
er in The Scietific American. The one
really noticeable item of expense at-
tached to the npk2ep f a car, he in-
forms us, is that of oil, including both !
lubricant and- fuel. These two togeth-
er, and their consumption is interde-
pendent more to-day than at auny time
in the history of aa automobile. He
discusses the lubricating oil princip-
ally, and gxplains how gasoline has
such an affect both on the friction
loss in the engine and the money spent
on oil to keep it properly libricated.
We read:

“What is known as crank-case dilu-
tion is one of the most important fac-
tors governing the economicil oper-
ation of an aulomobile to-day. When
we obtained light gasoline in the ear-
ly days, there was mno such thing
though of as dilution of the oil by the
fuel. The fuel vaporized readily, and
even if some of it did not do so in the

carbureter or in the manifold, as
soon as it reached the hot cylinder and
piston it became gas and mixed with
the air. Those times are past for-
ever, because of the growth of the use
of the automobile and the need for
fuel. The refiner is now put to it to
get all the fuel possible for automo-
bile use, from each barrel of crude oil.
Much of this lower grade fuel does not
vaporize unless it is made very hot of
drawn through the manifold at a very
great speed. But there are many con-
ditions of working when the engine is
cold, as at starting, and when the air
and fuel only creep through the mani-
fold, causing the fuel to run d>wn in-

to the oil
“Up to now nobody seems fo offer

Lo

’a definite suggestion as to how much’

fuel can be allowed ir oil. It is quite
usual to find 25 to 30 per cen:. in the
winter and 5 to 10 per cent. in the
summer. It is the writer's opinion
that the nature of the oil has far more
to do with the matter than any exact
percentage of dilution.

“A badly worn engine relies on the

: body of the oil to do many things that
i properly belong to the pistons, cylin-
| ders or rings.

With a good condition
of surfaces it takes only a very little
oil to keep down the friction. A con-
dition may arise whea there is a good
deal of chatter from the working
parts. This is causel by irregular
contact and surfaces which ar2 not
uniformly oiled. There also may be
some water in the oil, which has
come  down . from tke combusticn

‘chamber originally in the form of

vapor. If water gets on the surface
first, it is very difficult for thne oil to
get there unless the oil contains
matter which enables it emulsify or
form a froth.”

The most serious result of water
and gasoline getting into tkhe oil is
due, we are informed, to the amount
of dirt which they carry with them.
In addition the deposit of carbon and
dirt which.is always on the inside of
the pistons is loosened and drops into
the crank-case. "All this acts as a
grinding material. If the oil could
be kept free from grit, it wou'd last
very much longer than at present. No
matter how bright or pale the oil is
when put into the engine, it soon
looks black, due to the very Ssmall
particles of carbon which collect.
This does not do any harm so long as
it is not gritty. The writer continues:

““No kind of filter used in an auto-
mobile will hold up the grit entirely;
the best material to use is a woven
fabric or cloth. To make a job of
cleaning the oil, it should be passei
through several thickncsses together;
