The 30th Battalion Called Ont for
Drill, -

Orders have been issued for the assem-
Wling of the 30th Wellington Battalion
at Guelpby for annual drill, on Friday the
#Bth of July. Thedrill will continue for
eight days, the same as last year, and
for this the men will be paid $6.50 and

“wations. The Government furnishes tents,

blankets, transport, &e. The men will be
provided with rations, and each company
of men will have to do its own cooking.
Each man of the country companies will
have to bring cooking utensils with him
The drill will last six hours each day,
and, as westated before, will be continued
for eight days. We will in a few days
publish the orders issued by the com-
manding officer, 8o that every man be-
fonging te the force may acquaint him-
self with them. The place for the camp
has not yet been fixed upon, but the best
possible spot will be selected, 8o as to be
convenient tothe town, and also to wood,
water, &c.

V¥e expect the Battalion will muster
“its full strength this year, and that we
#ball have the pleasure of seeing 500
#talwart, well drilled men in the field,—
A fow days ago we received a copy of the
‘Militia Report for last year, and we no-
tios that the 30th Battalion is spoken of
iin the highest terms of praise by Lieut-
Colonel Taylor, and the Inspecting officer
Major Bagot. Col. Taylor says :—* This
Battalion turned out within 8 of full
strength—was inspected by Major Bagot
69th Regiment. Vide report. This is in
every respect a first-rate Battalion.” Re.
ferring to the Colonel's report we see
that last year the Wellington Battalion,
with 9 companies, turned out 33 officers
and 497 men, while the Oxford Battalion
with 10 companies had 389 officers and
475 men, and the London with 8 com-
panies had 26 officers and 258 men. The
30th Battalion is evidently the strongest
in Lieut-Col. Taylor’s District. We ap-
pend a copy of Major, now Colonel Ba-
got’s report upon the Battalion, after his
inspection of it last year, go that the men
can see his opinion of its failin, slight
a8 they are—as well a8 its good points :

Loxpox, 2nd July, 1868.

My Dear TAYLUIK,—A“I'Celbl{ to your re-
quest, I inspected the 30th* Wellington Bat-
talion of voiunteers, at Guelph, on the 30th
ult,, under the command of Col. Higinbot-
bam, and have pleasure in letting you know
the result.

1st. The battalion showed & steadiness in
standing under arms, as I rode down the
ranks, that was yery remarkable,

2nd. The marching past was, on the whole,
very creditable, particularly that of the Ar-
tillery Company. When a mistake did
oceur, it sprang entirely from the men not
looking to their front, and therefore not
trusting to the touch alone to recover their
dressing. I drew Col. Higinbotham’s atten-
tion to this defect. .

3rd. The advances and retirements in line
when the men had settled down into & uni-
form *‘swing,” were very good. The pace,
however, was too slow. I mentioned this to
the Colonel. I tske this opportunity of re-
marking, that a constant use of the pace-
stick and pi , in the

Pacific and Central Pacific Divisions of
the great railway join, is neither city nor
golitude, neither camp nor settlement.It is
bivouac without comfort, it is delay with-
out rest. It is sun that scorches, and al-
kali that blinds. It is vile whiskey, vile
cigars, petty gambling, and stale news-
papers at 25 cents apiece. It would drive
a morbid mind to suicide. It is thirty
tents upon the Great Sahara, sans trees.
sans water, sans comfort, sans every-
thing.

For hours we were’ in view of Great
Salt Lake, now crossing arms of it upon
trestle-work ; now skirting its northern
bank, where thousands of acres are
white with fine salt deposited by floods .
and now miles away, but catching, thro’
breaks in the hills, glimpses of its deep
blue waters, and its mountain islands
tipped with snow. Passengers who
would really see it, and enjoy a delicious
bath,should stop for a day in the vicinity
of Ogden.

Another day upon the desert, It seems
to stretch out to the crack of doom. No-
body can realize the t work this has
been until he takes the long ride of four
or five days and nights through dreary
wastes and unbroken solitudes. On this
immediate portion of the road the alkali
water would corrode boilers and soon de-
stroy them. For & hundred miles, there-
fore, water is carried in takes upon plat-
form cars, for the locomotives. A supply
will ultimately be brought from the
Truckee River, thirty-three miles, thro’
bored tamarack logs. Several stations
are already furnished in this way from
springs six or eight miles distant. On
the Union Pacific, also, through the Bit-
ter Creek country, water is carried thirty
or forty miles upon trains, to overcome
the same difficulty.

For the last night ( the’ fifth since leav-
ing Omaha ) we go to bed in the sleep-
ing car. At dark the air is sultry; but
we begin to ascend ; before midnight we
call for blankets. at daylight we wake
among mnoble forests, and grand snow
drifts, with Donner Lake, cool, blue, and
sparkling, on our. left. Adieu to the
desert! Hail to the Sierras! Were ever
these pines, and spruces, and firs, so dark-
ly green before, or the mosses upon their
trunks go brightly yellow, {or the tum-
bling waters;of such foamy whiteness?
Were ever the rocks overhead so vast and
threatening, or the chasm# below so deep
to our straing eyes?
