Preserving Autumn Leaves.—A new 
way of preserving autumn leaves is given 
as follows :—Iron them fresh, with a 
warm (not hot) iron on which some sper­
maceti has been lightly rubbed. This 
method preserves perfectly their lovely 
tints, and gives a waxy gloss which no 
other one secures. The process is very 
rapid and very agreeable, and no lady 
who has ever tried the tedious and uncer­
tain experiment of pressing will ever 
again resort to it after once trying this 
new and better way.

Wellington and Manitoba.—At tho 
recent exhibition of the Marquette Agri­
cultural Society, held at Portage la 
Prairie, Mr. Kenneth Mackenzie, late of 
Puslinch, took no less than 73 prizes, 
chiefly in horses, cattle, grain, roots, and 
specials. The farmers of Wellington 
may well be proud of their fellow-agiicr’- 
turist. We understand that Mr. Mac­
kenzie will realize some 85,000 from tho 
produce of his farm this year.

A Parting Evening.—On Tuesday of 
last week, Mr. Robert Liugwood was 
invited by number of his friends to 
spend a social evening with them at the 
Royal Hotel, Fergus, the occasion being 
bis intended departure for Guelph next 
day, where he intends to reside in future.

requiring the same. There was read a 
certificate of transference in favor of Mr.
S. W. Fisher from the Presbytery of New 
Brunswick, N.S., to the Presbytery of 
Guelph. The application of Mr. McNabb 
to be received into the Canada Presby­
terian Church was referred to a commit­
tee, to report thareon, if practicable, in 
the afternoon. The congregation cf 
Knox Church, Galt, petitioned fora mod­
eration in a call which they proposed to 
givo to a minister—promising a salary 
of two thousand dollars. The petition 
was granted, and Mr. Ball appointed to 
preach and moderate on Tuesday, the 
29th inst., at 9 o’clock in the afternoon. 
In accordance with a report submitted 
by the committee, the Presbytery 
arranged for holding a series of mission­
ary meetings, having missionary sermons 
preached in the different congregations 
under their care. The session records 
of the First Congregation, Era*oaa, 
were submitted, and a committee ap­
pointed to examine the same. This 
committee subsequently reported that 
said records were carefully kept and the 
business transacted in an orderly man­
ner, and they were ordered to be attested 
accordingly. The Presbytery next pro­
ceeded to hold a conference on tho state 
of religion, and, having spent some time 
iq the same, taking for the subjects of 
conversation certain topics recommended 
in the report of their committee, formally 
agreed that when iu tho judgment ot min­
isters and sessions continuous religious 
services are desirable, the Presbytery 
approve tho holding of suoh meetings, 
and that the whole matter, including the 
questions discussed, bo sent down to ses­
sions for consideration and report. The 
Committee appointed to visit Elmira, 
Hawksvillo and Winter!ourne, and to 
confer with Mr. Thomson, with the view 
of uniting the above congregations into 
one pastoral charge, reported. After 
deliberation it was agreed that fiutber 
consideration of tho matter be delayed 
till next ordinary meeting, and that these 
congregations be summoned to appear 
then for their interests. A letter from 
Mr. Hugh Thomson, late minister at 
Winterbourne, claiming arrears of sti­
pend due him by the congregation there, 
was referred to that congregation, with 
the request that the claim bo discharged. 
A scheme for missionary sermons and 
meetings was submitted and adopted. 
The Clerk was instructed to get a suf­
ficient number of copies printed for dis­
tribution. It was agreed that application 
be made to the Home Mission Committee 
for a grant, for three years, of two hund­
red dollars to enable them, with a sub 
scription of their own to the amount of 
four hundred dollars, to obtain the ser­
vices of a settled minister. The case of 
North Luther congregation, involving dif­
ference of opinion respecting the site on 
which they should erect their new church, 
was next taken up. Mr. Anderson and 
Mr. D.D. McLennan were heard. Papers 
bearing on the case were read. After de­
liberation it was resolved that a Commit­
tee bo appointed to visit all these stations 
to ascertain all the facts of the case, and 
report to the Presbytery at their next or­
dinary meeting. It was agreed that the 
next meeting be hold in Knox Church, 
Acton, on the second Tuesday of Janu­
ary, beginning at 9 o’clock a.m. A re­

