THE BRIGADE CAMP.
Friday, July 3rd.

As far as we learn matters at tho 
camp are getting along smoothly. Those 
officers who had never been in camp be­
fore are getting accustomed to the 
routin#of military life, and the multi­
farious duties attending it, while the 
men, with very few exception», take to 
tent life very readily, and feel an ease, 
abandon and comfort in it which a civi­
lian who never slept under canvas has 
no idea of. The routine duties may be 
briefly summarized as follows:—Squad 
drill at 6 a.m. ; battalion or company 
drill at 9130 ; brigade or battalion drill 
at 3 p.m., which gives a total period,of 
exercise of from .five to six hours each 
d»y.

Guard duty is an important pari of the 
routine work of the camp. This is done 
by the battalions in tarn, so many men 
being picked out from each company.

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Warning to Intending Emi­
grants to Manitoba.

. We have lately, from private letters 
and other sources of information! 
learned that the influx of labor into 
Manitoba is out of all proportion to 
the demand, and we think it is due 
to intending emigrants to that Pro­
vince to warn them in time. Many 
who have gone out in the expecta­
tion of gettmg steady employment 
at good wages have found to their 
sore ^disappointment that there are 
for more mechanics than are re 
quired, that m consequence wages 
have gone down to almost nothing, 
and that' many good mechanics are 
mow working In Winnipeg for their 
board. The following, from the 
Manitoba Gazette, confirms this infor­
mation, and in giving it publicity we 
feel sure we are doing a service to 
those who contemplate going to 
Manitoba in search of work :—

'* To the young men of the Eastern 
Provinces we would say : ‘ Unless you 
have some capital- say at least from $500 
to $1000—stay and he content at homo 
for the present.’ The labor market here 
is overstocked. Many a new arrival is 
anxious and willing to work for bis board, 
but has to remain idle while he sees his 
little hoard rapidly dwindling away. 
Many a poor fellow who is here to-day, 
*n<l unable even to find work for his 
board, is bitterly anathematizing the 
false tales t’dht led him to leave his home 
and friends under the expectation of bet­
tering himself in the Far West. A new 
comer from the neighborhood of Barrie, 
Ont., told us the other day that he with 
a party of twenty-four others, had been 
induced to come up here by the glowing 
représentations he had seenin the papers, 
in which everybody was invited to come 
up, that there Was work for all, etc., etc. 
Their intention had been to lake up 
claims and then come into town 
and earn snfiicieut to enable them 
to commence farming. Well, what is 
the result? They find the land—every { 
{kiny that it mis represented, only wait­
ing to be cultivated to yield a bountiful 
return of any crop that may be put in, 
and yet many of them have been com­
pelled to turn their backs jipon the far­
mers’ paradise simply because they have 
been unable to line the labor that they 
were told “was so abundant. Aiid so, 
unable, to procure the means o^helping 
them along, the next stage or boat, will 
bear many of them back to Ontario, while 
they have still sufficient funds left to 
pay their passage. This is no overdrawn 
picture^ but the actual-state of affairs. 
Our country is dependent for its pros­
perity in a great measure Upon the dis­
bursement of publie moneys in our midst, 
and the only publie works at present go­
ing on are the Custom House and Land 
Office, for the erection of which there" is 
more than enough labor.to be had on the

Breeding Draught Horses i$ Canada.
—Canadians find the breeding of fine 

draught horses a paying business, and 
the remunerative prices obtained from 
United States purchasers have encouraged 

—importation of—more stallions. A. few 
yqars since sheep were bought in Canada 
in the summer, taken to the State of 
New York, and during the winter 
slaughtered and sent to hotels and to 
private families in the city, paying ex­
penses of freight from the Dominion,im­
port duty, and for the food and care 
after ; for the mutton obtained from 
these Canadian sheep was superior to 
the general kind obtained from New 
York butchers. Now this importation of 
horses and sheep from a climate entail­
ing more expense in wintering, in ad­
dition to tie import duty and freight, 
shows that there is something very ex­
traordinary in there being an absence of 
such stock in the possession of United 
States farmers. As it pays Canadians 
to breed, raise, and send to New York or 
sell to go to that city, how is it those 
farmers who are continually crying 
*■' farming don’t pay,” do not breed 
draught horses and raise mutton sheep, 
saving 20 per cent, import and railway 
carriage from Canada ?
