The German forces have captured
Arensburg, capital of the Island of
Oesel, and are still pursuing the Rus-
gians at various places. Alding the
operations as far as possible are Ger-
man cruisers and torpedo boats, which
pave shelled coast batterigsand towns.

Wealthy or Poor, They Will
All Receive a Fair Trial
Before Their Tribunal; a
Commonsense Hearing

Fitst Olass of Men Evince
Desire\ to Obey the Law
Promptly and Either Re-
port. for Service or Claim
Exemption

Ottawa, Oct. 15.—Reception of the
proclamation calling out the firgt class
of men under the Militany Service act
is reported here as in every 'way satis-
factory. ‘At post offices all through ‘the
Dominion there have (been numerous
applications either to report for ser-
wvice or to file a claim for exempition.
Bverywhere there was an evident de-
sire to comply promptly with the pro-
visioms of the law.

Considerable Interest is menifested
in the provisions of the regulations
about to be dssued that no. codnsel or
advocaite shall be heard before a local
tribunal. The main purpose of this
provision, it is understood, Is to place
the poor man on an equal footing with
the rich In respect to his application.
Neéither; in claiming exemption before
a tribunal, will be pemmitted to employ
the services of a member of the bar.
Thus the wealthy applicant will be un-
able to: seicure any .advantage in this
regard. Opposition from the legal fra-
ternity is not anticipated. Further-
more, the view is expressed that the
local tribunals will be better able to
deal with the applications from a com-
monsense point of view if the issue is
not beclouded with legal technicalities.
The military authorities are placed on
the same footimg as applicants. A
military repmesentative, appointed: by
the G.0/XC. of the military district, will
appear before each local tribunal, but
he is not to be a member of the bar.

The Den declares the Maximalist as-
pirations recently displayed in the fleet
undoubtedly contributed to the German
success, Only the Izvestia organ of the
council of soldiers’ and workmen'’s dele-
gates, looks at the disaster as a bless-
ing in some respect, saying the news
of the German landing came at a time
when Russia, learning of the troubles
in the German navy, was beginning to
entertain gange'rorus and unfounded ii-
lusions regarding the imaginary dis-
organization of the enemy.

Although Hon. A. L. Sifton was
porn near London, Ont., and was edu-
cated in Wesley college and Victoria
miversity, he is a westerner and is a
member of a family, the name of
which has loomed large in western
sffairs for nearly 40 years. His father
came to Manitoba in the first rush
of landscekers from eastern Canada,
and established himself in Winnipeg,
where later he became associated with
iournalistic enterprises and a factor
.in provincial politics. He was for
many years president of the Free
Press Publishing company. For one

term jre was speaker of the Manitoba

legislature. In the light of history,
perhaps one of his most important
activities was his advocacy, of prohibi-
tion in Manitoba at a date’ yw'hep_(his
propaganda was far in advance of
the ime; and Hon. John Wright Sif-
ton will probably be remembered for
pioneer work in the cause of temper-
ance after other achievements of him-
self and his sons are forgotten. It
is consistent with this family tradi-

tion that his eldest son has been a

\itelong temperance advocate, and

that, as premier of Alberta, he helped

to bring the campaign of two genera-
tions for prohibition to a successful

conclusion in” Alberta in 1915

Hon. A. L. Sifton came to Alberta
in 1889, and entered western politics
many years before the province of

Alberta was organized. In fact, his
political career was thought to have
concluded with his appointment as
chief justice of the Northwest Terri-
tories in 1903. When ‘the province
was organized in 1905 he became chief
justice of Alberta, and continued so
until 1910. He was peculiarly adapted
for this career, and a rare sense of
exact justice with which he is en-
dowed contributed to make him a
brilliant success. In the administra-
tion of law and order which marked
the western Canadian frontier life as
different from that of all other pioneer
territories, he played an important
and difficult part, with remarkable
success.

