Exploring parties have
counted 38 bedies within a space of 50 yardss
A few of the unfortunate victims have been
brought out alive but badly mangled: En«
gineers are of opinion, owing to foul air, that
there can be no more alive in the works. It
80, over 300 human beings lie dead in the ree
cesses of the pit. The excitement among the
families in town is most intense. The works
in the vicinity have been the scene of wail-
ing and despair all day. A similar accident
occurred some twenty years ago at the same
place by which 73 lives were lost.

A second explosion occurred in the colliery
at Barnsley, while the explorers were trying
to save the survivors. Twenty-two persons
were killed.

His last spesch in America bas been
published in several 1rish .jourpals, and has
caused.quite a political turore. The Irish
people seem to have implicit confidence in
his sincerity. Among all classes the cons
viction grows and spreads that we are on
the eve of startling and terrible events. = The
Fenian organization throughout the country
Isin a high state of activity. Its committees
are terribly in earnest, and their plans are
shaped for a fierce and hloody struggle.
The Times London correspondent writes ;
The mission of John Bright to Ireland seems
to have been a mistake and failure. Ol
what future consequence it may be, it.is not
easy lo predict, but the signs are that the
reform leader lost more in England than he
can possibly gain on the other side of the
channel. The entire’ weekly press and, as
far as I have seen, the daily also, with the
exception of his own personal organ, is op~
posed to the sole original ‘measure he pro-
posed for the relief of Ireland. Bright pro-
poses a scheme of land distribution which is
opposed to all English ideas of govern«
ment and political economy. The Times
of November 13th, says of the con-
demned Fenian prisoners in Canada: We
are of opipion that no criminals ever deserved
capital punishment more than those who are
now. awaiting their fate in Canada. For
these persons Seward has seen fit to inters
pose in behalf of the American Government,
Were parties in America in a normal state
we confess we should receive the news of
such application with very Zreat surprise.
It is unfortunate that indy ‘0 meetings
should be held by Fenianstncdughout the
United States, threatening the British Gov~
ernment with vengeance if they should dare
to execute their threats, and thus seéeming
as it were in their power to rob anact of
olemency of all its grace and represent it
merely as an act of fear. For can we admit
that the case of American civil was as put
by Seward is in the least parallel to the Fe~
nians in. Canada: The Southern States
claimed the right, to withdraw from the cons
federacy which -they had voluntarily entered
and it was easier to refute the claims to se-
cede by the sword than by the pen, ‘but the
Fenians have no shadow of aiclaim to belli-
gerent rights. They huve no Government,
no_territory. They are merely citizens of
friendly states, whose object is to murder the
inhabitants of a neighbouring country on
their own aceount, without semblance of law
or justice. Suchis the case against grant-
ing the request of Seward. On the other
hand there is great allowance to be made for
the position of the American Government.

The President is struggling for bis very ex:
istence against an overpowering majority in
the contest in which he is engaged. The
Fenian vote could have been of infinite im«
portance to him, but he was content to forego
that advantage at the almost critical moment
rather than to tolerate any act which might
compromise the good understanding between
Great Britain #@nd the United States. So
anxious was he to prevent the Fenian in<
vasion, that he employed General Grant and
Geperal Meade, two of tha best officers in
the American army, in this distasteful and
unpopular scheme. President Johnson, had
he been lukewarm in the business, might
doubtless have satisfied the letter of his,ob-
ligations towards tbe Ubnited States by much
less energetic measures. We do not doubt
that his popularity must have suffered by
this Honorable and straightforward eonduct,
and that 1t was in his pewer to ingratiate
himgelf with the Fenians without involving
the United States in actual collision with
Great Britain. We owe it to him that Can-
ada has not been made'a scene of bloodshed
and outrage of every kind, and he asks the
lives of obsceue [*] wretches now uoder
sentence of death. It is not for us to say
what answer should be given to such request
but we confess we should regard the grant-
ing of it with satisfaction, more especially as
the President would bardly like to renew
his intercession in case ol a second Fenian
invagion. : el

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The Extradition Treaty.

