There was more excitement than the
leper colony at Darcey island had ever
known  Sunday morning when the
scow came to take them away. Like
all Chinese who fare forth from what
has been their home for a time, they
carried their usual’ array of bundles
and impedimenta, \including everything
from an alarm clock to a roll of fray-
ed matting, and were ferried to the
walting scow and towed away to the
waiting cago steamer in Royal Roads.
The money ' was to be  tele-
graphed for the fares, and when this
was forthcoming soon after noon they
were all taken aboard the vessel
Nine in all there were, the eight un-
fortunates suffering from the unclean
disease, and the Chinese sent * from
‘William Head to watch over the com-
pany and see them safe installed in
the hospital six thousand. miles away
n their home province of South
China.

Dr. A. T. Watt, superintendentr
quarantine, has been .planning the
removal for manhy months. He
once before had arrangements
on the = vergé of completion, but
on that occasion when all, was ready
the Chinese refused to leave. Yester-
day morning he conipleted his arrange-
ments with the captain of the mer-
chant steamer bound to Hongkong,
and then sent post haste for the Chi-
nese, who were towed alongside the
vessel. All was in readiness, the
steamer had cleared and the Chinese
ready to fio on board when the «cap-
tain of the vessel sought to see the
money for the fares $1,700 in all.
Each leper’s transportation he asked
$300, and Dr. Watt had not the neces-
sary money at hand. He came to the
city and telegraphed to Ottawa. Then
Senator Riley guaranteed the amount,
and the Chinese were taken on board.

The eight Chinese taken to Canton
have improved of late, and it is hoped
that with treatment at Canton, whare
facilities are available, that further
improvement in‘ their conditions will
result. Some are afflicted with. the
muscular or nervous form of the dis-
case. Others with the . ferm which
causes the crumbling away of. fingers
and hands, toes and.feet, etc. - Of the
eight, one, known as Charley, has
been on Darcey island for nine years.
He was sent from Victoria. Three of
the company were from- Victoria,
while Vancouver contributed ‘two, New
Westminster one, and the:other two
came from the upper country.

Nine or ten dead are left on the 'isl-
land. In all 20 Chinese have bgen taken
to the island, and nine of theinumber
succumbed to the ravages of the dis-
ease, some lngering for years, others
dying within a short time. One of the
number, a wealthy Chinese sent to the
lazaretto from WVictoria, made his es-
cape, .and secured passage back to
Canton. Before the Dominion govern-
ment assumed its responsibility and
took over the lazaretto two years after
the cities of British Columbia had
paid for the maintenance of the lep-
ers, Victoria contributing the bulk of

The l1azaretto at Darcey Island was
established in 1891, When the site
of the city market “building was lo-
cated a large number of Chinese build-
lings were razed. They were destroyed
by fire, and when the swarm of Chin-
ese ‘who huddled there as they now
huddle in the Chinese quarter were
ousted it was found thatf four lepers
were living in the alleys. The dis-

in a quandary. The. authorities were
at a loss what to do with them. Fin-
ally it was decided to imure them up-
on rcey Island.  The four were ta-
ken to the island, and died there.
They are among those whose bodies
remain om the little island.

Of those immured on the island only
ofe is known +to have escaped. A
Chinese who had considerable means
was  found to have .leprosy and was
sent to " the island with the poorer
Chinese. - This man escaped through
the agency of his friends and made
his. way to. China. ‘It is understood
that the authorities were cogniz2nt of
the escape; but were satisfied to allow
the man to return to China, thus sav-
ing the city the ‘burden of his main-
tenance on the island, and he was
hidden at Albert Head pending the
sailing of a steamer upon which he
secured -passage to Hongkong.

One white man was sent to the
island. Many ‘years ago a Russian|
Finn, who had been living in con-!
tact ‘with Chinesejat an Alaskan can-
nery, was sent down from the north
and ‘placed on the island. He suc-
cumbed quickly, dying within a few
days after being placed on Darcey Isl-|
and. Many| fiction writers have, since]
the establishment of the island, made
it a base of fiction.' Ella Higginson
wrote a story a few years ago entitled
“The 1Isle of the Unclean,” dealing
with .an eloping couple who took pas-
sdge on a sloop which drifted to thel!

