There was more excitement than the 

leper colony at Darcey island had ever 
known Sunday morning when the 
scow came to take them away. Like 
all Chinese who tore forth from what 
has been their home tor a time, they 
carried their usual array of bundles 
attd impedimenta, including everything 
from an alarm clock to a roll of fray­
ed matting, and were ferried to the 
waiting scow and towed away to the 
waiting cago steamer In Royal Roads. 
The money was to be tele­
graphed for the fares, and when this 
was forthcoming soon after noon they 
were all taken aboard the vessel. 
Nine in all there were, the eight Un­
fortunates suffering from the unclean 
disease, and the Chinese sent • from 
William Head to watch over the com­
pany and see thbm safe installed in 
the hospital six thousand, miles away 
in their home province of South 
China.

Dr. A. T. Watt, superintendent- of 
quarantine, has been planning the 
removal for mahy months. He 
once before had arrangements 
on the verge of completion, but 
on that occasion when all. was ready 
the Chinese refused to leave. Yester­
day morning he completed his arrange­
ments with the captain 6t the mer­
chant steamer bound to Hongkong, 
and then sent post haste for the Chi­
nese, who were towed alongside the 
vessel. All was in readiness, the 
steamer had cleared and the Chinese 
ready to fio on board when the cap­
tain of the vessel sought to see the 
money for the fares 81,700 in all. 
Each leper’s transportation he asked 
8300, and Dr. Watt had not the neces­
sary money at .hand. He came to the 
city and telegraphed to Ottawa. Then 
Senator Riley guaranteed the amount, 
and the Chinese were taken on board.

The eight Chinese 
have improved of late, and it is hoped 
that with treatment at Canton, where 
facilities are available, that further 
improvement in their conditions will 
result. Some are afflicted with the 
muscular or nervous form of the dis­
ease. Others with the term which 
causes the crumbling away of fingers 
and hands, toes and feet, etc. Of the 
eight, one, known as Charley, has 
been on Darcey island for nine years. 
He was sent from Victoria. Three of 
the company were from Victoria, 
while Vancouver contributed two, Neiy 
Westminster one, and the other two 
came from the upper country.

Nine or ten dead are left on the isl- 
land. In ail 20 Chinese have 
to the island, and nine of t 
succumbed to the ravages o 
ease, some lingering tor years, others 
dying within a short time. One of the 
number, a wealthy Chinese sent to the 
lazaretto from Victoria, made his es­
cape, and secured passage back to 
Canton. Before the Dominion govern­
ment assumed Its responsibility and 
took over the lazaretto two years after 
the cities of British Columbia had 
paid for the maintenance of the lep­
ers, Victoria contributing the bulk of 
the money paid, for fifteen years, sup-

"Therefore be

utter disregard of the Interests of 
Canadian publishers In negotiating 
this treaty, and most respectfully calls 
upon the Dominion government to 
secure the repeal of said convention.’’

This is pretty strong language. The 
matter doeg not very seriously 
affect . newspapers printed In British 
Columbia, although they must send 
papers to subscribers in the United 
States at a loss because of it. Our 
papers do not circulate very largely 
in the United States. In the East it 
is. different. There are thousands of 
people from Eastern Canada resident 
in the United States, and very many 
qf them continue to take their home 
papers.- It, seems to us that the Do­
minion government ought not to do 
anything which will tend to sever 
this tie between these people and 
their home land. As we understand 
the matter, the avowed object of the 
change is to keep out certain United 
States, papers. We do no,t think the 
Canadian newspapers asked for such 
protection. We know that the Colo­
nist did not. Several thousands of 
copies of the Seattle papers have been 
regularly sent to subscribers in this 
province, but none of the British Co­
lumbia publishers, so far as we know, 
have1 made any complaint. The way 
the Colonist looks at such things Is 
that. If it cannot keep Its place In its 
own field, it deserves to be driven 
out Tne compétition from our con­
temporaries across the line does not 
hurt' us in the slightest degree.

commanding influence upop his make­
up ànd characteristics.

