Mr. Samuel Morley’s Views on the Subject—He
Thinrks Canada May Boeome the Granary cf

New York, Sept.  2.—Mr. Samuel
Morley, the well-known English member of
parliament and philanthropist, farrived in
this city on Tuesday last "on & visit to the
United States. He has a benevolent face,
crowned by a mass of snowy hair, He is
the head of the firm of J. & R. Morley,
London, one of the largt}!t houses in the
dry goods trade. Their annual returns are
about $7,000,000 a year. Mr. Morley has
practically ceased from the active manage-
ment of the house for some'years. In poli-
tics he has always been a "sturdy Liberal
and supporter of Mr. Gladstone. From his
wealth and high commercial position he has
always commanded considerable weight in
the house of commons on commercial affairs,
His son is also a’ member of the house,
though comparatively a yo man.

In an intérview on the English fair trade
movement Mr. Morley ‘said: **For Eng-
land to attempt to consame her owit manu-
factures would be madness. They are so

reat that she needs the world for a market.

ut England is tired  of having her doors
open to the Eroductions of other countries
and having'her exports taxed by them at
such an ‘exorbifant rate. The people of
England’ muat have food, and it must be
obtained from sonie foreigu country or from
the colonies. It is' only natural that we
should seek to get’this food supply from a
country where we ‘cin ‘pay for it by our
manufactures. If'the United Btates persist
'in taxing otir exports so highly, we shall be
foreed to try‘to get our supply of food from
Canada.”™ iy 150

Yet-we be-
lieve. it to be the fact that one-half the
farm buildings in Ontario are uninsured to-
day. abd of those that are very few'are in-
sured above half their value.
