With regard to the two great questions of the
boundary award and of the rivers and stieams bil's,
no policy had been announced in the address.

A BHOOKLYN CONTRACTOR IN
CANADA.

The Contest in Which Mr. James N. Smith
is Engaged.
From the Brooklyn Eagle.

An interesting case, involving the rights
of an American contractor and a well
known resident of Brooklyn, is now engag-
ing the attention of the Canadian supreme
court. The plaintiff or suppliant in the
controversy is Mr. Juwes N. Smith, ex-
president of the Brooklyn, Flatbush and
Brighton railroad, in which position he was
the immediate predecessor of the late Henry
C Murphy. Mr. Smith’s cause of action is
an effort upon the part of the Canadian
government to deprive him of legitimate
reimbursement for money expended and
work done in the construction of the
Georgian Bay branch of -the Pacific
railway. The original contractors for
the  undertaking were Henry, Charle-
bns & Co., and the estimate given by these
centlemen of the cost of the work was
$850 000. In this contract Mr, Jumes N.
Smith of this city purchased un interest,
and baving prosecuted the work with true
American enterprise and vigor, to an extent
which involved an outlay of $100,000, wus
surprised to learn that the Canadian gov-
ernment, for alleged economical reasons,
refused to recognize his rights under the
contract, dismising peremptorily his de-
mand for seimbursement. Vpon a full and*
careful hearing of the facts set forth in Mr.
Smith’s claim, the court of exchequer
recognizad the legality of his position and
awarded bim the sum of $171,000. The
decision created quite a stir among the
government officials, and an appeal was
taken at once to the rupreme court, whe e
argument for the plaintiff was conduciel
by the Hon. William McDougall, one of her
majesty’s most disinguished barristers.
The government was represented by R
I ash, Q C., who contended tnat the trans-
fer of interest in the contiact was made
without the consent of the department of
ruilways—a fact which relirved the govern-
ment of all pecnuiary oblization to Mr.
Smith  Mr. McDougall made the point
that there had been simply a transfer of
partoership interests, and that the govern-
ment was not in a position to interfere, Mr.
Smith having :.~nu:|c_<15imn the matter in
good faith, avd having expended his own
private nieans as an evidence of his confi-
dence in the integri'y o' the g vernment.
As the case now stands Mr. Suw.ith appears
to have the best of the contest, and as heis
indorsed by the decision of the court of
exchequer and the bighest legal talent of
, what the flnal deoision will be is
