TMe Contlened Progress of the Vessel 
After I lie tolllslon Was the Cause of 
the Great Loss of Life.

Montreal, May 9.—Mr. Leary, New 
York agent of the State line, says he does 
not know exactly how or when the ship­
wrecked people will be returned to their 
homes. The probabilities, however, are 
that they will be sent direct to Glasgow 
from Montreal by either the Donaldson or 
Allan lines. Dr. Steele, the surgeon of the 
State of Florida, says that the main cause 
of the great loss of life was the continued 
progress of the steamer after the collision. 
It was owing to this that more boats were 
not safely launched and that the passengers 
were afraid to enter«those floated.

The chief engineer appeared to be pos­
sessed of the same remarkable coolness 1 or 
lethargy w hich distinguished the captain, 
and as he was hurrying his friends through 
the passage, which was already knee-deep 
in water, he met the chief engineer coolly 
walking up au 1 down with-a life preserver 
on and his bauds in his waistcoat sleeves.

Hon. A. S. Hardy said he did not pur­
pose entering into any particular question, 
but he would look at a few events that had 
transpired since February, 18§3. At that 
time they had not suffered defeat, but 
their ranks had been thinned; bnt after 
the Muskoka elections, 
saw by what means the Mowat ad­
ministration
a reaction set in. They had a "year of 
great events and battles bnt every contest 
had been a victory for them. The opposi­
tion said they were afraid to open a con­
stituency to elect a treasurer but they had 
elected two. The opposite side claimed 
that at ' the election trials they would 
secure a majority but . they had not 
wrested one constituency from the gov­
ernment. The government scored victories 
on the escheat and license questions. The 
first vote in the house gave a majority of 
twelve and this went up to fifteen and re­
mained at that during the session. When 
the conspiracy was revealed it gave the 
leaders of the opposition an opportunity to 
denounce it, but they poured their indig­
nation chilly upon the heads of those who 
had been instrumental in bringing the 
plot to light. The session was hardly over 
when the crowning victory was scored.

Hon. T. W. Anglin, after a few prelim­
inary remarks, said that the policy of his 
late chief, which had been so much ridi­
culed by those then in opposition, was now 
being adopted, in a large measure, by the 
present givemment. Especially was this 
truo with regard to his railway policy, 
claimed that when the government fol­
lowed the policy of Mr. Mackenzie they 
did right, but when they acted contrary to 
itjdiey did wrong. Mr. Mackenzie, had 
he chosen to give up his political pnncipl 
in 1878, might have been premier to-day, 
but “he knew that it was a meaner thing 
to be unjustly great than honorably mean."

building was admirably adapted. This the 
Canadian Pacific railway company was not 
slow to see, and nobody was particularly 
astonished when it was announced 
that the old conservative head­
quarters had passed into the hands of 
this great railroad. The price paid for the 
building is reported to have been $22,000, 
an exceedingly low figure, even for what 
might otherwise have turned out a white 
elephant in the hands of the holders.

In the beginning of March last a corps 
of workmen entered the vaçant rooms, and 
after the rubbish which had been accumu­
lating there for years pas 
away, they set to work a 
vating the inside of the structure. The walls 
and ceilings were re-plastered and painted, 
and the woodwork tastefully polished up. 
To-day this portion of the work is finished. 
The walls of the different offices are 
painted in light colors, such as pale green, 
grey and buff, which adds materially to 
their naturally bright and cheerful aspect. 
The cornice work is executed in more 
pronounced hues, such as crimson and blue. 
Throughout the building the woodwork 
is uniformly painted light imitation oak. 
So far, the carpets have not been laid 
down in any of the offices, and the furni­
ture has not been fully completed. It is 
expected that everything wul be in place 
by June 1. Nearly the whole of the 
working staff are already in their places.

The east store on the ground flat, facing 
King street, is allotted to Mr. E. Tiffin, 
general freight clerk. The next is the 
office of the express company. The ether 
two are the ticket offices of the Canadian 
Pacific railway to be presided over by Mr. 
W, R. Callaway. These are not yet oc- 
cupKiT, "but will probably be in running 
order in a few'days. The old dining hall 
which faces one on entering the building, 
at first designed for the use of the dis­
patchers and operators, has been let to the 
Dominion express company. The room at 
the far northwest corner of the entrance 
hall is occupied by Mr. J. McNabb, 
purchasing agent, with his clerks. 
The tw'o offices to the south of this are 
tenanted by Mr. Richard Jones, auditor of 
the Credit Valley railway, along with two 
clerks. The rooms at the back of the 
ticket office are at present vacant, but are 
to be utilized for holding stationery. An 
iron vault tuns up from .the west side of 
this flat to the top story.

