The Bullying Non-Com.
The arrest on Tuesday of the non­

commissioned officer Schmidt, stationed at 
Magdeburg, for having abused the men 
under him wae due directly to the interfer­
ence of Emperor William. Schmidt had 
been exceptionally brutal toward a young 
recruit of good family. The young man 
eventually killed himself to escape the de­
gradation to which Schmidt forced him, 
but not until he had mailed to his parents a 
full account of the treatment which had 
driven him to suicide.

His parents had this letter laid before 
the Emperor, who at once ordered 

hing inquiry. The case of 
Schmidt has directed attention to the sig- 
nificance of the statistics of mortality in the 
army during last December. Out of 127 
deaths in the army during that month 24 
were suicides. In most, if not all, of these 
24 cases the men are said to have been 
driven to desperation by the tyranny of 
non-commissioned officers.

As tlie suicides were not confined to any 
particular district or branch of the service 
the abusive practices in question ere 
shown to permeate the whole military 
service of the Empire, despite the 
Emperor’s frequent declarations against 
them and the severity with which the 
known offenders have been punished.

Military Manœuvres.
Part of the program for the military 

manœuvres during the coming season have 
been announced. The eighth, fourteenth 
and sixteenth army corps of the Rhineland, 
Baden and Alsace respectively will 
manœuvre nnder the supervision of 
the Emperor in the Rhine dis­
trict next autumn. The 
corps first of all will fight a 
enemy composed of two divisions of the 
16th corps. The 8th and the 16Uf corps 
will then fight a four days’ battle.

A Literary Congress.
The general congress of German journal­

ists and authors to be held in Munich next 
July will take steps to establish a pension 
fund for old and invalid members.

up his brief in court and then having gained 
admission to Ahlwardt’s call under the 
false pretense of still being his counsel 
gave him medicine to cause illness and 
theereby secure a poetpoument of the court 
proceedings. Although even so the Con­
servatives failed to elect Hertwig.

Brother Tells the Story of the Crime 
in a Strange Way.

Colling wood, Ont,Feb. 26.—This morn­
ing Chief of Police Lewis brought to town 
the dead bodies of an aged woman and a 
child, both supposed to have been murder­
ed by Jennie Wonçh, daughter of the 
former and mother of the latter.

The alleged crime was committed on 
Thursday night at a place near Craigleith. 
Both the victims were beaten to death, 
and then an attempt was made by the ac­
cused to burn their bodies and so destroy 
all traces of the crime.

John Wonçh, brother of the accused, 
tells this story of the crime: 4T 
went on Thutsday night and 
my ~ sister strike my 
head with the ax handle. I saw 
my sister kill the baby with the ax 
handle. She had no reason for it. She 
said there was a young fellow named Jim 
said he would marry her if she got rid of 
her mother and the baby.

“Jim’s father used to run a mill. Jennie 
made me help to bury mother and the baby, 
and said she would do me if I said anything.
I was afraid. I got a pig’s head 
when I was in town. Jennie got papers 
and tried to burn the bodies.

“Mother’s toes and feet are all peeled,like 
frozen. We buried her in the snow near 
the track in a hole. We put the baby under 
the floor. ”

John became a little mixed and said 
afterwards his mother was dead when he 
got home, and that it was Friday the mur­
der occurred; but he corrected himself on 
this point and volunteered the information 
that he had seen the reporter in Foreman’s 
store on Thursday.

He added that his sister took the train 
for Meaford on Friday morning and. 
said she would be back on Satur­
day. He did not know where she 
was, uor could he tell the names of parties 
whom she would be likely to go to.

Dr. A. R. Stephen, coroner, will hold an 
inquest here to-morrow in the town hall, 
at 2 o’clock. There is a great deal of popu­
lar feeling over the crime, and crowds of

Barcelona, Feb. 25.—An Englishman 

named Samuel «Pastor entered the office of 
Botill Bros, to-day and drawing a pistol 
fired deliberately at Jose Bofill, a member 
of the firm.

New Fade Which Will be Adopted by the 
Lndltle ■Secretary Foster Finally Admits lhat the 

Treasury is in a lied Way.
Washington, Feb. 25.—Secretary Foster 

of the Treasury Department was before the 
Ways and Means Committee of the House 
for nearly two hours this morning explain­
ing the condition of the Treasury. The 
bearing was conducted with closed doors.

