Orrawa, July lQﬁOn the opening of the
House to-day Hon. Mr. Foster moved the
third reading of the bill ratifying the
French treaty, which was carried without
dissent. Y

The resolution granting a subsidy of
$750,000 a year for ten years for the estab-
lishment of a fast Atlantic service was
concurred in and a bill based on it was
introduced by Mr. Foster and read a third
time. 4,

Mr. Girouard (Jacques Cartier), from the
committee on privileges and elections, pre-
sented the report aand evidence in the
Turcotte case. On motion ot Sir John
Thompson it was agreed to consider the
report Lo-morrow.

Tarte’s Charges Against Quebec Judiciary.,

On motion to go into committe of ways
and means, Mr. Tarte made his much-
talked-of charges against the Quebec
Judiciary, whichafter all proved to be noth-
g serious, for stripped of Mr. Tarte’s
spiteful and  malicious insinuations
they simply amounted to this, that in Mr.
Tarte's opinion Judge Bosse had made
partisan decisions, but no evidence what-
ever of any such decisions was given. He
also chsrged Judges Tellier and Ouimet
with charging traveling expenses to which
they were not entitled; but this was only
Mr. Tarte’s opinion and he produged no
proof whatever to support his assertions.

~ The Premier Dofends the Bench,

“Sir John Thompson vigorously defended

the honor and dignity of the bench and de-
precated the unmanly manner in‘which
Mr. Tarte had made his charges. There
was not one iota of proof of any of the
vagae assertions Mr. Tarte had made, and
it was to be regretted that the honor of the
judges should be attacked in such a loose
manner.

Sir John said that he had received com-
munications from Judges Bosse and David-
son denying most emphatically Mr. Tarte’s
assertions and asking the fullest investiga-
tion. Of this and the irregular manner in
which Mr. Tarte had proceeded he would
take a little time before stating how he

- thought the House should deal with the
matter. )

Laurier Does Not Endorse Tarte,

“ Mr. Laurier spoke up to 6 o’clock and for
a short time after recess in a sort of halt-
hearted, apologetic manner, not exactiy con-
demning Mr. Tarte’s course, but noten-
dorsing it, and being careful to compliment
the judiciary of Quebec, the judges of
which  province, he said, were
as high-minded and honorable
men as were to bo found on the bench of
any other province.

Solicitor-General Caurran followed in a
scathing attack on Mr. Tarte, in which he
sdid that gentleman had attacked every-
thing that waz good and pure -and noble, |
and had poured out:his abuse with so lavish
a hand that it was almost an honor to be
dencunced by him. -

The Judges’ Opinion Better Than Israel’s

Mr. Girouard (Jacques Cartier) défended
the judges and pointed out the traveling
expenses which . Mr. Tarte asserted
had been improperly charged for by Judges
Quimet and Tellier were the same charges
which other judges, some of them. Liberals,
had been charging since 1877. He knew
these judges to be honorable, honest and
upright men, who would not charge what
they were not legally entitled to, and their
opinion as to what they were legally en-
titled to was much better than Mr.
Tarte’s. ]

The supplementary estimates for 1894-95
were laid on the table at a late hour to-
pnight. They amount to $1,824,478, of
whicti $476,675 is chargeable-to capital ac-
count and $1,326,703 to Consolidated
fund. Amongst the votes are $600 to
meet expenditure for prosecuting persons
charged with irregularities in connection
with civil service examinations, $2000 for
an additional County Court judge tor
Ontario and a similar sum for Manitoba;
$33,000 for the purchase of manilla fibre

THE TARIFF CONFERENCE,

House Conferees Ordered Not to Enter-
tain Any Suggestion of Compromise,

WasHiNeTON, July 12.—While the tariff
conferees are making progress, as they
express it, it is obvious no. definite con-
clusion has been reached regarding any of
thé important schedules. It is understood
Speaker Crisp has requested Mr. Mont-
gomery to intorm the avher House conferees
that there must be no backdown; that no
‘Suggestion of compromise, except upon
minor Thatters, must be ¢approved by the
representatives of the House.

As Far Apart as Ever,

A House member of the conference after
to-day’s session made the statement that
the conferees were as far apart as at the
first moment they sat down together and
he also asserted that the report to be
agreed upon must be practically the House
bill, either that or nothing.

On the other side one of the Senate confer-
ees stated that therecould beno goodaccom-
plished in denying the existing situation;
vhe Senate bill must be the basis for the re-
port or the bill could never pass the
Senate.

