St. Thomas, Ont., March 14.—The
eighth day of the Hendershott murder
trial witnessed the conclusion of the
case, in so far as the evidence is con-
cerned, and the head of the dead man
was not viewed by the jury.

To-morrow the addresses of counsel
will commence, and it is probable that
the case will be given to the jury. The
man who to-night thinke that a verdict
of guilty will be returned against both
prisoners would have as difficult a task
to find any person in this city who

with him as had the wisest man
of Atheps with his lantern to find an
honest man. It is not likely that the
jury will be absent more than an hour
or two in arriving at their decision.
Summary of the Crown's Case.

The trial may be summarized in a few
words. Here is what the Crown has
endeavored to establish in the case
against Welter: That he was alone
with Hendershott when he was killed;
as against the cldim that deceased was
struck by the trunk of the falling tree

Evidence in Rebuttal

In rebuttal, Dr. Lawrence testified that
the fibrous substance which Dr. Van
Buskirk found in a wound on the head
of the dead man was the thread of an
undertaker’s stitch. He also said that
the doctor had told him, after hearing
his report of the post-mortem, that
things looked  very suspicious.

To controvert the branch theory of the
defence, Edward Wardell, Richard Curtis
and Richard Saunders were called. These
witnesses removed the dead man from
under the tree. The knot was eight
feet from where the branch was attached
to the tree. The top of the branch was
fully four feet from the feet of the body
and a greater distance from the head.
The branch was six inches f{rom
the ground, where it projected
from the tree and 6 extended upwards.
The branch could not have touched the
body at all where it lay, There were
no roots or snags uuder the body. San-
ders swore that the two sections of the
branch produced by the defence had been
shortened by some oue.

The man who owned the white horse
which was buried in a lield adjoining
the woods, and from which the defence
claimed the blood came, was then put
in the box. He is Philip Hornby of
London. He swore that he left the
horse with Hendershott for pasturage.
The prisoner had a right to shoot it.
Then the man who shot the white horse,
Edward Bowlby, was called. The deed
was done on Thanksgiving day.

And the great case came to an end
so far as the evidence is concerned.

WILL DO AN INSURANCE BUSINESS.

The Patrons Decide To Add  Another
Branch Te Their Interests—Lecturers
Appointed.

Twenty-five grand lecturers are to be
appointed, to be continually at the call
of candidates and others requiring their
services, It was also recommended that
county lecturers be elected by the va-
rious lpdges of the province.

The Case For the Defence.

The claims of the defence are that the
tree turned in falling and did not alight
where calculated; that the limbs of the
tree struck the ground ten feet before
the tree; that Hendershott was struck
by the branches and thrown under the
tree, and the trunk then struck deceased,
inflicting the blow omn the top of the
head which caused death, and that
neither the ax nor any, other weapon
was used.

Welter Danced a Jig in His Cell.

The court room was again crowded
with ladies to-day. The prisoners wore
a jaunty air, and are evidently congra-
tulating themselves on the fact that the
Crown mnfissed some important pointsin
the case. Welter actually danced a jig
in his cell at the conclusion of the Crown’s
case.

The defence introduced a little addi-
tional medical evidence to-day, Dr. Ma-
son of St. Thomas, Dr. Henry Going of
Windsor and Dr. Waugh of London testi-
fied that they believed the wounds could
have been caused by the branches of a
tree, but they admitted that an ax
amight also have produced them.

AMMcIntyre of Dutton,M.Campbell of
Lawrence Station, George Holmes of To-
ronto and other witnesses deposed that
they thought the tree had twisted . in
falling and alighted in a different spot
from that calculated. John Z. Long, the
Bt. Thomas architect examined yester-
day, was recalled and exhibited a model
of the tree, but as it had been construct-
ed from statements made to him as to
the relative position of the branches and
the knot, and several witnesses swore
that in consequence it was not accurate
it bhad little bearing on the case. s

Denied the Blood on Welter's Face.

Mrs. Welter, aunt of the younger
prisoner and wile of Charles P. Welter,
to whose house William “Welter went
first with the news of Hendershott’s
death, was then called. She denied that
there was any blood on his face or
clothing. John Hendershott called at
her place about 10 o’clock on theé morn-
ing of the tragedy, and then left with
his daughter for Eden. To Mr. Osler
witness admitted that when Welter came
to her place he said that Hendershott
was killed by a tree falling upon his
head, that it had crushed his
bead into the ‘ground.

