and small left in the. banks of Canada 
and apparently likely to remain there* 
without known owners.

The Salvation Army is said to be 
contemplating a scheme under which 
widows and orphans of fallen soldiers 
shall be brought over to Canada in 
large numbers both now and after the 
war and settled here. This plan 
should be most carefully examined 
before any attempt of the kind is 
permitted. In the first place thb 
pensions which the widows would 
enjoy would be quite insufficient to 
meet the pricee that obtain in the 
Dominion. They were devised with 
a view to the much smaller prices of 
necessities that hre found ~m Great 
Britain. They would therefore have 
to eke out their pensions with out­
side work and thus would be likely 
to congeal the crowded market for 
unskilled labor. Further, charity 
undoubtedly in these cases begins at 
home aud it is much more our duty 
to look after the widows and orphans 
of our own soldiers before we con­
sider the possible advantage of those 
of Greet Britain.

When the attacks of the enemy on 
the British mercantile marine are 
reckoned up they are seen to be of 
very slight moment as a factor in the 
war, and it is evident that the war 
risk has not unduly increased the 
general danger of marine traffic. The 
British wrecks for February are an­
nounced as 69, of which 42 were 
steamers and 27 sailing vessels. Of 
these 69 exactly one-third, or 23 were 
lost to the enemy. Ten steamers 
were sunk by enemy war ships, five ; 
by mines, one by a mine or submar­
ine, and one by a zeppelin bomb. 
Six sailing vessels were sunk by 
enemy war ships, which may mean 
submarines. The lives lost number­
ed 420. Of these 233 were lost from 
steamers sunk by enemy operations. 
The lives lost fiom sailing vessels 
are not detailed. That the risk of 
war should be only one-half as much 
greater than in peace is a remarkable 
tribute to the British navy, which 
"looks after the life of poor Jack." 
The Germans have alleged that they 
have'not been doing their worst at 
sea recently. It will be seen at the 
end of March, which is usually as 
stormy a month as February, 
whether they have added anything 
more to the terrors of the deep. 
Britain, we may be thankful, has yet 
had no such colossal tragedy as that 
of the Province, but none can say 
what terrible blows may yet be struck 
before the war is ended.

With the 
strict enforcement of the blockade, 
this cannot he done by way of cus­
toms and excise duties, and there is 
nothing fur it hut direct taxation. 
Taxation of necessities are out of the 
question. As we showed last week, 
the limit has been reached of high 
prices, and already there is evident 
dangerous and growing discontent 
throughout the Empire. Further­
more the wealthy merchants and 
nobles of Germany are sending vast 
sums for investment in t e United 
States, and these investments have 
increased enormously of late. Al­
together the signs point to final 
bankrupt-ey in a few months.

proposes to cut off the export of chemical 
pulp to Great Britain. Naturally, all 
eyes are immediately turned to Canada 
to supply the threatened deficiency.

The Commission of Conservation has 
just issued a report on “Forest Protection 
111 Canada, 1913-1914,“ which is of par­
ticular interest in this connection. It 
contains much information respecting the 
work of the provincial forest services and 
of the federal departments intrusted with 
the care of our forests.

Forest fire protection is assuming a 
large place in public attention. It is 
obvious that, if Canada is to continue as 
a wood-producing country, she must con­
serve her resources of this natural pro­
duct. The report treats exhaustively of 
the fire protection of forest lands along 
railway rights-of-way. Through co-oper­
ation action, great headway has been 
made in securing the reduction of forest j 
losses through fires traceable to railway 1 
causes.

The forests of British Columbia and on 
Dominion lands in the West have been 
dealt with in reports containing the re­
sults of special studies conducted by Dr. 
C. D. Howe and Mr. J. H. White. The 
Trent watershed in Ontario, has also re­
ceived especial attention, in a report of 
an investigation by Dr. C. D. Howe in 
the townships of Burleigh and Methuen, 
This district is important in* that, while 
of very little value as an agricultural area, 
it is being repeatedly overrun by forest 
fires and the little remaining merchant­
able timber destroyed. It is suggested 
that the area be placed under the control 
of the Dominion Forestry Branch tor pro­
tection from fires and for reforestation.

