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POPULAR POWER.

In the countries, lying east of the Me+
diterranean, comprehending the great-
er part of Asia, the people are ignor-
ant, and are therefore powerless to
resist the sway of tyranny. If they
groan under the oppressiveness of mis-
government; they have not the mental
energy and moral strength to assert
their dignity as men, and their rights
as members of the mnational communi-
ties to which they belong. Passive sub-
mission to some ruling power, which
they can neither control nor withstand,
is the only idea they entertain of their
possible status, civil and social.  They
bave no hope of ever improving their
condition. As their fathers for ages
have borne the misrule of despotism,
they do not know that the governed
are entitled to anything better. They
submit ‘to their destiny; and if they
ever dream of a more desirable state of
things, they regard its attainment an
impossibility.

Not many centuries ago, the masses
of the people in Europe, for the most
part, like their Asiatic brethern, were
suffering the degradation of servile
vassalage. Owing to causes, however,
which it is,not necessary to recapitulate
just now, there has been a deliverance
from the condition of serfs to the en-
Joyment of civil freedom. This is true
as regards the people of most countries
bepeath European skies, and especial-
ly in Great Britain.

TERRIBLE COLLISION ON THE
THAMES. OVER 500 PERSONS
DROWNED.

Loxpox, Sept. 3.—The excursion steam-
er Princess Alice, in returning from Graves-
end to London this evening, with about
800 passengers, was run down off Dorking,
about 8 o’clock, by a screw steamer. It is
reported that between 400 and 500 persons
were drowned.

Loxpox, Sept. 4. —The Princess Alice,
the steamer sunk by collision, was a long
low river steamer, bailt for excursions down
the Thames, of which the middle and poor-
er classes of London are very fond. She
had saloons on the forward and after decks,
and her passenger carrying capacity was
unusually large. A large proportion ‘of
the passengers were on the upper or sa-
loon deck, and must have seen their im-
pending doom, but those on the stern had
@0 warning until they heard the crash and
found passengers from the forward part
running to the after part. Beyond the fact
that the tide was about two hours’ ebb,
which would have enabled the Princess
Alice to ease and . stop  sooner than the
screw steamer, which weuld be borne on
éhe tide, it is impossile to discover any of
the circumstances immediately preceding
the collision.

AN INHUMAN CAPTAIN.

AN UNKNOWN SCHOONER COLLIDES . WITH THE
VOLANT.~—CAPTAIN AND STEWARD DROWNED.

The schooner Dreadnaught arrived at
this port last evening, at 6 o'clock, having
in tow the schooner Volant of Bear River,
Nova Scotia, which had been seriously in-
jured by coliilion with an unknown schoo-
nero ff Seguin, and bore her flag at half
mast in consequence of the loss of her cap-
tain and steward. We are indebted to the
mate, and a passenger for the following
particulars.

The Volant, Captain Balcom, left this
port Thursday afternoon for Annapolis, N.

At the same time the jib boom raked the
group standing at the wheel of the Volant,
cousisting of the captain, the Indian, and
the steward who was at the helm, knock-
ing them oyiggeard. The mate crawled
forward on w.-* pegnd knees to the
look-out in the bow, expecting ~every.mi-
nute to be struck by the falling spars.

As the vessel collided, the other band,
and the bricklayer ran up from below, and
the latter threw a line overboard and then
jumped into the chains of the strange ves-
sel assisting them to cut away from the
wreck. Some of the stranger's crew low-
ered a boat and picked up the Indian and
took him aboard theirivessel, but as soon
as the captain bad cut his craft free he
compelled the bricklayer and Indian to re-
turn to their own vessel, although he did
not know the extent of the damage he had
done, and then filled away, the only dam-
age his vessel had received being the loss
of the jib-boom.

The captain and steward were heard but

b rd. The captain sung out, ‘ Keep her
tv,’! the steward ¢ My God.” The captain
was 45 years of ige'snd leaves a wife and
two children at Annapolis.

