'Nahum, 1, 15, say upon the subject ; he exclaims :
|| How beautiful are the feet of those, who preach the
il Gospel of Peace ! of those who bring glad tidings
of good things ! 'The Pastors therefore are thus
identified with the four Evangelists : and the con-
struction of their order corresponds exactly with
l that of the four mystical wheels : for, like them,
lthey have four faces, being sent to preach the Gos-
lipel to all the four quarters of the carth. They have
all one likeness ; for they all teach the same dcc
trine. And their work is, as it were, a wheel within
a wheel ; that is, an inferior wheel moved by a su-
perior one. For the whole Government of the
Church consists in the obedience and due subordi

nation of inferiors moved {hemselves by superiors ;
and moving others under them in the propagation
of the Gospel : the Bishops immediately set in
motion, in all directions, from the common centre,
the supreme Pontif: the Priests and inferior Clergy
moved by the Bishops ; and the people by the
Priests ; all in their onward march to heaven ; like
the Israelites under the guidance of Moses and
Aaron ; the Priests and Levites, towards the Jand.

Thus, in the Ziys-
terious adventure of the Prophet Jonuas, who, like
the Savivur, devoted himself to death for the Salva-
tion of his fellow passengers ; the stormy ocean, on
whi:h he sailed, represented this life : the sca mop-
ter that swallowed hLim up ; the all-devouring mon -
ster death : and the dry land, on which he was vo-
mited forth the third day ; the firm, fixed and per-
manent state of eternity. :

I hen they went (that is, the wheels,) they went
by their four parts : and they twrned not, when they
went.—Or, as in Chapter 10, verse 11. TV hen they
went, they went by four ways : and they turned nok
when they went : bul to the place whither they first
turned; the rest'also followed, and did not twrn

back.
Inthe progress of the Gospel towards all the

quarters of the earth, it goes all entire, and not by
parts : for, fo the place whither the first turned, the
rest also followed. It isalso observed that when
once a nation has fairly lost the faith ; it never
more recovers it in all its former splendour. When
the wheels, bearing along the sacred Chariot, are
once departed from a place ; though they leave
their track behind, they seem destined never tore-
turn.

The wheels had also a size, and a height, and a
dreadful appcarance : and the whole body was fall
of eyes round about all the four.—Or, as in Chap-
ter 10, verse 12. _And their whole body, and their
necks, and their heads, and their wings, and the
circles, were full of eyes, round about the fotr
wheels. ‘
The size, height, and dreadful appearance of the
wheels mark the lofty character ; the awful dignity,
and god-like power of the movers in Messiah’s
car.

1t is acknowledged by all that nothing happene
but by the will, or perinission of God ; \\hosc o -
viscience foresees ; whose omnipotence controls
and whose wisdom infinite directs every thing to
wards his own just and merciful purposes. And
yet, how few, in their historical detals and des
criptions of public events ; even of such as affect
the general state of mankind ; ever notice what is
clearly manifested tn the rational observer, the
’ﬁngcrqf God, and the designs of his all- -knowing,
superintending and dlsposmrr Providence.

Of the many wonderful events, which have faken
place in these our days; and which must rendes
the present age a most remarkable one in history ;
we shall single out but one ; an important one in -
deed ; which has claimed jn a political ; but which
claims still more in a religious sense, the attentive
consideration of mankind: Imean caTionic
ExANCIPATION. On this subject we shall call
the atlention of our readers o some inferesting
particulars; which, though strikingly obvious,
seem to have cscaped the general observation.

‘v most barharous and bloudy penal siatutes ever,
tecotded inhistory ; statutes denouncing fine, con-
useation of properly, imprissnment, bodily forture,,
»anishment and death, to the teachers and follow-
crsofthe ancient faith ; those who dared against!
‘heir decrecs to worship God as all christiane had;
Litherto worshipped, and still generally warshipped
wian . tilf at last they succeeded in so darkening
ihe minds of the community, and crusting them
aver so thickly with prejudice against catholicity 5
45 to render them  quite impervious to teuth ; and
nsensibly callous to all the sufferings which their
sellow creatures, and fellow countrymen endured
merely for conscience scke.

{t is in the total removal of these hideous atrocitics
of the English reformation, that we now call upon
