Take
ap agency, if you have no.means of
your own. Every dollars’ worth of
stamps that yousellyon can select an-
other dollars worth for your own
album

I know a young collector attending
one of the colleges who receives during
the school season a lot of sheets week
ly. He goes over them, selects what
he wants, then sells to his triends un-
til he hasenough to pay for all taken.
Don't try to be a dealer with a small
stock, thereare enough already. And
don’t start a paper unless you have
money to throw away. Support those
already in the field. .
If you get tired of stamps, don’t sell them.
Put them by-- becnuse you will want them
again sure. Never mind the bicycle craze
or the gold boom. They all right-- but they
have not crossed the Rubicon yet, whilst
Phila‘ely has. You are in elysien fields, and
rest assured all you investin stamps wisely
will not be lost.
