T the risk of appearing to have Tarte on the brain, 1 would
N fike to say that a peculiar story comes to me, which, if
true—and the source is most relinble—shows that the Minister
of Public Works' attitude towards Great Britain is slightly
misunderstood, A gentleman high in the esteem of the com-
munity assures ne that he was recently permitted to see the
concluding portion of a sort of testament or farewell letter,
written by Mr. Tarte immedintely before undergoing the
serious operation of last swmmer. My informant says that
the Minister's closing request of his sons, in a most solemn
passage, was that they should ever vemain British subjeets
and be loyal to their sovercign.  The gentleman who tells me
this, asseres that Mr. Tarte has been much misrepresented and
misunderstood upon this point, and that however ardeat his
affection for France may be, his practical sense has ever been
on the side of maintaining and strengthening our Imperial
connection. ] cannot, of course, vouch for the story about
the farewell letter, but I repeat that it comes from an excel-
lent source, :

AI’R()P()S of what precedes, it mny be remarked that
politieal life in Canada scems to e n pace that killx,
The hands of disease and death have been laid heavily upon
the present parlinment, and many of the brightest and best
have been stricken in mid-eareer.  With tlie notable exception
of Sir Charles Tupper, who, for one of his years, displays
unparalieled physienl vigor, there is an alarming dearth of
virile old age in the ranks of our legislators. We do not
appenr o have found the seeret, which they have in England,
of preserving their public men untit they have had sufficient
experienice to beeome thoroughly at home in their work, 1
find that the average age of the Canadian Cabinet is 50%
years, while that of the British Cabinet is nearly 61 years,
Mr. Gladstone was Premier at 82, and Lord Salishury is in his
70th year.  Vour Old Country politician *takes life cany,”
and has time and energy for a great many interests besides
politics: yet we know that the questions the Imperin) Govern-
ment has to deal with are much more nuimerous, more diverse,
and more difficult than those that come up for discussion at
Ottawn. How, then, is it that British politicians keep their
health, while Canadian politicians ave breaking down and
dying under the stress of work and anxiety ?

[ ) L] .

HE explanation of this difference is doubtless the same as
the explanation of the difference in moral tone between
Canadinn publiclife and British public life. In theOld Country,
it is mostly men of independent means who enter politics,  To
them, the political areng affords a noble diveraion, not 4 means
of livelihood: and, while success is desirable, defeat can e
contemplated without terror, beeause it will not bring financial
ruin in its wake. Here,everything is different. To the average
Canadinn politician, public life is a very serious thing indeed.
Success meanus money, position, fricnds; defeat, coo often, the
lack of all these. It is notorious that many of our cleverest
political leaders have, at one time or another, been men of
desperate fortunes. The commencement of a public career,
with the ncglect of husiness it entails, has ruined many a
Canadian. And so, harriased by financinl troubles, over-
worked in attempting to attend to the people’s business and
his own at the same time, and forced to fight for his very
existency, politically and financially, every three or four years,
is it any wonder tha the average Canadinn, by the time he
attains to some eminence in his country’s councils, is already
a broken-down man, who collapses after a few years of the
mingled sweets and bitters of office ?

AFTHR Great Britain hus got through with the business

on hand in South Africa, and the whole of that continent
south of the Zambesi is placed under good and stable govern.
ment, what a ficdd it will be for young men with a little
capital, and the pluck without which even capital is ygeless!
1t would be too bad if there were to be an extensive Canadian
emigration to the Cape, hut no one will be surprised if many of
our young men seek their fortunes in that quarter. At all
cvents, to have them go to South Africa and remain Britons,
will be more palatablethan sending them to the United States,
as we have hitherto done, to forswear their alleginnce and
help to build up a power that has frequently menaced their
native land.

