PRESIDENT oF Acabia UNIVERSITY.

As Acadia University is just entering
upon its first year's work under the di.
rection of its newly appointed president,
it would seem a fitting time to introduce
Dr. Trotter to our readers. ‘The portrait
which appears on this page will fawmiliar-
iz» his fuce to us, while to give an idea of
tho personality of the man who is deem-
ed by Maritimo Baptists worthy to stand
in a position exalted by such godly,
scholarly and-energetic men as Crawloy,

In
his relations to men the pro-
gress of moral and social reforms
aro of concern, but he regards
them chiefly as the kindly fruit-
age of the publication of the
Gospel, essential alike to the

His school life at Woodstock
allied him with Christian forces and in.
terests to which lie readily responded.
To one of his quick responsiveness of
spirit, it could not be that the earnest-
ness of Christian purpose and loftiness of
Christian aims embodied in Dr. Fyfe and
Professor Welly, and in manj worthy
young lives engaged in study with him,
should fiil to quicken into generous im.
pulse and life latent enorgies of heartand
mind, and turn them into channels of

During his protracted course of prepara.
tion, he was earncstly engaged during va-
cations in preaching on Home Mission
fields. \While a student at Toronto Uni-
versity, he preached one summer as far
east as Shelburne County, Nova Scotia;
and in August of that year made the long
Jjourney to Wolfville to hear Dr. Lorrimer
(then, as now, of Tremont Temple, Bos-
ton), and to be present at the Annual
Convention held there. It was then I
first met him.

On graduation from McMaster, Mr
Trotter became tho pastor of Woodstock
church, one of tho mother churches of

tist Church, Toronto, in 18S9.
In the organization of the University,
however, thero was a general concen.
sus of opinion that his services should
vo secured for the chair of Homiletics
and Pastoral Theology. Tho carrying
out of this decision was asevere strain on
Bloor Street Church, into whose affections
his life had entered with exceptional ter-
vor and strength. [need not speak of his
careful and laborious discharge of the dut-
ies of his professoriate.

clothed him as with a garment. A good
scholar, a good teacher, a good preacher,

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power, heart power, soul power. Life
lives in hign, and has its richest expres:
sion in a warm and biblieal preaching,
luminous with the gospel of the Son of
Man who is the Son of tied, o is asale
and wise man, guick with mterpreiative
sympathy, loyul and true, incapableof be-
traying a trust, and delighting in open
and manly thinking and living. As the
recent head of the Univasity, it may be
permitted to me to say thatno mem-
ber of the Faculty responded move quick-
ly and continuously to considerations in-
volving the welfure of every side and
phase of our complex organism than did
Mr. Trotter. Nor was he quicker to per-
ceive than willing to do.  "I'hat he should,
on resigning his chair last spring to enter

the courses are often of a highly specializ
ed character, designea to prepare men
in aspecial way for the variousprolession-
al callings. The courses at Acadia are
not without an elessent of specialization,
but it is of a co.uparatively shghtand in-

cidentalsort. 'The aim of the curriculum
is to provide a broad gencral culture n
letters and scien ce, which will send forth
men or women to whoin all the leading
departments of learning have been open-
ed, whose various powers of mind have
been well disciplined, and who are con-
ditioned to take up in an eflicient man-
ner especial lines of advauced study, or
to enter well furnished into any of the
departments of practical life.

The education offered at Acadiais that
broad and liberal education, which all
young men and  young wowen ought to
aspire after, whatever their plans for after
life.

In this julilee year it is interesting to
know that the British empire comprises
three per cent. of the area of Europe, ten
peor cent. of Asia, nineteen per cent. of
Afriea, twenty four per cent. of Amer:ca,
anrl two-thirds of Australasia.

Principal L. B. Oakes, M. A., whose por
trait appears upon this page, is a son of
the late Jesse Uakes, of Albany, Anna-
polis Co., N. 8. After a common schocel
course he studied at Horton Academy,
matriculating in 1866, graduating with
honors in 1871, and capturing the Alumi-
m Essay Prize of $40.00 in his senior year.

‘I'he subject of his graduating oration
was, “T'he Teacher,” indicating a bias to-
ward the profession to which he has
given the greater portion of his years.

Having said this
mueh it i« not probable that we
shall again “rise to explain,” sinee
we eannnot undertake to hold our
selves responsible for either the
cureless or wilful misunderstand-
ings of even our brethren and
friends,

Rome
sitting on her seven hills and ruling the
world passes the acme of her power and
begins her decline. The city of Jerusa-
lum i finally besieged and destroyed.
The JJews as a nation cease to beand are
scattered to the four corners of the
earth.

‘The elaborate Mosa.c ritual passes away
with the destruction of the temple and
in a great measure leaves the entire field
to the newer and fuller ravelation. Pro.
blems of the relationship of the Christian
system to the older faith are settled for-
ever.

The morning trip by train was
exceedingly pleasant, carrying us
as it did, through a very pretty
part of our country, and through
several towns that we usually find
bustling and busy, but now scarce-
Iy awake to the cares of the day.

High gutes and a porter’s
lodge at the entrance admit youta
the park; and long  driveways
skirting o pond lead np o slight
eminence, on which, back of a
broad Inwn aud well-shaded with
trees, stands the “mansion.” The
kindness of the resident admit-
ted us to the house, and surely
our more modern architeets have
done little for us by way of pleas-
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ant accommodation within. The
old libravy, in which the *“Clock-
maker” and otherbooks were born,

the old hall with its turreted top,

wnd thelarge reception rooms, were

alike interesting.  Also, the curios
of the residents were sl syn us,

and wares of chinn and furniture

from all parts of the globe were

eagerly conned by us all,

We found other very interesting
spots about in all directions, and
were ahmost startled on looking at
our watches to find that our train
must be nearing Windsor and the
time for us to go had arrived.

The trip home was gquiet and un-
eventful, everyone settling down
in 2 more than comfortable way,
until the familiar ery,“Aylesford,”
aroused us and reminded us that
aur day's outing was over.
