i. The Canadian C. M. S. is a volun-
tary organization of Canadian Churchmen
who desire to take part in the evangeliza.
tion of the Heathen and Mohiammedan
Worid, in connection with the Churcli
Missionary Society of England, which
cardes on the most extensive missionary
operations, and therefore has the widest
and most diversified experience of ail mis-
sionary bodies.

2. The Canadian C.M.S. fuliy recog-
nizes the Domestic and Foreign Mission-
ary Society as the officiai missionary orga-
nization of the Churchi of Engiand in
Canada, and reports regularly to the Board
of Management of this Society both the
inissionaries sent forth and the money
receîved by it.

~.The Canadian C.M.S. is recognized
l)y the Doniestlc and Foreign Missionary
Society as a legitimate society ; and ail
contributions to the C.C.M.S. are recorded
in the finaniciai accounts of the D. and F.
M. S. by a system, of duplicate votichers.
The work of the C.C.M.S. is 'briefly re-
viewed in each Report of the D. and F.
M. S.

Each Diocesan Treasurer is aiso fur-
nished by the C.C.M.S. with duplicate
vouchers, so that a parish contributing to
the C.C. M.S. is credited in the Diocesan
fournal with the amount given.

4. The Canadian C.M.S. receives offers
of service,examines candidates, sends them
forth to the mission fié-Id and supports
them there. The C.M.S. decides thieir
location, except in cases where they have
offered definiteiy for some particular mis-
sion field, or in case of their being sent
to missions within the Dominion. W'hen
in the field they work under the direction
of the local adm~inistration of the mission
appointed by the C.M.S., and are recog-
nized as C.M.S. missionaries with the
advantages of fuli connection with that
Society. At the sanie time, they remain
always Canadian missionaries of the
C.C.M.S., and look to the C.C.M.S. as
the body vwhich lias sent them out, which
supports them in the field and which
will receive then on their return.

The only bori of press in use
ini these parts is that of two large stone rollers
with crude cogs cut at onc end. '.Lhcse are las-
tened together and turuled by ox or water power
antd tIc cane stalks are passed througli thein.
Tl'le sap is mun ail froin beneatlî tic rollurs into
a) ceint or stoxe trough, frain whence it is baled
out and carried ta tic cauidrons where it is boil-
ed down into bard flat cakes iii whîich fan it is
sold in the local mnarkets for consumption -wýithi-
out reiining. Tccrusied stalhs are dried and
used as fuel."

CHilNEsE GA.MBLIDFG .- Tlle passion for gamnbling
is strong in China as the follow,-.iug account by
Rev. Wnî. C. White will show: IComning aloif
in the dusk to Ding-Sang-A (-Under thc Ding
Mouiltain) we passed a group af gaimblers sitting

bty their gaming tables eating their supper of
rice. At this tiie of thec year-tie twelti ainoon
-public gaxnbling is very comnon as people are
very keiu ta acquire inaney iii any possible wvay.
Tis ganîbling on tic street oun a large scale is
illegal but the officiais ýallow i t for about a
nianth at thc end of thue vear. We havz. pas-,ed
txwo or tlirce ganbhing gmoups to-day-anc af
over two huxuidred pcople--standiing rouncit w.o or
t1irce tables in a field or wiepart af the street.
lIt tie centre of eadli was a stick, or salbain-
1foo berut o'.-er at the top front which was sus-
,,ended over thc main table a mcd caver and
cassel. When we reacied tic town ail the shops

were shut and thue streets ini darkness except lor
a ghmuucer ol liglit liere and there lroiu a crack
in a wali or door, Mlle the littie rcd lîrepoinits
oi Vurnig incdise sticks, stuck in eacu dourpost
to keep avu uîy deanunl, served to îutensily tule
darkness. Just belore conling to the churcli we
paused at the openî door QI an opiumi shop. over
the door hunig a laîuterxî whose dini ligit shone
tlîruugli the paper sides reveaiing the usuial char-
acters 'f orcign lîapplîness.' But it was tLNe insîde
that attracted our attention. On the bed or
coucli was the tray with its opium lamp lit and
ail the ustual oplim smnoking requiremnents. -By
thue bcd stood a muan wlîo had presumnably just
iiiishied lis opiînnu smnokc. lookîng iii a dazed,
hcavy way at a littie chid oai uot mlore thau
tliree years of age, wluo was laughinc withi gcee
at haviug obtaiined the oplim pîpt- with which
she was limitating the smoking ol the senior. It
was with a hleavy hcart ovcr the tlîought of thc
curse and vices of this land that we turîîed into
the littie alley leading te the cdurch, but were
esconi checred by the hearty welcoille of the old
catechist, as well as l)y the Chiinese characters
over the dhurch, door 'beieve and obtain happi-
ness$ ilot 'f oreign happiness' titis but heavenly
liappiness auud blessing."

liad doue wondcff for liii." Mr. White lias sent
us a photograpli of this blind manl and the

catechist who rescued hifti, also une of the Mlai-
darin ta whom reference is made.

KUCHE'G -M1iss Garnett, who is with R1ev. J.
R. S. Boyd, writing front Kucieug, says: %nite
country here is very beautiful, mounitains nhler-
ever you look, une peak abbve another, and the
ligit and shade on these are really woudeilfui,
but these poor peuple canat sec any beauty in
their m-ountains, and they cannot understand
why we look at theni su. Trhey thiuk we are

looking for precia-us things lu the mountainis.
Their one thougit froxu morning tili night is
about maney, and very, very often this cravilig
for nxoney is just to, get opium. When a nuau lie-
comes a confirmed opium sinoker lie soon be-
cames poor. Then lie wvii1 do auything ta pro-
cure it. Often we hear ai chiîdren and wives be-
ing sold for opium, axîd it freqnentiy ends iii tie
man pntting an end ta h7unself when lie lias ne-
tig ici t to seli. No one can have au ide-a of
the horrars ai opium uniess they came in contact
witli it. Do pray that this awfni opium traînte
may lic doue away with. Our Christians in Kn-
cheng are coustautly praying for this. In onr
city churcli tiey have early prayer cvery mnont.-
ing about six o1clock, aud this is one thîng thecv
aiways pray for.'"
