(@) The foliowing Regulations recommended by the Executive
Committee and adopted by the Synod :

1. That the election of Delegates to the Proviacial Synod, and of the clective
Members of the Executive Committeo, shall tako place between the hours of 1 and
3 o’clock on the second day of the Session, the ballut closing at 3 o’clock, and that
during this time no other business shall be transroted.

2. That tho Bishop be respectfully requested to appoint, at each meeting of the
Synod, two Assessorg, one Clerical and one Lay, whose duty it shall be to assist the
Bishop in maintaining the observance of the rules of order.

(&) Amendments of the Constitution :
I. APPOINTMENT AND DUTIES OF THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE.

Section 19 shall be and the same is bereby repealed, and the following substi-
tuted in lieu thereof 1 —

Section 19. There shall be appointed annually, as the first business in the
afternoon of the Second Day, an Executive Committeo, to consist of the Bishop of
the Diocese, the Honorary Clerical and Lay Secretaries, and ten Clerical and ten
Lay members of the Synod (one half of each order of whom shall be appointed by
the Biskap, and the other half by a voto of the Synod), of whom seven shall form a
quorum, and who shall continue in offico until their successors ars appointed and
shal} be called together by the Chairmsu [Secretary-Treasurer, section 24] or any
threc members of the Committee.

Ia addition to the daties devolving on the Exccutive Committee, under the 20tb,
21st, and 2204 sections of the Constitution, the Committeo shall also
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(A.) Meke an anoual ostimate of tho probable expenses of Synod, and any
charges suthorized by it (including contributions to Provincial Synod, whon held)
and any balance due from former Synods, and impose an assessment on the soveral
porishies and missions in the Diocese, at least equal in amount to said estimate, so
gs nolt!; to allow such expenses and charges to encroach upon any other funds of the

ynod.

It shall 2180 be the duty of the Committoo to assess the several Parishes and
Missions of the Diocese for all expenses authorized by the Synod, and for nll other
purposes for which an assessment may be ordered by tho Synod.

(B.) Exanine into the condition of all funds, moneys, and securities belonging
to, and under the control of the Synod; and to lay before the Synod auvually, a
detailed statement of tho results of their sudit and examination of cach soparate
fund—tho Committee to have power to employ and pay ar auditor or auditors, for
the purpose of making the regular wudit.

(C.) Exercise a strict supervision over the printing expenses of Synod, and
with that view the Committee

1. Shall bo responsible for the printing of all notices, documents, reports, and
other matters, and shall soe that the printing expenses of Synod be kept within
reasonable bounds.

2. That no printing of Synod shall be done except by the order of the Synod,
or of one of the Honorary Seccretaries, or of tho Chairman of the Committee; nor
shall any printing account be paid until passed by the Committeo or by the Synod.

3. That all printing for the Synod, its Officers and Committees, shall be by
tender, addressed to and accepted by the Committee, such tender to bo publicly
invited whenever it may seem cxpedient to the Committee, and in any case, a3 often
at least as once in every five years.

4, That all the printing of Synod, its Officers and Committees, shall be
exccuted by a person chosen by the Committee from among those thus tendering,
subject to a scale of charges to bo adopted by the Comumittee; and that the person
80 to bo appoiuted shall provide a surety or suretics for the due performance of his
work, according to the terms of tho contract with him and the prescribed regulations
of such Committee.

5. That a stated sum shall each year be voted by the Synod for defraying its
printing expenses; and it shall be the duty of the Committee to stats in their
aunual report the sum which they would recommend to be so appropriated.

&, That the Committes shall have power to frame any further rules which
they may deem expedient for the more effectual carryiog out of the above regulations,
provided always that nothing be done contrary to any enactment or regulation of
the Synod.

(D.) Provide meaus for the collection of, and to collect the General Purposcs
Fund so far as they can in pursusuce of the By-laws of the-late Church Society,
aud to manage the said Fund of the Synod on the same trusts upon which it was
held at the time of the incorporation of the said Church Society with the Synod, or
in accordance with any By-law which may heredfter bb adopted by the Synod, and
algo to prepavo in tabular form the answers received from the clergymen heving
cure of soulsto the questions put to them by tho Bishop of the:Diocese relating to
the statistios and condition of their several cures, which shall afford (amongst. other
uges) a basis of an equitablo Assessment for the oxpenses-of the Diocese, and lay
such Table before the Synod-in-a convenient form for being priated as an: Appendix
to the Aonual Report. ‘ . : : :

