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1llegality of Counter Proscribing.

—

The recent decision given by Judge
Rose in the Conmmon Pleas Division of
the Divisional Court, l'oronto, in vefusing
to quash a summary conviction by the
Police Mugistrate, in the case of My 8,
Howarth, and further, in his judgment,
interpreting the law in the case, is of
especial interest to druggists as showing
where the line of conduct must be drawn
in order to be safe.

The alleged olfence in this case was in-
dicating & medicine for symptoms deserib-
od by a customer and selling a bottle of it
at theregular price.  Tha defence, instead
of being u denial of the charge, was an
attempted vindication of the practice by
by contending that this was not practis-
ing within the meaning of the Act, and,
even if it was, it was not for gain, and
even if it was for gain, the defendant was
entitled, as an apothecary, so to practise.

The Court held that there was evidenco
of practising medicine on which a magis
trate might well convict; that it was
practising for hire or hope of reward, and
that the defendant’s registration under
tho Fharmacy Aet did not qualify him to
practise in the snme way that one regis-
tered under the Medical Act as a physi-
cinn and surgecon could practise.  The
Judge held that a druggist can properly
tell & customer the name of a remedy for
a discase, or cven tell him which of sev
eral remedies he deems the best, but can-
not legally enquire into the customer’s
symptoms to ascertain the nature of his
atlment and thea indicate the remedy.

From this reporting of the case, tho de
fendant’s counsel has apparently rested
his defence largely on his clicnt’s right to
practise as as an apotheeary.

Wihether, under our Act, druggists arc
such, is & matter upon which no specin
legal interpretation has yet been given,
although the judge hns apparently had
such in mind when he declared that regis-
tration under the Pharmacy Act did uot
grant qualification to practise in the saine
way that those registered under the Med-
ical Act were entitled to practisc.

In referring to the Chemists and
Apothecaries’ Act, as published by the
Chemist and Druggist some years ago,
considerable Jight is thrown on the privi-
leges of each by English interpretation of
similar cases.

Referring (o this Act, the Chemist and
Druggist says, “The Apothecaries’ Act,
1815, is the only statute which protects
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any part of wmedieal practice.  The Medi
cal Act, 1838, and its subsequent logisla.
tive supplenients, stringently prohibit the
assumption of any titles or descriptions
uatruly implying qualifieation or registrs
tion, but do not interfere with the prae
tice of medicine or surgery by unqualified
persons who make no mislending preten
sions of fitness.  But it remains illegal to
‘act us an apothecary,’ aud a number of
cnses against chemists and others have
been prosecuted by the Apothecarics’
Company. The definition of an apothe
cary’s functions, which the courts have
ever siuce acted upon, was laid down by
Mr., Justice Cresswill in the case of the
Apothecaries’ Company v. Lotinga, 2 M.
and R, 495 (tried in 1813), that ‘an
apothecnry is a person “who professes to
Jjudge of internal disease by its symptoms,
and applies himself to cure that disease by
medicine. But a chemist is one
who sells medicines which aro asked for.'”

In February, 1876, the Apothecaries’
Company sued a London chemist and
druggist, in the Court of ¥xchequer, for n
pennlty of £20 for practising as an apoth-
ccary without n certificate. Tho 2Sth
scetion of the Act was pleaded, and the
defendant said that all serious cases wero
attended by his partuer, n duly qualitied
practitioner , that he never visited, but,
that itc minor cases, he had inquired the
nature of the illuess, and had given the
wost suitable nidicing without consulting
his partner.  Daron Bramwell told the
Jury that the Act was strict inn its teems,
and they were bound by it. 1f n man
asked a cwmist fur sumething to cure a
bad headache, and the chemist gave hima
draught, he would be infringing the terms
of the Act; but it would be unrensonable
in such a case for the Apothecavies’ Com-
pany to nterfere. Tt was for the jury to
sny if the defendant had infringed the
Act. Tho jury found for the plaintifls,
and the judge refused leave to move. The
Apothecaries’ Company subsequently pros-
ccuted a chemist and druggist nt Notting-
ham, wnd the defence was taken up in
this and other cases by the Chenmists'
Trade Association. The fine was inflicted
in the Nottingham County Court, and an
appeal (Sir Henry James argning for the
appellants) the Court of Lxchequer (Sir
Fitzroy Kelly and Mr. Baron Chashy)
ordered the case to be retired in that
Court. The casc was therefore heard be-
fore Mr, Baron Pollock on November 7,
1877, It was proved that o witness em-
ployed to get up the case had visited the
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defendant'’s shop, had complained of n
soro throat, and tightness at the chest and
sleeplessness.  The defendant looked at
his throat, gave him some medicine, and
charged 1s. for it.  Tor the defence, sce-
tion 28 of tho Apothecavies' Act was
chiefly relied on. A\ number of aged
chemists were called to prove that to their
knowledge such practices as that alleged
by the prosceution were customary on the
part of chemists and druggists beforo
1815. ‘I'ho judge, however, 1 summing
up, said the business of a chemist and
druggist was defined in the 28th section,
and if chemists went beyond their rig hts
before 1815, that did not justify them in
doing so afterwards, e left it for the
jury to say whether in the particular case
before them the defendant had gone Lo-
youd the limits allowed him. The jury
found for-the defendant ; but in this ver-
dict they were no doubt influenced by the
unsatisfactory evidence submitted for the
plaintifls, Other judges, in other cases,
interpreted tho law similarly. At the
Birmingham County Court & prosecution
of a chemist and druggist by the Apothe-
caries’ Company was held over for two
years pending the settlement of the last
quoted cuse.  The chemist had given cer-
tain medicine to & young woman suilering
from weakness, and had charged her o
shilling for it. o admitted having nsk-
ed her certain questions, though there was
some dispute respecting the whole of the
alleged consultation. He was fined £20.
1f the above interpretation of the dis-
tinction between an apothecary and a
pharmaceutical chemist can be brought to
bear upon our Act there is but little hope
that any velief can be afforded thoso who
overstep the line Inid down in Justice
Rose’s decision ; as but few druggists, if
any, registered purely as phavmaceutical
«cliemists,are likely to claim that they are
apothecaries in the sense of professing to
judge of internal disease by symptoms.
"It is quite unnecessary for us to advise
caution, as we are satistied that all who
review these cases will act in accordance
with the letter of the law, even though
the spirit of it may be somewhat strained
by so doing.
Manitoba Pharmaceutical As-
sociation.

The annual meeting of the Manitoba
Pharmaceutical Association was held in
Winnipeg, Feb. 21st.

Among-those present were J. If, How-
ard, president, in the chair ; E. Casselman,
Imerson ; G. W. McLaren, Morden; B.
M. Cannift, Portage; N. H. Jackson, C.
Flexon, Dr. Hutton, J. K. Hill, W.
Cmppbell, Howard Mitchell, 'W. Pulford,
E. S. Lighteap,.Geo. Saddler, H. H. Cas-
schnan, .. E. Bletcher, and J. IX. Strac-
‘han, registrar.  The report of the council,
dealing with the work of the association
for the past year, the treasurer’s and
registrar's réports were read and adopted:
The total woembershipof the nssociation is
79, clerks 14, appreatices .28.  Four

members havo been removed from the
register in consequence of removal from
the province ot other causes, The secre-
tary was empowered to incur the necessary
uxpense to procure evidence against per-
sous violating the associntion’s net, X, .
Lighteap and  H. H. Cassclman, having
been appointed scrutineers, the ballot
pupers seént in were counted and resulted
in the following bLeing clected as council
for the ensuing two years, viz.: J. C. Gor-
don, J. W, Howard, Il D. Martin, G,
Tlexon, W. R. Bartlett, B. M. Cannitl’
and G. W, McLaren. During the count-
ing of the Lallots the president addressed
the meeting, roviewing the work of the
associntion, and congratulated the mem-
Lors on its satisfactory condition.

Dr. Hutton moved, secconded by Mr.
Cannift, “That the Pharmnceutical As-
socintion of Manitobn offer for yuearly
competition, for general proficiency in the
major examinations, a gold and silver
wedal, the gold medal to be given to the
student obtaining tho greatest nwinber of
marks, the percentage to be not less than
nincty ; the silver medal to be given to the
student obtaining the next highest num-
ber of marks, provided such student takes
not less than eighty per cent. of the total
marks, the competition to date from the
spring examinations of 1895, and to be
open to students who have taken their
full course in Manitoba. In case of n tie,
the oxamining board to take into cousider-
ation the respective merits of the tying
candidates, with reference to the neatness
of the papers put in and the work done.”

In woving this resolution, Dr. Hutton,
in an interesting speech, pointed out the
strong incentive to good work, the chance
of winning the Association medals would
be, und stated that he would be willing to
ofter a silver medal for the student obtain-
ing the highest number of marks in
materia medica, and Mr. Caunifl, in sup-
porting and seconding the resolution, also
said he would be willing to offer & medal
for tho highest number of marks in any
particular subject, probably chemistry.
Me. McLaren and others, having spoken
in favor of the motion, it was put and
carried.

The question of the ssociation obtxin-
ing permanent suitable rooms, for the
purpose of a laboratory, Jecture - | ex-
amination rooms, was discussed, and on
motion of Mr. Canniff; seconded by Mr.
McLaren, the matter was referred to a
committee, consisting of the president,
Mr. Flexon and Dr. Hutton, to wait on
the medical college authorities and ascer-
tain on what terms n room could be
procured in the medical college build-
ing.

Tt is well kuown that commetrcial ery-
stallized sulphate of berberine dissolves
with difliculty in cold water and aleohol,
in factis almost insoluble in both theso
liquids. Merck, by increasing the quant-
ity of sulphuric acid- used in its prepar-
ation, has introduced a sulphate which is
casily soluble in cold water and in aleohol.
It is zow on the market as “soluble cry-
stalline sulphate of berbering.” Tt can be
taken in half-grain doses six times daily.
According to Schmidt (See JArch. der
LPharm., 1890), frec berberine rapidly
absorbs carbonic acid, and as et within
commerce usually contains much carbon.
ate. Merck attempted to introduce a
method for the preparation of the free
alkaloid, which shall give a preparation as
free ns possible from CO,. e has con-
cluded that the Lest method is by pro-
cipitation of £ho sulphate of berberine with
barium hydrate in just suflicient quantity
to precipitate the whole of the sulphuric
acid, and afterwards evaporating the fil-
tered solution, without the employment of
heat, in gluss vessels. Buteven preparcd
in this way, CO, is absorbed. Hence
Merck suggests that frec berberine should
be superseded by the carbonate, which
is easily crystallized from water or alcohol,
and is of quite definite composition, If
tho.pureé alkaloid is required, it is easy to-
prepare it from this salt by heating it to
100° C. in a curvent of bydvogen.—
Journal de Pharm., d Anvers.

A singular case of accidental poisoning
or rather of death Leing accelerated by
taking Tartar Emetic in place of Bismuth,
has resulted in o rather singular verdict
on the part of the Coroner’s jury. Ttis
stated that the papars reported the inquest
anything but fully, and consequently a
wrong impression as to the whole case hag
got abroad. Tt would be better if coron-
ev’s inquests could be reported verbatim
or not at all.

Tt has been suggested that at the next
annual meeting of the American Pharma.
ceutical Association this important body
should be invited to hold its Conveation
of 1895 in Montreal. It would be as
well if the Montreal pharmncists would
think the matter over, especially those
who are members of the Association. The
question of expense would of course be
important, and-would lave to be met by
subscription.

“The Welcome of the Flowers” is the
title of wn article in the March number of
Harper's Magazine on the cross fertiliza-
tion of tlowers by W. Humilton Gibson.
The subject is dealt with in a clenr and

* artistic standpoint render the article an
extremoly interesting one to the botanist.
Tho subject, the co-operation of tlowers
and insects, is traced from its inception
by Sprengel in 1787, diagrams being
given of the floral problem whieh the
earlier theorists were unable to master,
down to the complete explanation of this
by Darwin seventy years later in his
“Origin of Specivs.” The fertilization of
many familiar_wild ’species is illustrated
and explained, One remarkable and per-
haps not widely known fact velutive to
this subject is that of the tirst crop of
American red clover raised in Australia.
The crop was splendid in every respect,
except that the flowers never came to
waturity ; there wasnoseced, The Awer-

ican bumble bee had been left out in the
transaction, aud it wns not until this gen-
tleman and his family weore naturaiized
that the crop seeded in the usual way.
I'his scems to have been n true instanco
of the Hower wasting its fragrance on the
desert air, although thae aphorism, in its
general sense, seems now to be a false
one. I the iconoelustic hand of the mod-
ern historian 1s proving many beautiful
old legends, which we huve hitherto taken
as fiets. to be myths only, the biologist
and hig co.worker, the botanist, on the
other hand, nre constructing from the
living page of nature a history wore won.
derful in its many facts than the historic
legends of old which are now dying out
under the remorseless hand of scientitic
investigation.

Notes From England.

( From oy own Correspondent )
Loxpoy, March 1st.

