$52,307.00. 'This is nearly $10,000 more than
was raised the provious year, Suionteen years
ago they raised $1,200.  They bave raised since
their organization ( eigbteon years ago)
£351,000. What n grand work is this. DMay
their wonderful growth continue,

The 15th annual mesting of the Christian
Miusionary Scciety of Maryland, Delaware and
District of Columbia was held in Wazhington
October 11-13, Sister Graybie! was thore and
delivered two addresses. Reports showed 20
churches and missious; additions 480; mem-
bership 2,885. £3,714 was raised for Home
and Foreign Missions. Fifteen years ago they
had 8 churches and missions, 1,400 members,
and raised $300.00 for missions, It issaid that
mneh of this progress is due to the missionary
society and could have veon accomplished in no
other way.

The Kansas Missionary Convention met at
Kansas City, October 1st.  Report said, « The
past year has been the most successful in the
history of the State Missions, the result being:
12 churches organized; 2,500 additions; and 28
preachers located.

The Georgin Missionary Convention opened
Soptember 20th at Atlanta. It was the Jurgest
delegation, the most beneficiul meeting evor
held m that State. Between two and cJhree
thousand dollurs were raised for howe missions
with good prospects for more. Bro. T, IL
Blenus was elected president, He mado a
strong address on “ The need of an educated
ministry.”

Bro, Romig writes in the Standard, “In
June I held a meeting at Salina, 25 added; in
July at Herington, 13 added, and raised $1,850
for land and building; iu Aygust in South
Wicbita, 14 added; and now at Burrton, 31
added in two weeks, good prospects for wore.”
Glad to know of Bro. Romig’s success.

At the Missouri State meeting the secretary
reported, ** At ton meetings Leld during the year
there were over 2,000 additions, The nef
increase reported for the state is 7,282,
Adding this to last year's membership we have
a total of 122,739. Net gain in churches 46,
making 1,300. Net gaic iv Sunday schools
105, making 1,000. Net gain in church build-
ings 52, making 875, Net gain in preachers
62, making 693,” This is a marvelous growth
and no doubt will continue. We ought to
rewember that there was & time in thut state
when tho Disciples were no stronger than they
are in these provinces toduy. If they have
grown so strong why can't we do o We have
the same grand plea for union. Tet us continue
to labor, and God will give the increase in due
time.

Attention is called to the amount received
from Letete. We hope that all our churches
will follow this good example. They have no
preacher, but they aré willing to help others
ha<oons,

Bro. Devoe reports in reference to the work
at Gulliver’s Cove: ¢ I have labored two weeks,
result: house dedicated, cotumunion established,
one reclaimed, and six baptized wore given the

-

right-hand of fellowship, a grand interest waos
awakened.,” This {s good bews, and shoull
encourago us sll to greater effurtin the Master's
cause, JRemember there is about S130 debt on
tho house at Uulliver’s Cove which has been
assumed by one brother, He is trusting and
praying thatv the Lord will open the hearts of
His people so that they will send bim the means
| to pay this debt, Wo believe that his prayers
will be answered by God’s peoplo bLecause thoy
read, ¢ Therefore to him that knoweth to do
good and doeth it not, to him it is sin.”  You
know the needs of this earnest little band of
Disciples. Do not delay but lift this burden
and thus strongthen them for better work in the
causo you love.

Last year by tho faithful preaching of the
gospel sustained by the Howme Mission Fuud
there woro sixteen added to the churches. T'wo
months of this year have not yet passed and
sixteon have beon added already.

Of late P. E, I
hes raised aboat $100 for this work, It is
only neccssary that this subject be brought
Lefore our brethven, as Bros. Crawford and
Weaver are doing, to meet with a ready response,
Our peoplo do not love the Lord or the souls of
men less than others who are doing a greater
work than we in sending the Word of Ged into
heathen Jands.

REPORT OF FOREIGN MISSION WORK,

Dear sisters of the Maritime Provinces

As you aro aware our society is but oue year old,
but notwithstanding this fact ut the time of writing
this, the first annual report, it ig guite strong and
vigorous, At the time of its organization our
mothods of work and plans-for the future were very
indefinite. A numbor of the sisters had felt for
some time that this work was calling for the assist-
anco of every follower of Christ, and they were
desirous of having a part in this work of bringing
souls from the darkness of heathenism into the
glorious relationship of children of God, But
without organized effort it was impossible to do the
good that wo otherwise might.