The People aud the Emperor. 
Important Correspondence. 
M. Thiers and his Friends.
New York, Oct. 14.—Wall street is 

feverishly excited. During this morning 
a despondent tone was felt in speculative 
circles. The influence of the Grinnell 
litigation is still seriously felt ; it is the 
most prominent influence acting on the 
market, in fact—s» much so, that neither 
Commodore Vanderbilt nor his friends 
appear able to protect what are familiarly • 
known as the Vanderbilt favorites, in­
cluding the Western Union, Lake Shore, 
Harlem, and N. Y. Central. Speculators 
watch daily the declining prices of these 
shares, and conclude there is weakness 
somewhere.

Paris, Oct. 14.—M. Thiers will give a 
dinner to his political friends in the As­
sembly on Saturday next.

London, Oct. 14.—A special to the 
Times from Carthagena under date of 
yesterday, says : The Intransigents ves­
sels are again leaving the harbor, and a 
naval engagement of a more desperate 
character than that of Saturday is ex­
pected to take place. The command of 
the insurgent fleet has been given to the 
Captain of the Titian.

Portland, Me., Oct. 14.—The schooner 
T. T. Warren is reported wrecked off 
Deer Island. Sixteen lives lost.

Paris, Oct. 14.—At Marshal Bazaine’s 
trial to-day he reiterated his assertion 
that he was not informed of MacMahon’s 
advance until the 30th of August. In 
reference to this and several other points 
he offered affidavits in support of his 
statements. The President coldly said 
they would be referred with other affida­
vits to the Court when the time for ex­
amination of witnesses had arrived. The 
feeling is that to-day’s proceedings have 
been unfavorable to Bazaine.

Berlin, Oct. 14.—Correspondence be­
tween the Pope and the Emperor William 
is officially published. The Pope writes 
August 7th, that measures of his Majes­
ty’s Government aim at the destruction 
of Catholicism. He is unable to discover 
the reason for such severity, being in­
formed itnd believing that "the Emperor 
is averse to the increase or continuance 
of this harsh policy. He points out that 
measures injurious to the Christian re­
ligion only tend to undermine the throne.
Ho speaks frankly, as truthfulness to all 
is Ris duty, and all baptized, even non - 
Catholics, belong in a certain sense to 
him. He’ cherishes the conviction that 
the Emperor will adopt necessary mea­
sures, and concludes by praying God to 
be merciful to the Emperor and himself. 
The German Emperor replies *Sept. 3rd, 
rejoicing at the opportunity to correct 
errors relating to German affairs. If the 
Pope was truthfully informed he would 
be aware that the Government cannot act 
against the approval of the Sovereign. 
The Emperor deeply regrets that a por­
tion of his Catholic subjects and priests 
have organized a party which is engaged 
iu intrigue against the State, and dis­
turbing religions peace to the extent of 
open revolt against existing laws. He 
points to the indication of similar move- 
meats in other parts of Europe and 
America, and declares he will maintain 
order and law so long as God enables him 
to do so even against servants of a Church 
which he supposed acknowledges obedi­
ence to secular authority as a command­
ment of God. This doctrine of obedi- 

however, he regrets to see so 
many priests in Prussia disavow. 
The Emperor hopes that now the Pope 
has been informed of the truth he will 
use his authority to terrain ate the agita­
tion,which he declares before God has no 
connection with religion or truth. Ho 
takes objection to the Pope’s remarks 
about non-Catholics, and concluding 
says :—The difference of belief, however, 
does not prevent our living in peace.

New York, Oct. 15.—The Tribune says 
editorially : Yesterday seemed the worst 
day,since the crash came, in Vanderbilt’s 
stocks.