In 1910, after the resignation of the
Liberal ,administration following the
A. & G. W. scandal; Mr. Sifton was
invited to become the premier. He
was probably the only available man
in the province at that time who could
handle the. situation successfully; and
at some sacrifice, he consented to re-
tire from the bench and to re-enter
provincial politics. In the past <even
years he has accofnplished everything
for which the public hoped. He has
restored confidence, he has brought
about sound, orderly conditions and
he has given a pre-eminently success-
ful government. In addition to this
he has introduced a policy of radical
reform legislation which has set the
pace for every other province. Wo-
man’s suffrage, rural credits, public
hospitals and prohibition are only a
few of the items of this program.

Personally of a retiring and rather
shy disposition, judicial and reserved,
Hon. Mr. Sifton is sometimes mis-
understood. Achievements which are
peculiarfly his own are not always
recognized as such. The public not
infrequently reverses the order of
merit in its estimate of the persons
with whom he is associated in im-
portant undertakings. Although re-
ticence and reserve are not the char-
acteristics most admired in the eyes
of the west, Hon. Mr. Sifton has
nevertheless established himself in
the confidence of the public and en-
joys a wide popularity. He is recog-
nized as a shrewd politician, a sagac-
fous student of the times, an almost
infallible judge of human mature and
2 cautious, but persistent and tena-
clous advocate of radical reforms.

His new appointment offers a much
wider field of usefulness, under con-
ditions of difficulty which will, tax
the powers of Canada’s ablest states-
men. As usual, Mr. Sifton has delib-
erately faced crisis and staked all on
his ability to solye difficulties and
et over hard places with success and
vantage to his country. The eyes

AUSTRIA’S MAGNANIMITY
Count Czernin, the Austro-Hun-
garian foreign minister, has admitted
in a burst of confidence that his coun-
try might comsider letting the entente
allies off if they speak up quickly and
don’t haggle over terms. But he was
impelled to add a warning that if they
fooled this opportunity away Austria
was likely to lose her patience and fly
into them.

Tolerance and forbearance are Aus-
tria’s watchwords. She may be a little
irritated, but is not yet mad. Byt if
she should get mad, the count warns,
there 'would be no holding her back.
What has pricked her more than any-
thing else is the rough language that
has been used by her enemies.” They
have called her moribund. They have
intimated that her people ‘were nat
united. They thave -talked about
democratizing her. Even the un-
pleasant word dismemberment has‘

been used. This is the sort of thing
that is calculated to make Austria takey,

sides with ‘Germany if it is pushed
too far.

The entente allies mustn’t think just
because there are some thirty-two
languages spoken in the dual mon-
archy: that the people don’t under-
stand each other. They musn’t think
because the Czechs desert and go over
to the /Russians, because the Bohe-
mians:‘want to be independent and
because the Hungarians take a day
off every few weeks '‘to celebrate the
anniversary of some battle in which
they licked the Austrians, that all
these races are not bound together by
ties of nationality and afffection.

If the allies can only get this clear
in their minds they would realize what
a formidable fot Austria would be if
she should lose her self-control and
begin to hit out. While she still has
a grip on herself, it would be well
for them to hearken to Count Czernin’s
offer. All he asks is that Austria be
let alone. She demands no Utopia,
he says—mnothing like it. She doesn’t
want democracy, she doesn’t want in-
ternal reforms. All she wants is peace
with Strauss music in the parks and
the promise of an unending line wof
Hapsburgs on the payroll. If she
could be assured -of this felicity she
would be willing to relinquish all
thought of conquest and welcome al-
most any limit to world armamenit.
Particularly she would be glad to
see mavies abolished. Austria never
could see where a navy did her any
good.

With the atmosphere thus cleared
the world may be mearer to peace
than it knows. Austria, it had been
supposed, was bent on carrying out
her plans of conquest and to her
domination of Germany has been
ascribed the latter country’s continued
if feeble resistance, but now Austria
has relented and is willing to let Italy
go home and take back Galicia, just
as if nothing had happened.

In doing ®o0, they proclaimed to the
world that they have™never considered
the most important duty of a public
mian, which is 'to provide revenue or
taxes for the public service in a way
that would be just and fair between
man and man. ;

Taxati®h has two purposes—first, to
seloure revenue; second, to promote jus-
tice, equal rights, fair play, liberty,
democracy among {peopla. Qur present
ways of securing revenues are.a-denial
of justice, a mockery of liberty, free-
dom, democragy, ete.