A feeling is growing in England,
France and America, in favor of
the total abolition of the Hxtradition
Treaty, by which fugitive criminals
may be arrested in a country foreign
to that in which they may have com-
mitted crimes, and returned to the
scene of iheir misconduct for trial
and punishment. This feeling has
been increased by a - recent case in
Canada. A banker or financial agent,
in one of the French provincial towns,
embezzled Government funds, amount-
ing to several hundred thousand
pounds, and fled with “his booty to
England, and subsequently to New
York. "Co the latter city he -was
tracked by French detectives, and
arrested by an American officer, from
‘whose castody he contrived o escape
before the question whéther he could-
be legally delivered up under the Kx-
tradition Treaty had been argued.
The fugitive mext sought refuge in
Canada, and was -again arrested in
Montreal, where he was taken before-
.’a Magistrate, who gave an order for’
his surrender to the French Governx
~ment. This order was countersigned
by the Governor-General of the
Colony, and in a few ‘hours’ time the
culprit was en roufe to France. Ac-
eording to French law, the fugitive
had been guilty ot larceny. ‘Accord-
ing to English l]aw, he had been guilty
of embezzlement—and embezzlement
is not' one - of- the. offences named in
the Extradition Treaty with France.
The Canadian Governor and Magis-
trate were, therefore, wrong in
ordering his rendition: upon the
construction that the French law
places upon “the offence. A few
monthsago a Confederate officer, who
bad been guilty of piracy on the high
seas, was arrested in Nova Scotia, and
his extradition was demanded by the
United States Government. But
piracy is not one of the crimes enu>
merated ‘in" the ' Extradition Treaty
with the United States, and the ofu
fender was set at liberty ; and but for
the fortunate circumstance th:t he
was afterwards silly -enough to ven
ture upon American territory, where

. he was at once seized, the question
might have caused no end of trouble

~ between the Cabinets of Liondon and
Washington. The Extradition Treaty

- was arranged by the Aberdeen Minis-:
try in 1844, and has since remained in
full force. = The operation of the
Treaty has, however, been frequently
fraught with evil consequences, be-
cause the::character of the .offences
must be de¢ided by the administrators |
of “the “law, and when these adminis<
trators make a mistake, reparation or
‘remedy is ouf of f.b'q Quespion, because
the ‘man is quickly placed beyond the
reach ot the habeas corpus. Is it pos-

them by the laws of :Great Britain.

The Selection.

Dr Helmcken, late Speaker of the
Legislative Assembly of Vancouver
Island, and Mr DeCosmos, ex - member
for the City in the same body, were
yesterday unanimously selected to re~
present District No. 1 in the Legislas

-tive Council. In accepting the posix

tion, Dr Helmcken delivered a forcible
and eloquent address, in the course of
which he took occasion to inform the
electors that he was not going to New
Westminster to offer the Government
a factious opposition ; that he intends
ed to support Mr Seymour when he
believed him to be in the right, and
that he trusted he should always be
found on the'side of the Government,
working for the interests of the whole
Colony. The address was well re—
ceived by the electors present, who
seemed to have fully - made - up
their minds to give the new Govern-
ment a fair trial before condemning it.
Mr DeCosmos was not present to exs
plain his views; but Dr Helmcken
8poke a few pleasant wordsin behalf of
his old adversary, pledging him to an
earnest support of ‘the people’s rights,
and an honest discharge of his,duties.
In returning Dr Helmcken, the elecs
tors have selected a gentleman
whose past career furnishes a guar-
antee that he will at- all times
honestly and fearlessly represent their
views. = The people look upon the
doctor as belonging to them ; and no
representative body that did not num-
ber him ameng its members would be
deemed complete. As for Mr DeCoss
mos’ former aects, we can only say
that in our opinion he has no reason
to be proud of them, nor has the
Colony profited by his legislative
achievements. But we believe that
every member of the commanity is
disposed to accept the advice of Mr
DeCosmos’ colleague—¢ to bury the
acts of the past, even if we have to
erect tombstones to their memory ;"—
and in pledging the selected gentlemen
. an earnest support on every measure
that we believe will redound to the
public good, we sincerely hope that
~when their term of service shall have
expired, the only advice we shall feel
-called on to offer their constituents is
to again unanimously ré-select them
as represeatatives of District No., 1.

Fenian Complications,

The telegrams received last evening
point %o a most alarming circum-
_stance  connected with the Fenian
“movement. It appears that a heavily
armed schooner, manned by two hun~
dred veterans, has slipped out of
. the port of Boston—very much in the
-‘manner that the Alabama and She~
nandoah were accustomed to slip out
of British ports in the time of the Ame-
rican rebellion—and has sailed directly
in the course of the Cunard steamers,
~with the avowed object of capturing
one or more of those steamers, and,
after landing the passengers, convert-
ing, them into privateers, fo prey upon
British commerce. It is said that a
.gunboat has left Halifax, Nova Scosia,
for the purpose of overhauling the
schodner, and it is to be hoped that
“‘that object may be attained before any

" damage can be inflicted. It.is assert~
ed that the privateer sailed under
letters of marque furnished by
Stephens prior to his departure.
However much we may deplore the
moral support that the Fenians are
receiving in Amerioa, we cannot but
-call to mind the aid and comfort given
the Confederates on our’ side of the
line during the late struggle, and the
connivance of Government officers