Darcey Island was well fitted for a
ldzaretto, It lies about seventeen|
miles from Victoria, one of the smaller
islands seen by the traveler from
steamers passing through the Gulf of
Georgia, It is a wondrous isle, with
its wav’ing pines showing picturesque-
ly, and lies almost abreast of Sidney.
The lepers lived in a row of small cab-
ins facing a bay with "a fine stretch
of shingle making a charming beach.
Each leper had a room to himself in
the row  of rooms, with verandahs
fronting them which made the long
building that held all exeept one, ' He
not desiring to live with his neighbors
was in a cabin close by.

Yesterday the new postal rates_on
newspapers and periodicals mailed be-
fween Canada and the United States
avd viee versa -were put into force.
The rate has. been-increased to eight
times ‘f1s formier amount.' Whereéas,
newspapers, magazines and other per=
iddicals whicn were formerly sent to
Canada paid one-half.cent per pound,
tho rate-baing .prepaid: on, the cbulk
sentufrom -the roffide, 'the: amount: now.
iehargéd "is one” cent per ‘f6ar ounces|
four cents per pound, instead of “half
a cent. This amount must be paid in
stamps placed.

The change is the result of the ‘re-
cent -postal conference held between
Canadian and American postal officials.

or less trashy, which encumber “the
inails’ and the carriage of which is a
loss to the postal authorities.

The resulf of the change is to n-
crease tho cost of many newspapers
and periodicals published in the Uniigd
States to Canadian subscribers.  For
instance, under the new postage rates
it cosis s1x cents to sSend the Seattle
Sundsy Times-or Poat-Intelligencer to
a 'Vietorld ‘subscribde,  who ddes not
pay that much  under the existing
rates of subseription »'tor the paper, As
with .the newspapers so with the
magazines; ‘thé cost "of ‘postage on’ a
ten-cent magazine sent from the Unit-
ed States will be more than half the
price ‘of th: publication.

The changed rates affect mails be-
tween the United States and Canada
only, and British magazines and .per-
jodicals will' have a ‘eonsiderable ad-
vantage over their competitors be-
cause of the new conditions, Already
several of the more prominent of the
British magazines publish Canadian
editions at Toronto, and it is expected
that with -‘the .new conditions others
will follow. "

. At the present time ‘there is an aver-
age daily newspaper mail’ from the
United States of from thirty to forty
baés,, put under the changed condi-
Yions this is expected to dwindle. Yes-
terday the Seattle newspapers did ‘not
use the mails as aforetime, papers be-
 ing sent by express instead.

Davis and his victims all resided in
the house, which was conducted as a
boarding ' house by the "Bush family.
-Davis’ home was in Farmersville, near
Visalia, this  state ' where he-has a
wife and. six children. ' He has been
working here as a carpenter since the

barreled shotgun. Davis who slept in
the same room with yound Bush and
Beard, arose shortly-‘after 5 o'clock,
angd -after arming himself with a gun,
shot. his two - roommates ~ and then
visited each room jin turnm, killing the
occupants. :

He fancied that the people in the
house had formed 'a plot to kill him
and take his money. . The 'shots:at-
tracted ‘a large crowd and‘a rush was
made upon Davis as he wasattempting
to reload his weapon, and .he ‘was
overpowered- and turned over to the
police, by whom he was taken to the
detention ward of the hospital. :

The bodies of the victims were taken
to the margue. f

One lodger in the house escaped. She
was'a young girl of 17.. Davis pointed
the gun at her and was prepared to
shoot when he:said she resembled his
dauvghter, and so spared her life,

After killing Bush and Beard the
maniac: took a box, of ‘shells from a
shelf and walked down: the hallway,
where he met Mrs. Lillian B. Carothers,
an elderly woman, who had heard.the
first two shots and had come to her
doorway to-find eut what was the
matter..

Picking up his gun, Davis then walk-
ed down -to the kitchen. He wandered
afmlessly around the house’ until the
turning of a key in the front door-at-
tracted his attention. He rushed for-
ward, prepared for another emergency.

Officer Fred 7. Staeglichwas walk-
ing -on Pierce street, Feil and 'Oak
when he heard the sound of twe shots:
He rushed up Pierce street and-opened
the "door leading to the’ flat No. 414.