The climate here is un­
usually well-adapted for the training 
of horses and now that the track is 
being put in shape it will soon become 
the headquarters for racing men of 
the fTerritones as well as Washington, 
and the Lower Mainland. Nowhere 
else in the Western States, or Canada 
is the horseman able to work his 
charges the year around ; and the early 
spring for' which Victoria is rapidly 
becoming noted is very favorable to 
getting the horses in readiness fur 
racing. There is absolutely no reason 
why Victoria should not be made the 
winter headquarters for horsemen on 
the Pacific Coast. The benefits that 
will necessarily accrue from having 
racing men in this city are very great. 
The advertising that Victoria will se­
cure at the headquarters for horses 
on the Pacific Coast will be enormous. 
Horses wintering in Victoria, and then 
going on the “circuit” will be a stand­
ing advertisement for the city.

An asset that has been almost en­
tirely overlooked is the long stretch of 
sandy beach a few hundred yards from 
the track. This cannot be found at any 
city on the Coast, not even excepting 
the grkat race centres of California.

Within the last few weeks, al­
though the track has been in no shape 
for working a horse, at least a dozen 
racers are stabled in the city all ready 
to start in a race, which is something 
that cannot be said of any other train­
ing headquarers. These horses have 
been worked regularly on the beach 
and are now ready to take part in any 
race meet. These will open the eyes 
of the horse owners who have never 
heard of this form of training and this 
fact alone should attract more horse­
men to this city than has ever been 
the case in the past. The racers w ill 
leave in a few weeks for the Washing­
ton circuit and if any one 
should make a winning 
at once be brought “r 
light.”

Victoria has already received con­
siderable advertising as a race head­
quarters and during the past lev 
months some of the best known en­
thusiasts in Canada have visited me 
Capital city of British Columbia, and 
all have gone away with a good im­
pression.

Glory and Prominence wm\ jjjWfjj 111111!In any attempt to discuss the Mor­
gan horse, the writer is at once con­
fronted with the difficulty of separat­
ing ascertained facte from purely im­
aginative, but generally accepted, the 
cries, so that his labors and researches 
are apt to end in more or less unsat­
isfactory results. It is apparent upon 
very slight investigation that much of 
the glamor which surrounds the his­
tory of Justin Morgan, the founder of 
the family, comes from the fact that 
there was no method in use at that 
time for keeping the record of the 
breeding or history of any horse, ex­
cepting, of course, the English thor­
oughbred. All we know, therefore, 
about Justin Morgan, is based upon a 
few facts, various legends, and un­
traced rumors.- They may all be au­
thentic could their origin be ascer­
tained, but that is a matter of impos­
sibility.

There is no doubt but that a large 
part of the, halo,' of glory that sur­
rounds Justin Morgan must be attrib­
uted to the _ condition of thé horse 
stock : of the country at the time _he 
was altvé. - Horse • Breeding upon ’a 
scientific basis was practically un­
known in- the .New England States, 
except to Massachusetts. In New 
Y6rk, New Jersey, Pennsylvania, Mary­

This afternoon the final meeting of 
the conciliation board was held in the 
drawing room of the Femie hotel.

After the reading of 
the minutes of the previous meeting 
Mr. StoCkett informed the board that 
it would not be necessary to enter upon 
their labors, and thanked Sir Wm 
Muiock -for his response to duty in 
coming such a long distance to settle 
the dispute. He read a statement de­
scribing the culmination of the recent 
negotiations. President Sherman join­
ed in thanks to the board, constituted 
as they were for the settlement of the 
grievance. ,

Sir Wm. Muiock said: “Speaking 
to my colleagues of the board I pre­
sume our labors end with this meet­
ing. We have not organized fully 
under the act. It was not necessary for 
us to do so. It we had to proceed with 
the enquiry we should have been ex­
pected to take the oath of office and 
proceed in the usual way. We thought 
it better that we meet informally. We 
learnt that the parties themselves, aid­
ed by Mr. Mackenzie King, were nego­
tiating a settlement, and we on our 
part decided to defer formal action in 
the hope that the happy result which 
to-day has been achieved might be 
reached by the parties themselves.