In the second floor, the central room fac­
ing King street hss been chosen as the 
office of Manager Van Horne. It is small, 
but magnificently lighted, as 
offices in the building. The 
east of this are allotted to Mr. Henry 
Beatty,manager of the steamship lines and 
lake traffic. Behind this is the office of 
Mr. Suckling, secretary-treasurer, who 
employs one clerk. The three rooms 
west of the manager’s sanctum are occu­
pied by Mr. W. Whyte, general super­
intendent, with six clerks.

On the landing, as one ascends to the 
top story, is found the office of Mr. 
D. McNichol, general passenger agent. 
In this office are three clerks and two 
traveling agents, Mr. A. Carswell of the 
eastern and Mr. W. D. Hughes of the 
western district. The large front room on 
the top flat, formerly used as a billiard 
parlor, is placed at the service ef the train 
despatches and commercial operates. At 
present its only tenants are four despatch­
es. The Credit Valley men are expected 
to open work here before the close of the 
week. Nine despatehes will probably 
employed, three for the T. G. & B. divis­
ion, three for the C. V. R. and three for 
the 0. & Q. It is expected that eight or 
ten operatos, for commercial business 
only, will be placed at work in the 
room. Mr. A. L. Heitzberg, chief en­
gineer, has a room in the eastern side. 
Three other rooms are occupied by his two 
assistants, W. Spry and A. B. Temple, and 
two clerks. The office to the west, looking 
down over Boulton street, is occupied bv 
the auditor of the Toronto, Grey & Bruce, 
Mr. J. Leslie, with two clerks. Mr. James 
Wilson, transport superintendent of the 
Toronto, Grey & Bruce, transacts his busi­
ness in the southwest corner of the floor. 
His clerks occupy a room to the north, 
and on the same side are two offices occu­
pied by the Credit Valley railway secre­
tary and treasurers’ clerks.

The heating apparatus in the cellars be­
low has already been placed in good order. 
One of the numerous rooms below the 
ground floor is at present utilized as a car 
penter’s shop. The rest are being industri­
ously cleaned out, and will be used for 
miscellaneous storage.

Justice Bose Decides for the Defendant 
In the Globe Stock Case.

Yesterday Justice Rose delivered judg­
ment in the case of Brown v. Nelson. He

The idea of a legislative union has long 

occupied many thoughtful minds in the 
maritime provinces. So far back as 1864 
delegates from those provinces assembled 
at Charlottetown for the purpose of discus­
sing it, but they were divèrted from their 
purpose by the arrival &f delegates from 
Ontario and Quebec, and the scheme was 
swallowed up in the larger one of confede­
ration. Since that time the notion has 
been repeatedly resuscitated, but with­
out any tangible result. An at­
tempt made to hold another con­
vention in 1878 fell through, 
press is again discussing the question, and 
it is urged by a number of papers that such 
a union would not only effect a great 
economy in expenses, but that the consoli­
dated provinces would possess much more 
influence in the councils of the dominion 
than they now do. It does seem super­
fluous for provinces of the population of 
Prince Edwaid Island, New Brunswick, 
and Nova Scotia, whose interests are 
almost, if not quite identical, to be at the 
cost of maintaining separate legislatures, 
however gratifying such divisions may be 
to smallerjpoliticians to whom a multi­
plication of petty parliaments affords op­
portunities to become legislators and 
honorables.

However much the nineteenth century 
may have improved upon the eighteenth 
century in some respects, it has not done 
so in' the matter of loyalty to the domestic 
hearth. Our great grandfathers may have 
been less nice outwardly, coarser as to their 
food and their jests, and heavier as to their 
profanity and drinking, than we are, but 
their hearts were warmer and more de­
voted, and their notions of the binding 
character of pledges and vows much stricter. 
Marriage has become a temporary copart­
nership—a matter ^L-eSnVenienee—with 
thousands-qLpgopIe, whose declarations at 
'the altar that they take one another for 
better or for worse, till death does them 
part, afford no guarantee of their good 
faith. In the United States “death” should 
in a large percentage of cases read “the 
divorce court.” In Canada divorce is as 
yet the luxury of those who can afford it, 
but among the poorer classes marital infi­
delity, desertion and bigamy are of alto­
gether too frequent occurrence.

The crime of bigamy is often too leniently 
dealt with by some Canadian judges. Im­
prisonment for a year or two, and some­
times fer only a few months, is often the 
only punishment inflicted upon the bigam­
ist, who is really a worse criminal than the 
average burglar or forger. When the hus­
band is the dupe the consequences are not > 
so very serious, but the man who deceives 

I a woman into an illegal marriage should be 
regarded as a fit subject for the sternest 
possible discipline. Law makers and law­
givers should combine to suppress this 
bigamy business without mercy.