The statement of Secretary Foster was to 
the effect that there wag no occasion for 
fear of a bankrupt Treasury, but he ad­
mitted that the situation was one demand­
ing serious consideration and that his esti­
mates of the available cash in the Treasury 
at the close of the present fiscal year would 
need to be scaled down to some extent. 
Mr. Foster thought there would be a 
surplus in the Treasury July 1 next of 
nearly $17,000,000. His estimate hereto­
fore sent to the Committee on the Condi­
tion of the Treasury fixed the surplus at 
$20,000,000. The probabilities for the 
fiscal year 1894 were that in the absence of 
some other change in the situation there 
would be a bare surplne in the Treasury on 
July 1, 1894. Speaking of the frequently 
reported assertion that the Treasury was 
now really bankrupt, Mr. Foster said: 
“Once in a while when large réquisitions 
have come in on top of each other, and I 
did not want to pay them because we would 
have to put up gold, which might be rather 
low at the time, we would get along for a 
day or two, ami then some fellow would 
say that the Treasury was bankrupt and nil 
that sort of thing.’’ t

The Secretory gave the distinct impres­
sion that he did not coincide in the views 
expressed in these statements. Mr. Foster 
said ail of his statements were based on the 
continuation of the present rate of taxation; 
if there were a change, of course his esti­
mates would not stand. He thought there 
might be a deficit in l|p4. He believed 
$50,000,000 more revenue should be raised 
and put into the Treasury in order to make 
everything safe and favorable for the pro­
per sdministration ot affairs of the Gov­
ernment. He offered" no suggestion as 
to whether this amount should be raised 
by a loan or by additional taxation. If he 
were to have been continued in the office of 
Secretary of the Treasury he would like to 
have $50,000,000 added to the balance, $25,- 
000,000 of which he would use to maintain 
the gold reserve, as he believed the tree-. 
•ary would be the better for having on band 
$125,000,000 of gold, or $25;000,000 in free 
gold. The secretary said there would be no 
difficulty in getting plenty of gold if he had 
the money to spare.

Nothing was said about the cause of pre­
sent exports of gold or probabilities of fu­
ture gold shipments, but Mr. Foster said he 
had expected this outflow. In explanation 
of the reduction in his estimated surplus 
for the close of the current fiscal year Mr. 
Foster said the payment of the Choctaw 
claim had not been estimated when Ihe 
placed the surplus at $20,000,000. Its pay­
ment would take about $3,000,000. The 
receipts l^ad also fallen somewhat below his 
estimates, and at the close of the fiscal 
year would probably be less than 
mated. A large part of the time wae con­
sumed in explanations to the members of 
the committee ot the system of bookkeep­
ing in the Treasury. Upon this point 
Mr. Miller, »n expert in the warrant 
division, supplemented the statement» ot 
Secretary Foster.

The members of the committee did not 
clearly comprehend the mysteries of Treas­
ury finance, and it was necessary to go over 
this ground several times. An explanation 
was gone into of the change hiade in this 
Administration in the form of debt and 
treasury statements by which subsidiary 
coin was included in statements of cash 
balances, whereas in the Cleveland Ad­
ministration minor coin was not ao in­
cluded.

A Very Formidable Movement.

The strength of the agitation led by the 
Farmers' League develops daily. Since the 
league formulated its program, every day 
has seen adhesions to it from kindred inter­
ests. The Congress of German Agricultur­
ists and the Peasants’ League, with 40,000 
members of the Financial and Economic 
Reform Union and the Bi-metallic Associa­
tion, have successively announced their full 
agreement with the objects of the Agrarian 
league. The wire-pullers behind all these 
associations are the same, but as to the 
stage changes different persons appear on 
the scene. The plot tends to one denoue­
ment—the overthrow of Caprivi, protection 
to the agricultural interests and a return to 
bi-metallism.

The leaders of the coalition already feel 
powerful enough to declare that nothing 
short of a reversal of the whole policy of 
the Government will content them. As 
the Emperor cannot be expected to assent 
to their demands, the party aims at a dis­
solution of the Reichstag at the earliest 
possible moment. Formidable in itself, the 
coalition is further fortified by a union with 
the Anti-Semitics. The Peasants’ League 
m agreeing to dissolve and merge itself in­
to the Agrarian League passed a resolution 
declaring that the Agrarian interests must 
consolidate so as to show a bold and united 
front to Radicalism, Socialism and Juda­
ism. The resolution found an hundred­
fold echo throughout the country. The 
Freisinnige press at first treated the move­
ment with pretended contempt, but the 
agitation is too obviously potent now to be 
discussed otherwise than seriously.

Significant Contest at Leignitz.
An election at Leignitz,hitherto a strong­

hold of the Freisinnige party, giving at the 
last preceding election only 150 votes to the 
Anti-Semitic candidate, nearly resulted on 
Tuesday in a Freisinnige defeat.

Report ot the Gevernment Agent Who 
Investigated the Acoonnta.