It is said that the Senate conferees will
go into session to-morrow with another
warning that under no circumstances must
the Senate amendments be given away and
the conferees on the part of the Senato will
again endeavor to impress nupon their as-
sociates the folly of the course they are
pursuing.

Discrimiunation Against United States
Steamship Lines,

W ASHINGTON, July 12.—Dr. George O.
QGlavis, attorney for Atlantic steamship lines
running from New York to Europe, to-day
appeared before ths House Committee on
Immigration, and spoke of the discrimina-
tion which is in operation under the present
law against the lines of ships he represents.
Dr. Glavis said that the United States lines
were required to pay a head tax of 50 cents,
and were held liable for one year to deport
immigrants who might become g public
charge at the company’s expeuse, whereas in
Canada inspections are made, the head
money is paid, and the immigrants enter the
United States, and if any should become &

ublic charge they are returned at the ex-
pense ot the United States and not the Cana-
dian ship lines that brought them over.

Supserintendent Stump of the Immigra-
tion Bureau said that the United States bor-
ders were well protected by agents of the
Government, and that the Government had
no right to interfere with the landing of im-
migrants on Canadian borders iu the absence
of any treaty stipulations.

At Government House,

After the Colonial delegates had break-
fasted with the Lieutenant-Governor and
Mrs. Kirkpatrick they were Eresented with
an address by the Imperial Federation
League of Canada.

~—~[cheers and laughter]—but, whether or
not, of one thing he was assured, that all
would agree in hoping that lasting bene-
ficial results to the KEmpire and the col-
onies would result from the conference in

CALIFORNIA STRIKERS RIOT.

BLUR JACKETS SB&NT TO OAKLAND
TO0 SECURE PEACE,

Men Tumbling Over Each Other in Chi-

cago to Secure Work—Attempt to As-

sassinate Puliman’s ; Manager — The

" Roads Now Tied Up are Few—A Labor
Commission to Be Appoiated.

CHicAco, July 12.—It is the opinion of
careful and conservative observers to-night
that the labor troubles, so far as Chicago is
concerned, are dying by inches.. There
may be a few more manifestations of
their  continued existence, in the
form of minor ~walk-outs and simi-
lar demonstrations, but these will be
but the spasms that precede final dissolu-
tion. In g;il: opinion the authorities at
Army Headquarters, at the Government
Building and'at the Police Department are
practically unanimous. The railroad man-
agers were especially elated to-day. Re-
ports from every quarter showed that men
by the thousand were applying for work
and that business of all kinds was being
resumed. Men are tumbling over
each other to get back in line.
At the headquarters, of the American
Railway Union there was no falling off in
the enthusiasm or in the claims of
ultimate victory. The officers insisted
that the strikers were standing
firm and that they were being reinforced.
The reports received from the officers of
the various local trade organizations placed
the number of men that haa gone outin
response to the call at 15,000 to 20,000, bus
no authenticated figures were produced.

Federated Lubor Does Nothing,

The situation from the strike standpoint
centred mainly about the special meet-
ing of the Executive Council of
the American Federation of Labor.
The only outcome of the first session was
the adoption of an appeal to President
Cleveland urging him to lend his aid in or-
der that the present industrial crisis might
be brought to an end. Up to a late hour
no response had been received.

Everything 'was quiet throughout the
city to-day, except at the stock yards,where
a few hundred striking butchers attacked
an incoming traiu of cattle, and by tamper-
ing with a switch derailed the engine.
Two companies of militia wers brought to
the scene and scattered the mob. Several
heavy trains were sent in and out during
the day.  Of the 5000 butchers in the yards
less than 500 went out in compliance with
the appeal of General Master Workman
Sovereign. \

The Federal grand jury examined a large
number of witnesses to-day goncerning the
sayings and doivgs of = officers and
directors of the Railway Union.

Caicaco, July 12.—The Plumbers’ Union
has decided not to strike. It is one of the
strongest unions here, having 7000 mem-
bers. ¢

All the butchers to the number of 600,
employed by Armonr, Swift and Morris,
quit work this morning, in accordance with
the general strike order by General Master
Workman Sovereign of the K. of L.

GOING BACK TO WORK,

“Sympathetic’’ Strikers Decide That They
Have Loafed Loug Enough,

Rawrins, Wyo., July 12.—The Union
Pacific strike is breaking all along the line.

Farco, N.D., July 12.—The engineers
on this division of the Northern Pacific
have reported for duty and are at work.
The old firemen and switch crews are still
out, but new men are taking their places,
The conductors are at work.