Mr. Angers’ Concise and Conclusive Argu-
° ments Why Britain Should Raise the
Embarge On Canadian Cattle — The
House Being Prepared For a Session—
A Shipment of Winter-Made Butter.

Ottawa, March 14.—The Department
of Trade and Commerce has been advis-
ed of negotiations for a proposed re-
arrangement of the direct Australasian
steamship service. The New. Zealand
Government has received an offer from
Huddart, Parker & Co. to run a, fasb
connecting steamer between Fiji and
Auckland or Wellington. The matter
was considered by the Government, and
it was thought better to have direct
steamers themselves, iff possible, to touch
at Auckland or Wellington, at the op-
tion of the contractors and the Post-
master-General of New South Wales w
asked if that colony would be agreeable
to allow the steamers to come on to
New Zealand. The Government of that
colony is in favor of establishing a di-
rect mail service via Vancouver, alter-
nating every fortnight with the San
Francisco' service. In negotiatihg for a
connecting service it was contemplated
to include Samoa, as well as Fiji. Messrs.
Huddart, Parker & Co. have offered to
build a special fast steamer to connect
at Fiji for a subsidy of £10,000. The
negotiations are still progressing.

Rescued in Mid-Ocean.

Representations have been made to the
Government respecting the brave con-
duct of the officers and crew of the Brit-
ish steamship Iran, Capt. Jennings, who
rescued. the crew of the U.S. brigantine
Prussian in mid-Atlantic on Feb. 12.
The brigantine encountered heavy wea-
ther and became dismantled, losing her
rudder, and the crew were compelled to
abandon her when 500 miles from Phila-
delphia. ;
An Able Reply To Mr. Gardner Re Pleuro.

The Minister of Agriculture has been
closely following' up the controversy
with the Imperial Board of Agriculture
in reference to the scheduling of Cana-
dian cattle. Further evidence of experts
is to band, and this has been embodied
in an able report, which has just gope
forward to the Colonial Office.

Summarized, the report says: 1. T
a disease which appears from lesi
in the lungs to have a partice-
lar type alleged . by . the Board of
Agriculture to be pleuro-pneumonia has
been found in the case ol about a dozen
animals out of 193,860 slaughtered at
the port of landing since the fall of
1892; and it may be added out of @
total of 1,893,689 meat cattle shipped
from Canada since 1880. 2. That per-
sistent and reiterated demands by the
Board' of Agriculture of the Canadian
Government to furnish further informa-
tion of such disease, based on expert ex-
amination of Ilungs after the slaughter
of the animals, cannot be complied with
for the reason that such disease cannot
be found in Canada, notwithstanding dili-
gent and repeated veterinary search, this
fact leading to the confident belief that
it does not exist in Canada, and to the
conclusion that it is absolutely impos-
sibie to furnish the board with any fur-
ther information-in relation to it by the
discovery of cases in Canada.. 3. That
lesions stated to have been found in the
lungs of animals after landing in Eng-
land or Scotland, after having been car-
ried in some cases from the Northwest
plains of Canada, near the base of the
Rocky Mountains, a distance of between
two and three thousand miles, to the
seaport, subject during such carriage to
detention, arising out of waiting for
railway connections, the animals being
sometimes confined for several: days in
the stockyards before embarkation, and
necessarily packed in close compartments
on shipboard, where, sometimes, despite
the ptmost care under the regulations
they are in some weathers subject to
insufficient ventilation and other forms
of hardship, it being only after animals
have endured such trials that the lesions
in question can be discovered. It fol-
lows, therefore, that further elucidation
arising from expert enquiry, as asked for
by the board, can only be obtained in
the United Kingdom.

4. That such disease, moreover, being
found in animals having their constitu-
tions impaired by age, or hardship from
confinement "in traveling, has for these
reagons been called by veterinary ex-
perts in Canada “ transit pneumonia.

B. The inference of the Board that such
disease, being bacterial or germ, must,
therefore, have been contracted in Canada

evidence; on the contrary there is nothing
to show that it might not be contracted
in the conditions and time of transit
stated. =«

6. That the weight of expert evidence
as appears in the proceedings of the
Board determined such lesions to be of
very recent origin, that is, within the
period occupied by transit.