Why Germany Won t Fight U. S

At last the secret is out. We 
understand now the reason of the 
singularly amiable tone of the Ger­
man notes re the Lusitania and her 
complete back down on every debate- 
able point between Germany and the 
States. If diplomatic relations were 
broken off or if war were to be 
declared, Germany could of course 
no longer depend on the United 
States to feed Belgium. As she 
would probably refuse to do it her­
self, ber natural humanity would 
prevent her from quarrelling with 
the only big neutral nation in a po­
sition to do it for her.

The Ontario Budget in a Nutshell
Tax on racetracks increased from $500 

per day of operation to $1250 per day.
Tax of one cent will be impesed upon 

each paid admission to amusement halls, 
dance halls, moving picture theatres, 
theatres, baseball parks, circuses and all 
places of amusement.

The province has a surplus this year of 
$271,000, as compared with a $600,000 
deficit last year.

Kept Comfortable.

The first essential In securing the 
8*e*teet' net profits from the herd In 
winter ia that the cowd be kept com­
fortable, for a cow must be comfort­
able to do her best, says a contribu­
tor to the Fa ,-m Progress. The stable 
must be provided with some kind of 
ventilation that will give a change of 
air. The cow must have sufficient 
room in the stable to move around 
or stretch out when she lies down. 
She must have plenty of light and 
sunshine, with all the pure water she 
will drink twice a day. Salt should 
be kept before ber at all times.

Clean and sheltered yards must 
also be considered when planning for 
the comfort of the. dairy cow. Cows 
that are compelled to stand in a 
muddy yard, with the wind blowing 
full upon them while they are getting 
their water, will receive a chill that 
will greatly reduce their nerve force. 
Then, If they are compelled to wade 
in mud and -11th they cannot produce 
clean milk. When the udder and 
flanks have become caked with mud 
some of It Is sure to And Its way Into 
the milk, and there is no strainer 
that will eradicate all of it once it 
gets in there.

The cows should go into their Win­
ter quarters in good flesh. It a cow 
is in poor condition when winter 
comes upon her it will take weeks of 
good treatment to bring her around 
to where she will be profitable, and 
that means a loss both of time and 
profits.

One must observe and practice 
economy In feeding dairy cattle. We 
most learn to realise the greatest 
value of the feed produced on the 
farm. tVe see on many farms a great 
amount of roughage wasted. Cowa 
will almost dwindle away if they are 
fed exclusively on straw, yet if they 
are given a liberal feed of straw 
every few days they will clean It up 
with a relish.

The cows can be brought through 
In good condition if they are fed en 
clover, alfalfa, or pea hay, together 
with corn pliage and straw as rough­
age and a small amount of grain. 
About three-fourths roughage and 
one-fourth grain will secure good re­
sults. A heavy grain ration may 
make a better showing in the milk 
record, but unless the farmer lives 
near a good market to dispose of hay 
and dairy products to good! advantage 
he will have to cut the grain bill 
down to secure the greatest net pro­
fit.

No two cows will handle the same 
amount of grain alike. Therefore the 
Individual cows should be studied 
and their ' ed proportioned to thefr 
capacity to handle it economically. 
The roughage which can be grown on 
every farm Is the cheapest part of thel 
cow’s ration, and the dairy cow fs 
built to handle a large quantity of 
roughage.

Mulch for Winter Wheat.
In sections where there is more 

straw than can be used to good ad­
vantage for stock feeding and bed­
ding some of this material may be 
used to good advantage as a mulch 
for winter wheat, says the Country 
Gentleman. One experiment station 
in a test has learned the value of 
such practice.

In November, 1914, after the 
ground froze, part of a field was 
mulched with three loads of straw to 
the acre.

Advertising helps.

Fruit Consumption Greatly Increased 
by $k9ful Publicity.

Ontario has solved the problem of 
good fruit. This question, which for 
many years has been the chief one 
that the fruit growers had to con­
tend with, is now assuming compar­
atively minor importance. Compar­
atively? Because another question 
deemed by many as equally import­
ant has arisen during the last few 
seasons. Marketing is now the big 
problem confronting the Ontario 
fruit grower, says Gordon Furrow in 
The Toronto Globe.