A letter in a Panama paper tells how
hard a whale fought, that was pursued
by a whaler’s crew. The writer says :—

¢ We lowered our boats for whales.
Mpr. Martin, our first mate, soon fasten-
ed to a large one, which stove. his boat
slightly, buz this one was" soon killed
and brought alongside. In the mean-
time, fhe second mate, Mr. Hancock,
had chased the whales a long way off
to the leeward, and fastened to an
eighty-barrel fellow, and got slightly
stove in doing so. The whale acted
very ugly. At the least noise from the
boat he would rush toward it, lashing
the sea with his flukes' and obliging
Mr. Hancock to keep at .a respectable
distance, he being alone at-the time,
and his boat stove and leaking badly.
Every time Mr. Hancock would try to
get near the whale;the:monster would
rush toward the boat. Sometimes he
would raise his head out of the water
and appear to be listening for the least
noise, turning slowlyround ‘ahd then
all at once down would go his head and
up his tail, .ad the se. would be lash-
ed into foam. . In a short time the third
mate arrived: on.the sceneiof -action;
and was ordered by the second mate
not to fasten .o the whale, but to play
¢ Joose boat;’’ that:is, not being en-
cumbered with a line fast to the whale,
he could more easily row up to oraway
from him, and conld watch for a favor-
ablé opportunity to shoot the mounster
with a bomb lance. In the meantime
the ship was running down toward
them, and the mate at the masthead
reported a boat stove, as Mr. Hancock
had set the signal which indicated that
fact,. Capt. Kelly then sent Mr. Mar-
tin in the fourth mate’s boat to assist
in Killing the whale. On his arrival at
the scene he went boldly on and fas-
tened, when suddenly his boat was bad-
ly stove and capsized. Mr. Hancock
picked up the crew, and the first mate
went into the third mate’s boat and
again attacked the whale. ' No sooner
did the monster hear the sound of the
approaching oars than' he made for
the -boat at great speed, and before
they could get.out of; the way, .lruqk
them, staving in the boat and capsiz
ing it. Fortunately the whale was
quiet fora few momentsy enabling Mr.
Hancock to pick up the men, but none
too soon, for jusbas they . sterned
off' a short distance the whale again at-

"The Now York-Tribune-of Fhupsday
has’the following : Sume light was
thrown, yesterday, on the mystery
surrounding the arrest of Jacob D. Otis
the Wall street broker, in this cit
of Thomasand Louisa Bigelow in Liver-
pool on Monday, for robbing the office
of the Receiver-General of Canada in
Toronto, July 4. In conversation on
the subject, Detgctive Robers Pi n
gave the following history of Ltha gase :
“The fagt are. that four.men ‘ontergg
the office of the Receivay-General, an
engaged the clerk’s attention while &
fifth man sneaked into.the vault and
stole $13,400 in bank-metes and some

onds, We recieved certain. Anforma-
tion which led; us* to believe Bigelow
was the man‘who got into ‘the vault.
He is an exiremely cléver bank. robber
and sneak thief. Years ago;hs made
his appearance in the Eighth*Wdrd and
associtted with the Allen family, more
especilly with Mart and Jess llen.
He was then known as “Préfty¥lom
Bigelow.””' We hext heatd * n i
1872,-when with Stotts apd Dunlap
Northampton' bank “fobbers; he stole
$200,000 from the Falls City Tobacco
Bank, of Louisville, Ky. He disappeared
after this robbery, butit wassaid among
eriminals that he had purchased a farm
in Massachussetts with his sharé of the
plunder. ‘He appeared, however,  in
this city with the gang of sneak-thieves
hended - by.~Walter - Sheridan, ' alias
Stewart, who'is now in Sing Sing. ‘From
here he went to Chicago, where  he
worked with ‘Billy’ O'Brien and ‘Old
High' McGeary. The robbery of the
Receiver-General's office, was. planned
in Chicago, and the partﬁ' of thieves,
somé -of ‘whom: were: Easiern men
left that city and went direct to~ Toro-
nto.”