Literary men and artists
may have to seek & foreign home, because there is not a lurge
enough market here for their wares, but, cven in this respect,
there are signs of a change for the better.  But, for the young
man who hopes to make commerce, or speculation, or law, or
medicine, or education his field, Canada presents as good
opportunities to-day as any country in the world. Neverthe-
less, there are nlways adventurous spirits, who like to strike
out into new paths, and, during the next 10 or 20 years, there
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will, doubtless, e many a Canadian settler in South Afeien,
which is naturally one of the richest countries in the world,
and pussesses an attractive climate,

Canadian and British papers should have
1 care lest they educate the people of ‘the Empire to believe
that our republican cousins are more friendly to us than they
really are.

N some cities on this continent, wmeans have been provided
for looking after the teeth of the poor, and there certainly
could be no better outlet for philinthropic feeling than the
cducation of the ignorant to a knowledge of the importance
of clean and healthy tecth in our physical cconomy. One of
our Montreal dentists, Mr. Walter G. Kennedy, has published
an attractive and readable pamphlet on the care of the teeth,
which should have i wide circulation.

pleasure in them.'” And Dr. Holes might have added that
dental science has curtailed human suffering and disease in as
great measure, perhaps, us the science of medicine, strictly
so-called.  Yet, much remains to be done, particularly amongst
the poor and ignorant, and any cffort to enlighten them as to
the importance of proper sanitation of the mouth should
receive enicouragement.

Heis one of
the great monarchs of the day, and hig visit is said to have
avoused the jealousy of the Emperor Will Yum, who will
shortly visit the Celestial Court of Pekin to oftset, if possible,
the entente cordiale between China and Canada, resulting
from Mann Dan’s illustrious sojourn at the Palace of the
Sun. King Dan, while here, distributed his bounties in a
manner hitherto unparalleled even in Ching, the most civilized
and wealthy of countries. Gold coing and precious hits of
paper, which the people of Canada are said to worship and to
serve all their lives, flowed like a never-failing fountain from
his hands; and the Empress, since his departure, has been com.
pelled to issue a royal proclamation forbidding the further
adoption of the tipping system in the royal palace, on pain of
death, as since King Dan's visit the royal servants have shown
signs of discontent with their former scale of wages and a
strike has been imminent.

The Court Circular of recent date announced that His
Serene Mightiness, Li Hung Chang, had a long conference with
King Dan about the best method of converting unused lands
to the use of the Crown. His Serene Mightiness expressed
approval of the means adopted by the King to prevent his
too covetous subjects, the people of Canada, from obtaining
more than their proper share of the lands of that country.

King Dan’'s visit will long be memorable in the annals of
Chinn.

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THE TISSOT PICTURES.

T IS difficult to set down one'’s impressions after viewing
the Tissot pictures of the life of Clrist.  The trains of
thought and the emotions awakened by this remarkable
collection of paintings, even hurriedly scanned, are so many
and so various that words tail to erystallize them @ they clude
one before they can he put into specehi. No wonder the Roman
Catholic Church, in presenting the Gospel to fgnorant nnd
primitive peoples, has relied l:lrg"cl_\- upon pictures and images,
To the person of average imagination, @ series of painted
scenes that stamp themselves on the mind through the medinm
of the eve is far more effective than the cold narration of the
Word, which leaves so much to be filled it hy the individual,

The general effect of the Tissot pictures on a healthily -
constituted man or woman is painful in the extreme. I they
exhibit the divine side of huwman nature, they also show its
hideous and devilish side in the most intense lights and
shadows., The pictures portraying the sullerings of Jesus off
Nazareth, preceding and during His crucifixion, would touch a
heart of stoue.  They show us men in their most terrible
aspeet—uten gaverned by mob fury. And yet, we kitow that
they do not exaggerate the fearful character of n blondthirsty
populace.  Gentiles and Jews are much the same at heart,
whether in the days of the Messiah or the closing year of the
niteteenth century, and readers of the daily press who recall
the Iynchings in the South, or students of history acyuainted
with the excesses of the French Revolution, can see in M,
Tissot's portrayal of the howling, bloadthirsty mob of feru.
satlem a sad picture of the barbarian that lurks in all of us,