(E.) Appointa Gommittee of two members of Synod to mect at the Synod Office
at least two days.before the meeting of Synod, aud.examine the Certifioates of tho
Lay Representatives sent in to the Secretary-Treasurer by the respective ¢lergymen

in the Diocese, and prepate a repoxrt- thereon, to be placed in tho haudg of the )

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) 1. STANDING COMMITTEES OF SYNOD.
Section 23 shall be and the same is kereby repealed, aud the following is substi-
tated in lieu thereof:—

Section 23, The Standing Committees of the Synod shall meet quarterly, on
the Second Thursday, or following day, in tue months of February, May, August,
and November, and at such other times as they may deem necessary.  There shall
be five of these Standing Committees of Synod, exclusive of the Court on Contested
Seats, which shall remain as at present constituted. These Standing Committees

III. CLERGY COMMUTATION TRUST, AND WIDOWS AND ORPHANS
FUND COMMITTEE AND ITS DUTIES.

Section 25 ghall be, and the same is hereby repealed, and the following is
substituted in liecu thercof :—

Section 25. The Clergy Commutation Trust and Widows and Orphans’ Fund
Committee of the Synod for the management of the Clergy Commutation Trust
and Widows and Orphauns’ Funds of the Diocese, shall consist of ten members, ope
kalf of whowmn shall be Clergymen of the Diocese who are on the Commutation Fund,
and the other haif shall be nominated from among the Lay Representatives.

This Committee shall manage all real estate or personal securities held by the
¢ Clergy Commutation T'rust Committee” of the late Church Society of the Diocese,
aud all the procecds aceruing from the spme, and shall administer the same as a
distinet fund, separate and distinet from all the other funds of the Diocese, and
shall invest and take up and re-invest in Goverament Securities, City, County,
Township Municipal Debentures, all moneys comiog imto their hands for re-invest-
ment, and all surplus interest and dividends, They shall report to the Synod at
its annual meeting & full and detailed statemeont of all investments and changes in
investments, and of all moneys roceived and paid on account of the fund during the
provious year. They shall further report tho actual state and condition of the
fund, at tho time of their last quarterly meeting, shewing the nature of the different
scourities belonging to the fund, and the incomes which they severally yield, and
what arrears of intercst may be due on any of the said securities, and the particu-
lar gecurities on whioh such interest may be over-due. The proceeds of the soid
fund shall be adwministered in accordance with tho provisions of the by-laws of the
late Church Society of the Diocese of Toronto relating to the same, as they existed
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at the time of the Incorporation of tho said Church Socicty with the Synod, or in
accordance with any By-laws adopted subscquently by the Syned. 1n case the sur-
plus should at any time become insuflicient to pay the amount of 3400 to cach uon-
commuting Clergyman omw the list of annuitants on the said fund in accordance with
the By-law of the late Church Society, then a proportionate reduction shall bo mnde
from the annuities payablo to ail such non-commuting Clergymen,

They shall also be charged with the care of the Widows and Orphans’ Fund of
tne late Church Society of the Dioceve, to whom all clalms for pensions to Widows
or Ovphans of the Clergy of the Diocese shall be referred, and by whom such claims
shall be decided upon and paid, on approval of the Bishop, according to the By-law
of the late Church Society governing the administration of the said fund, or accord-
ing to any By-law adopted subsequently by the Synod. It shall bo nlso the duty
of the said Committee to make anunually to the Synod a detailed report of the state
of the Fuud, specifying its several securities, the amount of income which they
each and altogether yield, tho number of Widows and Orphans on the Fund, and
the amounts which they severally receive,

IV. COMMITTEE ON ENDOWMENT OF SEE-RECTORY LANDS AND
INVESTMENT COMMITTEE AND ITS DUTIES.

Section 26 is amended by striking out the words ¢“six Clergymen and six
Laymen” and inserting the words ¢ five Ulergymen and five Laymen” in licu thereof.