The Pharmaceutical Society has enter-
ed upon n crusade against the grocers
ever since thiciv success in the Chlorodyne
ense.  The point which they haves now
raised will have to Le scttled by the Court
of Appenl, viz.: what quantity of paisou
is necessury to bring a preparation within
the meaning of the Act. In the latest
case, thut of selling Powell's Bulsam of
Aniseed, the Society scek to ke it
penal for any but qualified chemists sell-
ing it, although on their own showing the
quantity of morphine is but onc-tenth of
n grain in a fluid ounce. There is, how-
over, considerable difliculty in the watter
as it is obvious that therc are many drugs
which would be considerably more danger-
ous, if 8 times the legitimate dose were
taken, than with this particular prepara-
tion. On the other hand the principal
for which the Society is contending is a
most important one, that the quantity of
poison is immaterial to the case provided
it 1s in suificient guantity to injuve any-
body under any circumstances. As the
counsel for the defence pointed out, such
a definition would require brandy and
port wine to be scheduled as poisolis, as
in moderate quantities they would be
prejudicial and possibly fatal to infants.

A striking point in these recent prose-
cutions has been the repeated cvidence of
the variation in.the composition of somt
of these proprictary articles. According'
to Dr. Paul the proportion of active in-
gredient is sometimes 25 per cent. more
in one sample than in another—a very
serious increase that alone might lead to
fatal resnlts. Tt has been suggested to
me that in the case of opium preparations
this is due to the occasional inferiovity” of.
the opium employed and which the manu-
facturers are not capable of assaying. Tt
is evident, therefore, if this explanation
‘besaccepted that the amount of morphine
might vary considerably.

Professor Attficld’s paper upon the Irn-
perial British Pharmacopoerin will be read
by Canadian pharmacists with peculiar
pleasure,  According to Dr. Attticld he
was in no way alurmed at the recent pro-
duction of the U. S. B., but the suggested
Canadian Phavmacopewia gave him wmuch
more concern.

The salol coating does not
casily rub off; if the pills were previously
free from powder.  Pills of aloin, tauro
cholate of soda, iridin aud iron com-
pounds have been in wost dewand.

The sulject of the-preservation of infu-
sions is constantly tackled by pharma.
cists having wmore or less knowledge of
the subject.  The Iatest contributions are
remarkable as being precisely auntagonis-
tic in their inferences.  In london, Mr.
E. White has suggested boiling the infu-
sions where adwissible and preserving in
sterilized Lottles free from the ubiquitous
microbe.  Where sterilization by heat is
objectionable he recommends the addition
of a small quantity ‘of chloroform as a

preservative. By these means he is en-
abled to keep infusions for about amonth
without their turning sour or mouldy.
He finally respeats the stock arguments
agninst concentrated infusions which inve
been refuted over and over again, At
Birmingham, Mr. Allcock publishes the
result of the examination of samples of
fusions made by a dozen students i his
pharmaceutical college,  The variation in
strength of these is truly remackable.
The amount of solid extract contained in
somo is double that present in others,
which points to the inevitable conclusion
that practical pharmacists have reached
vears ago, namely that concentrated infu
sions are more uniform and reliable than
freshly prepaved specimens. What is »

quired, however, is pharmacopwial per-
wission for their use by inserting the pro-
per forms.  Whether this be gmuted or
not, medical men who dispense and phar-
macists, will continue to.use these conven-
fent formms of concentmated galenicals,
As their therapeatical  properties are
small and the trouble of prepamation
great, whilst they are bound to vary and
prone to change, it is unreasonable to
abuse the concentrated articleand unwise
to ignore them.

The regular semiannual weeting of the
Provincial  Pharmaceutieai  Association
was held, putsuant to notice, in the lee
tare 100m of the Ontario College of Phar
macy, Gerrard st., Toronto, on the after-
noon of Thursday, Feb, Sth. President
Williasn Murchison occupied thoe chair,
the other members present including
Messrs. G. A, McCunn, Secretary, Toron-
to; L. W. Ycomans, Belleville; 1lenry
Watters, Ottawa; John Mclkcee, Peter-
boro; J. A. Clark, Hamilton; D. I}
Maclaren, Barrie; W, Scott, Port Hope :
A. B, Petrie, Guelph, President of the
Ontario College of Pharmacy Couucil ; H.
Sherris, F. W, McLean ; W, J. Davidson,
W. H. Gilpin, R. W, Campbell, J. 1.
Mackenzie, Vice-President of the O. C. P.
Council, W. A, Hargreaves, A. R, Fraser,
T W. Ylett, George Little, J. B, McGar-
vin, — Peaker, R. Robinson, A. . Wal.
ton, all of Toronto, and others.

Upon calling the meeting to ovder, the
President instructed the Secretary to read
the minutes of the last regular meeting
which were, upon motion, approved and
signed, after which the President deliver-
ed his address which appeared in full in our
inst-issue.

The conclusion of the President's re-
marks was the signal for a hearty round of
applause which was renewed when My
Yeomans rose to propose a cordial vote of
thanks to Mr. Murchison for his excellent
address.  Speaking to his motion Mr.
Yeomaus said he was particularly inter
ested with what had fallen from the Pres
dent in reference to the treatment of ap-
prentices. It was always a question for
employers to consider, how to arraunge so
that their apprentices should have time
for study, aud he had found it a good
plan to lenve them free for this purpose
after supper.  An hour or two could be
got in this way every day. The practical
work of the store would occupy them
through the day, thoughehe regretted for
the sake of the young men now in train.
ing, that the manufacturing business was
largely passing out of their hands.

The question of cutting prices, which
had also been dealt with by the President,
was an ever-present sore which it was
very hard to heal, and witiiout doubt the
practicc was doing great harm to the
trade. It was contended in many quar-
ters that the business was gradually slip-
ping away from the druggists, and that it
wag absolutely necessary to cut to retain
the custom at all. He, the speaker,
thought they must depend mostly upon
retaining the confidence of the public by
honorable, upright dealing, and by supply-
ing none but the best goods at the price.
They should also endeavor to foster o
kiudly relationship among themsclves, so
that they might buy in conjunction witn
one another and in that way be able to
purchase in Jarge quantities and secure
the full advantage of trude discounts.

Another cvil which was becoming more

threatening every year was the peactice
of dispensing by physicinns,  This was
cutting into their business seriously and
should receive theiv eareful consideration.

e AL B, Petrie seconded the vote of
thanks, remarking that the address just
delivered by their President was as com.
plete and careful s vesume of the position
of alluirs to day as it would be possible to
offer.

The motion was  carried unanimously
amid applause.

After Me. Murclison had acknowledg
ed the vote of thunks, the discussion upon
the several matters touched upou in his
address was continued for a short time,

Mz, Mctiregor stated that one course
the druggists of Brantford had adopted
in self-protection was to unanimously de-
cide tosell nothing but “O. C.” goods upon
which there was no cut, and which no
outside stores could purchase. The plan
had worked admirably, and the public
were beginning to appreciate the high
grade of their goods, and call for them to
the exclusion of inferior articles. Refer-
ring to the apptentice question, Mr. Me.
Gregor said it was most essential that the
moral character of the assistants should
be carefully looked after, and, if in cases
of transgression and the caution of the
ciployer were not heeded, it was better
for both that they should part.

At the conclusion of the discussion,
several matters of business were disposed
of.

HINTS ON THE PREPARATION OF LLIXIRS,
BY HUNRY WATTRRS, OTFAWA, ONT,
M. Prestilont and Fellow drugyists .
When our zealous President, and equal-
Iy zealous Secretary, appented to we for
sowmething towards the programme of our
annunl meeting 1 did not feel that T could
undertake the task they wished to imposo
on me, and 1 can assure you that 1 should
not have allowed my nawe to appenr on
the prograume had 1 not been told that

there was great Inck of materinl to pre-

scut to the weeting. 1 did wmy lLest to
convinee the gentlemen referred to, that 1
had nothing worth laying before the
weeting, but, 1 an unguarded moment, 1
intimated that 1 thought 1 conld furnish
some hints on the preparation of elixirs
which might be of interest to my fellow-
druggists. So T was committed to the
position in which I now find myself. 1t
might seem almost necessary to apologizo
for taking up your time with and asking
your attention to asubyeet which suggests
undisguised execration from a large num-
ber of my confreves, but when I tell you
that it is not my intention to add n single
formula to the almost endless numnber of
elixirs and that T purpose to refer to
very few formulas, T hope 1 shall have
annihilated! any antipathy which the title
of my remaths to you may have aroused.
Tway say 1 haven’t a word to say in
favor of the clixirs as a class; 1 sharo
quite heartily with you the opinion that
they arc open to properly dirccted criti
cisin, and that when they are given a pro-
prictary charactar, as is sunatitues dene,
their use is 2 reflection on the ability of
the practising pharmacist to compound
and dispense the sitaple 1vmedies of the
materia mediea.  Some of them are doubt-
less as potent preparations of the drugs
they represent as could be devised, and
pussess the advantage, or should do so, of
Lieing less repulsive to sensitive patients
than the undisguised medicines contained
e them, Whatever objections miny  be
raised against them, the fact remains that
they are frequently preseribed by physi-
cians, so that if we would be prepared to
fultil une of the Bpurtant futctions of
our calling we cannot atford to despise or
neglect this lavge class of medicinal pre-
parations.

Now, the first hint T have to ofler 1s lo
make your own clixirs. In this connce-
tion, let me say a word in reference to the
manufucture of pharmaccutical prepara.
tions of ¢very kind. T believe it is the
custom in some scitions to buy aund dis-
pease ready made tinctures, syraps, oint-
wents, ete., o custom which every phar
macist who is jealous of the standing and
reputation of his profession should deplore
and by all mews discourage. Tt matters
not if these prepavations be of uvniforie,
standard excellence -which, 1 fear, is nov
always the case—thy customn tenids to
luwer what should be a professional call
ing to the level of a mereantile trade. A
wuch stronger reazon that can Lo urged
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against the hundling of ready.made pre-
parations is the injustice to our appren-
tices attendant on sueh n procedure,  Onr
npprentices como to us expuecting to be
trained and litted for the responsible duties
of the drug business. Now, T would ask,
how can they become qualified to under
tako these responsibilities if their practi
el acquuintance with the products of
phacmaey be limited to handling them as
articles of trade? They can, of course,
compure the physical properties of the
various preparations with the standard
formulated by the oflicial pharmacopwia
and apply the tests therein indicated to
determine the nature and strength of the
chemical Lodies present on  which the
the therapeutic properties depend, but,
how much less thorovgh will be the know-
ledge thereby gained than if the student
had been engaged in every step of the
transformation of the crude drug into the
finished pharmaceutic product. True,
they possess the advantago of as thorough
1 course of practical instruction as could
be given them in the limited tune devoted
to such work in our College, but T think T
am not making an extravagant statement
when I say that the experience there
obtuined cannot compare in real useful-
mess with the experience acquived in the
cureful and methodic manufacture of the
preparations demanded by the daily ve-
quircments of a drug business. 1 am
dwelling at greater length on this sub-
sidinry matter than the purport of my
subject might seem o warrant, but T be-
lieva 1y wotive will commend itself to
your approval, and if T succeed in induc-
ing any of my business confreres to give
practicat consideration to my couunsel in
this regard, T think you will agiee with
me that this digression will have been
amply justified.  As has been intimated,
my object is merely to give you some hints
on the preparation of elixits. Some of
the hints T nave to ofter have been derived
from o somewhat extensive practical ex-
perience in the manipulation of the class
of bodies we are considering.  The great-
er part, however, of my kunowledge of
¢lixivs naturally has been obtained froma
perasal of the published articles velatiug
to them which have appeared in journals
of phartuacy «nd from the compilations of
formulas intended for the use of the prac-
tising pharmacist. [t is therefore proper
that 1 should wention the works that
have been of assistance tome inmy search
for nud experimentation with satisfactory
formulas. Among such books T would
nnme The National Formulary, Nelson's
Handbook, Lioyd’s Manual on Elixivs,
and especially Oldberg’s Uneflicial Phar.
wacopin.  They are all of them helful
to the busy drugaist, and should have a
plicce in every pharteaceuticni Iaboratory.
I have particularly ewmphasized the value
of Prof. Oldberg’s Unofiicial Phurmaco.
poiia which has been my constant guide
in the preparation, not only of elixirs, but
of mnny other preparations. 1 would
carnestly advise you, to furnish yourselves
with a copy of it, if it is not now in your
possession.  The starting-point, or busis,

of all clixirg i, of course, the vehicle we
cmploy to carry, in n palatable form, thu
medieines  preseribed by the physicinn,
On it depends, in great measure, the qual.
ity of the finished preparation, The ob-
jeet to be attained is a (lavoring agent
which will most perfectly disguise the
taste of disagreeable drugs, and, at the
game time, be itself devoid of objection.
able character, in other words, n flavoring
body that will be aceeptable to the great-
est number of individuals.  Tor this pur.
pose cinnamon, corinnder, anise, orange,
and other aronmtics have been recommend-
cd, cither in simple or compound form,
Of these 1 most unhesitatingly advise the
use of orange in the form of simple elixir,
which T use in preference to all other for-
mulas as the basis of elixirs, Nearly
everything T have to say will be in con.
nection with the preparation of simple
clixir, which, indeed, might have been
the title of my subject. The formula 1
hiave to present to you for simple elixir is
found in Oldberg's Unollicial Pharwaco-
puwis, modified in regard to the system of
weights aud measures therein employed to
suit the quantity 1 prepare cach time. In
this connection I should say that the for.
mulas given by Prof. Oldberg are all in
metric system, Lut ample tables are given
by thie author for conversion into the or-
dinary standard. T would, however, recom-
mend you to employ the metric system
on account of the helpful experience it
will afford your apprentices in familinriz-
ing them with that systan.  For this pur-
pose u set of weights ranging from 1 cen-
tigramine to 100 grawmes, and conical
measures of 30, 100 aund 1000 cubic-centi-
metres, and a cylindrical jar graduated
to 300 cubiccentimetres will be found
sullictent for all your requirements.  Tol-
lowing is the formula for simple elixir,
according to the imerial standard as al.
ready intimated

Spiritof mange oo..o... veese dounces
Deodarized aleohol. ..., <o 2 ounces
Simplesyruap ooovieiiiaa 40 ounces
Water covieainnns Ceeees -3 ounces

© The spivit of ormnge is prepared by dis-
“solving one ounce of fresh oil of sweet
orange peel in nine ounces of deodorized
aleohol.  As there is some difliculty in
gotting fresh oil of orange in Canadn, T
would advise you to buy it in New York.
My custom is to buy one pound of the
finest oil obtainable and dissolve it at once
in the proportion of alcohol already stat-
ed. T may say in passing that spirit of
orange, as thus prepared, makes an excel-
lent flavoring extract of orange, which is
sometimes inquired for.  Deodorized alco-
liol may be prepared as follows:

Alcohol 1 gal. {wine wmeasure)

Powdered quick-lime . oot dis
Powdered alum 2 dis,
Sweet spivit of nitre. ..o oaey 1dn.