And s0 bolioving that God was willing to use our
weak offorts, and trusting Him to lead us, we tcok
up the work and through the year have been learn-
ing His will.

He has been loading thie way and we have been
striving to follow, until now wo have a definite
object and definite plans. A deep interest has beon
swakoned and the prospects for the future are
bright and encouraging.

Immediately after our organizativn, as was ro-
quested, the secrotary corresponded with Bro,
Smith, of Japan, and with the O. O. W, B. M.,
with the result that tho officers of this society
decided that we should unite with the Ontario
sisters in sending a sister to Japan, whe should be
the Tanadian Christian Women's Missionary.

Your aecretary also corresponded with the differ-
ont churches in theso Maritimo Provinces, and
endeavored vo iwmpress upon them tho importance
of this work, asking their assistance in our under-
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taking. Thirteen bhavo responded in a mannor
that has filled our hearts with gladness and thanks-
giving, the amount collected during the yoar being
much greator than we had dared to bope it would
be. Surely the Lord is working with. us,

Later a talented, conseorated young sistor, dMary
M. Rioch, of Hamilton, Ont., ofiered horself as
our migsionary, was accopted aud is mow abo-it
leaving her homo and friends aud all that is dear
to us in this homo land, that she may go to far off
Japan to tell the wondrous stury of the Christ who
died for them.

May we pray unceasingly that God’s choisest
blessings will rest upon her, and that many souls
may bo won to Christ through her efforts. And
whilo mc pray let us work, that she may roceive
the support that will bo needed. A responsihility
is raeting upon each sister in Canada. Shall we
not discharge this responeibility faithfnlly, thanvk-
ing God that there is a homeside to the foreign
work in which we can all have a sharo. Sister
Rioch's salary will be 8600.00 per ycar, but outfit
and travelling oxpensos will make the cost about
£1,000, for the first year. As yot only $600 have
been collected, 8o tkat all that can bo raised will bo
needed,

A roport of work dono and money collected sinco
our organization was sont to 0. 0. W, B. M,
at their Juno meoting in Bowmanville (and I might
hore say that they are very grateful for the help
wo aro giving, and express thomselves as highly
gratifed with the result of our work thus far).
The programme committee, advised by «ther sistors
and by many of our brethren, sunt for Sister Mary
Graybiel to attend our annual meoting, believing
that she could help us greatly in this — the begin-
ning of our work. She has kindly come to us, and

- wo believe that her presence alone will encourage

and help us, and will awaken in us a deeper spirit
of consecration and of sacrifice for the work of our
blessad Master. May the seeds sown by her while
here continue to bear fruic in the generations that
are to come.

We want to express in this report our thanks to
tho editors of Tme CuristIAN for the kindness
shown to us by them.

Althoug%. published in the interests of home
missions, its columns have ever been open to our
work. Tho sermon in last iesue by the editor-in-
chiof will, we believe, be a great help to our work.
We thank Bro. Crawford and hope that his noble
oxample, and that of his people, will stimulate us
all to greater activity and liberality. May we each
do our part in ** holding the rope "’ while our dear
sister goes into Japan secking for souls,

We have watched with a deep interest the eTect
of the foreign upon the home work, and aré highly
gratified with theresults. Instead of our home work
suffering (which none would regret more than we),
it has done much better this year than in the pre-
vious years. This we believe will follow as a result
of *¢ watering others.” We ourselves shall be
watered. ‘* (live and it shall he given to you.”
¢ Good measure pressed down and ruaning over
shall men pourinto your bosom.” These words Jesus
is saying to us, and when we do our part the pro-
mise will be fulfilled in us; and while we scatter
wo shall increase.

We cannot séttle this question as to whether we
should assist in this work or not. It has been
settled for us, Our marching ordors are * go.”
We cannot triflo with this command any more than
with others and be guiltless. Whitle it remains in
God's sord we should go and we should send, even
though a convert were never made.

Ours is the obedience, the results are God'’s.
Shall we not then, dear sistors, in the year that
is before ua, consecrating all our powers to Him and
putting our hand in His, let Him lead into
paths of usofulness in His service, that whother
in the work at howe, or in the foreign field, we
shall over say:

MIS8S RIOCIPS LETTER.