The writer was a singie taxer when
a school kid.. He said that if in the
years to come he could get a farm and
that farm 'would become a townsite by
the coming of a railroad, that his Fand
woulld become a 'thousand times more
valuable thian before, and that he him-
self-would be a very rich man, Land
worth a few dollars anh acre becoming
a townsite, subdivided, them sold at
so much a lot what Several acres
would [be worth 'before the railroad
came? That was a schoolboy dream.
To many it has become a reality to
see which we have only to open our
eyes and look around us. But there
were some hard facts as‘bout thig dream
that did not dawn upon him till later
in life.

(By Theodore Roosevelt in Kansas City
Star.)

When Lot's wife was journeying to
safety she could not resist looking back
to the land she had left and wias there-
upon turned into a pillar of galt. The
men from ‘the old world who, instead «f
adopting an attitude of hearty and in-
clusive loyalty to their land, try also
to look backward to their old countries
become piilar of salt citizens who are
not merely useless, but mischievous
members of our commonwealth.

The dispatches of the German gov-
ernment published by the state depart-
ment give us an illuminating glimpse
not only of German methods and of
Germamn conduct toward this country,
but also of certain phases of our own
citizenship. The German government
proposed 'to use this country as a basis
of operations for wrecking the Can-
adian railways. It also proposed to
use and pay its agents and certain of
our citizens for “sabotage in every kind
of American factory for supplying mu-
nitions of war” and for “a wvigorous
campaign to secure a majority in Loth
houses favorable to Germfany.” The
German staff in issuing these directions
and in naming certain American citi-
zens as tools for the treacherous work
insisted that the embassy should not
be compromised and that “similar pre-
caution must be taken in regard to
Irfsh pro-Germamn propaganda.”

'Good citizens who have heen misled
by false counsel must now clearly see

that the campaign of dynamite against
our industries, with the attendant
wreckage and murder, was a deliberate
act of secret war by the German gov-
ernment; that the attempt by Ameri-
cans to secure an embargo on sending
munitions to the allies was an effort to
ald 'Germany Jin thus making war on
the United States; that the Irish pro-
German movement in this country was
financed and guided from Germany,
and that our citizens, whether of for-
eign or native birth, whether of native
American or German or Irish origin,
who took part in pushing these move-
men'ts were doing substantially the
same kind of work that Benedict Arn-
old once tried to do.

Some of them were doubtless paid,
others were doubtless not paid, but the
paid and unpaid alike were serving Ger-
many against the United States. These
matters are now all of public record.
The excuse of ignorance can'no longer
avall any one. Henceforth the citizens
of German or Irish birth who take pant
in such activities as those of most of
the GermansAmerican alliances and the
like are at best standing in the position
of pillar of salt citizenship at its worst;

Committee Reports Against
Fstablishment of a Civie
Flour Mill, But Asks
Food Controller to
Fix Prices

The much-discussed question of
recognizing and adopting the princi-
ple of the one-man car was passed
just before the council adjourned about
11.30 last night. Ald. Adshead left
earlier in the evening, and Aldermen
Tallon, Broatch, Patrick 'and McTag-
gart opposed the motion. Ald. Broatch
gave figures to prove that the opera-
tion of the one-man cars cost more
than that of the two-man cars. It
was too late for much speechmakiag,
and the motion' was carried.

The market ‘report of the commis-
sioners held over from last week
caused considerable discussion. The
council agreed to the proposition *o
try transfers up to noon on the first
five week-days and all day Saturday.
But the council could not agree to
doing away with the retail business
at the city stall. Ald. Tallon thought
the fact that more help was asked for
indicated that there was a real need
for the sale of goods in small parcels.
If sold in emall parcels it could be
carried home. If only sold in large
parcels it ‘fould have to be delivered
at extra cost to the purchaser.

Commissioners Graves and Samis
claimed that the stall was not a suc-
cess, and the selling of goods in small
quantities should be cut out. Ald.
McNeill was of the same opinion.

Alf, McTaggart took umbrage at
the statement of Commissioner Samis
that the city was doing dishonest busi-
ness in selling turkeys at 26 cents per
pound when the other dealers were sell-
ing at 28 cents and then making up the
deficit out of the taxes.