- at the escape of Confederate privateers
Arono: British ports. The Fenian move-.

ment, so far as the United States is
implicated in the agitation, can only
" be regarded as an act of retaliation,
and, under the precedent laid down
by Harl Russell in the case of the Ala-
bama, when asked to pursue and seize
her, and his refusal to pay the
‘damages caused by her depreda-
tions, perfectly accords with the spirit
of the Neutrality Laws in existence
between the two Gevernments. We are
glad to notice that our Government
thas re-opened the question of the Ala-
dbama olaims; and that there is every

prospect of their being satisfdetorily
disposed of;.in which event the United
States must mot only crush the
Fenians, but must also-remove every
other cause of irritation that DOW ex~
ists between the two nations. Oa the
other hand, should these claims be re—
jected, there are many who believe
that England and America will drift

into a bloody war within a very few
months,

LOCAL INTELIGENCE.

The Selection in District No, 1.

About 250 electors assembled yesterday at
the Police BarracRs for the purpose of select-
ing two members to serve in the Legislative
Council for the City of Victoria and Town
of Esquimalt. The Sherift having requested
that candidates be nominated,

Mr A. J. Langley proposed Dr, Helmcken,
and in doing so said that as the representation
was small, it was necessary that the voice of
those who were sent to the Council should
carry weight with it. Dr. Helmcken, he be-
lieved, was one of the fittest men on the
Island to represent the District (hear).

Mr Wm. Leigh seconded the nomination
of Dr. Helmcken in a few pertinent remarks.

Mr John Wilkie nominated Mr Amor De
Cosmos for the position. He said there was
ng man in the Colony who had stronger
e%j\ms upon the public, in consequence of
past setvices, than Mr DeCosmos, He be~
lieved that both Dr. Helmcken and the
nominee he had the honor of proposing would
be returned, for he could not see how any
person would presume to run against such a
splendid team (laughter and hear).

Mr C. Gowen seconded the nomination of
Mr DeCosmos. :

No other candidates appearing, the Sheriff
declared Dr. Helmcken and Mr DeCosmos
duly elected as the representatives of District
No. 1, subject to the acceptance of the Gov-
ernor (cheers and hisses). .

Dr Helmcken being called on, came for~
ward and eaid, that he bad consented to stand
for the Council in consequence of this being
the first session after Union, and he felt that
he might be of some assistance. He confess-
ed that he would rather see the Island un.
represented than to be put off with so few
members (hear) ; but he thought the voices
of the representatives might be of some avail
in shaping the policy of the (Fovernment ; if
he found that they had no effect, he would
come home again (applause). The Home
Government should be told that the course it is
pursuing isalienating the people of the Colony
from it, and that the only way to keep us as
Colonies was by granting a cheap and liberal
form of government and building a road
across the Continent. The government of
the country was centered in the Governor.
The form was strictly despotic, but he could
not but believe that the Governor had the
best interests of the Colonies at heart and
that be would do the best that he could for
all seetions,* The: past must be forgotten ; we
must bury uopleasant remembrances, even 'if
we had to erect a tombstone to their memory
(applause). . Ot course, the policy pursued by
the government could not be expected to
please everybody. The people of this Colony
were well disposed towards Governor Sey-
mour—their hearts were just as open to rew
ceive him as when he arrived here years ago
(applause). .1t was of the utmost imports
ance that the government and the people
should be in barmony,; factious opposition
was at all times injurious, and 1t was always
best to yield or give way a little. This Is-
land had been greatly injured by the oppo-~
sition that had occurred between the govern=
ment and the people, (hear) and be wished
it to be well understood that he did not go to
the Council to offer any opposition to Gover~
nor Seymour as Gtovernor (applause) ; but he
went there to extend a helping hand to him,
He only hoped that he would always be
found upon the side of the government, and
if so, the people might be sure that it was
the right side. He trusted that his conduct
would always be such that this Island would
show to the Home Government that it could
send men to represent it who would not op-
pose the government for thesake of opposing it.
He sincerely believed that Governor Sey~
mour weuld do right by all sections ; he (Dr
H.) was more ready for peace than for war, but
he was ready for either (cheers). He meant
to do his whole duty in the Counecil—not
only to the Island bat the whole country. The
system of government was bad, but the peo-
ple would have to abide by it until they could
convince the Home Government that they were
fit to govern themselves. The Council should
be composed of two popular representatives
to one appointed member, and as the Colony
increased .in population Responsible Govern-
ment should be extended to it ; but at present
he did not think tnat that system, if intro-
duced here, would work well; in this small
Colony it would be found impussible: to
pay 50 or 60 men to legislate for us. On the
other hand, small Houses were bad, because
the votes of one or two men generally held
the balance of power, and whichever way they
voted, so. went the House. Eoglishmen were
growlers by nature, and he did not expect a
one-man Goveroment to suit a Colony of
Englishmen—npot -if e were an angel from
Heaven, The doctor said that he copsidered
that:'a great blunder hud been committed
when our Free Trade was swept away. Vie-
toria should have been maintained as a Free
Port so far as articles that we could not pro~
duce were concerned, and articles that we
could produceshould be taxed (bear,and ‘ no.
The doctor announced himself as a siromg
friend of municipal institutions, and hoped
to see them in efficient working order on the
Island immediately ; “but he did not wish to
geé the expenses of the Council swallow up
all the money that might be raised by direct
taxation. It should be laid out in effeoting
permanent improvements. With regard to
the capital, the doctor said that he wouald do
‘his best to bring it down here, but he ‘eounld
not move it alone (laughter). . He certainly
did:not wish to live at New Westminster for
thr8e months in the. year, and the people