He was met by Davis, who pointed
his shotgun full at®the, policeman’s
breast and told him that he, too should
die. The policeman made his escape
and met Policeman Thomas E. Bolger
and the two made a second attempt to
capture Davis, They’ were. unsuccess-
ful, and a riot call was turned in. Cor-
poral Ferguson and 'six officers ' re-
sponded in an automobile. Staeglich
and J. Quigley, a flagpole climber, en-
gaged Dayvis igi {conversation,: ~while
Ferguson -and Policeman Liewis ‘got-be-
hind him and pinioned his -arms.” The
fmurderer put up a terrif c: battle, dur-

hand, but Davis was finally captured
and removed to tHe detention hospital.

When the police got the murderer to
the detention hospital he was placed
in .a straightjacket and put into a
cell.- ‘He seemed to be dazed and had
no realization ‘of what “he had done
and- merely safd that 'he ' had''beén
worried.

Mrs. Bush received ‘a mote last Sun-
day from Davis which gave a premoni-
tion of the tragedy of this morning.
They were warned that the man might
do the harm. This is the note:

“You have Killed my sons and my
nephews, but you havn’t al of them
yet: You expected to kill me tonight.
Perhaps I'll kill myself.”

NEW INSURANCE COMPANIES

Canadian Manufacturers’ Association
Committee ‘Takes a ‘Decisive Step

Toronto, May:8.—Coming from Lon-
don, Waterloo, Ottawa, Montreal, as
well as Toronto some of Canade’s
most prominent business men met in
conference in the offices’ of the Can-
adian. Manufaeturers’ ~“Association.

For some time a movement has
been on foot to organize Mutual Bene-
fit Insurance companies among the
manufacturers; and application was
made to the government for permis-
sfon to do so. But $50,000 deposit
was required by the insurance laws,
for each company formed. Those back
of the movement  felt that’ this was
an imposition, owing to. the very nat-
ure of the projected companies. They
claim that only in. the. case of stock
companies is. ghis. necesary, and that
no similar organization in.the Uni-
ted States is requiréd to make any
deposit. - But Parliament required the
deposit; .and yesterday’s meeting -was
to decide upon . the.mnext move.

Mry. Heaton, the expert of the In-
surance Committee of ‘the association
was  seen  after the conference, and
expressed himself as being perfectly
satisfied with the outeome. - .

The lesson of this seems' obvious,
and although there is no special rea-
son for inculcating it, there can be
no harm in pointing it out. 1t is
that integrity in high places is abso-
lutely necessary, if there is:to be mu-
tual respect among the people, if the
.laws -are to be obeyed, if men are to
feel that they owe some duty to the
_community. If there had been the
slightest ground of suspicion that Sir
‘William /Mulock and Mr. Mackenzie
King were not absolutely honest in'}
their intentions;.and determined fear-
lessly to do their duty; if it had not
been known that they had no other
object than to do what was right; if
the operators had not felt sure that
they would receive fair play at their
hands and the miners had not known
that justice would be done them, and
if all had not known that behind
everything there is a law that will be
enforced by courts and officers, who
are incorruptible, we would not now
be rejoicing over peace in the .coal
mines, while our friends in San Fran-
cisco are awaiting in fear and trem-
bling what each day may bring forth.

The duty which these things teach
us is that as a people we should hold
fast to the principles of truth and
righteousness.. It is as true today
as it ever was that “righteousness
exalteth a nation.” s

Count Tolstoi rather contradicts the
1d theory that the older a man grows,
gh‘e more conservative he - becomes.
Hitherto he has been in the ciass of
“passive resisters,’ as far as the Rus-
sian autocracy is concerned. He has
become an avowed advocate of revo-
lution, and in a few days a pamphlet
.will be issued at Berlin, in which he

aggression. = The pamphlét was ori-
ginally intended for publication. in
Russia, but it failed to pass the cen-
sorship, so the Count has had to seek
a publisher elsewhere. He 'takes the
position, first, that the people must be
restored to the ownefship of the land,
but to bring about such a result and
to gain the desired benefit from it, he
takes thé ground  that the present
government must be overthrown. Sec-
ondly, he says that force must_be re-
sisted by force, and that the Russian
people must be prepared to fight to
the death. He calls for a general up-
rising. g