Ths new 
law imposes a tax of *4 per head on 
immigrants entering the country, end 
the regulations make th j transporta­
tion companies responsible t r the pay­
ment. This practically means that toe 
railway and steamship companies ct 
Canada will be collecting agents for 
the United States government, They 
will collect the head too 'va.-i they stit 
tickets to immigrants tor points In the 
United Strftes. With regards to Can­
adians, all who haw quuli hd hv one 
year’s residence In the Dominion will 
be allowed to enter the States free. As 
the discretion in this mi'.''or i< Id’ to 
the ticket agent, it s uot anticipated 
that complications will rise.

thirteen years’ experience.

Three Recent Strikes
In November of last year the first 

strike of a serious nature by workmen 
registered under the act took place 
on the Auckland tramways. This dif­
ficulty was soon settled, the men 
gaining their point and going back to 
work. There can be no doubt, how­
ever, that a strike occurred ln defiance 
of 4he ac£; but up to the time of writ­
ing the offenders have not been 
brought before the court. The gov­
ernment has now decided to prose­
cute both employers and employees ; 
but the matter is still sub Jtidice. The 
strike was the cülminatlon of a feel­
ing of dissatisfaction that bad been 
simmering for some time in conse­
quence of what ..the men regarded as 
the unjust dismissal of two of their 
number without their being afforded* 
an opportunity of defending them­
selves. At a conference it was agreed 
that the employee whose dismissal 
had originated the trouble should be 
allowed to, resign from the end of No­
vember, his wages being in full to 
that date; that the men who had been 
dismissed during to* morning for re­
fusing to teach learners, and also 
those who had gone out on- stride, 
should he allowed to resume work as 
If nothing had happened; and that ln 
futur* éSy man- accused of in offence 
involving dlsmt&al ’should "^ave the 
righv tb producé evidènce in his favor 
If procurable,...

Mr. Pryor, the general secretary of 

the Employers’ Federation, also re­
garded the position as a very serious 
one, and says it has caused him to 
have serious misgivings in regard to 
the success of the act.

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DEMAND FOR TIMBER 
BREAKS ALL RECORDS

Never in the History of the Pro­
vince Have Speculators 

Been so Keen

Never in the history of British Col­
umbia has there been su «h a demand 
for timber land as at present, island 
property being especially in favor. 
Every day sales of leases and crown 
grants of more or less magnitude, are 
being put through in Victoria. While 
these sales are taking place, new of­
ferings are constantly being put in 
the market, as a result of the cruising 
of new districts.' Several parties are 
out in various parts of the island and 
when they have completed their work 
it will mean a further addition to the 
lands from which intending purchas­
ers may select what they want.

The principal demand is, of course 
for fir, but there is also a ready mar­

aud hemlock

i

ket for cedar, spruce 
tracts. No kind of marketable tim­
ber is allowed to go a begging, and 
the result is a stiffening in prices all 
around. x

“There Is an active demand for all 
kinds of timber land, “said Arthur 
Bell, real estate and timber agent, to 
a reporter for the Colonist yesterday,” 
and what strikes me particularly about 
the inquiries is the fact that most of 
them are, from south of - the line. As 
is well known, American Investors al­
ready hold largej tracts of timber land 
all over the pnf/ince, but particular­
ly on Vancouver island. • Many of 
those who already are here. Some 
are buying up timber tracts with the 
idea, of working them, but many are 
purchasing simply for the purpose of 
investment, believing that a few years 
will bring a large increase in value.

“There are several reasons for this 
action on the part of Americans, but 
the chief one is that they see the for­
ests in their own country rapidly dis­
appearing and realize that it* is only 
a question of time until the demand 
for lumber will place a premium on 
British Columbia timber lands.”