Paris, Feb. 25.—M. Flory, the Govern­
ment accountant appointed to examine the 
accounts of the Panama Canal Company, 
reporte that the total amount received by 
contractors for real and alleged work on 
and «applies for the canal was 462,620,064 
francs. Of this amount 102,358,444 francs 
represent labor alleged to have been paid 
for according to the roll of wages rod sums 
expended on various undertakings. In the 
absence of vouchers it is impossible to ascer­
tain whether the labor and other opera­
tions charged for were actually exe­
cuted. The American Dredging Com­
pany’» charges for its operations, plant,etc., 
amount to 69,305,396 francs. No vouchers 
er documents are; obtainable whereby the 
profite of the contractors can be estimated. 
The account of the American Dredging 
Company included an unexplained indemni­
ty item which nothing appeared to justify 
and which amounted to 10,800,000 francs. 
Another American firm’s account for opera­
tions and plant amountsd to 16,280,684 
francs. The books of this fiim, M. Fiorv 
says, have been eo irregularly kept that the 
admitted balance of profile, amounting in 
the total to 7.978,511 f rancs, must be ac­
cepted with reserve.

The Company apt French Engineers de­
clares its expenditures on operations and 
plant to have been 35,398,810 francs. This 
account ostensibly shows a loss of 6,142,955 
francs. Mt Flory points out that this in­
cludes allotments and commissions to the 
Société Depots et Comptes Courant of which 
Charles de Lesseps and Henri Cottu were 
directors. Another contracter received 
76,211,002 francs on which the admitted 
profit wae 20,723,285 francs, Charles de 
Lessepe and Henri Cottn again sharing in 
the profits as directors of the Société Depots.

Eiffel’s charges for operations and plants 
amounted to 73,653,226 francs, on which 
the net profit was 38,073,455 Irenes.

M. Flory calculates the total traceable 
profits of the contractors at 77,757,504 
francs. The names ot all the firms spoken 
of in the report are to be published with 
the report of the Committee on Inquiry of 
the Chamber of Deputies.

The best Cincinnati, Feb. 25.—Wesley C. 

Rippi, the man who shot Maekay, for­
merly lived here. His wife and two sons 
are still here, the latter in business. Some 
years ago Rippi deserted hia family.

They heard from him at intervals up to 
1887. Since then they have heard nothing 
from him and concluded he was dead.

He was regarded as a peculiar man, but 
it was not thought he was insane.

Maekay Knew Rippi.
Denver, Feb. 25.—W. C. Rippi is well 

known by many of the pioneers of Denver. 
Charles Leieheenring probably knows a» 
much about him as any one in the olfcy. 
Mr. Leichsenring is also well acquainted 
with Mr. Maekay, and was greatly shocked 
to hear of the shooting. Rippi came to 
Denver in 1860 or 1861 and was fairly well 
off, He followed the business of trading 
in fsst horses. In 1874 Rippi first met 
Maekay. Maekay was then in Denfer and 
the two were introduced to each otlier by 
Leichsenring. This fact is a direct contra­
diction of the * report from San Francisco 
which stated that Maekay did not know 
his assailant. Mr. Leichsenring, however, 
positively asserts that the men were well 
acquainted and had dealings together. 
Rippi left Denver in 1876.

A despatch from San Francisco says: 
Rippi is disappointing 
predicted at first that he could not live 12 
hours, but finally made it 48 hours. He 
has passed this point and seems to be gain­
ing rather than losing strength. To-day he 
talked a little, and in regard to the shoot­
ing he said:

“I had been laying for Maekay for about 
a month because I regarded him as 
the cause of all my losses. I am not 
sorry that I shot at him, but I made a bad 
business of it, for at that close range I 
ought to have killed him at the first fire.”

Maekay is getting along qicely, 
doctors still enforce the rule that he shall 
have no callers and discuss no business.

Atlanta, tia., Feb. 25.—This afternoon 
Miss J ulia Force, 38 years of age, shot and 
killed her two sisters—Florence, 30 years 
old, and Miunie, 25 years old. She then 
walked to the police station and gave her­
self up, saying she had committed a crime 
and desired protection. This was the first 
knowledge of the murder.

It is believed the woman is insane. She 
has been considered irresponsible at times 
and had frequently

To-day when her mother was absent from 
the house she sent the servants out on 
errands, then, going to the room where her 
sister Florence lay sick in bed, she placed a 
pistol to her right temple and shot her 
dead. Then going to the kitchen, where 
her other sister was, she shot her in the same 
manner. None of the neighbors heard the 
shots.

Miss Force then calmly locked the door 
and went to the police station as described. 
The bodies of the women were found by a 
brother, to whom she had sent a message to 
the effect that her sister Florence was 
worse. In response he went home and 
found the bodies of his dead sisters.

In defending the Ontario educational sys­
tem Hon. Mr. Dryden had pointed with 
pride to Edward Blake as a product, for­
getting that his education had been acquired 
under the regime of Dr. Eger ton Rverson.

Concluding, he appealed 
to young men to discard the paity of 
apathy and despair and return Dr. Ryereon 
next Tuesday at the head of the poll.