Los AxgerLes, Cal., July 12.—The en-
gineers of both the Santa Fe and Southern
Pacific railroads decided last night to re-
turn to work in a body. This action will
be followed by the conductors, brakemen,
switchmun and firemen.

St. Louts, Mo., July 12.—Every train
departed on time last night. A few trades
have decided to quit work when the final
order comes, but the allegiance is weak.
Workmen in the skilled trades go no fur-
ther than sympathy.

PEORIA, IIL, July 12.—The strike here is
over, A majority of the men will return
to work.

FOUR STRIKRRS ARRESTED,
Oharged With Train Wrecking—Death the
Penalty, -
SacrameNTo, Cal.,, July 12.—Two men
have been arrested on suspicion of having
been concerned 1n the wreck yesterday.
They are H. E. Bodmer and William Burt,
both promingnt members of the American
Railway Union. Presently another “squad
of cavalry brought in another prisoner.
This was A. W. Greenlaw, a machinist.
Greenlaw wals one of the men who threaten-
ed Marshal Baldwin on the 3rd inst. when
that official was struggling in the midst
of a swarm of strikers who had
rushed on the train and cut off the Pull-
mans that {were about to be sent to San
Francisco. [The fourth prisoner brought in
was A. P. Warden, who was a delegate to
the nationaljconvention of the A.R.U. just
before the sirike was declared. He is the
most importint prisoner of the four. Heis
charged with murder, 1n addition to the
charge of obgtructing -the mails and con-
spiracy, WwHich was entered against the
others. Justice Nevine fixed the bail of
Bodmer, Buit and Greenlaw -at*$2000 each.
Warden, h¢wever, was not admitted to
bail. The sfate will probably charge him
with train wrecking, which is punishable by
death.
Unearthed the Strikers’ Arsenal,
Last evening Marshal Baldwin 1ssued an
order to search places known to have been
frequented by strikers and confisoate what-
ever weapons were found. At the head-
quarters of Chairman Knox weapons and
ammunition were found in nearly every
room. The greatest find, however, is seven
jute sacks, each half full with slugs akout
an inch in diameter and three-quarters of
an inch thick. !
Dumped Engines off the Track,
OAKLAND, Cal., July 12.—Shortly aiter
midnight a large number, of strikers ap-
peared at the round-house of the Narrow
Gauge Railroad. The men were armed
with pieces of pipes and links, and de-
manded admittance to the house, saying
they wanted to kill the engines. There
were 65 deputy sheriffs on guard to prevent
the destrucvion of railroad property. On
the outside was a guard of seven deputies,
The  strikers  were told if they
advanoed any  further they would
be shot and the guards diew
their revolvers. The strikers fell backand
devoted their attention to an engine which
was lying on the side track near the round
house. This they pushed into the turn-
table pit. A rush was then made for a flat
car on the main track. This. too, was
dumped into the pit. Another engine was
derailed near the water tank. The strikers,
after committing other similar acts, lett the
grounds, saying they woulid be back later,
when they would positively kill the engines
in the round house. j

about 150 strikers emerged from their
headquarters and repaired to the vicinity
of Cedar-avenue and Seventh-street, where
a few nights ago they derailed
a flat car at ‘the crossing. A
long Oakland local train lay a short
distance down the Mole in the same
place where 1t has been stalled since
one week ago. The strikers ran up
Seventh-street, uncoupled tvhe passenger
coach and started with it up the Mole,
sending it with terrific force against the
derailed flat car. The coach rebounded
fully 40 feet down the track, the rear
wheels were derailed and the platform
slightly sprung.

The strikers returned to the stalled train,
uncoupled two more coaches and rushed
them down toward the town.  Just betore
reaching the first coach they placed ob-
structions on the rails and derailed the car
trucks of both coaches. They went down
to the Mole at the head of the train and de-
tached the engine, Dividing into two
gangs on each side of the engine they
threw the switch open and ran the engine
into it. The forward truck was deraijed,
This work effectually disposed of any’at-
tempt to run locals. Strikers demoliched a
small railroad bridge on the Narrow Gauge
road and flung it 1nto the creek.