7. That there is nothing in present
discoveries of bacteriological science to
establish an inference of the Board and
its officers that a bacterial or germ dis-
ease may not be developed during transit
such as described.

8. That experience in Scotland and
England in the same way as in Can-
ada has shown such disease to be non-
contagious from contact of Canadian ani-
mals in very large numbers spreading
over many years. The contention.in the
Parkhill-Lindores case in 1892 that one
Canadian animal communicated the dis-
ease in question is not supported by suf-
ficient evidence in the face of strong im-
probability.

9. That in all the many thousands of
Canadian animals slaughtered in the
United Kingdom not a single case, of old
or encysted pleuro-pneumonia has been
found, a condition which it is believed
would be impossible if the disease, as
alleged, prevailed in Canada.

10. That emong 3085 sets of lungs of
cattle slaughtered in the abattoirs
in November 1last mno case nor
trace of the disease in question
was discovered. It is believed that it
such disease " had prevailed in Canada
some trace of it would have been found
by the test.

11. The ecomclusion of ' the Board
of Agriculture in their minute that
such disaster exists in Canada, and
thiat it is contagious pleuro-pneumonia
of a special type, but not different in
its “contagious and fatal effects ” from
the commonly accepted type known in
Europe and elsewhere, is a.ltogetper ir-
reconcilable with the fact that it can-
not be at all found in Canada, and that
it has never in any part of the Domin-
fon been known; that no trace of it
even has been, nor can be, discovered.
This declaration is hm&;)de !:ft(?l‘a Y;fy
earnest special searc y veterinariauns
employed for that purpose by the Cana-
dian Government. .

12. That the continuing of the
restrictive order requiring  the
slaughter of Canadian cattle at the
port of arrival for the reason of the
alleged presence of the disease of pleuro-
pneumonia in Canada is not supported,
and it is believed cannot be; by any
proof of its existence.

The Simpson fire inquest took a de-
cidedly sensational turn last evening,
when, after an hour of tame and unin-
teresting procedure, Joseph Gurofsky, an
18-year-old newsboy, entered the witness
box to tell what he knew of the ffire.
At the first sitting of the inquest Me-
Kee 'and Farley denied having seen one
another the night of the fire until 12.80,
but a witness was produced last night
who places them in conversation in

Queen-street at 11.05. McKee and
Sprott also denied having met until
after the fire occurred, but if Gurofsky’s
evidence be true, and he gave it in B
manner indicative of veracity,
stood at Simpson’s Queen-street entrance
soon after 10 o'clock, and in company
with a third man conversed for about
10 minutes. Gurofsky states further
that he pverueard McKee say to the
third man, at about 12 o’clock that
“It is too early yet.”'’

Gurofsky first told his story to De-
tectives Burrows and Slemin, but could
not give the names of any of the three
men, except that of McKee. He was sub-
poenaed to appear as a witness last even-
ing, as was Watchman Sprott. 3

When Gurofsky entered the court room
his eye fell upon Sprott. He turned quick-
ly on his heel, and rushing into the de-
tectives’ office lold Detective Burrows
that ong of the other two men was sit-
ting in the court room. The detective
accompanied him back to the court,and
he pointed out Sprott.

The Holmes’ Co. give an emphatic con-
tradiction to the story of Gurofsky, and
will endeavor to show by their signal
record books that Sprott was in Ade-
laide-street west at the time when Gur-
ofsky claims to have seen him at Queen
and Yonge-streets. {

On behalf of the jury, Mr. Withrow
last evening asked that electrical experts
be called, and Crown Attorney Dewart
replied that such was the Crown’s in-
tention.

" Simpson’s Ex- Watchman.

The first witness called was Joseph
Sprott, who was engaged: as night
watchman during the fortnight between
Jan. 80 and Feb. 14, A pottle of per-
fumery was missing/in~the store, and he
was suspendéd. He/resumdd work for the
Holimes Company on Feb. 18, and had
charge of beat No. 2, lying within Sim-
coe, Adelaide, King and B&gva-‘streets, for
three nights, including the Saturday and
the Sunday of the fire. He did not leave
his beat the night of the fire until after
he saw. the fire. He was not north of the
north side of Adelaide-street at all that
evfting until after the fire started.