The orchard men of this Province 
have shown by the rapid increase in 
production in the last few years that 
they know how to grow trees and 
how these trees should be looked 
after. Quantity is, not all, however, 
as the quality of the fruit has also 
been steadily improved until we 
find Ontario’s output at the top of 
the list of the Provinces in the Do­
minion in regard to both of these 
points.

Consumption has lagged a trifle be­
hind. Not only is it somewhat below 
production, but because of this fact 
the public have grown more particu­
lar in their taste. Formerly, bright 
apples and golden peaches were 
bought eagerly without any regard to 
their after-effects. Now, people have 
learned that there are apples and ap­
ples, and that the first “clingstones” 
are not as good as these to follow. 
They demand fruit that has been 
ticked in the proper condition, and 
that has a pleasing flavor as well as 
good shape and color. Tasteless ap­
ples have about completed the round 
of the different markets, and to-day 
when these rounds are about to be 
repeated the buyers remember, and 
demand another variety.

If the Ontario fruit growers are to 
make a permanent success of their 
business, they must take into consid­
eration another person besides them­
selves and the middleman; they must 
think of the consumer. Too often his 
position has been entirely lost Bight 

1 of in the rush of production. As proof 
| of this it is only néfeessary to look 
j over the variety of £ruit trees planted

During January cauliflower, cab­
bage and lettuce should be sown in 
the greenhouse or conservatory, to 
be transplanted later to frames for 
early use.

Go over cabbage and root c;t>ps 
stored in the cellar and throw out de­
cayed material. This will prevent 
further decay and help keep the cel­
lar clean.

Seeds of annuals and perennials 
may be sown in greenhouses and con­
servatories no*v for plants for setting 
out early in the spring.

Grapevines should be pruned dur­
ing January while the plants are per­
fectly dormant, otherwise they will 
be weakened by bleeding.

Last fall a farmer in Gosfield South put 
away a few hundred pounds of sweet 
clover to see how bis stock would relish 
it in the winter. He finds that his cows 
will leave clover hay to eat it, and devour 
even good-size stalks of the “weed.” He 
willdikgly put up;a large quantity of it 
this year.

Treat Your Seed For Smut
The method usually adopted is as follows :—Mix one 

pint of Formalin with 40 gallons of water or 2 tablespoons- 
ful to 1 pail of water. Place the grain to be treated in a 
heap on clean canvas or floor. Sprinkle the formalin solu­
tion over the grain, then shovel. Repeat this until every 
grain is moistened by the solution ; then cover the pile with 
sacking and leave for 3 or 4 hours. At the end of this time 
spread the grain out thinly to dry ; shovelling it over three 
or four times will hasten the drying. Forty gallons of the 
formalin solution is sufficient to sprinkle thirty or forty 
bushels of grain, smaller amounts in proportion.

Immersing the grain in a bag is sometimes practiced 
and is equally effective.

Manitoba Decides For Prohibition 
By 2 to 1 Vote

WINNIPEG, March 13.—By a vote of 
a little ovfcr two to one the Province of 
Manitoba to-day voted in favor of thç 
Manitoba Temperance Act, which closes 
all bars, wholesale licenses and club lic­
enses throughout the province from June 
1 next.

Liquor may still be imported by private 
persons from outside provinces and the 
manufacture of liquor in the proxince for 
export is still permitted. These are the 
constitutional limitations placed on the 
province in legislation along this line, by 
the federal authorities, but to remove 
these limitations, a mass meeting of citi­
zens tonight, amid great enthusiasm, in­
dorsed a resolution calling Sir Robert 
Borden and his Government at Ottawa to 
introduce ;a Dominion-wide prohibition 
act.

One of the most important implements 
of modern warfare is the Machine Gun. 
It only weighs sixty pounds and may be 
easily shifted at a moments notice. It 
can fire as high as 600 shots a minute. 10 
shots per second. It is invaluable in 
trench warfare, for with a , few of these 
guns a small body ot men can repel the 
attack of thousands. Pumping out lead 
in a deadly stream it mows down the 
attackers by the hundred.