“Bigelow’s wife,” he continued, “has
the mosf eventful history of any woman
in the profession. She is the famous
Louisa Jourdan, who was known a8 the
queen of the thiéves.  Shé is about
thirty-six 'yeays old, with blue éyes,
brown hairand oval tace,), She is atirac-
tive in manner, and is ani accomplished
conversationalist. She served a term
in England for larceny, and, on being
released; went to Brazil- as companion
to a  Spanish
niistress’s jewels, and the alcalde before
whom she was taken sentenced her to
forty lashes and to have the lower half
of her right ear cut off, which was done.
She wears her hair long to ‘conceal ' her
deformity. By somemeansshe drifted
to this country, and.first made- her.-ap-
pearance in the Eighth Ward of this
city‘as a ¢ompanion of ‘Billy’ ‘Derrigan
the pickpocket, She was arrested for
robbing Stewart’sstore, and was ‘sent
£9 Blackwell’s-island. -“On being agaiu
arrested, she forfeited her bail, and fled
to Boston. She has been married a
dozen times. After leaving Derrigan,
she married McCormick, the burglar,
who shot ‘Jim’' Casey, Ellen Casey's
husband, in Sixth avenue, while disput-
ing overthe proceeds of a robbery and
who was himself shot and killed by
Officer, Nehemiah while attempting a
bank ~ burglary in Albany. WAfter
McCormick’s death she became associat-
ed with William J. Sharkey, the mur-
derer, who is now a hotel runner in
Madrid, Spain, and then with ‘Aleck’
Purple, an Eighth Ward pickpocket.
Then she married ‘Big Dan’ Kelly,
known as ‘Dan the Rioter,’ of Harlem,
and after she grew tired of him married
‘Barney," Aaron, the pugilist; with whom
she went to Chicago. She procured s
divorce. from Aaron and married
Bigelow. Her portrait is numbered
402in the Rouge’s Galleyat Police Head-
duarters, but she has greatly changed
in appearance since it was taken. I
considered her one of the most aceom:
plished and dangerous femsla thieves
in the country. We learn that Bigelow
and she had left Quebec for England,
and telegraphed the English police to
look out for them at Liverpool and at
Louise’s father's house at Manchester.
They were arrested ‘Wwith a pertion ' of
the stolen money in their possession.
As to the arrest of Otig’in this city, he
merely acted as the ‘broker for the
thieves. He is well known .to us and
is - under indictment in“the District
Attorney’s office.’ £

‘We bave the following particulars given
by the Dean of Maritzburg' at a meeting
lately held in London.” He said : .

““That large Caffre tribes were. commit-
ted to the care of. the ]
ment, was in -itgelf anevidence that God)
had  called them to know Him, and to
be brought into His Church, But they
were, when compared with other heathen
nations, in manyrespects less prepared
recgive the truth than others. For ex-
aniple, their institutions, aud the conditions
under which they lived, were: not formed,
on the basis of mutual assistance and mu=
tual help;- on the contrary, there secmed to
be some. repelling force: which prevented
their . gathering  together in  numbers.
They lived, not together in large numbers,
but scattered aver the hills. in kraals ins
habited. by one or iwo families; andal-
though  they were compelled to have 8
bond of union, yet it was a very narrow
bond. They were connected . with small
tribes jealous of each other, This consti-
tuted a very great difficulty, not only be-
cause that a missionary could not get
them togetherin large nmumbers to teach
them, but because they had no desire to
g¢ome together and form themselves into
townships and villages. Their social con-
dition was very low, for they were Poly~
gamists. 'Tie government had felt that it
was absolutely necessary to break up these
tribes, and to scatter them among the Eu-
ropean settlers, but his experience was that
it was very difficult to get christians
and heathens to live together in com-
cord. The Government, he thought, would
fail, and the Church must lend its aid,
It was very impoctant that they shounld
carcfully educate on christian principles
as many of the youth of both sexes as they
could get. At first these schools would be
but few in number, and would contain
but few children ; but he was fully per<
suaded that if they once made a real be-
gioning, the work, if supported at home,
Lwould  rapidly. grow, The mnatives were.
anxious to scnd their beys to schooli: In
Maritzburg he was anxious to revive at—
tempts, bitherto -unsuccessful ' from - the
lack of pecuniary mcans, The scheme was
that they should have a building ‘wherein
they could board and lodge native lads;
and that these lads should be appren-
ticed to various tradesmen in the town;
working with their masters during the day,
and returning to the institution in the
evening to attend  night schools. They
would have to offer inducements to get the
natives to .come. The girls were harder
to get at, as the parents would net so
rcadily part with them ; they did not care
to lese the meney which the girls
brought them on marriage.” — Alliance
Journal,