Yet, one would doill to allow this note to drown the more
sweet and gentle musie that M. Tissot's work awakens in the
human breast.  Many of the pictures, yes, hundreds of them,
address themselves to the caliner side of our nature, and touch
cmotions that are far from disquicting.  The scenes from the
childhood of Jesus, in particnlar, are soothing and satisfving
in their simplicity, gentleness and grace. It s extremely
interesting to study the face of the boy as he develops from
babyhood to manhood. M. Tissot has given hiwm the counten.
ance of a poet, a dreamer, from the very first; hut, at times,
wnexpected clements of character shine forth from the face,
Take, for iustance, the picture of the seribe standing up and
tempting Jesus (No. 156).  The face of the Saviour here is that
of akeen, alert, intellectual person.  He listens intently, and is
already preparing his answer.  He looks like & keen scholar
engaged in a mental combat with a foeman worthy of his stecl,

ather than a wmoral crusader and worker of good deeds.

Of course, one must see the pictures, and sce them all, to
appreciate them. It is not necessary to discuss M. Tissot's
technique or his standing as an artist.  We have before us the
result of his labors, in 2l its magnitude, and we must judge it
by its effect upon ourselves, individually.  Painful though the
general impression may e, the effect of the whole series is
nevertheless generally aplitting to the character and enlighten-
ing to the mind.  The people of Montreal are indebted to the
Guorge N. Morang Company, Limited, publishers, for this
great opportunity to see a world-famed work of art.

sale.  She therefore defies Tean, who threatens to use foree, and is saved
by the opportune arrival of a member of the secret police, named
Grigorievitch,  He informs Olga that Valdemar’s mother was the cause
of the death of her mother, and, for this reason, he forbids the marriage.

luxuries and took hold of things with a fine business grasp.
The vesult of it all was that she has made the university the
richest institution of its kind in the world.  Now comes Mrs.
Phaebe A Hearst, widow of the tnte Senator George Hearst,
with 2 gift of over $T.000,000 ta revive and enlarge the State
University of California, and. doubtless, more niillions will
tolloww, i required. Tt wits for this new institution that the
admirable architectural competition, open to the world, and
Judged by e jury of three leading Buropean architects, was
projected ad carried toits brilliant conclusion. There was a
broadness about Mrs Hearst's ideas that is without paaaliel
in the bistory of this countey, and she not only did great good
to the institution, hut she set o precedent of the utmost value.

\ RS, STANFORD, in making over thelast of her property to

the trustees of the university, masde the rather surprising
cantdition that, no matter what the attendance may hecome,
the total number of women admitted as students is never to
excecd SO0 The reason is one of singular interest. The orginad
plan was to sulmit women on equal terms with men, but it was
supposed that they would not form mere than a fourth, or,at
most. i third of the attendance. When the university opened
the women were 22 per cent., but in the year since then they
have increased to 41 per cent,, so that at present there are 462
waomen out of a total of 1,133 students.

Mrs, Stanford’s limitation of
the nmnber of female students in Stanford University possesses
acurions interest in view of the faet that this year all the
higher institutions where womten are admitted are crowded
more than ever hefore.

learned to walk iu this way, and says that her feet grow less
tired than formerly, beeause the portion of the foot which was
intended to bear the weight is in proper use.

A glance at the position of the arch of the instep will prove
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that the body's weight was never intended to rest upon the
heels, and the habit of throwing it there accounts for weak
backs nind kindred ills.