V. MISSION BOARD AND THEOLOGICAL STUDENTS' FUND. o

Section 27 shall be and the same is hereby ropealed, and the following is sub-
stituted in lieu thereof:—

Suction 27. The Mission Board shall consist of the Bishop, the Archdeacons,
nine Clergymen, and nine Laymen, members of the Synod, oue at least of each
order from cach Rural Deanery of tho Diocese. A fund shall bo established, to ve
called the Mission Fund, which shall cousist of all special collections made from
time to time in the Churches and Chapels of the Diocese in aid of the game, of the
intercst on the legauies, of all donations and subscriptions, and of all collections for
missionary objects to be made aupually, as hereinafter provided, in the Parishes and
Missions of the Diocese, any By-law or Regulation of the lats Church Socicty to
the contrary notwithstanding, and of the interest derived from the invested proceeds
of the sales of lands given for Missionary purposes; and the Fuod so created aud
established shall be administered by the Mission Board in accordance with the
By-laws of the late Church Socicty relating to the same, as they existed at the time
of the incorporation of the said Society with the Synod, or in accordance with apy
By-laws that may at any future time be adopted by the Synod. It shall be the
duty of every incumbeunt of a Parish or Mission in this Diocese to hold annually, in
every Church, Chapel, or place in his Parish or Mission where Divine Service is held
on Sundays, or in some other place within his Parish or Mission, a Missionary
Meeting in aid of the Mission Fund of the Diocese, and to causo collections to be
made for the same object, and to remit the same to the Secretary-T'reasurer of the
Synod not Iater than the last day of April in each and every year.

The same Committee sball alsc have charge of, aud administer, the Theo-
logical Students’ Fund, for the same objects and upon the same trusts, for and
upon which it was held and administered by the late Church Society, or according -
to any By-laws which may be adopted by the Synod for the administration of the
same, and shall report annually to the Synod the condition of the seid Fuud sud the
mode in which it has been administered.

Sections 28, 29, 80, 82, and 38 shall be and the same are hereby repealed.

(¢) Canon on Distribution of Commutation Trust Surplus.

Section 8, That no Clergyman enjoying an income from endowment, pew-reats,
salary, and offerings, or from any other source whatsoever (private fortune, fees,
and house-rent only oxcepted), of $1,400 per anpum in City or Town Parishes, and
of $1,200 per annum in Country Parishes, ehall be placed or retained upon the list

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of Annuitants on the Commutation Fund. But any Clergyman eligible as aforesaid,

with a less income than $1,400 per annum in City or Town Parishes, and of $1,200

per annum in Country Parishes, shall be entitled to be placed upoun the list to bo

furnished by the Lord Bishop, and to receive, upon being placed upon the Annuitants’

list, from time to time, such amouat not exceeding $400 por annum, as will suffice to

IIJ)ringhup his income to $1,400 in City and Town Parishes, and $1,200 in Country
arishes.

Hon. Q. W, ALnan:~—That it shall for the fut re be the duty of the Execcutive
Committee to present to the Synod, 8s a part of its Report,  list of names recom-
mended by them to serve on the several Standing Committees for the ensuing year.

Rev. E. H. Cour, M. A.—That application be made to the Legislature of Oa-
tario at its next scssion for an Act to amend the Aot incorporating the Synod of the
Diocese of Toronto, so as to give the said Synod power to sell, mortgage or ex-
change any lauds held for Church purposes, in whomsoever the title thereto may be
vested.

MarcerLus Cromig, Esq., M.A.,Chairmaou of the General Purposes, Statistics and
Assessment Committee:—That the General Purposes, Statistics and Assessment
Committee having vevised and abbreviated the list of questions (Parochial Statis-
ties), and haviug considered that the enforciug the answering of the same would
bs best effected by the Clergy being required to answer them but once in three
years, and having resolved to submit such their opinion to the consideration of his
Lordship the Bishop of the Diocese; and his Lordship, having expressed his
opinion as follows, ¢ I think a return every glternate year would be sufficient, but
would not object to once in three years, if it be the gencral recommendation of the
Committee. I approve of the abbreviations” : Be it therefore resolved, that the sug-
gestion of the Bishop be adopted, and that the statistical report from the Clergy
and Churchiwardens be required every alternate year; aud further, that the Symod
do appoint & Special Committee to devise some cifective means of making the
answering of such questions obligatory.

MarcrnLys CroMaig, Esq., M.A,,Chairman of the General Purposes Fuund, Statistics
and Assessment Counnittee :—That the sum of $49,88 paid to the General Purposes
Fund as the asgessment Synod expeuses for the year 1874 on moneys contributed
to the Shingwauk Home, be refunded, and the same carried to the credit of the
said Home.

ManrceLrus CroMsig, Esq , M. A ,Chairman of the General Purpuses Fund, Statistics
and Assessment Committee: —That or page 277 of the Canons (Constitution of
Vestries for Free Churches) after the words * Eugland and Ireland” the following
be added : “and to have attended at least one-third of the-regular Suedey services
in such Church during the preceding twelve months (unless prevented by sickness
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or other unavoidable cause), and to have contributed according to their ability, and
28 God hath blessed them, to the support of that Churoch, snd to have taken no
part in any vestry meeting in any other parish during the yoar. Aund no member
of such congregation shall be allowed to {ake part in the business of the vestry
meeting unless ho shall have complied with these requiremonts, and the said declara-
tion shall be signed annually at the Easter moeeting ; and being go formed,” &o.