Mix the lime and alum, add the aleohol ;
shake well and add the spirit of nitre. Sct
aside for seven days.  Filter through animal
charcoal {hone-black).

To avoid the nondescript color appear-

ance that complex tinctures usually ex-
hibit, it is customary, in making elixirs,
to use caramel for one cluss and cochinenl
or carmine for others. In reference to
caramel nothing need be said as there is
no difliculty in obtaining that wrticle of
good quality. 1 have tried soveral formu-
lus for cochineal coloring and tind none
more sutisfactory than one 1 have used
for a great many years, and sold as jelly-
coloring, for which purpose it isreally ex-
cellent.  Following is the formula :

Pharmacy of Cod-Liver Oil.

1. C. FINK,

Tu the good-old days when cod-liver oil
was taken without any thought of possible
palatability, the product generally offered
in the market was repulsive stufl, posses-
sing a pronounced odor of sole-leatherand
arank fishy taste. To render theoil more
pulatable and, incidentally, more readily
assitilable, eulsification was tesorted to,
and the oil is now almose invariably ex-
hibited in the form of an emulsion, al.
though physicians are aware that the
intervening emulsifying agent is a burden
to the weakened digestive organs of an
invalid.

Now that the novelty has worn off; we
are prepared to question whether or not
the sub.division of the oil by emulsifica-
tion really facilitates absorption, inas.
wuch as it scems most probable that the
sugar and cmulsifying wedium will bo
separated in the stomuach, and the oil ac.
cumulate in large globules before reach-
ing the duodenum, where by aid of the
pancreatic ferments it is prepared for ab-
sorption.

From this it would appear that- palata-
hility is the chicf advantage possessed by
emulsions, and now that Lororex Con-
Livee Ow, (P, D. & Co.) hus been render-
ed so palatable there seems to be little oc-
casion to adunnister mixtures coutaining
acacia, which is itself a calcium salt and
hias no placo among foods.

Last, but not least, is the question of
permanency. It is a well known fact
that cod liver oil grows rancid more rapid-
ly in contact with sweetened water, which
constitutes the base of nearly all emul-
sions, than when preseeved pure in closed
vessels. Lororey Con-Livir O is pre-
pared with a special view to permancucy.
—Therapeutic Notes.

Whooping Cough has been treated by
Dr. J. Taub (Lest. Med. Chir, I'r.) by re-
sorting to intubation. Ifc allows the
tube to remain for some three to five
hours and the paroxysms of cough do
not appear until several hours after its
removal. The tube is to be applied every
other day. °

Rational Formulee fafXPills of
Oleate of Mercury, and for
Fowler’s Solution,

MM. Quinguand and Portes contribute
the following to la Medicine Sciontifigue :
PILLS OF ULEATE OF MERCURY.

Dissolve in a suflicient quantity of
water, 30 gm, of medicinul soap and then
precipitate by the addition of salt water ;
decant and repeat the operation several
times. Cast on a bit of oil cloth and
wash very lightly with distilled water,
and tinally dissolve the sonpy residuc in
lurge quantity of water. In another ves-
sel dissolve 13 gm. 50 cgm. of bichloride
of wmercury in sutlicient distilled water
and mix the two solutions with constunt
agitation, At the cend of several hours
collect the precipitated oleate of mercury,
wash by ialaxation and preserve in
parchment paper, kept carctuliy from the
light. The pills are nade with this oleate
and licorice, and should be immediately
coated with melted salol.  Tach pill
should contain 15 cgm. of the oleate,
representing about £ cgm. of metallic
wercury,

Pills thus prepared are free from all the
defects and bad cftects of the oleate other
wiso prepaved, as they do uot disturh the
sastric functions, and are absorbed in the
intestine. They ave especially valuable
in the treatment of syphilis and syphilitic
aflections.

FOWLER'S SOLUTION.
An unslterable solution of unrseniate of

potassini muy be made by following the
process of I'raub, viz: Digsolve by the
nid of heat, 1 gm. of nrsenious acid in 5
cem, of caustic potash,  Dilute by adding
30 g, of water, 10 gm of aleohol and 10
gm. spirit of melissa.  Finally add sutlic
ient aleohol to make 100 gm. The doso
is from 10 to 15 drops in the courso of
twenty-four hours.--Nat, Dragyist.

T am a fiem believer in the old sayiag,
that “anity is strength,” for wo have seen
proof of it in every hine of labor, there-
fore, 1 agitate for an associntion, which is
sorely needed by all drug clerks, and
especially here in Canadun, whero the
standard is so very high, and the profes-
sion supposed to be one of the best (which
it really wight e, if we would vuly make
it su), and the dderhs suppusad to Le well
paid.

ut, fellow d-ug clerks, what consti-
tutes & good profession, one that pays 33
or *1 per week for & man of 19 or 20
years of age?  Not in my estimation.
Why, we do not get any more remunera-
tion for our services thaun n grocery or
butcher boy, who requires to pass no ex-
amination in order to enter his business,

People have the ifmpression that drug
clevks ave well paid, which is a very
wrony one, but then the people only se
us when we are dressed up in a suit of
clothes, which it took us months to save
the woney to buy, and people always
judge from appearances.

Men ave leaving the business every day
who bave become proficient but cannot
make onc-half the wages that other
branches of business oftur.

One word about the standard. They
(the Council and druggists) have been,
and are raising it very high, and the drug-
gists are consequently getting better valuo
in their clerks, and it is nothing hut right
that they shovld pay for it accordingly.
Let them keep out the crowd by raising
the stundard for adinission, not by letting
them into the profession and then driving
them from it on account of small wages
after they have become qualitied. Tt will
belittle our profession.  Arise, drug
clerks, let us join bhands and assert our
rights.

An Imperial B_r;i—ish Pharma-
copoeia.

——

BElsewhere in this issue wo present in
full an address delivered by Prof. Attticld,
. R. 8, at o meeting of the Phurmaceu-
tical Socicty of Great Dritain, held Teb.
14th, and for o copy of which wo are in-
debted to the author. Since the fusion
of the three Pharmacopeias, tho London,
Edinburgh and Dublin, no event of as
equal importance, it muy bo safely said,
has presented itself to the consideration
of pharmacists as the proposition now
wnde to compile n work which, whilo
thoroughly BDritish in its character asem-
bracing all that formerly sppeared in the
individual works before mentioned, and
being authoritative in its bearing on all
wmatters of pharmacy wherever the
Queen’s dominions extend, still by its
comprehensiveness would assumo an Jm-
perial aspect.

Tn 1886 Prof. Attfield suggested tothe
Medical Council the desirability of con-
sidering whether such changes in the
Pharmacopeia should be made to better
adapt it to coloniul requirements and as
an outcome of this suggestion, correspon-
denco was entared into through the Privy
Council, with the Colonial Office and In-
dia Office with this end in view. In the
January issue of the CaNabiaNy Druceist
we published the committee’s report, as
adopted by the Medical Council. In this
report Prof. Attficld was named as re-
porter and editor, and no more fit-
ting choice, nor ouc more acceptable
pharmacists the world over, could have
been made. Entering upon the work as-
signed to bim with a clear perception of
what is required in a text-book of this
character and with a thorough under-
standing of the diflicultics which wny
arise us to the actual fulfilment of this
long cherished idea, and one that if car-
ried out in the manner indicated by the
author, must prove of incaleulable benefit
especinlly to colonial pharmacists ; the ad-
dress is one which must commend itself to
every onc interested in the compilation of
such & work. We hope ina future issucto
deal with some of the leading suggestigns
made in this paper.

Drug Clerks’ Associations.

A correspondent suggests the formation
of associntions by drug clerks for pur-
poses of mutual protection and other ob-
jeets, The formation of such associations
would no doubt be of benefit, not only in
the manner indicated by the writer, but
also in other ways which, in our opinion,
would be infinitely more desirable.

* One of the first objects of such an or-
ganization should be self-improvement.
Many of the young men who enter upon
tho life of o drug clork, although “ecdu.

cated ” as far g scholnstic experience
goes, yeb nre very ignorant as to the first
principles of business edueation, and very
frequently as to tho aims of the profession
in which they nre enlisting. Lo be a
thorough pharmacist is not werely to Le
n vendor of drugy, & dealer in * notions”
and similar lines of sundries, nor in fact
to be wérely a capable dispenser of pre.
scriptions, but besides possessing & good
cducation, u practical knowledgo of the
business part of his vocation and o fair
insight into the scientific branch of the
business, he must make himself thorough-
ly acquainied with the thedapeuatical, ng
well as the chemical, uses nnd characteris.
ties of tho goods he handles, and have an
intelligent idea of the highest nims and
duties devolving upon u member of so
noble u profession. These cannot all bo
gained in n duy, nor are they the outcome
of a college covrse, and the drug clerk
who will strivomostassiduously tocultivate
these traits and ambitions is the one who
will succeed best, and ns no one person
can claim alltho intelligence and experi
ence in o locality, so it is that gatherings
of the nature proposed will lead to a more

" liberal exchunge of idens and an elevation

of the standing and character of their
employment.  The drug clerk of to day
is to be the pharmacist of tomorrow, and
the mere time-server of a clerk, if he ever
happens to have a business of his own,
will be of the class of proprictors who ure
utterly regardless of the welfare of their
cmployecs, or the real interest of their
custowers.  Gratification of sclf and a de-
sive for money being the sole aim and ob-
ject of their smbition.  This may in some
measure beovercome by “rubbing against
cach other” in associations of the kind
proposed.  Other objects might also be
attained, namely, the earlier closing of
drug stores, a relief, from some at Jeast,
of the Sunduy lnbor and a general discus-
sion of the many problems that are con-
tinually arising both in business and edu.
cational atters pertaining to the profes-
sion, Thus preparving for the future, the
drug cletk of to-duy may, if he will, carve
out in a great measure the busiuess and
the stauding of his profession for the
years to come,.

As to thecontention of our correspond-
ent, that drug clerks have to work for
“ three or four dollars per week,” we must
confess that we have never yet known
any clerk that would work for that
amount, nor can wo believe that any man
would ask a qualified clerk to give his
time for any such paltry sum. However,
it must be remewmbered that a clerk is
worth just exactly what he makes himself
worth to his employer. One that is pro-
perly qualified by baving passed his ex-
aminntions, and does everything he can
towards the promotion of his employers’
interests, can always depend on being
reasonubly well paid for his services,

Wholesale and Retall Druggists.

A retuil druggist of Montreal, in & lot.
ter to the Daily Witness of that city,
compluins of the discrimination made by
the Pharmacy Act in that Province iu fa-
vor of wholesalers in contra-distinction to
that of the retail trade. The Jetter, which
we append, explains itself

“ According to the Quebec Pharmacy
Act no person, unless he has obtaived o
certiticate from that body showing that he
hus passed the preliminary examination,
can be allowed to serve even a bottle of
patent medicineg over a retail druggists’
counter, and uniless ho is a certified clerk
or a licentiate of pharmacy ho cannot dis.
pense even the most harmless prescrip-
tion.