—

Hayierox, August 27th, 1892,

To my dear sisters of the Maritime Provinces:
GREETING ;

Through the snggestion of a sistor I detormined
to writo to you, telling you how I thought of be-
conming a missionary and of the work I expect to do
whoen in my new field; knowing that you are con-
tnibucing to my support and thinking you might
take more interest in my work for tho Mastor in
Japan, did you know me alittle. I would have
been pleased to have mot with you all and have
become personally acquainted with you, but as that
is impossible will send my photograph that you
might have a little idea of the person you are mak-
ing sacrifices for, in order to help send to tho
foreign field, and hoping to hear from some at least
of you. In this way perhaps wo may seem not
altogether as strangors,

Those of you who take the Canadian Lvangelist
will have heard already what 1 have to say, but
you will bear with me, I hopa, for the sake of
those who do not.

Evor since I can remember I have always been
interested in missionavy work, roading with eagor-
ness anything that T could gut in regard to it.

Maany things had been coming up in my life to
turn my thoughts in that direction. -

This last winter a member of our church mot
with an accident, and as hor home was not in the
city she was taken to tho hospital. The school in
which I was toaching, heing just across the streot,
I ran over very frequently, as she seemed rather
lonely. When I saw the nurses going from this
bed to the next, 1 thought what an immense
amount of good they might do; how much suffer-
ing they could slleviate, nout to mention the gospel
seeds they could let fall, that with God's blessing
might spring up into everlasting life. A sermon
here, alittle thinking on what Christ had done for
mo, an article there, all helped to point in tho one
direction. One article in the Young People's
Standard especially took possession of me. It told
of a certain Duke, who, while passing through an
art gallery, stopped before the picture of ** Christ
on the Cross,” by one of the great masters, The
Duke scemed to be fascinated by the picture,
Never before had he so realized the love Christ
had for him, At last he exclaimed : ‘‘ Henceforth
He shall be my only passion, He and only He."”
He went out from that gallery to become a mis-
sionary and to give up his vast wealth for the
furtherance of the gospel.

Ono day a thought took hold of me, how, why,
or in what particular connection I cannot say.
Bug it came and not to be trifled with. The
thought was:  Why don't you gol” Why don'tl
go? Oh, nonscnse! And sodismissed the thouyht,
or rather thought I had. For the next two weeks,
whenever my mind was not thoroughly taken up
with other matters, that was the thought that
stared me in the face, *“ Why don't you go?"” I
never worked so hard, in school or out of it, as I
did those two wecks, in order to keep my thoughta
from going in that direction. I did not want to
go. T did not want to loave home and friends,
At last I grow hot and impaticat. I turned and
faced the question, ‘¢ Why don’t you go?” Do
you nut lovo Chriat well envugh? Anything that
you might leave, is it to bo compared with what
Ho gave up for you? No, my heart answered,
not even as dust in thoe balance; and I felt that I
loved my Saviour well enough to give up all to
Him. Thou I took up tho question both pro and
con. I brought up overy possible reason why I
shonld not go; and looking at them there as thoy
stood, I seomed to see nothing but the little word
self. Whon Ilooked at the other side of the ques-

tion, thero seemod many things in favor of my

going, I may not have realized tho qualifications
a missionary must have, but still that is how it
appeared to mo whon I did not want to go. So,
after ¢ hard struggle with solf, I answered the
queation, Yes, I will go, God helping me. I felt
then as if a great load had fallen off me. The
aext thing was to tell mother. She looked at it ag
Idid. So it was decided. Thinking it was botter
to become a medical inissionary, I made inquiries,
with a view of making application for admission
into one of the hospitala, Some time Iater I picked
up the Cenadian Lrangelist and the hrst thing I
read was DMiss Sinclair’s letter, asking for one of
har sisters to volunteer to go to Japun. T showed
it to mother and asked heor if sho did not think
that was moant for me. She thought it was. Tho
noxt day Isent in my application fo the O, C. W,
B. M. Diss Sinclair sent an acknowledgment
with a lottor of introduction to Bro. Meigs, who
was to pass through Hamilton tho next week. I
had a long talk with him. He told me all that
would have to encounter and that I ought to feol
pretty cortain that it was God’s will that I should

0.

Talking over the matter o fow days later with
ong in whoso judgment I have the utmost confi-
dence, ho told me that I might know that, if God
opened up the way for mo. Ard as no difliculties,
but rather encouragements, havo arisen so far, I
feui confident that it is His will I should go.