Application to Master in
Chambers Will Be Heard
on Oct. 23; Injunction Not
Based on Legal Grounds

At the council meeting last night the
action of the city solicitor in moving
to have the dinjunction granted the
bakers, dissolved was upheld and the
solicitor instructed to defend the action.

3. The allegations that the defend-
ant is not acting in good faith but
under a cloak are strenuously denied.

4. There are no prosecutions either
instituted or intended under bylaw 1512,
thereifors, the statements that there are,
cannot be substantiated.

5. That the said bylaw 1512 was de-
clared valid in an appeal to the su-
preme court and cannot be questioned
in the present action and is not a proper
case for an injunction to be issued.

6. That bylaw 1512 has been in force
in the ecity for a number of years, has
been duly observed by plaintiffs and is
neither just nor convenient that the
city should be restrained from enforc-
ing its bylaw.

7. That the bylaw is valid and within
the powers of the defendants,

8. That the balance of convenience to
both parties would be to leave the de-
fendant corporation the night to en-
force the bylaw and to allow plaintiffs
the right to appeal from any conviction,

9. That the affidavit of J. W. Shelly
is Insufficlent to support the order.

The employes of the assessment de-
partment have sent in a round robin
to the mayor suggesting a compromise
in the matter of overtime worked dur-
ing the next few days.

“under protest.” 4

The letter reads as follows:

“As it is ndt our desire to take any
action that mighit in any way retard
the collection of taxes, we the under-
signed employes of the assessment and
tax department have decided to put in
what overitime is necessary during the
week ending October 20 under protest,
and would respectfully ask your board
to give the matter of remuneration for
overtime favorable consideration, elther
Dy paying for actual time worked or
raising salaries to a ievel that would
recompense us for all overtime it may
be necessary to work throughout the
year.”

There are 14 signatures to ‘this letter.

There is a sort of armed neutrality
between ithe two forces.

GHIEF COMPLAING
THE POLICE CANNOT
GONTROL TAXICABS

Payment of Fee to
Government

)

That urgent legislation is needed at
once to place power in the hands of
the police to regulate the issuing of
taxicab licenses was poinited out yester-
day to The Albertan by Chief of Police
Cuddy, for a variety of reasons, among
which is the fact that as regulated at
present by the provincial authorities,
licenses are issued promiscuously to
any and all applicants without refer-
ences being furnished by the applicant
for licenses, who are often of character
and antecedents which render them
unfit for the work,of dealing with the
publie, especially strangers to the city,
many of whom are at the mercy of the
drivers of taxicabs, in that, if the driver
of the vehicle is untrustworthy enough,
especially in the case of young girls,
they may be taken to destinations other
than that asked for, and placed in great
meral peril.

Examples of this were quoted by the
chief of police, in that in one holder of
a license who has not the use of both
his hands cannot operate his cab with-
out endangering ithe safety of (the
publie.

The matter of the regulation of the
issuing of licenses of public vehicles
for hire was brought before the city
council last February, which is said to
have taken up the matter with the pro-
vincial authorities, but so far nothing
has yet been done to bring about the
required legislation to transfer this
power to the city police, who are the
most concerned with regard to safety.

Should Increase Penalty ~

Another matter pointed out by the
chief of police, was tha't the law at
present is not strict enough in dealing
with vehicle drivers who pass a street
car discharging passengers, in that the
present fine of $20 and costs is not
enough of a deterrent and should be
raised to $100 and costs. The chief
quoted several cases in which irrespon-
sible taxi drivers had been reported to
the police for severe offenses which
under normal regulations should have
caused them to lose thelr licenses.

INQUEST ON DEATH
OF HARRY VALENTINE
|5 NOT CONCLUDED

Puts Witness Through
Grilling Test

Coroner Ross opemed the inquest last
evening into the death of Harry Valen-
tine, ‘the 13-year-old /boy who died
Saturday evening after being run down
by an automobile on Seventh ‘avenue
operated by Robert Weir, a taxicab
driver of 728 Sixth avenue west.

The first witness called by the coro-
ner was Dr. Ned McPhatter of Four-
teenth avenue, 'who testified to having
been called by Weir Saturday evening
to attend the injured boy.