themselves must do their best to effect that

desirable object. Eight-tenths of thé people-
in (the ‘country, from Cariboo to Vidtoria,:
considered that New Westminster was not’
the proper site for the capital. Victoria; pds-
sessing all' the buildings necessary for the’
purpose, and being moreover the central
point and Vancouver Island 1he key of
British Colambia, should undoubtedly be the
capital. We had no money to spend to erect
new buildings at New Westminster for tem-
porary purposes. When the Governor was
right, the doctor said he should heartily sup-
port him, and when he was wroog be would
as strongly oppose him. He (Dr H.) was
not the man to yield to blandishments or
threats. There was no man in British Colume
bia to whom he would bend the knee (ap-
plause).

Dr. Helmcken then apologized for the ab®
sence of Mr DeCosmos at the Supreme Court.
and promised that he would be found stand -
ing shoulder to shoulder with him battling
for the rights of the people; and he would
here again ask the people to bury all ill feel-
ing, and judge a man, not by the past, but by
his foture actions. At .the same time they
must be watchful, and prepared at any mo-
ment to act for their own protection or in~
terest. The people made the Colony, and it
Was necessary they should now one and all
put their shoulders to the wheel and haul
the Colony out of the mire, into which it had
fallen tbrough the uncertain condition of
affairs. Withont the people the Government
could do nothing,

Dr. Helmcken passed a warm eulogium
upon the honesty, capability and gentlemanly
demeator of Mr Sheriff Adamson, and pro-
posed a vote of thanks to him, which wag
given with three rousing cheers. Mr Adams
son returned thanks, and the electors dis-
persed.

President Johnson’s annual address
to the American Congress was laid be-
fore that body on the 6th inst. It is
a plain, straightforward document—is
remarkably well written—terse and
decided, and peculiarly Johnsonian in
its tone. His Hxcellency commences
by  congratulating the country upon
the extinction of slavery and its emer-
gence from the cruel and bloody strug-
gle which long desolated its fair lands ;
expressing satisfaction &t the fact that
the animosities engendered by the war
are rapidly yielding to the benificent
influences of our institations. A his~
tory of the Constitutional difficulty
‘between the Hxecutive and Congress
is .then rapidly and -temperately
sketched.

ArTEMPTED SUICIDE AT PoRTLAND—AbOUL
one o'clock yesterday it was discovered that
‘Mrs. Stark, wife of the proprietor of the New
York Hotel in this city, had attempted to
commit suicide by cutting her throat from
ear to ear with a razor. The deed was done
in her private parlor, and she took every
precaution to make her effort successfal. She
stood in front of the pier glass, and deliberate~
ly adjusting the razor to the point of the left
“ear, drew it quickly across her throat. She
fell helpless on the floor and the noise so
alarmed her husband that he ran up and
found her weltering in her blood. A surgeon
wag sent for, and ‘in the medntime the poor
unfortunate woman was conveyed to her bed
in an adjoining room.  Doctor Giltoer soon
arrived, sewed up the wound and did all in
his powdr to'relieve the sufferer. The cut
commenced about, one inch’ below the  angle
of the lower maxilliary bone on the left side
of the deck, passing transversely across and
upward to the right side of the neck, sever-
ing both thyroid arteries and muscles’ of the
neck, and the thyroid cartilage, causing her
to breathe through the openings. The car-
otid arterieés on 'both - sides~ barely escaped
being cut, as the razor penetrated 'td' ‘the
fascia surrounding .'them. The wound bled
profusely, but the . Doctor finally succeeded
in checking it. The glass before which tke
horrid deed was done was besprinkled with
blood, as was ‘also the surfounding walls and
farnitare. ' There were canses which drove
this poor woman to attempt to take her life,
but as she has a chance of  recovery, we
defer speaking of them, as they are matters
which pertain only to her ‘and not to the
pablic. As our paper went to press we learn
that she was still alive, with some little
hope of her recovery.—Oregon Herald.