At this distance it is impossible: to
gauge the effect which the publication
of this pamphlet is.lkely to have. That
Tolstoi has a large following among
the better class of Russians is well
known, and it is also true that these
people have held aloof from the revo-
lutionary steps, which have been in
progress. hether or *hot they will
continue to do so, now that the man
to whom they look for' =~ counsel has
urged open war with the government,
is a matter which time alone can
show. The fate of Tolstoi personally
is' 8 matter of some concern.. The
Russian government has so far been
content to permit him to carry on his
propaganda in his own way. His in-
fluence has been on the whole favor-
able to the autocracy, because he was
openly opposed to acts of vielence.
Now that he has taken the opposite
position and is employing -his power-
ful pen and his profound : influence
with the people on the side of active
revolution, he becomes too dangerous
a factor to ignore. He may also be
too important a factor in public esti-
mation to be punished. If the Czar
and his entourage should undertake to
punish -a man, whose great mental
powers and broad:conceptions of the

A Vermont Breed of - Old - Time
Glory and Prominence

In any attempt to discuss the Mor-
gan horse, the writer is at once con-
fronted with the difficulty of separat-
ing ascertained facts from purely ime-
aginative, but generally accepted, the
ories, so that his labors and researches
are apt to end in more or less unsat-
isfactory résults. - It is apparent upon
very slight investigation that much of
the glamor which surrounds the his-
tory of Justin Morgan, the founder of
the family, comes from: the fact that
there was no method in use at that
time for Keeping tne record of the
breeding or history of any horse, ex-
cepting, of course, the English® thor-
oughbred. All we know, therefore,
about Justin Morgan, is based upon a
few facts, various legends, and un-
traced rumors.- They may all be au-
thentic  could their origin- be’ ascer-
tained, but that is a matter of impos-
sibility.'

Woodbury
Morgan had® dams of known bre;ding,
yet their dams are referred to as good
animals, showing signs of high breed-
ing. As these'three sons are acknowl-
edged to be  the best of Justin Mor-
gan’s get, is it not a logical inference
that' their superiority as sires may be
ascribed to the good quality of their
dams? They had as much of the blood
‘of<their ‘dams s they had of the blood
of Justin Morgan—>50°"per cent of each
—amnd-the manner in which these three
stallions outranked ~all other sons of
théir sire,  seems. ample Jjustification
for that conclusion. %)

“Nearly every writét who refers to
the -Morgan hotse gets enthusiastic
over the “old Morgan, type.” . From
1858 to the present time the writer has
had opportunities to ‘compare a num-
ber of “Morgdn” stallions. These .in-
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gdit ascribed to ' Justin Morgan, are

cliidéd Hale's Green Mountain Morgan,
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Rochester, N.Y.:is asserted to have
eight per' cent of the blood of Justin
Morgan, His sire was a sén of Rut-
land Morgan by Hale's Green Moun-
tain Morgan. His dam was by the
Churehill’s Horse, ‘a son of Hill's Black
Hawk., White River Morgan was a
very handsome horse, showing quali-
ty and character, and he proved an
eéxcellent sire. His get are at the head
of a number of breeding farms, and
two were imported by the Mexican
government to use in the stud. .
. In concluding this article I may say
that while T cannot find any Morgans
of the original type in existence, the
name -is carried by a_class of horses
far superior in all respects ‘to that
type.. 'All talk, therefore, of reviving
the original type is nonsense. It would
be -a- movement backward and the re-
sult, if the end in -view could -be @c-
cumpﬁshed. would, in my opinion,
prove worthless when placed in com-~
petition with ‘the best types 'of the
modern Morgan.

TRAINING RACERS

Some Practical Rules Which Might
Be Observed ;

_There is . considerable difference in
the method of training race horses
and no set rule can be held out for the
beginner. -However, a few general

Cooling food should be fed, and every
precaution taken to afford the horse
comfort and rest.