400 Bluejackets to Fight Strikers,

ArLLEJO, Cal., July 12.—Large quantities
of provisions and ammunition were placed
on the coast defence vessel Monterey this
morning. She is under orders to convey
some 400 marines andsblue jackets compris-
ing all the available force on the ships
and vessels in this port to Oakland. ' The
strictest surveillance is exercised at the
yards. Even with a pass no one is per-
mitted near any building containing arms
or ammunition. At 1 -o'clock this
afternoon the steamer Alameda which took
the troops to Sacramento Tuesday arrived
here, and was boarded by 300 marines with
accoutrements for active service. The men
had been ready for this order, and soon the
steamer was well on her way to Oakland
Mole, where an attempt will be made to
move mail trains.

Electrie Lighs Tenders,

An effort is being made by interested
parties to exclude the Toronto Rsilway Co.
from tendering for the lighting of the city
streets. Our idea of it is that no one
should be asked to tender for the work, as
the city and the city alons should under-
take it. But if we are going to invite
tenders then we cannot have too many
estimating on the work. If the Street
Railway Co. is left ous then the tendering
will be confined to the two electric com-

panies, who in this matter may act as they..

have acted before and agree upon letting
the contract go to one of them at a high
figure.

The papék that is zealously trying to ex-
clude the Raiiway Co. is certainly less con-
cerned about the interests of the city than
those of the electric light companies. What
the city should strive to get is the work
done at the least expense. It is no con-
cern of the city’s what company does the
work provided it is done by the one whose
figures are the lowest. The committee-
was therefore doing a sensible thing when
it divided the work in such a way as
to allow the Railway Company an oppor-
tunity of tendering. We will now receive
estimates for the supply of currens neces-
sary to run from 1300 to 1500 lamps, and
for the pole and lamp equipment. It has
been urged that the city should defer oper-
ating the plant itself until the passibilities
of Niagara Falls power have been demon-
strated. No matter where the power may
come from the lamp equipment will be a
constant factor. As far as that part of the
work is concerned the city can undertake 1t
without the apprehension of being prejudic-
ed by future possibilities. In any event it
would seem to be a commendable project
for the city to control the wire- and pole
distribution. It would be one step towards
getting back possession of our streets.

The city authorities ought to keep in
view the final banishment of every pole
possible from the streets. Uatil an under-
ground trolley system is invented it is cer-
tain we will have to put up with the street
railway trolley poles. Doesn’t it seem a
reasonable idea that the city should make
some arrangement with the Railway Com-
pany wharaby. the street lights should be
suspended from their poles? Their wires
and poles extend to every section of the
city, and if the city could use their equip-
ment for lighting purposes the  streets
would be immediately relieved of a great
many unsightly poles. When the.tenders
are all in we will probably have all the in-
formation necessary to enable us to decide
exactly what is in the city’s interest.

‘The Strike Has n Boomerang,

The Pullman strike has ended, as every-
one saw in the beginning it probably would
end, 1n the discomfiture of the strikers.
They adopted a policy ot force, boycott and
coercion, weapons that never accomplish
any permanent success. Until the con-
trary is proven we have no reason to dis-
credit Mr. Pullman’s statement that
the business of his company was
such as  would not warrant higher
being] paid  than those he
offered the men. The strike has establish-
ed one thing, at all events: No employer
will be likely in the future to get the Pull-
man eraze and build sanitary houses, lib-
raries and parks for his men. The Pullman
strike will effectually knodthis so-called
philanthropic idea out of the heads of any
employer whe might otherwise be liable to
entertain it.

This was-done for about two
months last fall, and as soon as the cold
weather set in, the receipts falling off, Kelly
dropped ou* altogether. On the other hand
Mr. Hendry kept his buisses running every
Sunday during the winter to accommodate
the citizens, even at a loss on many San-
days. As soon as the flue weather came
again Kelly made his appearance, even theu
only running when the weather was fine,
showing conclusively that he did nob care
about the accommodation of tha citizens.

Oa the
other hand Mr. Hendry has done all heé could
to accommodate the citizens, making regular
trips from 9.15 a.m. to 11 p.m., although
many days at a loss,

The noise of the fife and drum band was
loud in the land yesterday, and from early
morn till dewy eve the air was filled with
their tooting and drumming. For, lo, was
it not the glorious Twelfth and the Orange-
men of Toronto foregaghered to celebrate?

Boys, Loyal Orangemen, True Blues and
the clerk of the weather united to make the
Twelfth of 94 one long to bs remembered.
Perhaps the man who from his perch in the
Observatory doles out a variegated assort-
ment of weather is a member of the order?
In any case he could not have been more
kind to *‘the boys who walked.”