The  witness admitted having a fairly
good kpowledge of the lay of the in-
terior of the Simpson building. His du-
ties ealled him into the basement and
boiler-room two or three times during
the course of a night.  He knew Farley,
but did not see him |the night of the
fire, ‘neither did he see Alexander Me-
Kee.  The origin of the fire had not been
the subject of a comversation between
himself and McKee. He first saw. the
fire from the top story of the Truth
building, which he entered at 12.48. It
was about 1.07 when he saw the fire.
In answer to a juryman, he said he heard
no alarm before he entered the building.

®he Wires in the Packing BEoom.

W. B. Anderson had charge of the pack-
ing room in Simpsom’s warehouse. He
left the room at 10 p.m. The basement
was. lighted with both gas and incan-
denscent lights. When he left the
packing room it contained some empty
barrels and a quantity of straw. He
never saw a piece of cotton-waste in the
packing-rogm. The Holmes Company
wires, a wire to run the electric motor,
and incandescent and arc light wires en-
tered the -building from different direc-
tions. The electric motor was set on a
bracket in the northwest corner of the
room. It had been in use during Satur-
day forenoon.

Saw Three Men In Conversation.

8. H Wheeler, foreman of the Toronto
Electric Light Company, passed the Simp-
son building about 10.20 p.m. the night
of the fire. He switched off the com-
pany’s lights in the building. There were
about 40 of these lights in the Simpson
building. Their wires entered the build-
ing through a skylight to the south of
the new structure. They were sufficiently
insulated to negative all danger of fire.

He passed the Simpson store again
about 11.05. As he came opposite Knox
Church he saw William Farley with &
broom running towards Knox Church.
He saw two other men standing near the
Simpson building against thei Knox
chureh fence. Farley was poking a broom
at one of tha men, whom he thought to
be McKee. The third man he did not
know. ! ¢

The witness had inspected all the wires
in the Simpson structure and would not
think there was the slightest danger of
fire from them. In his experience of ten
years he had yet to learn of a fire being
caused by electric wires used for operat-
ing elevators. ; j

Abraham Phenix, porter in the Simp-
son building,] eft at 10 p.m. Saturday.
He went down Yonge-street and return-
ed  about 10.30. At that hour he saw
Perley standing at the Queen-street en-
trance. Farley was sober at that-hour.

I’s Too Early Yet.

Joseph Gurofsky, 56 Nelson-street,was
gelling papers at Jamieson’s corner,and
about 10 o’clock he was called over near
Simpson’s Queen-street entrance. He
saw three men in conversation near there.
He watched the men for some time,when
oue of them, whom he positively identi-
fied as Sprott, left. The other two
whom he described, one being about &
feet 6 inches, with a heavy black mus-
tache and beard, the other being about
b feet 10 inches in height, with a fair
mustache, walked up and down before
the building for nearly two hours. About
12 o'clock they ‘turned down Yonge-
sireet, passing quite close to the wit-
ness. As they passed the witness heard
one of them say: “It is a little too early
yet,” One of these he was posi-
tive was McKee, the watchman.

Positive He Saw Sprott.

A. M. Grier, who appeared in defepce
of the Holmes’ Co., took the witness'in
hand and endeavored to get him to ad-
mit that possibly he did not see Sprott
there.

“ It might have been his brother, might
it not ?” said Mr. Grier. ‘I neversaw.
his brother,” returned the witness.

“ There might be somebody who looks
a great deal like Sprott.”

#Not enough to make me think I was
mistaken.” !

The latest hour he saw these men
was between 12 and 12.05. It was on
this occasion he heard the remark made
about the hour being too early.

A Ruse That Failed. ;

Mr. Grier put ap a ruse to deceive
the witness and destroy the force of his
evidence. Sprott had during the re-
cital of Gurofsky’s evidence been sitting
behind the press table. Unnoticed _by,
the witness, Sprott’s brother, superin-
tendent of the Holges Company, ex-

Lounis Rosentbal, manufacturing jew-
eler, spent the evening preceding the
fire. at Richmond Chambers. He passed
the Simpson building about 12 o’clock.
As he reached the northwest cornmer of
the building he heard a crashing of
glass, which seemed to come from the
Knox Church grounds, pretty well down
the Simpson building. He was positive
it was not Iar enough south to be fin
the Christian Institute.

uel R. Milligan told a story of
having seen a ian carrying a watch-
man’s lanterd on the ground floor of the
Simpson building and near the Queen-
street entrance shortly before the fire
broke out.