Lambtons 149 will be supplied with 
four of these guns, to man which forty 
sturdy recruits are required. This is a 
chance for real men, men who are not 
afraid to get into the thick of the fight 
and do their bit for King and Country. 
The Machine Gun Section will be under 
the command of Capt. R. H. Stapleford, 
of Watford, an officer of the 1st Battalion 
who was wounded at the battle of Giv­
enchy. Capt. Stapleford received his 
training as a Machine Gun Officer at the 
Royal School of Musketry, Hythe, Lon­
don, England. Men wishing to sign up 
for the Machine Gun Section should ap­
ply to any recruiting officer of Lambtons 
149 or report at the Armories, Watford.

Death ol County Constable Pitfield
Sarnia, March 10.—M. George J. Pit- 

field, the oldest constable in the County 
of Lambton, died suddenly this morning 
at his home at 137 Crawford street of 
heart failure. He retired last night about 
10 o'clock in the best of health.

Mr. Pitfield was 72 years old and was 
born in Sussexville, New Brunswick. For 
the past 42 years he had been employed 
as a county constable under Sheriff Flint- 
oft. During the past two years, there 
being little or none of court duties to 
hold him, he took up odd jobs here and 
there, and at the time of his death he was 
employed at the Mueller brass works as a 
watchman.

On Tuesday, when he was coming home, 
he slipped on the ice and received a severe 
shaking up, which it is thought might 
have been indirectly the cause of his death, 
as he was obliged to remain at home yes­
terday on account of the pain that he felt 
from the fall.

He was a veteran of the Fenian Raid 
of 1866. At the time of the raid he was 
^ private in the Sarnia Provincial Bat­
talion, but later, on the organization of 
the 27th Regiment, he was made sergeant- 
major.

He was unmarried and lived with his 
sister, Miss Annie Pitfield. He is also 
survived by two other sisters, Mrs. J, 
Smith, of 18® Vidal street, and Mrs. G. L. 
Weatherwell, of Hamilton. There is also 
a brother, W. H. Pitfield, who lived at 
home with him._____________

Men Must be Provided
(Contributed)

The impression seems to prevail in 
some of the rural sections of Lambton 
that production should be considered be­
fore enlisting, and on this account many 
young men on farms have been discour­
aged from enlisting. This is a mistaken 
idea. At the beginning of the war Pro­
duction was one of the chief consider­
ations. At this stage of the war, how­
ever, the question of men is more im­
portant than the question of production. 
If we do not get the fighters now we can 
not win the war, and it is therefore the 
duty of every young man who can possi­
bly enlist to join the colors. What good 
will the land be to farmers, if it is so 
burdened down with war taxes that it is 
impossible to work it at a profit. When 
this war is over someone will have to pay 
the cost and if Germany wins, it will be 
the British Empire which will have to 
pay, and pay dearly. Production cannot 
win the war. We must have men, and if 
the Lambton Battalion is raised, we must 
have men from the farms. It will natur­
ally mean a loss to some farmers, but 
those who are the best able to bear the 
loss are the ones who will have to bear it, 
and make the sacrifice by allowing their 
boys to join the Lambton Battalion. The 
Empire is “up against it’’ and the only 
thing that can save Britain-in this hour 
is MEN.

There are plenty of men in the towns 
and villages of Lambton who have retired 
from the farms, but who are capable of 
doing many a day’s good work yet. The 
most patriotic thing they can do is to go 
“back to the land” and take the place of 
some able-bodied young man who is 
strong enough to fight. No man who is 
capable of serving can avoid doing his 
bit by paying, even though he gives his 
entire wealth. Money cannot win the 
war. It is service that counts and a 
man who cannot go to the front, but who 
can take the place of another man on the 
farm who has the ability to fight, is do­
ing just as much service for his country 
as though he were serving in the trenches 
himself. Every man who cannot go, 
should, if possible, see that he makes it 
possible, for another man to go in his 
place.

Parents must allow their sons to go. 
It is a hard thing to ask but -other 
parents have made the sacrifice, and if 
they had not, Germany would be ruling 
the world to-day. All the sacrifice that 
has been made will be in vain unless the 
parents whose boys are still at home fall 
in line and tell their sons, Go ! Serve 
your country and your God I”