Overexertion as well as selfiindulgence is said to be respon.
sibile for the inereasing flesh of middle age. **If the following
exercises are practised for five or ten minutes morning and
night,” says Ethel Young, “an appreciable improvenment will
be noticed in the worst figure in o few months,

Here arve three goaod excreises for the neck and arms:

Stunding ercet, with shoulders back, chest out, waist in
and feet firmly planted, with heels together and toes out.
Streteh the sarms out in front, palms touching: now swing
them back until the backs of the hands touch behind you,
The arms should be kept guite straight, aud the point atwhich
they touch behind you ax high as possible. (A little practice
will soon make this casier than it sounds.}

Raise the arms straight above the head; swing them down
and as far back as they will go; then, without stopping, back
to the same position above the head.
~ Swing the arms around in a circle, one at a time, then both
together.  Place the tips of the fingers on the chest, then fling
the arms out and back il at right angles with the body,
Endeavor, with a sharp jerk, to make the elbows meet at the
hack. The foregoing exercises develop the muscles of the neck
and arms, helping greatly also to expand the chest.

A grood exercise forthe torso is the following : Lean forwared
and then backward as far as possible, also to the right and
left.  Lock the thumbs, and, with knees stiff, bend till the tips
of the fingers touch the floor, Rise in an upright position, with
the arms above the head. This is an exercise familiar from our
childhood’s days.

Jump on the toes, or, still better, skip with a rope. Thisis
an exeellent exercise, especially for those who wish to make
their insteps higher.  Stand on tiptoce, and then stoop suddenly
untic almost sitting on the heels: rise again on tiptoe, keeping
the back straight. These simple exercisesenable yon tobalance
the body with case and to move the limbs gracefully.

One last thing to rememher, which should be done habitually
without exercising, is to hreathe deeply: not raising the
shoulders, but inflating the lower part of the chest: always
breathe through the nose, and if you are cold or unaccount.
ably depressed take 20 breaths after this manner, standing
crect.  Slowly, cvenly and uninterruptedly take in fresh air
until the lungs are fully inflated s then expel the breath in the
same even manner.  No one i too old 1o be benefited by 1these
simple rules, if she has the necessary strength to use them, and
they are suited to the stout or the thin alike—reducing the
adipose tissue and bracing the flably muscles in onecase, filling
hollows and rounding limbs in the other, and the practice of
them will not only improve the figure and carriage, but at the
same time the health and spirits wonderfully so that colds,
headaches and *“the Dlues ™ will most truly become conspicuous
by their absence alone,

There is also some demand for California, but there does
not appear to be much stock for sale. Canadian Gold Fields
has had anothier rise, as is usnally the case when the numager
visits this city, but, we are told, there is some good reason for
it now, as the company, besides the two claims it owns at
Maoyie, has acquired a controlling interest in two others, and
is negotinting for others owned by the Goaderlum Syndicate,
Some time ago, o prominent  engineer  recommended the
consolidation of these elaims, aml, i his suggestion is carried
out, there is every reason why these varions properties should
become o paying proposition. The other Slocan companies
are nat, as vet, affected by the news, but should the Payne's
plan be earried ont, of importing outside labor, and prove a
suceess, it willl no doubt, canse & boom in all the silver
propertics.

The news from Rossland, of late, is very encouraging. Last
woek's returns show that the War Eagle has largely increased
its output, and the Centre Star has shipped nearly o thousand
tons. It is probable tht before long some other properties
will be shippers, and the simelters at Trail and Northport will
have no lack of ore. The Virginia continues 1o make small
shipments of ore of very fair values, aud may yet redeem its
character and become a paying mine. An ellort is being made
1o place some more Republic stocks on this market, but it is
not meeting with much suceess, owing to former experiences in
this connection.  Our Western friends are finding that Moaut-
real s not as good i dumping-ground as it was, and Toronto
has naw atore stocks than they can take care of.

Board of the Royal Academy and
Raoyal College of Music is distributing
the syllabus for next year's examina-
tions.

The hoard
certainly spare no expense or trouble in
their desire to offer their examinations
to the Canadian public. Having lost the
whole of the syllabus and examination
papers in the Scotsman, they had the
same at once reprinted and shipped
again, within i month of the disaster.
It is hoped that Sir George Martin, of
St. Paul’s Cathedral, who is the board’s
examiner at the Cape thig year, will con.
duct the Canadian examination in May
and June next.