The Regular Quarterly Meetings of the Standing Commitices of the
Synod of the Diocese of Toronto were leld at the Synod Office on
Tharsday and Friday, the 11th and 12¢h May, 1876.

Executive Committee.

A letter was read from Dr. Hodgins on behalf of the managers of the Fvangelical
Churchman, stating that they are prepared to publish all the official procecdings of
the Synod and its Committees free of charge, on being furnished with them.

The Committee sottled the Order of Proceedings, and appointed the usual Com-
miftecs to mako all necessary arrangements for the annual meeting of Synod on the
20th June,

In regard to the list of Non-commuting Clergy, the Sub-Committee reported that
they bad decided to place Rev. Dr. C’Mearn on the pay-list for one year, at the
oxpiration of which time if the Committee require further information in regard to
his pension from tho British government, the same is to be furnished before he is
continued on the pay-list. In the case of the Rev. S, Briggs, the Sub-Committee
haviung reterred to tho Bishop for information, a letter was read from his Lordship,
stating that Mr. Briggs is entitled to be dealt with as a retired Clergyman from the
year 1870, with a deduction of six months from his status on the list of claimants
ou rccount of his unauthovized resiguation in 1869 of his Mission in Mono; thus
making him the pext claimant after the Reov. A. J. Broughall,

On the above report being presented it was resolved that action be deferred, as
there arc no funds for the present for distribution.

The Sub-Commrittee were requested to propare the anoual report for presentation
to the Synod.

Mimico Glehe—Messrs. Chafee and Greeno, the Sub-Committee appointed at the
last mecting to investigate certain alleged discrepancies between the Rev. H. C.
Cooper’s accounts and those in the Synod Office, presented the following report :—
¢« The Sub-Committeo appointed to look iuto the discrepancy betwecn tho Synod
Offico ncerunts of Mimico Glebe, and the Rev. II. C. Cooper's accounts thereof, beg to
report that they met Mr, Cooper at the Synod Office, February 22ud, 1876, and on
looking into said accounts, found that Mr. Cooper bad not taken notice of several
premiums paid for Debentures, extending over a period of about six years, amount-
ing to about S49.  This, with the cousequent difference of interest on Capital
Account added to a differcuce between Mr. Cooper’s statement of interest on Bank
deposits, nud his proportion thereof as taken from the Secretary-Treasurer’s Bank
Book, would about cover the remaining $7.”

Pine @Qrove Parsonage—Application rencwed by the Vestry of Christ Church,
Woodbridgoe, for payment of the $600 held by the Synod in trust since the sale of
tho Parsonage property, the same being now required for the purchese of land and
the erection of a new Parsonage.

The proviso annexed by the Committee to the resolution at its last meeting,
having prevented the Vestry from obtaining the land required, it was agreed to
grant tho application on the condition that the opinion of Counsel (to be obtained at
the expense of the Vestry), is favourablo to the Committee’s action.

Whithy Churck Lot—Rev, B. 1. Cole sppeared beforo the Committes and presented
an application for leave to mortgage tho property for the purpose of building o
Pargonage. Granted on condition that the opinion of the Hou, J. II. Cameron is
favourable to the Committee’s action.

S. W.}10, Con, 4, Emly—50 ncres—Offer received from Arthur MoQuade to
purchase this lot for $55 an acre, together with rosolution of tho Vestry of Christ
Church, Omemee, requesting the Committee to sanction the sale. Offer sccepted.

Lindsay Church Lots—On the application of the Wardens of St. Paul’s Churcl,
Lindsay, the Committeo sanctioned renewed leases of these lots for 21 years.

Messrs. Chafee and Greene were appointed a Sub-Committee to prepars ths
Annual Report for presentation to the Synod.

Sundry applications pertaining to lands and investments in the Diocese of
Niagara were presented, but the Gommitteo took no action, the same being without
their jurisdiotion.