# Whilst in 1o wise finding fault with
these very necessary restrictions, I wish
to call attention to the very dificrent po-
sition in which the wholesale hiouses ave
placed.  There nppears to be no law com-
pelling them to have any qualified person
in their employ, but at the same time
their employees areallowed to sond outin
quantities not ouly harmless drugs but
deadly poisons in any quantity that may
be asked for by the purchaser. 'There
seems u slight incongruity in this. Surely
if it be considered necessary (and it un.
doubtedly is) that the retailerof drugs,ete.,
should tirst prove himself a competent per-
sonforthe position, thesamenccessity must
existin the case of the wholesale dealers.
But as the law stands at present there is
positively no restriction at all, and the
most dangerous compounds way be hand-
led by assistauts who have not qualified
themselves according to the Quebee Phar-
macy Act. We retail druggists, on the
contrary, have to pay high salaries to our
assistants, who themselves have had to
spend considerable time and money in
qualifying themselves according to law, to
stand behind our counters and I for oune
failto see why the wholesale men ure allow-
to do with impunity that which would
entail a L eavy penalty upon the retailers.
In conclusion, T think that before further
risks «re run or accidents happen, it
might be as well for the Pharmaceutical
Association to look into this matter and
if possible have the laws in these respects
amended, for unmerited blame frequently
fulls upon the competent retailer through
the acts of the incompetent employees of
the wholesalers,”

The author hns prepared the following
paper entively in his private capacity, yot
with & due sense of the responsibility in-
volved by his position as the appointed
editor of the next pharmacopewin. It is
written with a threefold object.  TFirst, of
acquainting pharmacists and  others in
Great Britain, Treland, the Colonies and
Iudia, with the nature of some proposed
alterations of the pharmacopwin which
have recently been considered by the
General Medieal Council.  Sceondly with
a desire to encourago phurmacists to con-
tinue to work at pharmaceutical research-
s bearing on the pharmacopaein by show-
ing them (a) how their past researches
have assisted the Bditors of former phac-
macopeeias and the Fditor of the Adden-
dum of 1890; (4) how such researches,
condensed by the Anuual Reporter on the
pharmacopwia have been accepted and act-
vd on by the Medieal Council ; and (¢) how
these nnd similur rescarches in the imme-
diate future will maintain that conjunc-
tion of medical with phavmaceutical work
which is on all sides admitted to be of
benelit both to medicine and to pharmacy
“Thirdly, it is written to invoke the aid of
medical, chemical, botanical, and pharma
ceutienl friends, both at home and abroad
m what must, in uny case, be prolonged
and arduous editorial lnbor. The whole
paper must be regarded as treating of
what is more or less tentative, and subject
to the future views and action of the
Medical Council and of the Pharmaco-
peeia Committee  This much being re-
membered by readers, tho author will not
be accused of writing prematurely, but
will it is to be hoped, bo credited with the
simple desire to awaken interest in, and
facilitate con sideration of. . » important a
subject.

The British Pharmacopwia s produced
under the Medical Acts of 1858 and 1862,
the duty of providing for its compilution,
and of deciding as to the necessity for,
and the date of, any fresh edition, being
placed by the legislature on the General
Council of Medical Education and Regis.
tration of the United Kingdom. Vor
such initiation, a medical body is clearly
the most fit, especially when the actual
compilation is carried out by pharmaceu-
tical, in addition to medicul experts.

The current pharmacopain is n conden-
sation of the prior phurmacopein of the
three countries, namely, the London Phar
macopeeia (1618, 1650, 1677, 1721, 1746,
1788, 1809, 1824, 1836, 1851), the Edin-

Pharmacopwin (1861, 1867, 1885, and

Now, my conception of a ttus British
Pharmacopwein has always been what, for
convenicnce of description and discussion,
wuy bo termed an fmperial British Phar.
macopeein ; n work which, while being
strictfy conservitive yot proporly reflect
ing tho science of the time, should be ns
useful in the remotest corner of the
Queen’s dotnions us 1 the centre of
London; »n mational medicine bovk of
which, as of the empire, it might be said,
but without boasting and as simply ex-
pressive of its sileut never-ending useful-
ness, “the sun never sets on its might.”
In 1886 that counceptinn ripened. 'the
present pharmacopeein had been published
n the autamn of 1883, and one year after
tho editorial duties of himself und hiscol-
leagues, Professors Redwood and Bentley,
had TN, the writer was requested by
the Phariiacopwin Committeo of the Med-
ical Council to advise the Council «s to
any procedure that might be desirable to
sccure sutisfactory future vevisions,  The
veply to this vequest, duted November Ist,
1880, was printed and circulated amongst
the members of the Council, and, it may
be added, has been acted on, in its entite.
ty. by the Council. It was two-fold, and
related (a) to the oflicial recognition of
pharmaceutical research § (b) to imperinl
extension.  {t is necessary to deal with
the former of these two subjects before
reverting to the latter.

The first (@) of the * vo suggestions
whereby the due pharmaceutical efliciency
of the next British Pharmacopwia wight
reasonably be expected to be promoted
was, that aunually there should be pre.
pared for and presented to the Phavmaco-
peeia Comuittee of the Madical Council a
printed “Leport on the Progress of Planr-
maey in its Relation to the Fature Re-
vision of the British Pharmacopwin of
1885 ;” that is to say, a report on any
aund cvery original rescarch, or published
experiment, or suggestion, relating to any
ouc of the thousand or so articles, or see-
tions, or monographs, of the pharmaco.
paa (the number is now (1891) 1,003, if
the Appendix and Addendum be includ-
ed), or on the arrangement ov classifica-
tion of tha contents of the volume, or on
its nomenelatare, systems of weights and
measures, and s0 on ; the report to include
the reporter’s own views, and his com-
ments on suggested omissions, additions,
or alterations, The writer had the honor
of being appointed the Reporter, and bhis
seven anvual reports bave been acecepted
and printed by the Medical Council from
year to year. The first, for 1886, cover-
ed rather more than one year, namely,
frow the date of publication of the phae-
macopaeiia in September, 1884, to the end
of December, 1886, The cighth, for 1503,
will be Ppreseuted at the approaching
spring meeting of the Couneil i May,
1891, The arrangement of the contents
of the reports 1s alphabetical, hike that of
the pharmacopwia itself, hence future ref-
erence will be easy ; especially if, as may
be hoped, there should be added, in due

time, a single general index to sl the re-
ports issued during the life ot the present
vdition of the phnrscopwin.  Fuch parn
graph of ench veport has full referenco to
the volume and page of the weekly jour-
unl containing the original research, ex
pueriment, or suggestion.  Tn twany cases
subjects havo not been rvepotted at the
year's end, but when the papers upon
them or tho correspotdence  respecting
them hasve been ore ot liss Lotuploted,
A stock of these aunual tepurts has buen
retained at the oftices of the Medical
Council  suilicient in number for cach
member of futare compiling Commiittees,
medical and pharmaceutical, to bo sup-
plicd with an indexed, interleaved, bouad
set, but insullicient for any further diutei
bution. .\ set, su far, is alicady in the
library of the Pharmaceutical Society in
Loundon, A shmilar set, as far as publish.
ed, is now presented to the library of the
Society in lidinburgh., By this “report-
ing” plan the labors of original workers
will more readily be vecognized, and the
duties of compilers pro tands be facilitatad,
The encouragement thus gisen to phae
macists to continue to wake oviginal phar
maccutical investigativis is obvious. Esver
sinee the pharmacists of the kingdom were
organizul inte a publiv budy, by the foun
dation, more thau ifty years ago, of the
Pliarmaceutical Socicty of Great Britain,
those metmbers of the wrafl, whether pupil,
assistant, or principnl, wuo possessed the
necessury powers of accurate observation,
reflection anddeseription, and the necessary
educational fraining as distinguished from
the ephomeral results of “preparation for
exawmination,” have, in fuet, published such
investigations , mnging from the humblest
“note” to the most advanced *‘research,”
the outcome of personal cost and eflort or
of conjoint funds and labors of socictivs,
as ved at meetings of the students’ asso-
cistions, assistants associations, awl prin
cipals’ associations, in London, in Edin
burgh, aud in the leading provineial towns,
or at the annual mectings of the British
Pliarmaceutica! Couference, or as other
wise published.  Sucl resvirches huve
sometimes been sulely chomical, oecasion
ally solely botanical, rarely solely physi
cal, now and then solely mcchanical,
though always boaring ou phannacy, bat
the geeat majonity have buen of that con
Jjoint and definite nature that ean only bo
characterised propeddy as “pharmacenti
cal,” While they bave, as o whole, worthily
reflected the sciences on which pharmacy
is founded. Aud the ftirst British Phar
acopoein, issued in 1864, did contain
more widence than was aflurded by the
previous three separate pharmncopocias,
of such original work by pharmacists.
But it scemed, at the tune, that the next
revision of that book might still better
vepresent  the  advancement  made in
pharmaceutical tescarch sinee the Phar
maccutical Socivty bad hocn eataldished,
and since the provious Edinbuargh Phar
tacopucia had ban dssedd,  aad still
bettor retleet the increased activity of
original workers during the then recont
years of the Society’s life  (he thirteen
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years since the presious Dablin and
London Pharmacopoeins had been issued.
the writer, therefore, in 1864, as one of
the professovial statt of the Pharniceutieal
Society, delivired two lectures before the
Society “On the Relation of the British
Pharmacoporins to Pharmacology.™  Ths
collengue, Professor Redwood, also gave
two similar lectures, “On the Chemieal
and  Galenienl Processes aund Prepura
tions;” and  his colleague, Professor
Beatley, two “On the Organic Materia
Medica of the Pharmacopocia.” The six
lectures, all delivered by request of the
Council of the Society, were reported
verbatim, and will be found in the
Pharmaceutical Journd, 2ad ser., vol. v.,
pp. 106, 116, 164, 479, 561, 62%. and in
vol. vi, page 7. Tu due time the Medical
Council ordered 2 new Dritish Pharma
copoeia to be prepared “under the direc-
tion of a Committee,” of which Sir
Richard Quain, who had recently joined
the Council, was Honorary Secretary, and
“by Professor Redwood, of the Pharma
ceutical Society, and Me. Warington, of
Apothecaries’ Hall.”  This sceond edition
of the pharmacopocia was issued in 1867,
the preface stating, in veference to the
first edition, which bad successfully fused
the three Pharinacopoein of London,
Tdinburgh, and Dublin into one, “the
important work of amalgamation having
been  effected, and national diflerences
reconciled, in some eases at the cost of
mutual coucession, it has been thought
desirable, in preparing a new  cdition, to
submit the work to a general revision,
with the view of removing any defects
thut might be discovered, and of supply-
ing ascertained deficiencies.” The resuit
was  satisfucrory.  Sir Richard Quain
threw himself into the task of general
direction  with characteristic  energy,
which has increased in cffeet as he ad
venced from the Sccretaryship to  the
Chairmanship of the TPharmacopocia
Committee and, now, to the Presidentship
of the Council. The labors of original
pharmaccutical olservers and investi
gators were appreciated and utilized. The
sae statement may be made, the writer
ventures to hope, as regards the third
edition of the pharmacopwia, issued 18
years afterwards, in 1885, in the produc
tion of which, Mr. Warington having
diced, Professor Redwood’s two colleagues

nawmely, Professor Bentley and myself
—were editoiialiy conjoined.  No worthy
pharmaceutical investigation, yreat or
small, was knowingly omitted from von
sideration in the compilation of the 1885
pharmacopaia. That work was, as the
writer stuted when defending it in De
cember, 1885, against  certain  critics
whom he regarded, rightly or wrongly,
as somewhat unwisely hostile (Pharma
erutical Jonraal, 3ed sev vol. xvi, gp.
465 t0 472)  wag, he said, ns regands its
pharmacy  “the pharmacists’ own phar
macopevia,” and, further, in reference to
the galenical forsnule as n whole, that the
bulk “is already Iargely constructed by
phannacists; it is they who have supplied
the chicf pharmnceutical waterinls of the

cdifice, their own pharmaceutical experts
beivg cmployed to put those and other
materials together.”

Bat the free and full recognition of
pharmacentical research by the Medical
Council is still more obvious in the 1890
Addendum to the present phavmacopocia,
The labors of pharmacists at original
investigation had becomo very important.
1t was only necessary, with the ever
ready aid of Sir Richard Quuin, to draw
the attention of the Pharmacopeein Com-
mittee of the Medical Council to those
lnbors, for a request to be sent to the
Councit of the Pharmaceutical Socicty
for pharmaceutical help in the compilation
of the Addendum. (See J%armacentical
Journal, 3rd ser., vol. xx., pp. 134 and
1009.) The result is seen on page 7 of
the Addendum, where appear not ouly
the names of the members of the Pharma.
copocia Committee of the Medical Coun-
cil but also those of a Pharwaccutical
Pharmacopoeian Comnmittce who were
responsible to the former comniittee for
the production of the practical pharmucy
of the Addendum. 1lere stands cvidence
before all the world, not alone of the
union of medicine with pharmacy, for
that already existed, but of the liberal
rceognition of that union by the Medical
Couucil, recognitivn desired by the lead-
ing speakers and workers of the Pharwa-
ceutical Society for fifty years, and a
fitting inaugural cvent for its Jubilec
The writer’s pride wili be pardoned, even
though his modesty be questioned, if he
here reproduce two paragraphs from the
veport of the Pharmocopoein Committee
adopted by the Medical Council on No-
vember 29th, 1890 —*The Counnittee
recommends that the best thanks of the
Medical Council! be presented to the
Council of the Pharmaccutical Socicty of
Great Britain for the valuable assistance
rendered.” “The Committee view with
satisfaction this conjunction of medical
and pharmaceutical work in the produc-
tion of the present extension of the
pharnacopocia, # combination that can-
not but be productive of future, as wellns
immedinte, benefit both to medicine and
to pharmacy. To the Annual Reporter
on the Pharmacopocia to the Medical
Council, ’rofessor Attficld, must be ac-
corded the credit of initiating and organ-
zing this desirable union.”  (Sharmacen-
tical Jaurnal, 3rd ser., vol. xa\i, yu 523,)
That Reporter is of course gratificd at his
success, but what he desires to ciwphasize
just now is that the union was really the
result of pharmacists’ prosecution of
pharmaceutical research.