MNow, concerning my work. Ishall be associated
with Miss Harrison in her sachool for girls. The
object of this school being to prepare these girls
for the work of preaching the gospel to their sisters
in darkness.

1 shall be leaving my doar, dear home the latter
end of Soptember for Cincinnati, where I shall
meet the others who ave going, thenco to San
Francisco and from t ere to Japan, whore I shall
be met by Miss Barrison, who has offered mo a
glad w lcome to her heart and home, which I shall
accept if circumstances pormit,

And now, dear sisters, beforo saying good bye, I
would ask that you remember me tery often at the
throne of grace, that I may obtain mercy and find
‘grace to help in every time of need.

May your convention be very pleasant and profi-
table, and may He, who knows how to bless, bless
you abundantly.

In Matthow xxvi. 6, and in Mark xiv. 3, we havo
the story of tho woman who poured tho precious
ointmont on the Saviour and of the angry protest
of the disciples at this alleged wasto of money.
Jokn tolls us (Chaptor 12) that the woman was
Mary, sistor of Lazarus, and that it was Judas
-vho npbraided hor and also what wore his motives
and wishes.

Has the reader somotimes woadored why it was
that the Lord siugled out this act of Mary’s from
all the noble deeds of solf-deniol aud love on record
50 a8 to ordain that wherever the gospol would be
preached in all the world this which the woman
had done should also be told for a momorial of her?
The gospol tells us all what Jesus felt and did for
us, and this story tells ua all what thie woman felt
and did for Jesus, Whother or not we can fully
undoratand why the two are to go togothor, the
firat justifios an examination of the case. Thisisa
beautiful picture of what was done by ono whose
heart was moved by tho love of Jesus and surren*
dered with circumstances so dark as to form an
appropriate background. We will look fitat at the
background, then at the jicturc. Dlatthew says
that the disciples were filled with indignation and
upbraided the woman fur that wasto. John says it
was Judas. So Judas started the indignation and
made the others believe he was right and the
woman wrong. The other cisciples loved the
Mastor; Judas did not. They cared for the poor,
he did not ; but wanted to steal part of tho money
which from so large a sum he hoped to do unsus-
pected. It is remarkable how solfish, designing
men can iufluence the honest and uunsuspecting.
Their words will eat as doth a canker, and whethet
like Hymeneus and Philetus, they err respecting
the truth, teaching false doctnine, or, like arch
traitors, they aim theic poisonous arrows at the
righteous; they can so far influence the unsuspect-
ing as to wmako reasoning with them unavailing;
the canker remains, How woll it was for these
disciples that Judas revealed his true character
before his deadly virus mingled wath their vitahty,

Judas’ plea was plausible enough. ¢ Hore,"” ho
a0y8, ** is vintment that might have been sold for
300 pence and given to the poor. They are dying
around us from want, How many prezious lives
might be saved by that money (about hfty dollara)?
And now it is not 8o much ag used to clothe tho
DMastor or purchase food for Him or His disciples,
but poured out on His body, doing no govd to Him
or any one else. What can 1t be but pride and
extravagance ! How much does he or the woman
care for the poor?”?

Judas' policy 18 to put Christ and the poor in
antagonism. To consider whatever is given to
Chriat is so much taken from the poor. It is
hounorable and just to give to the poor; while to
give to Christ 19 extravagance and wast2, Itshows
us what a diisciple of Christ can do when Satan
enters into him.

Jesns defends tho woman from these unjust
roproaches aud of her action makes this record :
¢¢ Sho hath wrought a good work on de. She hath
dono what sho could. She is come aforchand to
anoini my body to the burying.  Verily, X say unto
you, wherover this gospel shall be preached
throughout the whole world, this also that sho hath
done shall be spoken of as & memorial of her.”