Dr. McPhatter said death was caused
by the windpipe being broken or lacer-
ated, which had resulted in the blood
flowing into the lungs.

He aldo testified that there was no
mark or bruise on the skin of the
throat to show that any heavy wheel
or other implement had passed oOr
struck the boy’'s nedk.

Dr. McPhatter gave it as his opinion,
in reply to questions, that if a heavy
Studebaker car weighing some 3,500
pounds had passed over the neck that
it would have lbeen crushed. He had
not noticed any damages done to the
¢lothes of the victim of the accident
beyond the fact that one of his pants
legs was torn at the knee.

He said the boy was conscious when
brought in, but died soon after, and
testifled that even if a dozen surgeons
had been present his life could not have
been saved with the dnjuries he had
sustained.

Weir was represenged by Attorney
McKinley Cameron, while Attorney H.
H. Gilchrist represented Mr. C. T. Val-
entine, father of the dead lad, Mr.
Valentine being present in person.

Witness Confused.

The second witness ‘was 16-year-old
Cecil Newy, who testified to having
seen the accident, He sald he had seen
Harry Valentine pass him on a wheel
and had thought he was a boy he knew.
He had followed and passed him, and
seen him knocked down by the auto-
mobile, but on cross-examination by
the Attorney for Weir, was easily con-
fused. He could not give a correct es-
timate of the speed at which the Stude-
baker was driven, and under the grill-
ing he received at the hands of the ex-
perienced lawyer could not tell whose
fault it was that had caused the aocci-
dent. He said he thought Harry had
been dragged 30 feet after being struck,
but was not sure. He said Harry had
turned to go back, and then had evi-
dently changed his mind after seeing
the auto and tried to turn back south,
and then the crash had come.

He was followed on the witness
stand by George Valentine, 14 years
old, brother of Harry, who said ‘that
Saturday night he had started to cover
his route on a pony owned by Wilfrid
Manary, and that his brother Harry, on
his brother’s wheel, had started to g0
with him. #He said Harry got ahead
of him and that he had been passed by
the automobile, which was going fast,
and had seen Harry in front of it, heard
!the crash and had seen the glass filly.
He said the auto had its lamps lit, but
that no horn was sounded. The boy
made a good witness and held his own
with the attorney for Weir,

Durninig the course of the examination
it developed that there was a woman
in the car with Weir, who helped to
hold the injured boy till the office of
Dr. McPhatter was reached. George
had asked Weir to take his brother to
the Herald building, where several doc-
tors reside, but Weir evidently thought
that, being supper time, no doctors
would be on hand and had gone to Dr.
McePhatter's instead. George sald he
did not like the way Weir had.pulled
his brother out of the auto and left
him on the sidewalk, but later admit-
ted Welr seemed under strong excite-
ment. He told how Harry had opened
his eyes and asked where he was, and
then become unconscious till he died.

Jury Are Sleepy.

By the time these witnesses had 'been
examined and cross-examined it was
11.30 o’ctock and both lawyers asked
for an adjournment as the jurymen
were getting sleepy. The coroner as-
sented to the adjournment as four wit-
nesges, including the woman in the car,
had yet to be examined. )

The consensus of opiniom amongst
the jurymen Was that death had been
caused by the head of the victim being
jerked violently back, which stretched
the windpipe and ruptured it.  The in-
quest will be continued at 8 o'clock
this evening in the umdertaking mpar-
lors of Harrison & Foster.

In the
Ppast, however, they have been granted a
puhdstence allowance of only $13.50 a
fmonth, while the overseas men have been
igiven $20 a month. A large number of
joomplaints as to the inadequacy of this
allowance having been recetved at the
lamflitia department, the minister, after
«consldering the matter for some time, de-
joided that, in view of the high cost of
Hving and the approach of winter, it
would be best to place the men on home
guard duty and the men of the overseas
Yoroces on exactly the same basis, both as
regards pay and subsistence altlowance.
iHe therefora recommended thie to the
privy council, which resulted in the pass-
.age of the order. The increase in the
subsistence allowance for home guard
men is to date from the first of this
month.