Death of a Noted Horse Jockey.

Henry Grimgbaw, the jockey who rode the
celebrated, French horsh Gladiateur jn his
overtarning of his dog-cart, while taking ‘a
rapid drive in the might to connect with a
railway traih, and” was buried, the London
News says, on the Cesarewich day, at Cover=
ham churchyard, just under Middleham Moor.
Bob Johngon, Ben Smith, “0ld John Osborne”
George Abdale, and other northern ' trainers’
and jockeys, rest there ; and the spot is more
especially marked by the fact that, owing to
the peculiar natiite of the ground, you ma
bo io the churchyard and not see the churc
or even hear the bell. The News gives this
interesting 'account :
As a boy he was, we believe, engaged in
a cotion manufactory at Manchester, where
many good jockeys have been “raised;” but
be preferred horses to “self-acting mules,”
and after learning his profession as stable
lad, and then lightsweight to his future
father-in~law, John Osborne, he made his
name (to adopt poor John Sayer’s expression)
rattle through all London and the -Continent
as well, when he became the steersman of
Gladiateur. For some time his shortsighed-
ness had been a considerable drawback to
him ; and in the Derby he would nevér have
seen Christmas Carol “stealing away on the
lowside, if a friendly jockey, who * stood
the Frenchman,” had not roared to him to
send his horse out, which he did instantly
with an emphasis of stride such as the Grand
Stand thonsands will never forget.

He took more heed in the Leger (which he
rode to the dismay of some of "his backers,
vith a large rag on one finger,) and “smooth-
ed” them all, when he was faitly in the
straight running. He'was a clever, honest
jockey, and able to ride 7 st. 7 Ib, to the
last. At one’ time he ‘used to 'back his
brother against Fordbam for ‘the largest
number of winning mounts; and it was as
much as his friends could do to persuade
bim not to  invade the Jockey Club synod
when Jemmy was carpeted for the Prodigal
business, as ‘““poor Jemmy won’t be able to
say a word for himself to those swells.” His
practice was not a very large one, as many
owners felt dubious respecting his sight ; and
his third, on Buckstone for the Derby, was a
singularly unpleasant mount, as the saddle
slipped right back, and he “finished on his
tail.”  Sinee his marriage he had lived close
to Kenvet, about four miles out of News
market ; and he leaves a wife within a very
few months of her confinement. Edwards,
who rode for the French stable, and won the
Oaks for them on Fille de I'dir between
their first and second engagement of Grims
shaw, has Count Legrange’s jacket in his
keeping once more.

The newspaper had simply dooe
its duty in showing up the faults of a
man who had been a member of the Assems+
bly, and who had presided at Annexation
meetings: He was a public man, and as such,
his acts were public property. Plaintiff had
made a great handle of the fact that he had
loaned Mr Higgins money ; but when pressed
by counsel for the defendadts he acknow-~
ledged that Mr Higgins had always paid him
high ‘interest, and that he mow owed him
Bothing. If high interest had been paid to
Young, was his client under any obligation
for the loan.? There had been no vindictive-
ness on the part of the defendants showu,
and no reason given for the libel, except that
he bhad opposed Mr Higgins’ fathersinslaw’s
seat in the Assembly, and_had declined ¢
write letters 10 the paper. /The learned gen-
tleman then proceeded tofeview the questico
of annexation, and agked what would be suid
in New York or San Francisco if a man
went into a public place in that country of
liberty - and- suggested\ disunion? = W bat
would be his position hat fate bad bes
fallen disunionists in the United States? He
would venture to say that any ‘man who
dared. to advance in San Franeisco such
sentiments as McClure had done bere, would
meet with violence; if not annihilation. And
how serious a thing it ‘was for a man like
Young, who had been a member of Assems
bly, to sit and hear such language as Mr
McClure had uttered and not attempt to stop
it. The Fenian troubles existed at the time
the article complained of = was. writter,
They still , exist, and threaten to distarb the
iriendly relations between the United Statcs
and Great Britain. And were these times in
which men should be allowed to hold out in-
ducements to the band: of maurauders to
make a descent upon our Island? On e
<contrary, it was the duty of every honcst
man to denounce such conduct, and he be-
lieved the jury would so. decide by their ver-
dict. Mr Youung, in 1855, announced himse!f
a8 an American citizen, and he came here
and claimed to be a loyal British subject.
But who could doubt, after his own egidence,
that he was sailing under false colors, and
was anxious to see the Uolony annexed to
the United States. In brinlgng the suit,
Mr Young was actuated by political motives,
was urged on by political friends—he wanted
damages from the defendants, and at the
same lime, sought to whitawash his political
character. The learned geatleman next al-
luded to Youne's disgusting attack upon Mr
Solicitor Green, and asked if, after hearing
him use such language, the jury could award
bim damages for having had his figure termed
“rickety”” and his face *ill-favored.””