Ledges and Seams -Make- it
'Easy of Development

About thirty or forty mHes -west of
the Bulkley Valley lies the main-Coast
range. This is .ap excedingly rugged
range of mountains, flanked on-eastern
slope by a series of volcanic ridges in
which the Telkwa takes its rise, says
the Bulkley ‘Pioneer. The impression
given is that of a dessicated plateau
with a general ‘and.-gentle -slope. to-.
wards. the--south and west, showing
precipitous faces towara the north and
east. The- topography = generally is
very irregular, the various streams, as
a rule, heading  in comparatively low
passes and following - their _.erratic
course to the main valleys, leaving: in
many cases isolated areas of flat-top-
ped mountaids, It -has only been in
the last few years that much attention
has been paid to prospecting in this
region, at least “in regard to duartz
and coal. Prévious prospecting hav-
been ' confined ‘to prospecting -Tor
placer gold, but in recent years many
claims have: been. staked at various
points in the adjacent valleys. . The
most important of these being at .the
hegdwaters of the Copper River, and
its' tributaries. The Telkwa river joins
the Bulkley at a point about 60 miles
above Hazelton where the -towns .of
Telkwa and Aldermere are situated.

1 explained to the Gov-
ernor that the object I had in view was
to get an overland communication
through British territery and my wish
to meet Captain Palliser. He then in-
formed me that Captain Palliser would

not reach the coast for another year,

and that explor.lrg through. the moun-
tains of British Columbia was & most
formidable undertakine. motre especial-
so as the  winter had just set in
and supplies were very scarce, and in
fact almost impossible to obtain in the
frterior. I, however, was determined
to commence my explorations on ‘the
mainland, and -having courteously de-
clined to accept the’appointment ofs«
fered me, the Governor gave me a let-
ter that would insure me a hearty re-
ception at any Hudson's Bay Fort I
might reach.

ported tha discovery of .the:valley of
the Illecilléwaet River, penetrating: far

As soon as I had . discovered the
Eagle Pass I then knew. that.an im-
perial’ “highway—the true -northwest
passage—of the greatest value to the
British  Empire and espacially to the
Dominion of Cgndda and -to British
Columbia was .g certainty, and that
my diseovery, made in the year 1865,
would result in paving the way for
RBritain’s sway . in .

North, and
South Pacific Oceans, and thus éonsoll-
daté the Empire and that ity western
terminus would be at Vancouver, and I
Palt gratified that. the years of toll, of
hardship, of privation and expense I

It is with: regret that I have to
chropicle’ the arrival of a. erisis of a
more then usually serious nature in
connection with the working  of our
Industrial’ Concillation and Arbitration
Act, and to report that New Zealand
can no longer be called a.land with-~
out strikes.  As long:ago as 1903 I
was able to indicate in the columns
of the Thmes that a strike~or a lock-
out was still possible notwithstanding
the act.” 'The importance of the events
upon which that belief was founded
was. pooh-poohed at the: time, and a
few Socialists and carpet bag poli-
ticians hastened to assure the world
at large that the act was successful
in évery way, and that - not ofily
unionists, but employers as well, were
contented under it.. As time went -on
I was able to show beyond all doubt
that, far from being ° satisfled with
compulsory arbitration, both employ-
ers 'and workmen were chafing under
it, and that- there was grave discon-
tent in both camps. It might reason-
ably have been expected, after over
twelve years' working of the act and
much’ parliamentary “tinkering with it,
that finality. if not perfection, might
have been arrived at. Recent events
in ' the labor world, however, show,
that such 18 far from being the case,
;m'd,that workmen may still succegs-
fully use the strike gystem as a meth-
od for obtaining increased wages, in
defiance of compulsory arbitration
laws that are the result of some
thirteen years’ experience.

Three Recent Strikes

In November of last year the first
strike of a serious nature by workmen
registered under the act took place
on the Auckland tramways. This dif-
ficulty ‘was soon settled, = the men
gaining their point and going back to
work. Theére can. be no doubt, how-
‘ever, that a strike occurred in deflance
ofdhe acf; but up to the time of writ-
inig ' ‘the = offenders have not been
brought before the court. The - gov-
eérnment has now decided to, prose-
cute both employers and employees;
but the matter is still sub judice. The
strike was ‘the eulmination of a feel-
ing of" dissatisfaction that had been
simmering for some time in conse-
quence of what the men regarded as
the unjust dismissal of two of their