In the morning the sun hid itself behind

ominous banks of clouds, and a cooling
breeze,that carried on its wings destruction
of straw hats and ensming’ profanity, made
marchizg bearable. With the afternoon,
when the [Exhibition grounds were made
Mgorgeous with golden sashes and flaming
banners, the sunshine made gay the picnic.
\ The Procession,
The l:d es gathered in the Queen’s
Park. Mounte! on a snow-white steed,
County Master John McMillan made a gal-
lant show, and inspected each division as it
arrived. ‘‘Honest John” was the high
commandipg officer of the day, and his
steed b to carry a large, load
of digmty in' addition to the
uniformed and badge-bedecied ex-alderman.
There was the usual delay, and it was
nearly noon when the Lady True Blues in
carriages headed the line and started along
Grosvenor-street to Yonge, With a deaf-
ening crash of many bands the huge proces-
sion swiung down Yonge-street and was
fairly started in the parade. From East
York and Eglinton cams lodges of stalwarts,
and 70 True Blues from Cobourg with an
excellent band were in line.

A procession as was a proper procession it
was. There was no castiron rule as to uni-
form,music or anything else.

Thousands Watched the Throng.

THE BATTLE OF THR BO'IHH.

A Description of How William Won His
Glorious Victory,

The following description of the battle,
whose two hundred and fourth anniversary
was 8o enthusiastically celebrated by the
Orangemen in Toronto yesterday, is taken
from Macaulay’s History of England:

The 1st' of July dawned, a day which has
never since returned without exciting strong
emotions of very different kinds in the two
populations which divide Ireland, The sun
rose bright and cloudless. Soon after 4 both
armies were in motion. William ordered his
right wing, under the command of Meinbhart
Schomberg, one of the Duke’s sons, to march
to the bridge of Slane, some miles up the
river, to cross there, and to turn the left
flank of the Irish army. Meinhart Schom-
berg was assisted by Portland and Douglas.
James, anticipating some such design, bhad
already sent to the bridge a regiment of
dragoons, commanded by Sir Neil O'Neil.
(O’Neil bebaved hirnself like a brave gentle-
mau, but he soon received a mortal wound;
his men fled, and the English right winé
passed the river.

This move made Lauzun uneasy. What
if the English right wing should get into the
rear of the army of James? About four
miles south of the Boyne was a place called
Duleek, where the road to Dublin was so
narrow that two cars could not pass each
other, and where on both sides of the road
lay a morass which afforded no firm footing.
1f Meinhart Schomberg should occupy this
spot, i§ would be impossible for the Irish to
retreat. They must either conquer or be cut
off to aman. Disturbed by this apprehen-
sion the French geueral marched with his
countrymen-and with Sarsfield’s horse in the
direction of Slaue Bridge. Thus the fords
near Oldbridge were left to be defended by
the Irish alone.

It was now near 10 o’clock, William put
himself at the head of his left wing, which was
composed exclusively of cavalry, and pre-
pared to-pass the river not far above Drog-
heda. 7The centre of his army, which con-
sisted almost excliusively of foot, was en-
trusted to the command of Schomberg, and
was marshalled opposite to Oldbridge. At
Oldbridge had been collected the whole Irish
army, foot, dragoous and horse, Sarsfleld’s
regimént alone excepted. The Meath bank
bristled with pikes and bayonets, A fortifi-

cation had been made by French engineers
outof the hedges and buildings, and a breast-
work had been thrown up close to the water
side. Tyconnel was there, and under him
were Richard Hamilton and Antrim.

Schemberg gave the word. Solmes’ Blues
were the first to move. They wmarched gal-
lantly, with drums beating, to the brink of
the Hoyne. ‘Then the drums stopped, and
the men, ten abreast, descended into thsé
water. Next plunged = Londonderry and
Enniskillen. A little to the left of London-
derry and Enniskillen Caillemot crossed at
the head of a long column of French refu-
gees. A little to the left of Caillmot and his
refugees the main body of the English in-
fantry struggled through the river, up to
their armpits in water, Btill farther d%wn
the stream the Danes found another ford,
1n a few minutes the Boyne, for a quarter of
a mile, was alive with muskets and green
boughs. ;