Tracing Sprott’s Movements.

The books of the Holmes Company were
gent for, and Clerk Anderson swore to'
the truth of their contents. The route
which the Holmes Company claim that
Sprott took om his 10 ofclock round was
traced. Entries were .read of six sig-
nals; being sent; in from The Truth build-
ing between 9.40, which was the first,
and 10.09, the last. The books ghowed
all boxes on the route to have been
pulled in the usual ofder until after 1
o'clock, when Sprott says he left his
beat and went to the fire)

The record showed that 21 minutes
elapsed between the pulling of the alarm
from Morrison’s, shortly after 9 o’clock,
and the first signal from The Truth
building, at 9.40. Any person who had
access to the buildings, and knew .the
location of the boxes, could send in the
signals as well as could the man who
had charge of the beat. No one else
in the company, other than the patrol-
man, carried keys to these buildings.

When asked by, Mr. Dewart as to whe-
ther; he knew: of any reports ever having
been made out of signals received, when
as a matter of fact the boxes had not
been pulled by the patrolmen, the wit4
nees declared he had not. Boxes were
sometimes placed in business houses, to
be pulled by private watchmen as a
check on these watchmen. No reports
of these signals had ever been sent to
business men when the boxes were not
pulled.

The inquiry was further adjourned un-
til Monday evening next.

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A.l.ESDON FROM “REMEDIAL LEGISLA-
TION.” °

Canada is to-day disturbed by political
schism that is shaking the good ship of
state to its keel. Shall she weather the
storm is a question that patriotic men
are putting to themselves in secret. It
is asquestion to which none can give a
positive and reassuring answer. We are,
as it were, in a room without doors. No
Moses ig here to point a ‘way ount. So
we stand seriously glancing at one an-
other, and, Micawber-like, waiting for
the roof to blow off or for something else
to happen to distract our attention. Wha't
a relief it would be if Canada were to be-
come suddenly embroiled in bloody war-
fare with Honolulu,or with our northeast-
ern neighbors,the blubber-eating Green-
landers! Then would this remedial legisla-
tion bugaboo scamper off to the woods,
and, united as a man, Canada’s brave
soldiery, Catholic and Protestant alike,
would move defiantly on the enemy.

But, deep as we are in the mire; let us
profit by what is now before us, and keep
clear of .further “remedial legislation”
troubles. That is why we write this
article. It is a warning. Particularly
at the present juncture should the
warning be heeded. As if Manitoba
badn’t caused us enough trouble, certain
people in Ontario are moving for legis-
lation- which, if secured, will be followed
by appeals to the Supreme Court and
Privy Council, and mandamuses to grant
remedial legislation to suit the peculiar
circumstances of the case. Here are the
facts., The people of Hamilton have for
many years enjoyed the privilege of as-
cending the mountain top on Sundays,
and of riding on the cars to'and from
church, and to and from the Beach (said
to be the finest thing of its kind in the
universe). That the Hamiltonians have
vested rights in these privileges is simply'
beyond controversy. Photographs have
been taken, showing a trolley in mo-
tion, and people standing thereon with
Bibles and hymn books in their hands,
the latter -proving that the day was
Sunday and not Monday, when the
photographic evidence was secured.
Other photographs show the inclined
railway in operation, and people can be
seen in the ear going up the mountain.
Consequently there will be no disputing
the existence of these _ vested rights.
You can actually see them on paper.
Well, certain people 'who imagine them-
selves responsible for the good govern-
ment of the human race are moving to
despoil the people of Hamilton of their
vegted rights.