Lotter was read from the Rev, E. II. Cole, Whitby, stating that having “made a
great effort this year to pay off the debt on the Church, and to erect a proper fence,
in order that the Church may be consecrated,” his parighioners have been unable
to raiso the sum at which they were agsessed; and that they regret this much, as
all beliove the principle of assessment to be right,

Lettor having been read from the Rev. Johustone Vicars, of Pickering, complain-
ing of the Mission Fund Grant for the April quarter hmving been withheld on
account of the guaranteo payments being in arrear, aud stating that he is suffering
in consoquence theroof: the Board ordered the quarterly grant to be paid,

Letter having been read from the Rev. G. 1. Taylor, late Missionary at Beaverton,
complaining of tho non-payment of arrears due on account of tho Beaverton guar-
antee; tho mattor was referred to the Lord Bishop. ’

Letter having been read from the Rev. A, Henderson, of Orangeville, in referenco
to tho formation of & new Mission in the township of Mono, and asking a grant in
aid of tho proposed purchase of a Wesleyan Meeting-house, to be used as o Church ;

Fund Committeo.

The Mission Board beg respectfully to represent to the Synod that the experience
of past years greatly discourages them in the attempt to make arrangments for
o Missionary Meeting during the Session of Synod, and that they have consequently
abstained from doing so this year, and would request the Syunod to reconsider the
resolution which has imposed this duty upon them.
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Widows and Qrphans’ Fund, and Theological Students' Fund Committee.

Present—Tho Rev. H. C. Cooper, Chairman ; Revds. I Middleton, F. Tremayno,
W. IL. Jones, and E. Murpby ; Vice Chancellor Blake, Capt. Blain, Professor Wilson,
11 W, M. Murray, S. J. VanKoughnet.

The Secretary presented the quarterly Financial Statemont of the W. & 0. Fund,
shewiog an overdrawn balance of $642, on 3Uth April, 1876. ‘T'he bond of the
Secretary-Treasurer sccuring $340.68, on account of the sale for taxes of forty
acres of E % lot 13, con. 4, Brooke, was laid before the Committee and sccepted.

The Sub-Committee was instructed to wotify all the annuitants that the payments
of the 1st July would he made ut the present rate, but that tho pensions could not
be continued in the present state of the Fund. lso, to write to the parishes from
which no returns of the October Collection have been received, or returns not equal
to the assessment. A{so, to prepare the Anusual Report for presentation to the
S, uod.

An application for a Divinity Exhibition was received from Mr, Ilenry Charles
Avant of Toronto, The necessary certificute and testimonials accompanied the
same,

It was decided that no applications be considered till the August meeting, the
returns of the April Collection being as yet incowplete.

General Purposes, Statistics, and Assessment Committee.

Present—Dr. lHodgins in the Chair; Revds. Dr, (’Meara, Thomas Ball, John
Vicars, C. W. Paterson ; Judge Dartnell, J. C, Morgan, Marcellus Crombie.

The Sub-Comuittee on Parochial Statistics reported the list of questions as
revised by them on the 25th February last, and the following opinion of the Bishop
on the suggestion offered by the Committee in regard to asking the questions but
once in three years:—¢ I think a return every alternate year would be sufficient;
but would not object to once in three years, if it be the general recommendation of
the Committee. 1 approve of the abbreviations.”

Tho Sub-Committee were requested to caquire further into the possibility of
adopting some means to enforce the answering of thoe statistical questions, and to
report at the next meeting of the whole Committec before the meeting of Synod,
The Rev. John Fletcher being absent from the country on a visit to Ireland, it was
resolved that Mr, Crombie be added to the Sub-Committee on Statistics.

The Sub-Committee on Assessment of Parishes reported that having estimated
the expenses of Synod for the coming session at 3300, and it appearing that the
present assessment on the basis fixed in 1875, produces from the present Diocese of
Toronto a sum of $617.10: they hud resolved that the Synod assessment for the
current year be one-half of the said asscssment as fixed for 1875; and that all new
Parishes be assessed in the country for S1, andin the city of Toronto at the rate of
the lowest oity assessment. No assessment to be under 1.

The Rev. A. Ienderson of Orangeville, having applied to the Mission Board for
& graut in aid of tho proposed purchasé of a Wesloyan Mecting-houso in the
Township of Mono, for the purpose of accommodating a numerous Church popula~
tion, and the Mission Board having requested the Committee’s favourablo considera- .
tion to the proposal :

Ordered—That a copy of tho Regulations and & blank form be sent to Mn
Henderson to cnablo him to mako his application in the proper way.

A letter was read from Dr. Hodgins on behalf of the managers of the ¢ Evan-
gelical Churchman,” stating that they arve prepared to publish all the official pro-
ceedings of the Synod und its Committees free of charge, on being furnished with
them.