The forecast of future benefit was soon
Justiicd —aawely, three years afterwards.
For within the past few months, on De-
comber 4th, 1893, the Medical Council
adopted the recommendation to invite the
Pharmaceutical Society to help in the
compilation, not of a comparatively small
Addendum, but of a new edition of the
British Pharmacopocir. {1d: Appendix.)
"This flattering invitation coming dircct
from the Medical Counctl, it follows that
the Medical Compiling Committec which

will, with the help of the medical authori.
ties and thetr medieal experts throughout
the kingdow, decide ou what additions
they would recommend to be wada to the
present Pharmacopoein, and the Pharma.
ceutical Compiling Committee which will,
tuter se and with other expert aid, decide
on the best formlae, &c., for theadditions,
will be on that satisfactory footing that
apparently leaves little or nothing to be
desired in the iuterests of medical practi-
tioners, phurmavists, and the public
Pharmacists are governed by the phar-
macopocia ; they will now, as a result cf
their pharmaceutical research work, aund
through their plarmuceutical representa.
tives, have a voice in its pharmaccutical
construction. lfere then is encourage-
ment to phatnacists to continue to work
at pharmaceutical investigation, encour-
agement ample and libera), and coming
from the highest constituted authority.

To revert now to the question of ex-
tending the area uf usefulness of our great
national “Book of Medicines.”

The opportanity of agsin considering
the idex of possibly extending the useful-
ness of the pharmacopocia was afforded
by & communication which camo before
the Medical Council at the meeting on
May 28th, 1892, from the Government of
India, in effcet, recommending “'the owis-
sion, in due time, of the almost useless
and very expensive safiron from the phar-
macopoceis, and a substitution, in India,
of an indigenous oil for olive oil in the
preparation of ocintments, plasters and
liniments.” The Surgeou-General with
the government of India thought “that
this principle of excluding useless aud
expensive gredients might be carried
further and extended to the general drug
Yist, as he comsidered, for example, that
oil of lavender in camphor Eniment, and
oil of cajuput in croten liniment were
uscless and costly additions.”

The sccond (&) of the writer's two sug-
gestions of November 1st, 1836, to the
Medical Council respecting the procedure
necessary  for promoting the increased
cfliciency of the next DBritish Pharwa-
copocin, namely that of imperial exten-
sion, was, therefore, once more brought
before the Pharmacopocin Committe: on
May 25th, 1893, in the following terms,
again raising the question in the words of
the letter of 1886:—“The question as to
whether or not any changes—and, if any,
what changes—can be effected in @ futurg
British Pharmacopoviz to better adapt it
to Colonial requircments, or, in other
words, the requirements of all the more
distant. parts of the British Empire.  To-
wards that object the Council passed the
following resolution:—*That the Pharma-
copocia Committee be anthorized to enter
into correspondence, through the Privy
Council, with the Tadia Oflice, and the
Colonianl Office, with a view to ascertain.
ing in what degree, 1if any, the British
Pharmacoposia can be better fitted than
at present to mecet Tudian and Colonial
requirements as regards important natural
drugs and pharmaceutical preparations.”
Tu the following October letters were
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written to the Privy Counal Ly the
President of the Medieal Counarl.  These
have been published in 7%he Phermaceuts-
cal Journal, vol. lisi., pp. 470 to 472 (vude
wlso Appendix.) A very large number of
the copies of the letters were distributed
m November last by the Tudin Oftice and
the Colomal Oftice, for use by the Medi-
cal and Pharmuceutical Authorities n
India and the Colomes. This action was
vegarded by the Council as the fivst step
towards the issue of another Burtish
Pharmacopocit—whenever that wmay be,
in view of the time that must be occupied
by the many and repeated communren-
tions with even the most distant parts of
the empire.  Tun short, the Council form-
ally ordered the preparation of the work,
and did the writer the houor of appoint-
ing hun editor.

That much, and that much only, has
been settled.  Whatever 1s smd or doue
by medicial practitioners and by pharma-
cists, at home or abroad, as the outcome
of what is stated 1 this paper respecting
the next edition of the British Phavma-
copocia, must be regarded as tentative
and subject to the future wviews and
action of the Medical Council, as stated
already. So far as action has gone at
present we may perhaps interpret the at-
titude of the Council n tins matter,
towards the Colonies and Tndia, to be, not
one of desire to produce an Imperal
Pharmacopoein, and of request for :ud n
carrying out such a desire, but rather of
willingness to make the British Pharma-
copoerr more useful than at present, both
broadly and 1 all detasls, if 1t 15 not
already sufiiciently uscful, whether m
India or in any one of our Colomies. The
Medical Council has aiready stated, in the
two letters veferred to, that all sugges-
tions shall receive the best and fullest
consideration. They may be sent to the
oftices of the Council, addressed to the
Registiar, 299 Oxford streety London, W.

As to the form which proposed Colonial
and Indian additions, alterations, or onns-
sions might take, the Medical Council has
directed as follows:—“Each suggestion
should be as detmlod as possible, and cach
hst of suggestions as complcte as pos-
sible.” Tt may be risky to venture on
advice to distant friends, but, for exam-
ple, i the wsertion of 2 new natural raw
drug or article of maternia metica s de-
sired by wmodieal practitioners, & pam-
graph respecting it might be drawn up n
the general form of sumiar existing
paragraphs in the pharmacopomr, and
then might follow facte nud reasons n
support of the suggestion.  Auy desived
‘pharmaccutical preparations of the drag
might then be meationed.  Formulae for
the prepaeations of the snid deag would
be drawa up by persons having adequate
pharmnceutionl kaowiedge, and be i a
form to fit thewm for 1nsertion amongst the
similar  existing ofwcial  formuler  for
exuracts, himiments, cinlments, pils, tine-
tures, &c., phacaceutieni fncts awnd
ronsons for inserlion thon following, New
definite chemical substances might have
similar literary toatwent.  Praposed new

preparations of old vegetable or minoral
articles of the matorin mediva might be
simlarly presented for cousideration.
Adjustiments of strength or potency of
existing preparations will not be diflicult
m o pharwacopocin which is  already
largely an anmlzamation of three phatma
copocins, but there must be reasonable
congession  when  important  percentag
alterations are suggested and rewsonable
vespect for the status gae.  Similar re-
marks apply to the omission of any
existing mgredicat of # formuln or the
mclusion of & new jugredient.  The total
omission of a drug from the present phar
macopouia will not be suggested without
the most careful consideration by the
medical authotities making the sugges
tion. Opnions on  watters having
broader bearings than the foregoing prob-
.ably will be welcomed, but will neces
satily merge o subjects to be discassed
in their gencral imperial relationships
rather than from a local standpoint.

To turn now to the discussion of the
chnracter of the next British Pharma-
copotin 1 it bowe cditorial aspocts, a
discussion which it is intended that this
paper shall initinte; all views, it may be
stated onee wmore, of course boiug subject
absolutely to the controlling voice of the
Medical Council and the Pharmacopocia
Committee.

Ciearly it would bu unwise teo alter
the nomenclature of the present phatmia-
copocta in any important respucl.  Tu b
recently 1ssned  Pharmacopocia of the
United States, the Latin nomenclatues. of
the previous cdition is retained whils
there 1s a half and-half alteration of the
Baghsh nomenclature.  Tor  instance,
Magnssie Swiphas and  Linctra Opti ap
pear in that old dress which, let us hope,
they will long vetain. While, however,
ander the leading title Ziwnctura Opic
there appears the leading English  titde
Tnoture of Opwim, which also is a traus
lation, under the leading  Latin  title
Maguesis Suiphas, there appears, not the
translation of those wouds, uamely, Sal
prhate of Angnesiron, but, 1 a siugle line
1 type of Egyptian blackuess, Hugiesiron
Sudphate, andso on with the whole of the
galenical and the chemicel nowmenclatare.
Here is a sacninee of the advantages of
translation and of litorary clegance to
mere “ap toate” chemistry and its will
o’-the wisp nomenclature. Scientitic chew-
15ts clnam the right to alter their vicws of
the chenieal constitution of inatter as
often a- may be desimable, to substitute
one cruteh, or rather hatpeg: of hypothe.
sis or theory for another whenever the
advancing strides of theic science may
render such a course axpodiont; to chauge

The writer's views respeeting officinl
synonyws, suore cspecial'y those which
tend to remove ditficaltior and uncertain-
tics rospocting the cowmpesition of what
may be terined household remudics, have
Luea st forth in the pharnmccutical
press, aud so far have bees strongly sup-
ported.  The Phlarwaseutioal Pharma-
coporia Commitler may b trusted to gire
a practical outcom: to the watter  The
subjoct is wide in ftscli and in ite
beatings, but i, perhaps, fairly focussed
in the Reports for 1887, 1888, 1888, and
1890.

In the
Your Buok of Pharmve, 1856, po 498,
will be found A «criex of formulan for
oflicial figaors, i which 1 pact by weight
of active principle s contained in 100
similar parts by measare  for example,
! ounee of areraic in 190 flaid ounces of
solution, or 1 grain in 192 flaid graine.
In the technical language of pharmscy
these are true ! per eent solations™
becwse of the implid practice, which
never need  he abandin d - namely,
“golids by weight, lojuids by measure.”
Where the words “onc per cent.” are aot
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qualiticd by something expressed, some-
thing understood, or an implied practice,
then, of course, the words “one” and “per
cent.” must, by the ordinary laws of
Jaunguage and logic, apply to the samo
thing or condition and not to dissimilar
things or conditions. A solution contain.
ing 1 geain in 100 winims is scarcely an
cqually technically true one per cent.
solution, and certainly not an equally
stmple tedhmieal one per cent. solution.
The writer must not yet express a decided
opinion on the question of the abolition
of the minim.

But a still more important question 1¢
lating to ofticial weights and measures is
the growing demands en our attention of
the metric decimal system.  This is now
practically the sole system in the United
States pharmacopocia. Our colonists in
Canada must largely use that pharma.
copoeia; and it way be expedient to give
them oflicial formulae on the metric sys-
tem. We must, of course, assume that
the medical practitioners and pharmacists
of the old country, at least, would not at
present accept a pharmacopocia on the
metric system alone. Canmot those mono-
graphs of ocur current pharmacopocia
which include weights and incasures on
the imperial system, Le foliowed in cvery
case by formulae on the metiic system?
Sometimes it will only be necssay to
repeat the lines containing the quantities,
the dircctions applying to cither system;
sometimes the directions will admit of
adaptation to cither system. somctimes
the parsgraphs of dircctions in terms of
the imperinl system will also have to be
repeated in terns of the metric system.
The book need not beincreased materially
in size by such an extension of wmtter,
for the “spacing,” at least, might be Jess
liberal than at present. It is not now
desirable further to center on this ques
tion, for necessarily it must be fully dis-
cussed in the Cclonies and Tndisx, and
afterwards at liome.

Colonial and Indian addifions to the
pharuacopoein  have been  wentioned.
Considering the activity cxhbibited in the
scarch for and in the making public of
new drugs during the past twenty years,
additious of many really new drugs can-
not be expected.  The question of home
additions is Tmportant for medical con-
sideration, but is one on which pharma.
cists may be able to supply some inform-
ation to medical authoritics in regard to
the frequency or infrequency with which
the more firmly established “new reme-
dics” am prescribed.  Here attention may
drawn to the following pamgraph in the
preface of the new Pharmacopotia of the
United States:—“In accordance with the
positive instructions of the Convention,
those of the new synthetic remedies
which cannot be produced otherwise than
under patented processes, or which are
protected by proprictary rights, were not
admitted into the pharmacopocia.”

Tt would Lo outside the scope of this
paper to touch an the guestions of Lo-
tanical nomenclature ; general mechanical
processes; how far the pharmnacopocia way

be made more, or less, an undergraduate’s
book than at present, that is (o say,
whether or not, for exawmple, explunations
of tests should Lie included, and, on the
other hand, whether or not most of the
descriptive sentences at the counmence-
ment of the sections or monographs should
be excluded; nor to consider any general
rules relating to the limits of demiand of
purity of articles.

Still less ean now be considered  the
details respecting any particular article or
monograph of the pharmacopocis.

The extrewely important subject of
pharmacologival rescarch on the medical
side, the subject on which the question of
additions to or omissions from the phae-
macopovix should largely depend, has not
been touched in the paper. Such re.
scarch, by mauy workers, 15 much needed.