Jesus loved this little famly, Martha, dMary snd
Lazarus, and while in Bethany made His home
with them. Martha oxpressed her lovo for Him in

active proparations fur Ilis comfort. Mary was so
absorbed with Hie teachiug that she conld scarcoly
beinduced to leave His feot. But Lazarus died and
the sisters were left alono. Jesua came to comfort
thom. He wept with thom. He groaned in His
spirit and was troubled. He raised Lazarus and the
happy family wero again united.  All this increased
Mary's affection for her Lord and Master, and
sho has now como to the houso of Simon, the lepor,
with her costly spikenard to anoint His body. She
had not bought this ointment, but had kept it for
this purpose. Judas did hot murinur at the monoy
she had paid for it, but for not selling it. Wealthy
familics ofton kept this ointment vo perfumo their
houses and anoint the bodied of their dead friends
for burial, and Mary had likely bought it in carly
Jifo as a custly luxury, and was now glad that she
could uso it to express her love for Jesus, Nothing
| way too costly to do for Him who first loved us so
much, and when sho could not by volition increase
her emotions, sho by this noble act did what she
conld., Many when they think of Jesus' unspeak-
ablo love to them try to incrcaso their emotions of
gratofu) love to Him and are grieved when these
feelings will not como. Let them ceaso from such
vain endeavors and ask : Lord, what wilt Thou
have me to do? and do it with all the heart.
Jesus did not say that Mary felt thus and so, but
she has done what she conld. Lot us attend to doing
the will of God and He will lvok after our feelings.

This act was to Mary a test of her love to Christ
a8 well as an expression of it to others, If she had
entertained the Lord and fed and clothed Him,
this would be right ; but it would be ounly what she
would do for others, She would do the sawe to
friends and neighbors, and even to the unthank-
ful, and her downg it to Jesus would be nu proof
that she lored Him more than she did others,
But in this case she did to Him what she would
not do to others, and what He had no need of, and
what in itself had no real value, but what was
an expression of her ardent affection for her Lord.
In this act both giver and receiver were particularly
blessed. It was a cheerful giver, boing loved and
owned of the Lord.

Wheu lsaiah, in Chapter 53, foretoid the suffer-
ings of Christ and the glory that should follow, at
tho 9th and 10th verses, he reached the point which
divides these sufferings from the glory. He says :
** They mad. Bis grave with the wicked and with
the rich in His death, though He had done no
violence, neither was deceit in His mouth,” R. V,
Jesus died as a criminal, and it was tho intention
of bis enemies that He should fill a criminal’s grave,
But in this they were disappointed. They could
no longer insult or vilify Him. When Jesus cried,
*f¢ is finished,” He was cowpleting the atcnement,
drawing the sting out of death and pessing through
the dark cloud into the dawn of Bis glory. The
God who had just forsaken RHim is now drawing
| near to meet His beloved, and as Jesus buws His
head tv die His spirit passes intv the hands of a
loving Father. Bodily indignities as well as suf-
ferings ended at his death. At the request of
Jeseph, Pilate gives him the body that he knew
had done no violence. Nicodemus bought a large
mixture of myrrh and aloes in which to wrap it
with Joseph's fino linen. Instead of Jesus® body
being put into the grave of the wicked, as His foes
intended, He was with these two rich men in His
death who buried Him in a most affectionate and
honorable wmanner. Nicodemus wrought a good
work on the body of Jesue, The two Maries in-
| tended to do the same with their sweet spices, but
| Mary, sistor of Lazarus, was before thom all. She
came beforehand to anvint His body to the bury-
ing. She wrought that good work on Him beforo
His body was scourged or His face marred or
smitten by cruel hands. Before His temples wore
pierced with thoe crown of thorns, or His hands
and his feot were nailed to tho tree, she did that

good work unsolicited, expressing a love to Jesus
so much like His love to a lost world, that whore-
soover His love and work will bo told, her’s will
not pass unnoticed. He will bo romembered as a
co.iqueror and she as a trophy.

How blessed it is to bo active and liberal {or
Christ, to bo anxious to dovote {imoe and monoy to
advance His cause, who gavo Himself for us to
redeem us from all iniquity and to purify wato
Iimself o poculiar people, ZEAT.OUS OF GOOD WORRS,
Such He owes here, suich will come forth to the
first resurcection, and such will stand on the King’s
right hand in tho judgment day. Calls come to
assist tho work of Christ all around us. Shall we
heed these callsi Will wo be 2EALOUS FOR GOOD
WORKS!

TUHE WAY OF THE SPIRIT.