The learnad gentleman again alluded to the
gross insult which had been cast upon Mr
Green by plaintiff, and claimed that the
letter had not been unfzir to Young, nor had
it handled him a8 bard as he deserved, In
concluding, the Attorney General said that
as long as they were members of this coms
munity he hoped and believed they woald
support the hongr of the Old Flag. Let us
frown down . annexation, let us denounce
treason in whatever forin it may appear, let
us remember our duty to our Sovereign,'and
be not led astray by the claptrap of design-~
ing men. Those who wish to change their
allegiance may do so; but so long as they
are protected by the Aag of Old England,
they must remember that if they plot treason
against that flag they will not escape punish=
ment, With these words, gentlemen, I leave
the oase in your hands. ;

“He nﬁﬁ:ﬁ:" called
rickety and illfavored, and Mr McClure an
Adonis; but thanks toa regular life free
from excesses, he was in very good preser~
vation for & man of 60, which wag an honor
to 8 man who has lived in so many golgothas
as be had. Ae-faras his religious tenets
were concerned, be was a Unitarian; he be«
lieved in God and his goodness, and that in-
spired him to stand up in behalf of his repu-«
tation, In spite of the array of legal talent
opposed to him, and the fact that Captain
Jacob had raked up every hole and corner;
he stood there like & -giant. He had been
taunted - with indulging in concupiseence
with squaws, he wag called a beastly ravisher

sinuation ; he admitted having been guilty
of a rash ebullition of language towards the
Governor, but had not used the foul express-
ion charged agaiost him ; as to obscenity and
blasphemy with which he was also charged,
there was no evidence : before the jury:  Mr
Rushton bad protested at dinner table
against:language which be objected to as a
member of the Church of Enogland, and which
he (Mr Young) did not renew ; Capt, Doane
bad proved nothing against him ; he would
call the jury’s attention to the fact.that he,
had been twioce returned as member for the
city without soliciting a single ' vote, and that
Mr Green had bimself on one occasion moved
that Mr Young’s election should be conduct-
ed without any expense to himself. Mr
Young pointed out' what be considered the

animus of the defendants, resulting”he thought
from an attempt made by him to oust the
member for Salt Spring Island from his seat -
he had always occupied an independent
position regardless of others, and admired the
sentiments of the Duke of Norfolk when he
offered a toast “to the man that dares to be
independent in dangerous times;” the injury
to his reputation from the libel was not cone
ficed to this small community; the paper
had a wide circulation and travelled abroad 3
he bad old and deaf friends in Eogland
whose grey hairs would be brcught with sor-
Tow to the grave (Mr Young was here over-
come with emotion and’ wept freely) ; these
were manly tears, and 'he was not ashamed
of them but enjoyed them ; he had supported
three orphan neices for 20 years and it would
break their hearts to hear their poor old uncle
called a reprobate and a traitor to his couns
try ; to show his generosity if the damages
(in his favor were to come out of the pockets
of the industrious young men who conducted
the paper, he shouid wish to make them light;
but be believed the man who wrote it had
means; his desire was to vindicate his reputas
tion not to make money out of anybody.
Mr Young said the defendants case had
wholly failed, and after again alluding to the
charges madé by counsel against him with
reference }d very young squaws which he
considered’/shameful, and thanking His'Lords
ship.for his kind indulgence and assistance
5eudered during the trial, the plaintiff sat
lown. g

His Lordship suzﬁmed up in the following

terms :==The plaintiff:in this case asked damw
ages from the defendants for a libel contained
io‘an article signed Loyalist published by the
defendants. 1In the plaintiffs declaration the
libellous words complainéd of had a further
or different sense attributed to them called
inuendoes, and the Jjury would have to cons
sider not only the actual meaning of those
words bt whether they admitted of the
farther or extended interpretations put upon
them by the plaintiff. The defendants had
pleaded 'not guilty, and it was the first duty
of the jury to try that plea, Before directing
the attention of the jury to the libel, he would
ask them to dismiss all the technicalities of
publication which were proved to the satis
faction of the Court. The letter signed Loy~
alist was addressed to and published by the
defendants as editors and proprietors of the
CoLONIeT newspaper. The name of the author
had been asked for but declined, and the full
responsibility of all that the letter contained
rested upon them. Now, bad Loyalist said
anything libellous or amounting to the words
imputed ? There was a time in the history
of the country when what was or was not a
libel was for the judge to say, and the jury
had no-discretion. In one of .those great
Constitutional battles, however, in the history

England the law was declared otherwise,
-1d it had ever since been the province of the

Jury to say whether the words were nsed in
he libellous sense complained of : no matter
how strong the import of the words might be
it rested with them not the Jjudge. It was,
however, the duty of the judge to say, if used
in that sense, whether the words were libels
lous ; and he would, therefore, point out what
he might consider was or was not libellous,
beggiug the jury at the same time oot
to attach more weight to his observa-
lions than in the fair exercise of their

judgment they might think them entitled to.