an opportunity ‘of defending them-~
selyes. At a conference it was agreed
that ‘the employee whose: . dismissal
had originated the trouble should be
allowed to,resign-from the end of No-
vember, His wages: being in full” to
that ‘date;  that the’men who had been
dfsmissed” during the morning . for re-
fusing to teach . learners, and .also
those who .had ‘gone ot 'on: strike,
should be allowed to resume work as
if-nething had happened; and thaf in
fufuré any men ‘accused of An offence
involying dlanifEid) shoild have the
right"fb’ produce evidénce in his favor
if, procurable, .. his, decision was a
victory for the men; they -defled the
aet -and secured ‘their: démands ‘with-
out any appeal-to the * Arbitration
Court.” The public sympathized with
the men, #nd there wag congiderable
 jubilation over the victory.- :

This trouble bléw over and was al-
most forgotten. Previously there had
been rumors of a seamen’s strike, and
there was undoubtedly grave dis-
content on the: part of the seimen
with .the working of the act as ad-
ministered by the ' Arbitration Court.
The judge was openly  condemned.
But nothing came of this trouble, and
there was no. further strain put upon
the act until the morning of Febru-
ary 12, when the sheep slaughtermen
employed at two of the largé Welling-
ton meat export works went out on
strike. In all about 115 men: sudden-
1y left their work &t the buslest time
of the year. The yards were full of
sheep, a long spell 6f dry weather was
causing the flock-bwhers™to send large
numbers of their flocks forwasd to the
freezing works, and thére were many
thousands of sheep also on the -way
to the works or ready for slaughter-
ing. The men had chosen their time
well, the big companies were prac-
tically at their mercy, and it was evi-
dent that the strike must succeed or
result .in enormous losses to the :com-
panies and to the sheep farmers
throughout the ' district. Cabling to
the Times on February 14, I stated
that the men had  the -employers at
the point of the bayonet and the latter
would ' have to give way/ This is éx-
actly what hds-happened. Once more
there. has'been a flagrant deflanice of
the Arbitration act, and again the

a | men ‘have obtained a victory without

an appeal to the court. In this case
the men were ‘working undér an agree-
ment which provided a schedule rate
for killing 'sheep of 20s. a hundred.
The men deéemanded that the rate per
hundred sheep killed should be raised
from 20s. to 25s. that no ‘overtime be
worked, - that work cease at 12 noon
on- Saturdays, and that an Increase of
4 penny per  head be granted for
dressing dead sheep brought to the
works, The men claimed that the in-
dustry, as a whole was prosperous, and
they thought they shouid have a share
in the prosperity. = The employers
agreed to pay 28s. a hundred.

‘While this striké was. In  progress
another strike occurred at the Paeroa
Freezing Works in the South Island.
In tpis case the ecircumstances were
soméwhat different. The .men who
struck were the slaughtermen’s as-
sistants and non-unionists, and their
complaint was that they were working
under an agreement that 'did not pro-
vide for extra pay for overtime. Ar-
rangements were made to fil the
places of the strikers with a sufficient
number to permit of 15 butchers
starting work on  the following day,
but ths latter, who were unionists, re-
fused to do any killing unless a full
“board” of 45 could start, and so the
works had to be closed down. Hvent-

The matter was
considered by the Cabinet, and it was
decided that the Labor: Department
could not assist in procuring men for
any ‘individual eompany further than
reppmmendlng to such: ' company for
WOrk men whose names might be on
the department’s books.

Mr. Foster has poinged out that—
The present penalty for striking is a
fing with the alternative of imprison-
ment; but it is extremely doubtful,
unless. the sentence were a long one,
that it would«have the -effect of: pre-
venting strikes. In most instances the
men could not pay a heavy fine, and
imprisonment’ of the employers’ hands
for any lengthy term would ‘'oaly
make matters worse for him: In the
present case the loss would not stop
with the employer, but would extend
to the producers throughout the coun-
try.

Mr. Pryor, the general secretary of
‘the Employers’ Federation, also re-
garded the position as a very serious
one, and says it has caused him to
have serious misgivings in regard to
the success of the act. Indeed, he said,
the result of the settlement that had
been arrived at, to his mind, seemed
to. spell the utter breakdown of the
Arbitration Act. It appeared, he said,
to have been shown to the workers of
the colony that a strike was a more
effective means  of = securing higher
wages than was.the Arbitration Court.
In his opinion, the result will possibly
be that before long we shall witness
the concellation of the registration of
a ' number of unions so as to apply the
strike principle when the demands of
workers ‘are not acceded to by em-
ployers.