It was not till the assailants reached the
middle’ of the channel that they became
aware of the whole difficulty and danger of
the service in which they were engaged. They
had as yet seen little more than half the hostile
army. Now whole regiments of ‘foot and
horse seemed to start out of the earth. A
wild shout of defiance rose from the whole
shore; during one moment the event seemed
doubtful, but the Protestants pressed re-
solutely forward, and in another moment
the whole Irish line gave way. Tyrconnel
looked on in helpless despair. He did not
want personal courage, but ‘his military
skill wassosmall that he hardly ever reviewed
his regiment in the Phcenix Park without
committing some blunder, and to rally the
ranks which were breaking all around him
was no task for a general who had survived
the energy of his body and of bis mind, and
yet had stiil the rudiments of his profession
to learn. Several of his best officers fell
while vainly endeavoring to prevail on their
soldiers to look the Duteh Blues in the face.
Richard Hamilton ordered a body of-foot to
fall on the French refugees, who were still
deep in water. He led the way, and, accom-
panied by some courageous gentlemen, ad-
vanced, sword In hand, into the river. But
peither his command mnor his example
could infuse valor into that mob of
cowstealers. He was left almost alone
and retired from the bank in de-
spair. Farther down the river Antrim’s di~
vision ran like |hoa%vat the approach of the
English eolumn. hole regiments flung
away arms, colors and cloaks and scampered
off to the hills without striking a blow or fir-
ing a shot.

fu required many years and many heroic
exploits to take away the reproach which
that ignominious rout lefs on the Irish name.
Yet, even before the day closed, it was abun-
dantly proved that the reproach was unjust.
Richard Hamilton put himself at the head of
the cavalry, aud, under his command, they
made a gailans, though an upfuccessful at-
tempt to retrieve the day. They maintained
a desperate fight in the bed of the river with
Solmes's Blues, They drove the Danish bri-
gade back into the stream. They fell im-
petuously on the Huguenot regiments, whicl,
not being provided with pikes, then ordinar-
ily used by foot to repel horse; began to give
ground. Caillemot, while encouraging his
fellow exiles, received a mortal wound in the
thigh. Four of his men carried him back
across the ford to his tent. As he passed he
continued to urge forward the rear ranks,
which were still up to the breast in the
water. “On, on, my lads! To glory, to
glory!" Schomberg, who had remained on
the nortnern bauk, and who had thence
watched the progress of his troops with the
eye of a general, now thought that the emer-
gency required from him the personal exer-
tion of a soldier, Tuose who stood about
him besought him in vaid to put on bis
cuirass. Without defensive armor he rode
through the river and rallied the refugees
whom the fall of Caillemot had dismayed.
+Come on,” he cried in French, pointing to
the Popish squadrons; ‘‘come on, gentlemen;
there are your persecutors.” Tnose were his
last words. As he spoke a band of Irish
borsemen rushed upon him and encircled
bim for a moment. When they retired he
was on the ground. His friends raised him,
but he was already & corpse, Two sabre
wounds were on his head, and a bullet from
a carbine was lodged 1n his neck. Almgst at
the same moment Walker, while exhorting
the colopists of Ulster to play the men, was
shot dead. During near half an hour the
battle continued to rage along the southern
shore of the river. All was smoke, dust and
din. Old soldiers were heard to say that
they bad seldom seen sharper work in the
Low Countries. But just at this conjuncture
William came up with the left wing. He
had found much difficulty in crossing. The
tide was runniug fast. His charger had
been forced to swim, and bad been almost
lost in the mud. As soon as the King was
on firm ground he took his sword in his left
hand—for his right arm was stiff with his
wound and his bandage—and led his men to

Some important harness racing was seen
on Western trotting tracks last week.

The sensation of the week on the Iowa
tﬁ-nck, which lies midway betwedn Council
Bluffs and Omaha, was the race of the two-
year-old pacers. The Texas colt Judge
Hurt stepped the openifg heat in 2.14 1-4,
forced out by the roan colt Carbonate, by
Superior, driven by Jolin Kelly of Direc-
tum fame. Judge Hurt 1s by the trotting
stallion, William M. Hill, 2.20, and his
dam is » native Texan pacing mare, named
Possum Pig, by the saddle horse Octoroon.
The colt is a full brother - to Lena Hill, the
filly that set the race record for two-year-
old pacers at 2.123 last November. The
fast mile of 2.14} cooked both colts, and
Carbonate was distanced, while Judge Hurt
lost the race to Mr. Salisbury’s  black colt
Directly, a son of the champion pacing
‘stallion “Direct, 2.05}, | in 218 1.2 and
2,20 1-2.

Flying Jib’s mile in 2.05} was another
feature of the Council Bluffs meeting. The
erratic pacer covered the last quarter in 303
seconds and finished full of go.