Before we go any further let us say
a word or two on behalf of the com-
munity whose rights will be thus affect-
ed. We know of no more peaceable, cony
tented and honest. people in the world
than these same Hamiltonians. In spite

of their contiguity to great centres of
population where wickedness abouuds,
they have retained their original char-
acteristics in a way that is simply di-
vine to contemplate. No hurry, no
bustle,. everytking goes on in bucolic
simplicity, The sight of goats brows-
ing on the mountain side and on the
boulevards reminds pne of those pastoral
Italian scenes- the sight of which induces
supreme repose of mind and ofttimes sleep
itself. Nor are the people themselves: less
simple in their lives. Exactly at noon
everyone quits work, and within ten
minutes thereafter each man, woman and
child in the place has a knife and fork
or spoon in his hand. *“ Hamilton at
Mealtime ” is our ideal of perfect repose,
so quiet, so sweetly still. Dundas it-
self is not so positively quiescent as
Hamilton at high noon, when the people
are indoors feeding. As a rule the peo-
ple of Hamilton are without vices. Only
one thing do we know that refleets in
any way against them. Some of the
young men visited St. Catharines
years ago, and, while wandering
about, they unconsciously found them-
selves witnessing a cock-fight. The vice
"then and there took hold of them, and
to) this day it remains with them, in
gpite of their most vigorous efforts to
shake it off. However, they have- re-
solved that the vice shall not descend
to the next generation, and these young
men who were so ruthlessly exposed to
the temptations of the outside world
have taken extra precautions to prevent
their offepring from following in their
footsteps.

It is simply scandalous that outsiders
should interféere with the guileless, bu-
colic people of Hamilton. They are un-
oifending, never have done a wrong to
anyoune. If they wish to go to the moun-
tain top on Sunday, why should we pre-
vent them ? If they desire to see the
Beach (said to be the best thing of its
kind in the universe), why should-we in-
terfere with them ? These are the wild-
est extravdgances of their simple life
Why shouid we pull the bit too tightly ?

We therefore appeal to the Sabbath
Observance Association to desist from
their intention of sccuring legislation
that will interfere with the vested rights
of a God-fearing aund harmless commun-
ity. When we tamper with such people |
we tamper with human nature, almost
as it left the hands of the Creator. Even
should the association secure the legis-
lation it seeks, the Supreme Court will
not uphold it. The Privy Council will
veto it and order remedial legislation.
The people at large will wipe it off the
statute books. ILet the agitators pe
wige ere it is too late. Let them learn
the lesson of the present political schism
that now threatens to sink the ship of
state.

THE AILSKS EASY VICRORY.

Wy i o p :
BRITANNIA BBATEN 13 MINUTES
FOR THE CHALLENGE OUP,

Blake's New Fife Boat Proves To Be of
‘he Fastest Description—She Won All
the Way—Corsair Nowhere in the Race
—General Sporting Gossip.

Cannes, March 14,—The thrice postpon-
ed race for the James Gordon Bennett

and <Ogden Goélgt Challenge Cup, No. 1,
valued at 8000 francs, for all yachts over
20 tons, was sailed to-day over the old
triangular course, from Cannes to a mark

to a mark off Point d’Aguille, and back
to the starting point, three times around.
The total distance about 80 miles.

The starters were the Ailsa, the Bri-
tannia and the Corsair, and again the
new boat proved her superiority over
the Prince of Wales' cutter, this time
beating her by 18 minutes and 18 sec-
onds, actual time 12 minutes, eorrect-
ed- time. .

The French rules governed the race,
and, according to French measurements,
the Ailsa allowed the Britannia 1 min-
ute and 18 seconds ‘and the Corsair 19
minutes and 42 seconds. The wind was
very light from the southwest, and the
sky was clear. When the boats came up
to the starting mark they carried all
their head sails and working topsails.
The Corsair was first to cross the line
and head for the St. Honorat mark. The
times of starting were as follows: Cor-
sair 11.00.21, Ajlsa 11.00.39, Britannia
11.01.07. After crossing the line it was a
beat of two miles to the St. Honorat
mark boat. The Corsair tacked first and
the Ailsa next. The Britannia kept on
further and went about 10 seconds after
the Ailsa did.

The Ailsa had drawn away from her
competitors, and upon reaching St. Hon-
orat clearly showed the effect of her
having lessened her ballast since her pre-
vious race, in the manner in which she
had gained in the light wind. The times
of rounding St. Honorat mark were:
Ailsa 11.82.27, Corsair 11.88.00, Britan-
nia 11.59.48.