The matter was referred to the Exceutive Committee.
The Rev. C. Y. Paterson, Mr. Read, and Mv. Crombic were appointed a Sub-

Committee to prepare the annual report and present the same for adoption at o
meeting of the whole Committee on Friday, 26th of May.
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Canon on Constitution of Free Vestries.

Cousideration of this subject having been resumod, tho following resolution was
adopted :—

That on pago 277 of the Canone, after the words ¢ England and Iroland ” tho
following be added, ¢ And to have sttended at least oune-third of the regular Sunday
servioes in such Church during the preceding twelve months (unless provented by
sickuness or other unavoidable cause), aud to have contributed according to their
ability, and as God hath blessed thew, to the support of that Church, and to have
taken no part at any Vestry Meeting in any other Parvish during the year. And no
momnber of such congregation shall be allowed to take part in the busiaess of the
Vestry Meeting unless ho shall have complied with these requiroments. And the
said declaration shall be sigued awnually at the Eastor Meoting. Aund being so
formed,” &ec.

Sunday School and Book and Tract Committee.

Present—The Archdencon of York, Chairman; Revds. C. C. Johnson, G. I. Tay-
lor, J. D. Cayley ; Dr. Hodging, Mr. Marling.

Thoe Chairman and Mr. Marling were appointed n Sub-committee to make such
arrangements as they may thiok fit for the Aunual Meeting of the Diocesan Sunday
School Association.

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Printing Committee.

Present.—Dr. Hodgins in the chair; Revs. A. J, Broughall and T. Walker.
The Chairman (Rev. Septimus Jones) was prevented from attending by illness.

Agreed.—That the next two numbers of the Diocesan Gazetto be printed in tho
same manner as the correspouding numbers were printed last year, That the next
number shall contain, in addition to the Order of Proceedings, all reports of Com-
mittees received up to dato of publication. That 750 copies of each number bo
printed. That the Chairman bo requested to draw up tho Annual Report.

Report of the Superannuation Fund Committee.

Whereas it has been held to be desirable thata fend should be formed from
which pensions may be granted to Clergymeon of this Diocese, when incapacitated
by age or infirmity, and a Committee was appointed at the last meeting of the
Synod to report the modo which might appear to them most practicable for pro-
viding the same, the Committee most respectfully beg to report as follows :—

1. That every Clergyman, desiring to seaure for himself the benefit of such fund,
shall pay the sum of five dollars annually to the same ; such payment to begin
within six months from the passing of a Canon establishing the fund, or within six
months of the ordination of such Clergyman, or of his being licensed or instituted
a8 a Clergyman of this Diocese.

II. That a collection shall be made annually for the purposes of this fund, the
minimum of such collection being fixed, in rural congregations at two dollars, and
in town and oity congregations at five dollars.

III. That’ all payments, collections, subscriptions, and donations to the fund
shall be invested from time to time, as well a3 all surplus revenue thereof; the in-
terest of the same only to be employed in granting pensions, except that, in case
of necessity, the annual collections from congregations may be so employed.

IV. That the management and administration of the fund shall be entrusted to
the Committee on the Widows and Orphans’ Fund.

V. That no grant shall be made from this fund without the sanction of the
Bishop, nor to any Clergyman who shall not have served ten years in the Diocese,
or who shall not have complied with the requisitions above stated, or who shall be
iu possession of & private income of not less than $400 per annum, or who shall be
in receipt of any stipend, pension, or allowance from tho Commutation Fund.

VI. That every application shall be accompanied by s certificate from the Bishop,
stating that the applicant has, with his approval, resigned his charge in the Dio-
cese, and also by o medical certificate to the effect that the applicant is incapaci-
tated for further duty by age or infirmity.

VII. That the Committee cn tue Widows and Orphans’ Fund shall report to the
Synod, at every ordinary meeting thereof, on the condition of the fund, and on the
pensions granted therefrom.

The Committee, having given their best attention to the subject, are of opinion
that the above reguintions are expedient in the cvent of a Superannuation
Fund beiug formed; but bearing in mind to how very great an extent the purpoaes
of such & fund are even now met by the Clergy Commutation Fund, and that in a
comparatively short time that fund will meet every case which the proposed Super-
annuation Fund could benefit; and further recognizing the inexpediency of making,
unnccessarily, new claims upon either congrogations or individuals, and thus eu-

" feebling their efforts on behalf of other objects of acknowledged importance to
© which at present inadequate support is given, they are not prepared to recommend
. to tho Synod the ennctment of any Cauon based on the provisions above stated.