The younger workers at original phar-
maceutical investigation will not accuse
the writer of merging editor in professor,
nor the older of merging editor in ve-
porter, if he ventures to beg them {o
continue to experiment—expetiment- -
experiment, There is dignity as well as
definiteness in the wards “pharmacentical
research;” and it is on accurate pharma.
ceutical research, properly so called, from
a simple observation to an claborate in-
vestigation, far wmore than on striclly
chiemical, phiysical, or botanical research,
that the position which pharmacists have
won for themselves in the production of
the pharmaceutical portion of our phar-
macopocia can be maintained, it is on
published  accurate  pharmaceutical, re-
search in the miin, that the pharmaceu-
tical basis of future Tmperial British
Pharmacopocias can be constructed satis-
factorily.

Postscript —The decision Ly the Medi.
eal Couucil to entertain the plan of giving
the British Pharmacopocin an imperial
charzcter has been welcomed cordially,
not only by those prescut at the meeting
of the members of the Pharmaccuticai
Socicty of Great Dritain, when this paper
was read, but by speakers and writers
represeuting all classes interested in the
project.

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Practical Microscopy, with Meth-
ods and Formulase for
Pharmacists.

——

The increased interest with which path.
ological microscopy is regarded by the
medical profession, espeetally in relation
to bacteriology, is an excellent reasun why
pharmacists  should acquire some know
ledge of the subject. 1t hus frequently
been suggested that phavmacists should
undergo a special course in practical his.
tology and pathology in order to relieve
the physician of the tedious, and conse-
quently irksome duty of ascertaining the
presence or absence of pathogenic organ-
isms or abnormal structures. Suitable
classes are held at most of the medical
colleges aud schools throughout the coun-
try, whilst the pathological departments
of large hospitals are well.equipped, and
much information and expericnce can be
obtained there. The object of the present
paper is to give an outline of methods for
stadents, and some of the principal for-
wlky for the solutions and stains which
pharmacists may be called upon to supply.

THE MICROSCODE.

A good microscope is the necessary ad.
jihet of every pharmacy, whether the
owner be an enthusiast in the subject or
not. Students who have to purchase the
instrument should avoid second- hand
microscopes, uuless by reputed nmkers
and in excellent condition. It will be
found that a 3 inch and $-nch objectives
are ample for most purposes, provided
they hiave good definitions and angles of
aperture about 35° and 110° respectively.
Excelleat instruments-for the purpose are
provided by Swift, Watson & Sons, Baker
and others, for about £10. Tor the ex-
amination of some bacteriv, the use of a
yinch oil-immersion objective is impera-
uve. This may be obtained for an extra
£5 to £5.  The microscope should be fit
ted with a good condenser on the Abbe
wodel, and a double nose-picce is very
useful.  Other necessary npparatus will
comprise a freezing and embedding wicro-
tome, turntable, glass slips and covers, &c.

INJECTING.

It is often advisable to injuct colored
fiuids into the arteries in order to observe
their relation to the tissue generally. ¢
is impossible to briefly describe the meth-
od of injecting stains into blood vessels,
and to properly perform the operation ve-
quires training and considerable practice.
The two principal injection fluids are
prepared as follows : .

Fearnley's Carmine Golatin:.—Carmine
3-grms.; liq. ammon, fort, 6 cc.i”glacinl
acetic acid, G cc. or . s.; gelatine, 7
grms.; water, 80 ce. Sonk the gelatine
in 50 cc. of water for six hours. Rub
the carmine with the amwonia in a mor-
tar, and after two hours transier toa
bottle, and gradually add the acid untii
the color changes to a bright ved.  Melt
the gelutine and add the curmine solution
with conatunt atirring,

Learnley's Prussian Blue Gelatine, - -

Soluble Prussinn Llue, 2 grmns.; gelatine,
7 grwns,; distilled water, 91 ce. Rab the

powderin half the water, and allow to
stand half an hour, when pour oft the
clear solution. Soak tho gelating ns in
the carmine formula, and when melted add
the blue solution gradually with constant
stivring.  Both mmsses should bo made
with best French gelatine, and may be
filtered throngh hot tlanned directly befure
using.

UARDENING AND DECALCIFVING FLUIDS,

Alcohol §s the most largely employed
hardening agent.  The strongest methyla
ted spirit, i.e., GB o. p., is most frequently
used, and the fresh tissue or specimen to
be hardenced is allowed to macerate in it,
changing the spivit daily, for a week or
even longenr.

Ranvier's aleohol is made by .ixing
oue volume of methylated spirit with two
parts of distilled water.

Muller's Fluid, -Bichromate of potas
simm, 2.5 grms.; sulphate of sodium, 1
aem.; water, 100 ce.  Ts very lurgely used
in hospitaly, &c., as particularly suitablo
for macerating large pieces and whole or
gans. Tt must be changea occasionally,
and the maceration required is muwch
longer than with alcohol,  Specimens can
be kept practically indefinitely in it

Kletw's £id —~Chromic acid, 0.2 gewm.,
distilled water, 60 cc. Dissolve and mix
with 30 cc. methylated spirit. To be
made fresh as required. Hardens speci
mens quicker than with Muller's Fluid,
but must Lo changed in the same way.
Specimens  after  thorough hardening,
should be placed in running water for an
hour, then in 2 wmixture of three volumes
of wmethylated spirit and one volume water
for a day or two, and finally kept till 1¢
quired in wethyluted spirit.

. Decaleifying Fluid.—Cirromic acid, 1
grm., distilled water, 200 ce., nitric acid,
2cc. For dissolving the salts of boue,
whilst hardening the matris.

Glycerine Decaleifying Flurd.—ydro.
chloric acid, & cc.; glycerine, % ¢ce.  Ob.
jeets, such as teeth, bone, &c., nre tested
frequently when  mmcerated in these
liquids by means of a needle.  The tluid
is got rid of by well washing with tap
water,

EMBEDDING AND SECTION CUTTING.

The commonest method of embedding
is in carrot. Tt is suitable for timn
tissues, either vegetable or animal, but
very thin sections cannot be cut. TIn
vegetable histology this is of little iw.
portance, as the cells are sonuch larger
than the average animel cell, which, in
the Iatter ease, is still further veduced by
hardening. A cylinder of carrot is cut
by means of a large cork borer to firmiy
fit the well of a Stirling’s or Cole's miceo-
tome.  The cylinder s then sliced into
two hnlies longitudinally, and the tissue
is placed between the semi-circular picees
in n space scraped for it The cylinder is
now presged into the well, zo that the slit
in it poiuts right and lcft of tha operator.

The sop of the microtome is llooded with
methylated spirit, and the raror slowly
worked through the earrot and tissue,
Bylmeans of a serew at the buse of the level
of tho eylinder is generally eairol between
ench slice. The scction is veady for
straiaing and mounting,
Cellivdin, — Hatdened  tissuc is placed
tirst i a miature of aleohol and ether,

and  then o a solution of  Schering’s
celloiding - This is 1aade by dissolting the

celloidin in a wixture of equnl pnrts of
absolute aleohol and ether, A very thin
solution is first used contnining 3 per cent.
of celloidiu, and then a [0 per cent,
solution of the consistence of mucilage.
When removed from these the liguid
speedily  evaporates, leaving o fiim of
celloidin,  This is increased by painting
over the picee of tissuo with more of thoe
thick solution amd allowing the cther to
evaporate.  Scctions are easily cut from
ths, either by clampang in or freediug on
to the microtome, heeping the razor moist
with methylated spirit. The sections may
also be kept inat until cleared for stain
ing, s useful for delicate tissues, &e.

Parafiin embedding 1s useful whoro n
large number of very thin sections are re-
quired, but is troublesome and wvnsatis-
factory compared with other methods,

Freesing in Gum. —The tissue, thor.
oughly washed free from spirit or hard
empg agent, is placed for {2 hours in
a mixture of mucilage acacin threo parts,
simple syrap one part, with 1 per cent.
carbulic actd vt thymol.  With & brush,
place  little gum only on the top of a
freezing wicrotome, such as Catheart’s
and freeze the tissue on.  Then with the
plane iron moistened with water cut off' o
Tump, tirst to barely haif the depth of the
specimen,  1f tirmly frozen, cut sharply
across, raising the level after each stroke
by means of the serew.  Dip the knife
into 2 bowl of water, and shake the cut
tings off. T sections are roquired to be
kept Lefure staning and mounting, they
should be placed in eynal parts of meth.
spirit and water.  Although they have a
tendeney to curl up, yet when teansferved
again to n bowl of water they instantly
oper: out.

STAINING,

The object of staining scections is to
render the structure more distinet and
determine the various parts.  Nuclear
staing, as the name indieates, act upon
the nuelei of cells, Iraving the protoplasm
and cellulose but faintly tinted. The
most uscful nuclear stains are haanatoxy-
lin, carmine and saframine.

Elrlich's ]]-Pm'l(u.ry"ﬂ {Squire’s form).
—IH:ematoxylin 2 grms. , mnmonium car-
honate, U4 grms.; proof spirit, 40 ce.
Dissolve and expose to theaie in ashallow
dish for 21 hours. Make up the volume
to Y ce. with more spirit and add
ammonin alum 2 grms,, dissolved in &0 ce,
distilled waver, glycerin 100 ¢ce,, SV.R,
80 ce. and glacial acetie acid 10 co. ; tilter
The stain is diluted with water and the
section immersed in it for 12 hours, and
afterwards washed with tap wate or
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water contrining w traco  of alkali,
Lithium carbonate dissolved in tap water
is used by some histologists. Excess of
stain may be removed by wuashing in §
per cent. acetic acid solution.  Personally,
I prefer the following method as much
more satisfactory and expeditious : Macer-
ato the section in the undiluted solution
for five minutes in a watch-glass, gently
warming over a flume. Transfer the
section to » {lat dish containing acidulnted
alcohul for a fow seconds (if left too long
the color is washed out), rinsing the
specimen by gentle agitation with a
needle.  Transfer back again to tap water
where it will open out at once, and by
agitation the acid is got vid of. Fimally,
deliydeate in wmethylated spirit before
mounting.

Acid Aleohol.—1lydrochloric acid, 1
cc.; absolute alcohol, 70 cec.; distilled
water, 30 cc.

Lithium Carmine.—Curmine, 2 grins. ;
lithium carbonate, 1.5 grm.; distilled
water 100 cc.  Digest for a few days and
filter. By subsequent use of acid alcohol
only the nuclei are stained, and picric
acid can bo used as counter-stain, or in
ono solution as with picrocarmine,

Licrocarmine.—Curmine, 1 grm.;strong-
er solution of ammonia, 3 cc.; distilled
water, 5 cc.; gently warm to dissolve,
and and 200 cc. of a saturated solution of
picric acid; boil and filter. A drop or
two placed on section itself when on the
glass slip. and gently warmed, gives good
results, care being tuken that tho section
is tloating in thestain,  Ixcessis drained
off and wiped away around tho section,
which is then mounted in  Farrant’s
liquid. Nuclei appear bright red and
tissue yellow.

Safranine, ~Sufranine, 0.5 grm. ; recti-
fied spirit, 20 cc.; distilled water 80 cc.
Is useful for staining intra-cellular struc.
ture. Tt is also a specific stain for amy-
loid degeneration of the kidney, &e., the
amyloid material reacting with an orange
color, the normal tissue being pink.

Methyl Violet.—Nethly violet 0.5 grm.,
glacial acetic acid, 5 ce. ; water to 200 ce.
Allow the section to remain in this stain
for some minutes, wash well with water,
and-mount in Farrant.  Amyloid mater-
ial is colored red, and the rest a bluish
color.

Methylene Blue—Methylenc blue, 0.5
gem. ; rectified spirit, 15 cc.; distilled wa-
ter, 835 ce.  Useful for staining scctions
of brain, spinal cord, &¢. It is also large-
ly employed as # counter-stain in the eox-
amination of bacilli, oras a direct stain of
micrococei, &c.

Methyl,or Todine Green. —Methy!l green,
1 grm. ; rectiticd spirit, 20 cc.; distilled
water, 830 ce.  Thesection is immersed for
a minute in the undiluted stain, washed
with water, and mounted in glycerine or
balsam, Amyloid tissue i3 stained pink,
nuclei blue, glandular structure dark
green, and fibres Lluish green.  Accord-
ing to Squire the arayloid reaction is due

to the presence of methyl vielet in com-
mercinl iodine green,

Eosin.—Tosin, 1 grm. ; rectified spirit,

20 cc. ; distilled water, 80 ce.  An adwire-
uble counter-stain to lwmatoxylin, as it
gives a red background. Tt requires somo
delicate manipulation to obtain good re-
sults. .
Gentian Violet. — Gentinn violet, 0.5
grm. ; rectified spirit, 20 ce. ; distilled wa-
ter, 80 ce.  1s a good nuclear stain, if the
section js afterwards rinsed well in acidu-
lated water.  Also used for bacilli.

Osmic dcid—-1 per cent. solution in
distilled water. Tt is usually recommend.
ed to be kept in the dark, as it is readily
reduced ; but it has been recently shown
that if the distilled water is absolutely
free from organic matter, light does not
affect the solution. It is n specific agent
for staining fut and fatty degencration in
sections, or in the lump.