There is a class of theologians arising in our
midst who are secking to do away with all authority
in religion. To the lover of truth their teaching
has rolatively a plcasant aspect. Looking at this
advanco movement from the angle of vision o1
Discigple of Christ, it presents a scene in the present
state of the religions world truly gratifying.
Undor the Titian-like blows of these giant truth-
scckers tho whole fabric of human tradition and
human authority in religion is falling to the ground.
Creeds and confessions of faith, the pride of our
ancestors, ave found too narrow for the ever-expand-
ing mind of tho spiritual man. {t is now beginning
to dawn upon the human mind that no uninspired
man, or council of uninspired men, can formulate
2 codo of religious laws that will command the
consciences of mou throughout all ages. It is
clearly understood by advanced thinkers of the
presout day that theolocy is changing, that the
refurmed doctrines of Luther and of Calvin wero
forced to yiold to the enlightenmont of the
eighteenth century, and that tho eighteonth con-
tury theology of Wesley and other reformers is not
final in the light of nineteenth century theology.
That this has been understood, by howoveor few,
must gladden the heart of every Christian, not-
withstanding what discomfort it may cause the
different religious bodies. It must shock every
true Prosbyterian to learn that those truths upon
which his faith is founded, aud for whicl. his
ancestors shed their life’s blood, are now under-
going revision, that they may suit the enlighten-.
ment of the present age. The very foundations of
all sectdom have been undermined during the last
century, and it awaits but the dawning of the
twentieth to sce the whole fabric fall to the earth
to arise no more. True Christianity is already
cuming forth Phoenix-like from the ruins. BMay
God hasten the day when it shall stand erect in all
its Christ-given majesty and heaven-donated pawer
upon the ruins of crumbling factions and human
tradition,

While there is much to commend, yet there is
somewhat to fear iu this new theology. When a
re-action takes place it gonerally goes from one ex-
treme to the other. The tyranny of Louis XVI was
more than equalled in the reign of terror. The
austere morality of Cromwell's regimon gave place
to the cxtrome licantiousness and vice of Charles’
roign. Such is the case with tho new teaching.
The human mind has been bound so long by the
cast-iron creeds of centuries that when it begins to
throw off its bondsge it seoks to rid itself of all
authority entirely. Not only must the creeds and
cunfessions of faith be cast aside, the decrces of
synods and presbyters, but it sceks also to discard
the word of God as an sbsolute authority. In the
words of one of its advocates it says, * Automony,
not heteronomy, is tho way of the apirit.” It will
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make the spivit a self-governing powor, or each
individual will adopt a worship according to the
dictates of tho spirit he may possess. While it
cortainly is true that spiritual relivion is a religion
of liborty, that it frees the comscionco from the
bondago of sin, yot it is propagated only by cortain
means within tho scope of mankind. 'The spirit
does of itself make obligatory cortain forms of
ndherence by which it fully sots forth the work of
liberation from sin, and whore these laws are dia-
oboyed the annulmont of our promiso of liberty
certainly follows. Paul teaches us clearly that
thero is a law of the spirit and that it has made us
freo from tho law of sin and death. THo also
toaches that by the obedience of a cortain form of
doctrine the Rowan brothren were made free from
sin, but that they thon became servants of right-
eousness, Thus wo sco a complete change is
effeccted by an obedience to a form of doctrine.
From being the servant of sin the sinnor becomes
a servant of righteousness, if in conformity to the
Jaw of spirit which has boen given once for all in
specific form. Acts ii. 38; Romans vi. 3, 4, 17, 18;
I. Cor. xii. 13. The Christian then is a servant,
and no servant is his own master, He is subser-
vient to the will of his master in all things, other-
wiso he ceases to be a servant. Autonomy cannot
therefors be the way of the spirit in the heart of the
Christian sinco its residence thero is made condi-
tional. Acts ii. 38. Nor is autonomy the way of
the spirit in its relation to God. The spirit itself
was promised and subsequently sent by Christ.
It had u certain wission to perform, ascribed to it
by the will of the IFather. Its mission was to teach
the disciples all things avd to bring all things to
their remembrauce whatsoever Ie had said unta
them. John xiv. 26. It was also to testify of
Christ. John xv. 26. Hence, the Apostle could
in truth say that no man could truly know that
Jesus was the Christ excopt by the Holy Spirit.
The Spirit is then a witness sent from God to
testify of Christ, Its testimony is final; butit had
not the mission to make its own testimony. Its
testimony came in the word of Christ without
altoration, Itdid notupor its own authority create
new laws, but it confined itself only to the teaching
of Christ. It was powerless to introduce anything
new except as further revealed by Christ Himaelf.
In its relation to God, therefore, antonomy was
not the way of the spirit. Spiritual religion, how-
ever fiee, however social, however Christian, how-
over freo from acctarian influence, will always Do
subject to divine authorityg. May God haston the
day when religion in the heart of the world is sub-
Ject to no other law than that revealed by the
Holy Spirit sent by Christ. JACK.

arrived in which the cup of their iniquity was full,
they were destroyed. Their overthrow was so
complote, its natmie 8o terrible and the dosolation
of their homes 8o continuous, that they are sot forth
on the peges of sacred history as ‘¢ sufforing tho
vengoance of cternal fire.”” Jude 7. Lot was
saved, thoy porished.