The first of the alleged libellous ex-
pressions in the letter was the word * notor-
lous,” which in his opinion was certainly a
dislogistic or defamatory term, the opposite
of celebrated, and calcnlated to convey an
impression derogatory to the person to
wbom it was applied; bat it would be for
the jury to say that the writer intended to
use it io that sepse. His Lordship proceed-
ed to read further portions of the letter,
statiog that the plaintiff Lad to be thanked
for “ much of the mischief and treason in
our midst,” ete., which the judge said was
calculated to bring a man into disrepute.
But the plaintiff was a public man, who
mixed up in public matters and discussions
who had according to his own showing cons
tributed many communications to the
newspapers, his public \acts particularly at
times of public excitement were therefore a
fair subject of fair criticism, and the public
press was in one sense justified in the fullest
sense in fairly and justly criticising the
public acts. of a public man. How far this
criticism was unjust would be for the jury to
determine. McClure was styled a madman,
but he did not consider it worth while to
come into Court, and ask for damages.
* Disgraceful conduct in the chair,” was
defamatory, but it was only the opinion of
the writer on a public act, and had not been
proved to be true. Then came the term
“ reprobate ” under which the plaintiff
seemed to smart considerably, and which in
his declaration he defined as meaning tha
he was ¢ profligate, corrupt, and depraved.’
The jury would have to say whether the
writer used it in that sense or ~whether they

of children ; his blood boiled at such an in- | fi

did not regard it as a mere expletive
intended to_give spice and power as the
writer thought to the article? “ A hatcher
of treason” was a serious charge, treason
being one . .of the greatest of erimes_in civil
law, and no less than an attempt to over~
throw the government of a State by a
person owing allegiancs to that State, or to
betray the State into the hands of a foreign
power.. The word * traitor” wasg frequently
applied even in England in a different sig~
pification to its literal meaning. His Lord:
ship then read the rest of the letter, and
said that with the exception of one or two
words the entire libel was mixed up with
political matters, but at the conclusion the
writer descended to personal matters in his
illusion to the * ill favored face and rickety
gure of Monitor” and it was . hig (the
Jjudge’s) duty to tell the jury that he thought
those words were libelious and should carry
weight. The whole case would hiave been
contemptible had - it stopped there.” It
would have resembled the school boy who

cries wten he is hurt without thinking’

how many blows had been struck. But the
case had been inflated and aggravated by
the course taken under justification which
was 10 be regretted. Hig Lordship again
explained to the jury their duties in respect
to ‘their finding" on the declaration and
inuendoes. - The plaintiff asked them to

say that he hatched and aided and abetted .