The employers seem to  think that
there will. . be no finality in the de-
mands -of -the unions, and now fully
recognize ‘that they must assert them-
selves more than they have done in
the past.

R. G. Dun & Co., in the course of his
annual tour throughout the west, said
in reply. to a question as to the effect
of the grain blockade upon payments
and trade, that it had an effect in
tightening up money .

“But in Bristish Columbia, in Van-
couver and Victoria, where I have just
been,” he continued, “trade has been
good and people have been paying up
pretty well. There, of course, they
are but. little affected by the grain
blockade, ' The banks, however, have
been tightening up money in the mat-
ter of real esgate, which is, no doubt;
Nor do people com-
plain much in Calgary and Edmonton,
and payments there have been good.
There is: something ‘in the west that
is very exhilarating, and ‘the: feeling
is ‘that if« things are mot right today
they will .be very Soon. If transpor-
tation - facilitles could be improved
they feel that they would soon-get out
of their troubles.

“A large amount of money is being
brought in by settlers in small sums
in each case, ‘but.a great deal in the
aggregate, ‘and ‘there were few com-
plaints ‘that payments were mot quite
as good as was expected.

“There was a general feeling of
hopefulness, which affects creditors as
well as debtors, and bankers say that
they are prepared to-look -after legiti-
mate mercantile customers, but they
are setting ‘their faces against reél
estate advances, and wisely so. Things
have gone on too fast and in some
places have almost reached the dang-
er limit. They have been going on
in a rising market, buying today and
selling tomorrow at a higher price,
and it was only a question of time
when the top point would be reached,
and I think it is about there. There
is a great future for both Edmonton
and Calgary. - Edmonton is in  the
centre of a splendid agricultural coun-
try, and: the city has a great future
ahead of it, but it will take time.
Many places ' in the west are suffering
from  their inability to deal with the
large ' influx of population. Settlers
haye been coming in faster than they
can take care of them comfortably.
One of the difficulties is illustrated
by the high price of lumber. But at
the same time they are not suffering
to the same extent .as settlers did in
Ontario in tHe' early days, nor even in
Manitoba a few years ago.

“A good many people are getting un-
easy about the weather conditions, but
these conditions seem to be universal,
for they are in trouble both in the
east and.in the south. My experience
is that these things will not turn ont
so bad as is-anticipated. ‘We have
to have ‘some poor years, As long as

DEMAND FOR TIMBER
BREAKS ALL BECORDS

Never in the History of the Pro:
vince Have Speculators
Been so Keen

Never in ‘the history of British Col-
umbia has there been suth a demand
for timber land as at present, island
property being especially in favor.
Every day sales of leases and crown
_grants of more or less magnitude, are
being put through in Victoria. While
these sales are taking place, new. of-
ferings- are constantly being put in
the market, as a result of the cruising
of new districts.” Several parties’ are
out in various parts of the island and
when they have completed their work
it will mean a further addition to the
lands from which intending purchas-

| ers may select what they want.

The principal demand is, of course
for fir, but there is also’'a ready mar-
ket for cedar, spruce .and hemlock
tracts. No kind of marketable tim-
ber is allowed to go a -begging, and
the result is a stiffening in prices all
around. b

“There is an active demand for all
kinds of timber land, “said - Arthur
Bell, real estate and timber agent, to
a reporter for the Colonist yesterday,”
and what strikes me particularly about
the ingquiries is the fact that most of
them are,from south of:the. line. As
i& well known, ‘American investors al-
ready hold large:tracts of timber land
all. over the prdiince, but particular-
ly on Vancouver island. -Many : of
those who already are here. Some
are buying up timber tracts with the
idea, of working them, but many are
purchasing simply for the purpose of
investment; believing.that a few years
will -bring a large increase in value..

“There are several reasons, for this
action on the part of Americans, but
the chief one is that they see the for-
ests in their own country rapidly dis-
appearing and realize that it is only
a question of time until the demand
for lumber will place a premium on
British Columbia timber lands.”