The 2.10 class for pacers brought ont an-
other prospective record breaking in the 4-
year-old colt Ouline, by Shadland Ooward,
2.184, ‘dam' Angeline, by Chester Chief.
Ouline defeated a field of aged horses in
2.104, 2.103 and 2.113, which is the fastest
race ever paced by a colt of his age. The
colt has a 2-year-old record of 2.11. He s
owned by E. D. Gould ¢f Fullerton, Neb.,
and is a foll brother to Outonian, 2.07 1-2.

The 2.45 class race was won by the Palo
Alto filly Expressive, a three-vear.old by
Electioneer,.out of the thoroughbfed mare
Esther, by Express. Expressive began the
campaign with no record, and at Council
Bluffs she beat an aged field, trotting in
2.23},2.19} and 2.18% This is by odds
the best three-year-old trotting record that
has been made this season.

The famous trotting mare, Alix, 2.07%,
made her first start of the deason at Coun-
cil Bluffs. In an exhibition against time
she trotted a half mile in 1.04 and the mile
in 2.113.

The 2.16 trot at Milwaukee was one of
the fastest and closest of the season thus
far. The California gelding, James L., by
Dexter Prince, won the first, fifth and sixth
heats in 2.16}, 2.163 and 2:17}.  His best
previous record was 2.18. Racine, by Pilot

If Vigliant Longed for a Fluke 1t Neyer
OCameé—The Yankee Boa: Beateu
By 2 Minutes,

Rorursay, July 12.—The last of the
Clyde regatta races was sailed to-day over
the quadrangular contse of the Royal
Northern Yacht Club, where the Vigilant
was badly worsted yesterday, largely on ac-
count of baffling winds and calms. The
length of the course is about 50, miles.
There was a moderate wind blowing across
Rothesay Sound when the racers came out
to the starting point. The battle was for a
prize of £60. The'sky was cloudless, The
starting gun boomed at 10.30. The wind
was on the starboard beam, so 1t was a
reach along the first leg of the quadrangle.

MME CARNOT AT HOME.

A GLIMPSE OF HER LIFE AS SEEN BY
A FRIEND. .

An Accomplished Woman of Benevo-
lent Impulses—Much of Her Time and
Means Devoted to Charity=How She
Entertained in the Palace—Her Devo-

tion to Her Husband.

X

The whole ciﬁgyized world has been
shocked by the terrible tragedy hich
has robbed the Republic of France of
one of its noblest presidents, and while
the newspapers are giving details of the
life and character of the murdered
statesmau, it will be interesting to get
a glimpse into the personality of his
widow as gathered from a letter from
Paris by an intimate friend of Mrs, Car-
not.

“If there is one woman in the world
who has a holy horror of everything
which can in any way resemble notori-
ety, it is Mwme, Carnot. Her greatest
desire is not to be talked about. But
whether she 18 willing or not the wife
of the chief- of state is placed conspicu-
ously in the foreground by the very
fact of being his wife, and cannot pre-
vent public curiosity from gazing upon
her and from observing the acts of her
daily life. She may, however, reissure
herself, to talk of her is to speak well
of her, and her modesty alone will be
tried.

“Tall, dark, her eyes shining with
great brilliaucy, her hair black as jet,
Mme, Carnot is a woman of remarkable
distiuction, Moreover, in the salon of
ber father, Dupont-White, she met from
infancy peculiarly elegant, intelligent
and literary people. There she early
mingled with the-elite of Parisian so-
ciety, and had but to continue the tradi-
tion of her home to become the accom-
plished woman of the world,

“To stately manners, the value of
which at® doubled by their simplicity,
to an unerring and judicious judgment,
Mme. Carnot joins other accomplish-
ments no less precious, She'is, 1n every
acceptation of the word, a very kind-
bearted woman, whose goodness and
benevolence are inexhaustible.

“She has organized a regular depart-
ment at the Elysee Palace which she di-
rects lierself, the department of charity.
Every day more than 200 letters address-
ed to Madame Carnot arrive at the Ely-
see and on the eve of rent day the num-
ber is more than doubled. These letters
are, of course, so many petitions for. as-
sistance, The examination of this volu-
minous mail is Madame Carnot's first
occupation on rising in the morning.
All letters to her address, without excep-
tion, are placed on her writing table
and, after first sorting them to find the
exclusively personal envelopes, Madame

The mail, thus
arranged, is returned to Madame Car-
not, who reads it in her turn and points
out, either by word of mouth or by line
written by her, the course to be follow-
ed. For vou can easily see that no for-
tune exists large enough to permit of
giving entire satisfaction to each one of
these applications for aid, Distinctions
must be established ; requests must be
modified or even rejected. The most
urgent are always attended to, that is to
say that, after the investigation made
concerning each solicitor, relief is given
to the most pressing cases. Letitsuffice
you to know that, on an average, a sum
of 1,000 francs, or $200, is thus distribut-
ed by Madame Carnot every morning.