From the St. Honorat mark it was a
broad reach of four miles to the Point
d’Aguille mark and the Ailsa increased
her lead so that on rounding the mark
she was 1 minute and 56 seconds ahead
of her rival. while the Corsair was far
astern. The times ol rounding the
Point mark were: Ailsa 11.54.55, Brit-
annia 11.56.50, Corsair 12.00.15. From
tbe Point mark the yachts had a long
leg and a reach for the .club house.
On this reach the Ailsa still further in-
ereased her lead, rounding the Club
mark 2 minutes 51 seconds ahead, the
boats turning in this order: Ailsa
12:25.06, Brittania - 12,27.67, Corsair
12.84.00.

The Ailsa was now sailing splendidly
and on the second run to St. Honorat
she still further increased her lead, the
yachts turning the mark boat as fol-
lows : Ailea 1248.80, Britannia 12.52.07,
Corsair 1.03.50.

The wind freshened as the racers got
away for the Point for the second time
and the sea was heavy. The mark boat
at the Point was turned as follows:
Ailsa 1.07,560, Britannia 1.11.00, Corsair
1.28.00. Thus the Ailsa was 8 minutes
10 seconds ahead of the Britannia in
beginning the run home on the second
round. The Club mark was reach-
ed and the. second round com-
pleted as follows: Ailsa 1.29.46,
Britannia 1.86.19, Corsair 1.56.09.
The Ailsa was 6 minutes 33 seconds
ahead of the big cutter when she turned
the mark boat to make St. Honorat for
the third and last time and continued
to gain throughout the remainder of the
race.. The yachts rounded St. Honorat
the thind time in\ this order: Ailsa,
1,58.85{ Britannia, 2.07.02; Oorsair,
2.80.14%"The new boat made a splendid

run_to the Point, which the boats passed

8 follows: Ailsa, 2.19.19; Britannia,
2.28.84. The run home from the Point was
much like the race had begn throughout,
the Ailsa steadily drawidg away from
the Brifannia and the Corsair hopelessly
falling in the rear of the Britannia. The
leading boats crossed the finish line thus:

IN THE IMPRERIAL COMMONS.

The Venezuela Boundary Questions—The
Armenian Enqufry.

London, March 14.—In the House of
Commons, Sir Edward Grey, Parliament-
ary Secretary to the Foreign Office, said,
in reply to a question on the subject,
That Great Britain has no diplomatic
representative at Caraccas, the capital of
Veneguela, British interests there, he
said, had been for some time in charge
of the German representative. The Bri-
tish Government were ready to take
steps for an amicable arrangement of
the differences existing between the two
countries, and had communicated that
fact to Veneguela in 1890, and again in
1893, The latter communication had
never been answered by Vemerzuela, and
Great Britain must, therefore, maintain
the provisional boundary settled upon,
which, however, does not embrace -the
whole of the British claim. Venezuela
has been informed that Great Britain is
willing to submit the question on pos-
session of the territory outside of the
Schoaberg line to arbitration, but that
she could not agree to arbitration in
regard to territory which has been set-
tled as part of the British colony.

Sir Edward, referring to the labors of
the Armenian (ommission sitting at
Moosh, said that in consequence of re-
presentations made by the European de-
legates steps had been taken to provide
the commission with an additional drago-
man., The commission, he said, would
have every possible assistance to prevent
interference with the enquiry and to
secure its efficiency.

Sir William Harcourt For Speaker.

London, March 14.—The Globe asserts
that intimations have been conveyed to
certain members of the Opposition that
Sir William Harcourt, Chancellor of the
Exchequer, will accept the Speakership
of the House of Commons. His candida-
ture is not opposed. If this is settled
Right Hon. H. Campbell-Bannerman will
succeed Sir William Harcourt as Gov-
ernment leader in the House.

Parliamentary Federation Impossible.

London, March 14.—To-day’s newspa-
pers comment on a speech delivered by
Sir Charles Tupper, Canadian High Com-
missioner, at the Article Club on March
9. Sir Charles said he was convinced that
Parliamentary federations are impractic-
able. The consolidation or union of the
empire was the goal towards which hopes
should be directed. He was sure that
Newioundland would soon join Canada.
He expected the Australian colonies,and
then South Africa, to follow the example
set by the Canadian provinces.

Belgian Buyers For Canadian Horscs.

Antwerp, March 14.—A syndicate is
forming in Belgium to import Canadian
horses.