Jagenta.—Puchsine, 1 grm.; rectified
spirit, 1 ce. ; distilled water, 85 ce. Used
for detection of the comma-bacilli of
Koch, &e.

Ziell-Neolserw’s Mayenta.—Xacisine, 1
grm. ; rectified spirit, 15 ce. ; carbolic acid,
liquefied, 5 cc. ; distilled water to 100 ce.
An excellent stain for tubercle bacilli.
Neelsen’s method is to take the scction
from lung, immerse in weak spirit, and al-
low to stain in the reagent for several
hours; decolorise in 2 per cent. solution
of sulphuric acid in alcohol for 15 minutes,
wash for the smme time in water, courter-
stain in methylene blue for half-a.minute-
again wash in water, dehydrate in abso-
lute alcohol, clear and mount.

Gibles Double Stain. — Fuchsine, 2
grws. ; methylene blue, 1 grm,, mix and
add 3 ce.  Aniline oil dissolved in 13 cc.
of rectilicd spirit, and lastly, 15 cc. of dis-
tilled water.  Is used for cover glass
preparations, where pus, sputum, Lc., are
examined for tubercle Lacilli. The stain
is heated gently and the prepacations im-
mersed for five minutes, washed in methyl-
ated spivit till no more colour is removed,
dry by warming, and wounted in xylol-
balsam.

DERYDRATING AND CLEARING.

Dehiydration of sections which have
been previously stained or vemoved from
water is necessary bLefore mounting in
balsam.  Absolute alcohol is the best
agent, although methylated spirit will
auswer if allowed longer tiine.  The sce-
tion is trunsferred to the gluss slip, and,
if from water, allowed to drain, A few
drops of absolute alcohol are dropped into
the section so that it is covered and floats
in the liquid, and allowed to remain for
five minutes. Jf the section has been
made in celloidin it must not remain more
than twe minutes in absolute alcohol or it
will dissolve a portion. Clearing is usual-
ly eftected by means of clove-oil or cedar-
wood oil.  Cedar wood oil is better than
clove, us the latter removes some of thie
aniline colors. The alcohol is drined ol
from the slido and the arca around the
section earefully wiped. A drop or two

of oil is pluced on the slip close to the
cdgo of the section, and by inclining the
slip is allowed to run under the section,
which it soon saturates, Tt is left for a
few minutes, then deained by iuclining
the slip on to the blotting-paper, and the
aren around the section again wiped clear,
LExcess of 0il may be vemoved finnlly by
gontly dabbing with clean blotting-puper,
MOUNTING.

The best mounting medium is Canada
balsam, which has been  thinned  with
cither xylol or benzol. A drop of xylol
balsam is placed on the section, and &
clean cover glass very gradually lowered
over all.  The proper application of cover
glasses is important, or otherwise air
bubbles will depreciate the value of the
specimen.  One edge of the cover glass
should touch the slip, and a portion of it,
as it is lowered, be covered with the xylol
bulsam. As it is gradually lowered it
will drive the balsam evenly along over
the section and expel all air. They
should be left for a week to set.

Lavrant's Medium is made, by Cole’s
method by dissolving 100 grms. gum
acacia in 200 cc. of cold saturated solu-
tion of arsenious acid and adding 100 cec.
of glycerine.  Tilter bright.  Air bubbles
may be excluded by pressing evenly and
hard upon the cover glass or gently rotat.
ing it. It requires about u fortnight to
sot.

Glycerin Jelly is preferved for botanieal
sections, and the following form, publish-
cd oviginally in the British and Colonial
Drugyist, answers well :—Gelatine, 1 oz ;
water, 6 ozs. ; sonk two hours, and add
glycerine T ozs. and carbolic acid 1 per
cent.  Warm and fiiter whilst hot.

The final stage of mounting is to ring
the cover-gluss with cement. Balsam
mounts alone do not vequire it. White
zinc cement is popular, and should be
followed with a couat of asphalt varnish.
It glycerine occurs in the mount, the
cement should ba preceded by =« ring of
sold size, or marine glue. Tt is doubtful
if it is worth while for the microscopist
or pharmacist to make these, but forinuke
for them have been published already in
the B. & C. D.—B. & C. D. Diary 189/4.

CocaiNe AND Borax 1N Tne PreskNce
or Grycemyx.—The precipitate formed by
borax in an aqueous solution of co.
caine hydrochlorate disappears on tho ad-
dition of glycerin,  This reaction presents
a remarkable phenomenon, on the applica-
tion of heat. The solution becomes tur-
bid, the turbidity appearing first al the
surface, and gradually extending down-
ward, until the entire wass is afiected,
On cooling, the turbidity disappears com-
pletely.  The author (a writer in the Re-
perlovre de P'harmacie), thinks the reaction
may serve for the determination of the
presence of cocaine.  1fe has thus been
able to recognize onc part of cocaine in
1000 purts of a solution of the same.

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Photographic Notes

Development.

Y. % BENNETT

Development, in n photographic sense,
means the art of bringing out and fixing
the latent image in o plate which has re-
ceived an expesure in the camera.

If a plate be examined nfter it has been
exposed, it will be found impossible to
detect that any change has taken place,
There are several theories put forth as the
actual change which does take when a
plate is exposed, a very popular one being
that of an clectrical action being set up,
and to that theory T myself lean.

There aro several developing agents in
use at the present day, the best known of
which are pyrogallic acid, hydroquinone,
and iron. Though the hydroguinone is
comparatively new in the field, it has
already found many admirers,

In both pyrogallic acidand hydroquinone
developers (neither of which teducing
agents alone would develop a plate
satisfactorily), there is added an aceelera
tor, such as carbonate of soda, potash,
sodium hydrate (caustic soda), or ammonia,

Tt is also necessary to haven restrainer,
such as bromide of ammoniun:, or bromide
of potassium, withont which wo should
find great difliculty in bringing a negative
up to the printing density.

There is also another ingredient which
is not absolutely necessary, numely, sul
phite of soda. It ncts slightly as a re
strainer, but it is added to a developer to
prevent the plate being stained. Many
workers, and amoung them a considerable
number of professionals, use little or no
sulphite, preferring the printing quality
of a yellow negative.

If the development be prolonged with
a developer without sulpbite, the stain is
50 bad at times as to make the printing
very slow, but it can be readily removed
in nny ordinary clearing bath:

The following is & simple and cflicient
one:

Saturated solution of (common) nlum 2 ozs,

Tiydrochloric acid .o veeiiiienias 1 02,

Which bath may be used repeatedly
until much discolored.

Tor the production of heautiful-looking
negatives, lantern-slides, transparencics,
opals, bromide paper prints, and enlarge-
ments, the iron or ferrous-oxalate develop-
er is generally used, because of its non-
staining quality. Ttsdrawback for nega-
tive work is the little chance i tgives of
modifying it to correct over and under
cxposure. The following are the propor-
tions :

The above solutions are used in the
proportion, three party of P to onc part

of I. Thus to develop n half-plate pour
into the wmeasure 14 oz of 1, being caveful
to remember to pour the iron into the
potash, not vicr rerse, otherwise the de-
veloper will be at once spoiled.

With a plate which has been correctly
exposed, you wmay bo sure of getting a
clean, sparkling image with tho iron de-
veloper, which may be used again and
agiin uatil its streagth is exhausted.

Tw caso of under exposure, n thing not
unconmmon in England, where the light is
very poor and instantuncous exposures are
made, have at hand a solution of 20 grains
of hyposulphite soda to 1 oz of water,
aund to each ounce of the developer add
from 10 to 20 drops.  You have then one
of the most powerful detail giving de-
volopers known, and you may rest nssured
that the full result of the exposure will
be brought out.  Lhe negative can then
be brought up to proper density by in-
tensifying it with mercury and ammonia.
If, on the other hand, you tind tho pluate
over-exposed and developing too quickly,
have by you a solution of restrainer, 20
grs. of bromide of potassium to 1 oz. of
water, and into each ounce of the de-
veloper put about ) drm,

Negatives produced by iron develop-
ment are crisp, sparkling, full of soft half-
tone, and of olive-green tinge, though they
do not possess, to my way of thinking,
the printing quality of the negative de
veloped with the pyro ammonia developer.

The most generally used, and, in my
humble opinion, the best developer for
negative work isthe pyro-ammonia develop-
er. Tt is capable of modification to alnost
any extent. It is ulso very cheap, recom-
mending itselfstrongly tothe professionals,
and all who desive to sccure the best re-
sults ab the lowest cost.  Above all, it is
a developer which gives a printing quality
to a negative unequalled by any other
mode of development.

Pyro may be used with almost any
alkali, such as carbonate of soda (commen
washing soda), potash, caustic soda, or
annnonia.  The following will be found
to be a thoroughly good working formula
for a pyro-ammonin developer, which has
given good results with every brand of
plates with which T have used it.

Dissolve = ozs. of re-crystallised sulphite
of soda in 12 ozs. of warm water, and
when ‘cold ncutralise with citric acid,
which is done by adding small doses of
the citric acid until there is no change of
colov if a line be drawn upon neutral test
paper : should the test paper turn blue,
more acid must be added, but if red, too
mach acid has been used (which slows the

developing). When cold, add 1 oz of

pyrogallic acid, and Inbel «“Pyro.”

we should get a negative better suited to
the dust-holo than the printing frame,
The dress would be so denso as not to
print at all, while the face would be much
over-printed,

One way of correcting would bo to slight
ly over expose ; that is to expose for the
yellow skin, by which time the white
dress would Lo much over-exposed, nnd,
is every school boy knows, an over-ex-
posed plate, or portion of snme, develops
thinly, o we see that by simple over ex
posing, the contrast to an extent is can
celled,

A Dbetter way Lo correct is in develop
ment thus: commence development with
a rather weak developer, very weak indeed
in pyto and bromide; and here let me
say ewre is nceessary, or ¥V 5 will sesult,
Watch patiently, adding small doses of
the necelerator till all the detail you re-
quite is obtained. The negative will
then be thin all over, which will simply
need to be strengthened up with a dose of
pyro and bromide, so that by simply
keeping back the pyro we can modify the
contrast to almost any extent. One
more way is by using a small stop in the
lens, but for portraiture it is of no use
for two rensong, firstly, that it gives too
much detail to be artistic; secondly, that
it makes the exposure too long.

To produce contrust we slightly under
expose or develop quickly, by keeping.
back the accelerator, and using a develop-
er strong in pyro and bromide.

Tuke, for example, the portrait of a
person with a red shin, yellow or black
dress,  If o full exposure bo given, a flat
result will Le obtained, the person having
the appearance of having been flattened
into the buckground.

To correct the flatness and produce
contrast, slizhtly under-expose, using a
fairly large stop in the lens, and develop
with the developer strong in pyro and
bromide, using a fairdose of the accelerator
at the last moment to bring out the de-
tails,

In speaking of the merits of various
formule, we have a dillicult subject in
hand, as most, if not all, the makers of
dry-plates issue a formula with them best
suited for their development. Some of
them advisen weak developer, while some
agvocite one strong in all its constituents.
For my part T am in favor of a strong de-
veloper handled with eare. I can speak
from practical experience that the 1lford
platesdeveloped with the makers’ formula
will give results that leave nothing to be
desired. T do not for one moment dis-
parage the goods of other plate makers,
but simply wish to say that I am able to
obtain better negatives with the Tifords,
finding them casier to work and capable
of bearing a stronger doeveloper (one
which contains caustic soda) without
frilling or staining.

A simple arrangement T have found of
use when developing very rapid plates is
to cover the developing dish with a sheet
of orange or ruby glass let into a card-
board lid, for any rapid plate, if exposed

for n suflicient length of timo even to a
ruby light, will be affected by it.

After the development has fuirly com
menced, a brighter nght iny be used with
safety. T find it best to work with all
the light obtainable (that is safe), to bLe
ablo to correctly estimate the density.

Makers of ginss bottomed dishes spenk
loudly in their favor, but T have found it
difticult to judge of the density owing to
the darkening of the developer.

In conclusion, | must placo pyro
ammonin as the best negative developer,
and leave iron and hydroguinone (for the
development of bromide papers, opals,
lantern slides, cte) to fight the battle,
giving tho preferenes to the iron develop
er.—Dh. Journal,

Pnoros Tnar YieLh Corons.—At the
last meeting of the Paris Acadewy of
Sciences some colored photographs of the
spectrnm on albumen and bichrommated
gelatin, by M. G. Lippmian, were exhibit-
ed. Tt was stated that albumenised and
gelatinized plates, soaked in bichromate of
potash, may be employed for photograph
ing in colors. They are used like silver
salt plates, being placed so that the mer
cury is in contact with the film. ‘The
colors will appear immediately after im
mersion in water, which devclopes and
also fixes the image. Tt disappears on
drying, but reappears as soon as the plate
is soaked. The colors are very britliant,

and visiblo at all angles, Thow of geln-
tin plates are brought vut by simple
breathing.  "The theory is analagous to
that of silver plates, the masinn and
mimn of interforence producing hygro-
scopic and non-hygroscopic lnyers with
«wrying refractive indices.