Daniel was wise, the reputed wise mon of Babylon
wore foolish. Daniel honored Gol—did His will,
but the wise men of Babylon, being guided by thoir
own wisdom, despised the wisdom of God. Daniel
was saved, thoy perished.

Shadrach, Meshack and Abednego wore wise;
like Daunisl, *¢ they dsred to do right.” God saved
thom, and through thom tho God of Tsrael was
honored throughout the Babylunion dominions.

If mou could always understand that God lives
and rulea and reigns — that He is high over all,
God blessod forever, aud that His ways are above
our ways and His thonughts above our thoughts, it
would cause them to trust more porfectly and to do
and dare more valianily for all that He willsa—
commands,

If wo could only understand that through, or by
tho wisdom of Goud, that which ¢ had no form nor
comoliness » is made, and is to bs continually, the
crowning glory of the universe. And again, that
‘“the stone which tho builders refused is becomo
tho headstone of tho corner,” and that this is all
the doing of Him who doeth Bis will in the armies
of heaven and among the inhabitants of the earth.

When we come to the condition of full faith in
the word of God and the testimony of Jesus, we will
be willing to do more for Gnd and for humanity
thaa we do now.

This social talk that Christ had with Zaccheus
was not the revelation of a creed, but of a person,
the presentation of true manhood, which ie the
inspiration of all noble actions. This is the need
of the age, the truo interpratation of humanity
found only in tho divine life. When the doctrine
of Christ reveals to man the Christ life, it is then
he zots tho ideal manhood. The doctrine without
the lifo is absolutely useless. To make the truth
of God effectual it needs to be harmonized, and
not as is falsoly said, *‘ modernized.” 'To teach
faith and love and righteousness is to produce them
in our lives. Here was Christ’s success with
Zacchous, Truth humanized. A hwinan heart
filled with love for humanity coming in tonch with
a human heart, hke two drops of water becoming
one. To touch Chiistianity successfully wo must
be in love with humanity.

Zaccheus was a converted man. He was changed
from tho love of self to the love of Christ, which
necessarily involves or embraces love to man.
“The half of my goods I will give to the poor.”
Hore in this exampls of Christ is the true method
of reaching the human heart, and here in the life
of Zaccheus is the ouly true evidence that a heart
hus been reached, <. e., the deep, intense love and

interest in the welfare of humanity.

The Sunday School Times of October 8th gives
somo good hints as to how we should form our

opinions of othors. I will give you the article, as
it is short and worth more than anything I might

say. It is as follows: * There are two sides to
overy man, a good one and a bad ane; and we can
look at that side of him which wo choose to look
at and estimate him accordingly. If we lovk at his
bottor traits of oharacter and at his more attractive
ways of showiug them, we shail see much in him
to commend and admire. But if we look at his
faults and defects, and fix our thoughtis ou his
more disagreeable ways, ho will seem to us unlovely
and repellant. It is practically impossible for us
10 judge a man with absolute impartiality, giving
the guod and bad in him their relative proportions
in hig charzcter as a whole. But it is better for
us to give prominence in our minds to a man’s
good traits than to his bad ones, for his truer
measuro is found in his highest roach rather than
in his lowest level. All of us start on a low plane,
and it is our truest selves that aspire to rise God-
ward. If, therofore, wo look at the evil remaining
in & man instead of at the good to which he has
already attained, at his drawbacks and defects
instead of at his upreachings and strivings toward
a high ideal, we do him pusitive injustice, and we
fail of knowing him as ho is. Our whole estimato
of a man will sometimes be changed as in a moment
if we aro induced by love or gratitude to look at
the lights on his character and personality instead
of at the shades. And for this change in our
opinions of one with whom we have long been
acquainted, we are responsible, not he. Are wo
making any mistake just now in our estimate of
one of whom our opinion is still unfavorable?”