treason, but would not give the defendants
the chance of saying that it was a mere
expletive, meaning nothing  specific. He
also asked them to say that the allusion
to an “old reprobate writhing ia his
seat” meant that he was an abandoned
and depraved man, but the jury would
have to say whether it was not used in a
different sense. To the words * traitor,
mauvais sujet,” etc., the plaintiff further
asked them to put his extended meanings,
The “ ill favored face and rickety figure”
was a scurrilous personal attack calculated
to bring a man into contempt, but still taken
in connection with what followed it was
matter for consideration whether it was of
that serious import .ard not intended
more to give pungeiicy to the article.
His Lordship alluded in eloquent- language
to the freedom of the press as the bulwark of
Liberty. He wasnot aware that it had been
trampled upon in any Colony. In England
the press had assumed g2 position so lofty
that it was dignified as the Fourth Estate of
the realm ; not only was this for the quick-
ness and correctness of 1ts news, but for its
powers of reasoning, purity of morality and
dignity of attitude, But the freedom of the
press, which, at Il events, was one of the
things that was free in this country, must not
degenerate into license, and when it coode-
scends to scurrility and personal attacks the
law will protect the party so attacked. Loy-
alist had so far forgotten himself, although
the plaintiff left out the correlative part about
the ** comely featares” of Mr McClure, which
rendered it merely a comparison, but no man
had a right to expose pictures or ridiculs the
personal defects of another. "In so far this
lart of the letter might be considered libel-
ous, but it would be for the jury to say what
degree of ugliness is meant by * ill-favored”
—another dislogistic Word. ' As to rickety; it
might imply that a man did not carry himself
as erect or as firmly, ag a drilled soldier. ‘The
jury must well weigh the evidence given to
prove the meanirgs atiributed to the words.
His Lordship spoke in complimentary terms
of the ability shown by the plaintiff in his
conduct of. the case, expressing his sarprise
that a man of such intelligence should appear
before them at all. He then reviewed the
plaintiffs evidence, remarking that the only
impression left upon Dr Helmcken’s mind
by the article was a langh! He evidently
regarded the whole thing as ridiculous non-
sense, and did not regard the pluintiff as a
reprobate. Mr Carswell, a shrewd and intel-
ligent gentleman, whose pursuit was of a liters
ary nature, and who ought to know something
of the meaning of words, said that he only
understood the whole thing ag Young
called names.” The plaintiff’s evidence, so
tar as it went, really negatived the inuendoes,
There was nothing to show that anybody
thought the worse of the plaintiff aiter reading
the letter, and if the jury regarded it as a fair
criticiem on the public acts of a public man
they wust find for the defendants. = There was
0o justification for the latter part of the letter,
in ~which, subject to the better jodgment of
the jury, he considered the plaintiff had suc-
ceeded, although in every other part he had
failed. At the same time the jury would
consider whether Loyalist did not mean to
give pungency.by the comparison, and not to
indulge in personal spleen, and whether it
was understood by those who read it to bring
plaintiff into ridicule. Mr Young’s character
should have every consideration in that Court,
and he (the Judge) preferred that the jury
should lean against rather than with him
(the Judge), but at the same time Mr Young
was a public man—a man of extreme views
—and such men must expect hard blows
when they deal them. His Lordship, after
fully explaining the issues on the inuendoes,
went into the matter of justification. The
defendants bad not been content to deny that
they used the opprobrions. language in  tbe
extended sense charged, but had attempted
to justily them in that sense, and had called
Wwitness after witness to prove that the plain-
tif was really a' man babitually addicted to
blasphemy, obscenity, irreligion and profli-
gacy. It was a most serious course to adopt,
to seek thus to blacken a“man’s ‘chiaracter,
and in  his opinion the defendants
bad in this respeect wholly failed.—
The libel, wkich might  otherwise be
treated with contempt, assumed importance
when the defendants undertook to prove that
the charges were in their most serious con.
struction true. The defendants’ evidence in
justification was then gone -over in detail, his

rdship pointing out wherein it had failed,
in his opinion, to touch the plaintiff or to es~
tablish the pleas; and concluding by reminding
the jury that the lawimposed no duty upon
a newspaper any more than upon any. indis
vidual with reference to the prevention of

treason or invasion; and that the: deferdants |

had not taken advantage, Which they might
have done, of pleading under the statnte con.
ferring the privileges of fair criticism,” His
Lordship then directed the jury’s attention to
the issues on which they would have to find a

verdict and the extent of the damages, if any,
that should accompany their verdict aceord-
ing to their finding.

The jury then retired, and refurned at
2 30 o’clock for information as to how, if on

v

the general issue of libel a verdict was
found for the defendants, a verdict’ eould be
given against them ‘on the issues of the
pleadings. His Lordship then charged the
jury that if they believed the article to be
a libel, and the ingendoes in the plaintift’s
declaration to be true, they must find damages
for the plaintiff ; if, however, they found that
the srticle was not a libel, or that the
inuendoes were not warranted by the
expressions complained of, they must find
for the delendants. The jury again retired,
and at ten minutes to four o’clock, again
retarned ' into Court, when the foreman,
Mr. Bigsett; stated that they could not
agree, but stood six to two on all the igsues.
The parties on both sides expressed a
willingness 'to accept' the finding of a
majority, aud the verdict was rendered for
the defendants on the general issue of libel,
aod onthe second issue ; the third, fourth
and fifth issues were in favor of the plaintiff;
and the first part of the sixth ‘issue was
found for defendants,’ with leave to the
Court to direct asto the latter part of the
fame issue. The general costs follow the
verdict on the first issue, which was in favor o
defendants ; the Court, however, has the
power to direct asto the costs on the other
issues. The: jury stated that Mr Young had
their - sympathy, and the Chief = Justice
remarked that Mr. Young left the Court
without a stain on his character. The Chiel
Justice also remarked that the verdict quite
‘met his views, the article was not a libel,
and the case was one of the most trivial and
contemptible that he had .ever known to be
brought into a Cours of Justice.
AN APOLOGY.

Mr Young thea advanced and said, * Your
Lordship, yesterday, in the heat of debate, I
had the misfortune to call Mr John Morris a
ruffian. I now beg to retract that epithet.

The Court then adjourned.