«I need not speak of the'gifts made
periodically at the opening of the new
year, In the month of December, every
year, the mayors of the twenty ar-
rondisements of Paris mention toMadame
Carnot the widows with® the largest
number of children whose miserable
Madame
Carnot has clothing and shoes made,and
through her care these packages, algays
accompanied by a certain sum of
money, are sent to those for whom they
are prepared.

«tStill one last detail :  All garments
thus sent as New Year’s gifts are made
in orphan asylums. which in this way
also profit, indirectly, by Madame Car-
not’s charity.

«)\adame Carnot expresses, too, the
greatest solicitude for orphan asylums,
How many of these establishments has
she visited incoznito and by her own
order, without these visits being men-
tioned in the papers! One may truly
say of her, without fear ot a mistake,
that her right hand knows not thé good
which her left hand does.

«Her love for abandoned children or
for sickly women is evidenced by gifts,
even in the provinces. Thus it is that
when the president of the republic was
about to take a journey, Madame Carnot
would seek information concerning the

orphan asylums of the towns which her
husband was to visit, and charge the
president with sums of money to be
given them in her name,

+ Al these attendants, admirably train-
ed, are selected with the greatest care,
Mme. Carnot, knowing that good mas-
ters make good servants, is very kind to
her people; but while treating them with
kindness she is also very firm with them,
Every fault is rigidly checked.

«It would be indiscreet to speak of
Mme. Carnot as wife and motheér, She
simply adored her husband and does
adore herchildren. It is a model family
in these domestic virtues, Never has
Mme. Carnot left to others tiie care of
remaining by the bedside of her sick
husband or children.

“‘When the president of the republic
was traveling, a telegram brought her
news of her husband two or three times
aday. Allthe bouquets offered to M.
Carnot were the same day packed up
and expressed to Mme Carnot, who loves
flowers very much. Her rooms are always
adorned with magnificent baskets of
flowers.”

In the Roman army there was a Very
highly-developed sysiem of military eu-
signs, which, just as among modern na-
tions, were regarded not merely as a
rallying point for a given body of men,
but as an emblem of the state, and wera
therefore surrounded with a veneration
which degenerated into idolatry. From
a tactical point of view the Roman stan-
dards were of more importance than the
flag at the present day, for the move-
ments of the troops were entirely regu-
lated by them.

According as they were raised and car-
ried forward, planted in the ground, or
turned toward the rear, in obedience to
the sounds of the horns of the *‘corni-
cines,” the army broke up its
camp and marcued, or reireated
and  halted, In the camp the
standards were planted before the gon-
eral’s tent, which their preseace
sanctified the spot as though it were a
temple, and rendered it & safe deposi-
tory for the booty collected by the
It was to the standards the
soldiers swore allegiance, and the first
step of a pretender who sought to be-
come Emperor was to seize the standards,
as he thereby secured the fidelity of the
legion.

On feast days the ‘‘dusty, awe-inspire
ing standards,” as Pliny calls them,
were anointed with perfumes and de-
garlands, on days of
mourning they were stripped of their
ornaments, and if, when the order to
march was given, their bearers found it

NEUTRALIZATION OF COREA,

: Conference of Foreign Representatives

2

Held to That End,

Loxpox, July 12.—A despatch from
Beoul, the capital oi Corea, says: A confer-
ence of foreign representatives was held to-
day and proposed the neutralization of
Corea treaty ports. The Japanese minister
accepted the principle of the proporition as
far as Chumelpo was concerned, but re-
served his answer of this question in regard
to the other ports pending instructions
from his Government in Tokyo. Later the
King yielding, the Japanese Government
appointed three commissioners to discuss
the internal administration ot the country.
' “The conditions imposed by the Japanese
Government in regard to the neutralization
of the port of Chumelpo virtually nullity
the concession, as Japan still insists upon
retainiug the troops withiu the settlemeat.
The foreign representatives have reminded
the Japanese Government that their joint
note, recently sent to Japan requesting the
withdrawal of troops, still remains un-
answered.”