AN Lxrraonmyany Levs.  When a
spherteal glass lens was found 1in one of
the tombs of the Pharvavhs, it was looked
upon as, perhape, the most wonderful lens
in existence, though Inter investigations
threw doubt upon the behef that the ob.

Death of Mr. A. W, Ball.

The death of Mr. A. W, Ball at Den.
ver, Colorado, on the 13th Junuary, re-
moves from the register of the Ontario
College of Pharmacy a young man of
bright promise, genial disposition and
strict integrity of principle. With all,
who had the pleasure of his acquaintance,
ho was personally popular. Ilis temper.
ament was of that decisive character
which always lends an impression of
force and cnergy ; and which, when ac
companied by natural gencrous impulse,
inspires oonfidonce, respact and trao re-

gard. For a period of five or six yours
past he battled against physical infiemity;
and, with a determination which knew no
yield, he didn't give in until advised
nbout six wonths ago to seck n southern
clime v the hope that a tendency to con-
sumption might be averted.  Accompani-
ed by his devoted wife he removed to
Denver, where, after a sojourn of five
wonths, he peacefully sank to rest.  His
remaing were brought to Kingston by his
wife for interment in the family burial
plot at Cataraqui.

Me. Ball entered the drug business as
an apprentice with Me. A, ILeach, of
Millbrook, in 1874, remaining with him
afterwards until he graduated in the
spring term of 1885, In the same year
he purchased the drug business of Mr. G,
AL Deovlin, at 1091, Queen-st. west, in
the city of Toronto, and conducted it for
three or four years with marked success.
Tn 1888, he wasappointed to succeed Mr.
J. E. Kennedy as examiner in dispensing
for the Council of the Ontario College of
Pharmacy. Shortly after failing health
induced him to sell out to Mr. O. I, Bots.
ford, and he travelled for a timo represent-
ing Messrs. Lymau, Kunox & Co., Mont-
veal. After regaining his health some-
what li¢ opened n new business at West
Toronto Junction, and, a year or two
later, disposed of it for the same veason
as before. For a timo he cngaged with
Moessrs. Hooper & Co. as manager until
failing health induced him to relinquish
that position also. At a later period he
becamwe manager of the Gladstone Phar-
macy and only gave that up upon being
advised to go South in the hope of recov-
ery.

Iis devotion to his family was a mark-
cd characteristic of his life; and it is un
derstood that insurance and bequests will-
cd to him leave them in  comfortable
circumstances.  Ite married Georgina A,
daughter of James Reid, Esq,, Kingston,
in 1886, and she, with their two sous,
still survives him.

A Substitute for Olive Oil.

The United Cousal at Stuttgart reports
that on account of the great expense and
ditficulty in procuring pure ohve oil for
table purposes, there have been many
attempts made in Germany to praduce
from other substances than the olive, an
oil which, having all the qualitics that
recommend olive oil, could be sold at a
lower price.  Yu Southern Germany, for
some years past, oil has been produced
from the beech-nut:it nas given great
satisfaction, but has not come into general
use, because the production has been
small, and the oil has never been pushed
on the market. One reason why more
has not been done in the production of
beachinut oil bas been the great scarcity
of the nut in certain years. The beech-
nut contains but 22.97 per cent. of oil,
but when the nuts are plentiful, the ease
with which they can be gathered, tho
fact that thoro isuo other expease, oxcept

the pressing, and the good prices that
have been received for the oil, have wmado
the production of the oil very profitable
It is only of Inte that the seeds of
the Linden tree have been used for the
production of the vil.  According to the
report of Dr. C. Muller to the Germau
Botanical Society, this oil has n number
of excellent gualities, which appear to
wake it certain that the seed of the Lin
den tree will hereafter be considered one
of the principal sources for oblaining
tablo oils. The Linden tree isa certain
bearer, so that a large quantity of seeds
may be counted upon each antumu. it
is imaintained that the oil has & peculiarly
fine Hlavor, free from all bitter or aramatic
taste, and that it has the appearance of
olive oil. Tt belongs nlso to the oils which
do not evaporate.  Qil made from Linden
sced will never beconte vancid. It hasno
tency to oxygenate.  TUwill stand n great
degree of cold without freezing, as Dr.
Muller exposed it to 3 below zero with
out noticing any chauge.  Chemist anid

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Estimation of Urlc Acid.

——

The estimation of uric acid in urine is
not an easy task, and good methods for it
are always welcome.  An aceurate and
fairly simple process was rvecently com-
municated to the Royal Society by F. G.
Hopkius, B Sc. of Guy’s lospitul, which
depended on the complete insolubility of
the uric acid in a saturated solution of
ammonium chloride. Messicurs Asthaud
and Butte have just published the follow-
ing method, involving the use of hyposul.
hite of copper.  Ihe process was brought

out somo little while ago, but improve.

ments have been effected in it, so that it
is now as follows: 100 grammes of the
urine are taken, and carbonate of sodn
added to “precipitate the phosphates and
to dissolve any precipitated uricacid. It
is best to operate with warm solutions.
Half of the filtered liquid is taken for the

estimation. The following two solutions
are prepared :
A
Sulphate of copper...... 1484 gre,
Tartaric acid ... ..... traces,
Distilled water ........ 1000 grms.
3
Sodium hyposulphite,.... S0 grans.
Rochelle salts .. ......... 160 «
Distilled water, .. ... .... {1 UV
) traces.

For the estimation, 2 parts of solution
A are mixed with § parts of B, which
gives a solution containing a known

quantity of copper hyposulphite, of which
10 ce. precipitate exactly 2 centigramines
of uric acid. To eflfect the precipitation
50 cc. of the filtered urine are titrated
gradunlly with the copper solution. To
determing the eud reaction, it is necessary
to filter a fow drops cf the mixed liquids
until the point arrives when the filtrate
gives no precipitate with more copper
solution. It isalso important to sce that
no excess of copper has been added.  The
calculation is then simple..—Repertoire.

Aluminum.

Alutninum, when reduced to powder
and mixed with a solution in water of
gum lac, gives a metallic paint which
covers well and may be shaded with ani-
line colors dissolved in water. The solu.
tion of gum.lac is made by bringing to
boiling point a mixture of gum-lac and
borax and an alkali, such as soda or am-
wonia. The solution must contain at
least: from 15 to 20 per cent. of guw-lac.
Auiline colors are added to produce the
shade desired, and aluminum is added in
suflicient quantity to produce a paint
sufficiently fluid for application with a
Lrush. The color is brilliant, very dur-
able and iwpermeable, and may be applied
to wetals, paper, wood and woven materi-
als. It may be rendered supple by
the addition of a small quantity of gly-
cerine,

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The Dpcllne in the Gum-Arablic
Trade and its Lesson.

Thete has long been « saying to the
clficct that no man was absolutely indispen-
sable, no mmttee how much ho might
appear s0.  Thero nover was a man yet
who understood u husiness so well, but
that, if necessity arose, some one else could
bo gotten to fill his place satisfactorily,
and wo may add, that as n usual thing,
when energencies do avise by which such
chauges are rendered necessavy, they ve.
sult in permanent benelits that could have
accrued in no other way, As with men,
s0 with matter, and o striking instance of
the truth of the principle is furnished in
the case of the gum-arabic trade during
the last thirtecen years. The Pharma-
ceutische Post of & receat date, has the
following :

“From the year 1875 to 1880, the nor-
wal prices of gum-arabic ranged, in
Trieste, according to quality, from 635 to
75 Austrian floring per 100 kilograms
(200 pounds), the Gehuiri gum bringing
from 45 to 55 florins. The immense
arrivals of gum from the Soudan, in the
beginuing of 1882, ran prices down to J8.
42 florins for the better class, and from
26 to 30 foring for Gehziri gums.

“The Egyptian insurrection again
brought these prices up some 10 or 15
floring respectively and the immediately
following revolt in the Soudan, and the

. edict forbidding exportation, at once raised
the price of Soudan guws already in
Europe, to 300 florins, and prices con-
tinued to advance until 600 tlorins per 100
kilograms was reached.

“The existing stock was soon exbausted,
even at this price (about $1.50 per pound),
and for a time Europe was absolutely
without gum.arabic, or even of Gebuziri
gum, In 1885.86 the first lot of Gehziri
gum-arrived, via Cassana, but this source
of supply was soon shut off’ by the Italian-
Abyssinian war.

“In 1890 guur-arabic and Gehziri gum
again appeared in the warket, not in very
considerable quantities, but suflicient to
bring the price for the first down to 100-
140 florins, according to class, and the
Iatter to 50-70 flovins.

“In 1892, notwithstanding the impor-
tations were not any more considerable
than in the preceding year, there was a
drop of 20 per cent in prices, and guwns
fell back to the prices of twélve years pre-
viously. The diminution of importation
of all yarieties (Arabic. Gehziri, Senegal,
ete., which in 1881 awmounted to 40,000
quintals, and averaged 30,000 quintals
for years) continucd, and last year but
10,000 quiutals of gum, of all sorts, were
imported.”-

This constant decrease of demand for
gum-arabic is due wainly, and almost
solety, to the discovery of cheaper substi-
tutes for the guni in the arts and indus.
trieg, and .these substitutes have proven
so satisfactory that, notwithstanding the

-preserit Jow prices, there is a-demand for
only10,000°quintals per aunum, of ouly

one quacter of the amount of gum needed
in 1881,  The probability is that had the
searcity, and  consequently  enormously
high prices, not have oceurred, the world
would have continued to use 40,000 or
50,000 quintals per annum, and the effect-
ive substitutes would still buunknown,—-
Nat. Drugyist.

Cod Liver Oil Roport.

Stormy weather has continued to im-
pede the winter fisheries, which may now
be considered nearly ended with  yield
of cud liver oil probably not exceeding one
third of lust year’s production,

The Lofoden fishery has commenced
with peetty satisfactory prospects. Tt is,
lowever, alarming to note, that the livers
are unusually poor. A catch of 600,000
codfish has only yiclded 1330 hektoliters
of livers ngainst last year 1950 hekt.
out of the samne quantity of fish. 1 caleu-
late that it will need 40 millions of cod or
10 willions more than ever caught at Lo
foden to make up o total quantity of cod
liver oil similar to the aggregate yicld in
1893 frowm the Winter & Lofoden fish-
erics.

Tn spite of these facts the foreign im-
porting markets have been slack and T
have heard of sales at GO sh. ¢if, T wish
to see o little more of tho Lofoden fishery
before quoting firw, fuwing if stormy
weather should continue «s hitherto, it
will be impossible to exceute orders at the
above figure.

Tn the meantime T book ovders ut com-
petifors’ prices and will quote firm on en-
quiries by letter or wire,

6.10 minutes, but after  fifteen winutes
becomes so havdened that it can be thrown
on the floor without danger of hreaking.
With this mass the medicament in fine
powder is incorporated.

Cutsrantast is o kind of collodion, in
which the ether and aleohol cployed as
solvents for pyroxylin, are repliced by
methyl atcohol. 1t ditlers from collodion,
in that the solvent evaporates more slow-
ly, and in forming & transparent tilm,
which allows the part it protects to be
seen and the progress of the treatment
followed. An elustic cristalline can be
oLtained by adding 20 gm. cristalline to o
am. castor oil and 10 g, Cannda turpen-
tine,  Cristalline dissolves pyrogallic and
salicylic acids,chrysarobin and other medic-
aments.  The only disadvantage of its use

ANTiseasMINE s a remedy formed by
the combination of one molecule of the
sodium compound of narceine and three
molecules of sodium salicylate. Tt con-
tains 50 per cent. of narceine. Tt is a
white. slightly hygroscopic powder casily
soluble in water.  Exposed to the air it
deposits narceine, owing to the absorplion
of carbonic acid with the formation of
sodium carbonate in which narccine is
very insoluble.—~Jowrnal de Pharmacie
Anvers.

In pills containing ereasote, according
to a correspondent of the Pharm. st
the creasote should be thoroughly mixed
with twice its weight in powdered lig-
orice root, and then adding sullicient
glycerin until the desired consistency
is reached.

Cod Liver Oil Report.

FROM JOI, RYE HOLMBOR.

Tromsoe, Norway, Feb, 21st, 1894.

Reports from Lofoden are very dis-
couraging. Tt appears we are stepping
into a period of small fish with lean livers
and as a matter of coursc = fall off'in the
yield of cod liver oil—similar to what last
happened in the years 1383 and 1884,
when prices rose to an enormous height,

Up to date there have been caught at
Lofoden 3 millions fish yielding 1330
hektoliters cod liver oil besides 3170 hekt.
livers for the production of cold drawn
oils, The corresponding figures last year
were 2,900,000 fish, 1914 hekt. cod liver
oil and 4842 hekt. livers, showing a de-
cline in the yield of livers and the fatness
of the same of about 30 per cent.

Stormy weather is still prevailing on
the grounds and fish appear to be scarce.

Prices have risen considerably during
the Iast fortnight and a further rise must
be expected. . .

My last sales have been effected at 66
sh. but this price can hardly be maintain-
ed. Sccing the probability of the next re-
ports causing a further considerable risc,
I dare not quote firm today, but beg my
customers will please to wiro their wants,
when T shall promptly quoto firm by tele-
graph. . .
