The relaxation of the preeent
relations would bind still closer the tle
which bound Ireland to the Empire, The
offection of Cansdians for the Mother Coun-
try had incteased since self-government hsd
been granted to thia country, and if Irishmen
were given the liberty, to whichk they bad ns
much right as their follow-men, they would
find they would be as loyal and true and as
willing to eupport the glory of that Empire,
whichk would shelter but.not crush them,

The Ualon, as
was knowp, was brought about by the most
nefarious means, and the result of its aub-
sequent management for eighty yvears by the
people of the Upited Kingdom had been a
dreadfal failure. The population of Irel:nd
had deoreased from 8,200,000 in 1841 to
5,140,000 mow durlog that period. The
hietory of Ireland had been one of perlodi-
cal distress, famine, eviction and emigration,
gnd no less than two millions and three-
quarters of people had emigrated. He denied
that Ireland was overcrowded. Its popula-
tion was only 161 to the square mlle as com-
pared with 180 in France, 226 in Italy, 421
in Belgium, 718 in Flanders, 442 in England
aud Wales, snd 333 -in Great Britain. A
great proportion of the fertile lands of Ire-
land was not under cultivation, and its na-
taral resources were great. Ifs population
were singuisrly frce from crime of the ordi-
nary kind, and had always shown its indos-
try, ability and capacity to rice and take its

place In the worid. To what, thep, was due

Doherty to the Montreal

Quzskc, April 18.—The following ‘ate the
particulars ot the: droadful- story received
from the barren and inhospitable shores .of
Labrador. A letter received from Pointe:des
Monts, several hundred miles below Quebec,
dated 22nd March, and signed ‘L,
¥. Fafiard, states that on .:accomnt .of
the violent storms which prevailed:fromiths.
25th September last to the end of the antamo
fishermen were unable to Iay in any supplices
for the winter, the entire means of subsistenca.
of the poor people being thus cuticff. ' To
add to the horror of the sltuation the eatablish-
men of Messrs. Oaellette & Croteau, at Pente-
cote, containing a quantity of supplies, was
burned with its contents in December. The
winter hunting expeditions failed compietely.
Several peopls left at Pentecote by those who
took to the woods have been found dead.
Among these were the heads of the familles
of Laurent and Plerre Crepeau, and one each
of their children. Their families were found
dying of inanition, The sufferings of
the survivorsa  were iucreased by a de-
scent of the Indlans from the woods,
whose means of subgistence bad  en-
tirely .given out. - The poor settlers ;bad
nothing to ofter them but some flesh and oll
of geals, which they ravenously devoured. If
navigation does not oper early ecores of peo-
ple will die of starvation before aid can pos-
eibly reach them. There 18 already fear that
fnhuman crimes may be committed in the
terrible struggle for life.

A CYCLONE IN MISSOURI.

SBVEN PERSON8 KILLED AND TWENTY OTEER3
IXJURED—GREAT DBRBTRUQCTION OF PROPERTY.

INDEPENDERCE, Mo., April 19.—A oyclone
occurred at Brownsville, Mo., yesterday ef.
afternoon, when the entire .business por-
tion wae demolished, seven persons killed
and twenty badly ln;ured The firat intima-

‘tion of the storm tha.people bad was a {sud-

den roaring sound, and immediately & large
black funnel-shaped clond appesred coming
from the southwest at the rate of 100 miles
an hour. The cloud, when first noticed; was
apparently two mllea distaot and huog fifty
yards above the earth,’ When it reached
the western part of the town it dropped
down almost to the ground, and seemed to
draw everything within a radins of several
hundred yards up . Into the mouth
of the funuel. It laid: everything
to waste in its path; two storey brick buei-
ness houses were picked up like straws and
whirled and twisted shapelesa. The ruine
of frame buildinga were carried some distance
and dropped, smashing them fnto fine kind-
ling wood. Heavy timbers wers caxried
several hundred yarde through the air, and
falling end downward, struck several feet into
the ground. The storm lasted less than two
minutes, but 20 business houses and dwell-
ings were levelled. People in the streets
were picked up and carried varlons distances,
and hurled to the ground dead or bruised al-
most beyond recognition. )

{cheers). What a story the Irish journais
told them to-day of attempts made by the
electors of Ireland—by those electors whose
rights were sacred ar those of electors in this
country (cheers)—of attémpts made by them
to meet togsther and instruct and snggest to
their representatives what ocourse they ought:
to take, and in these attempts terrorjsed and
prevented by those outsiders in Ireland who
represented the territoriml intercst, and by
those military and those police whose pay
they in the House ware expacted o, vote with
silence and with tame asgent (cheers).

They have resolved toresign if the sharehold«
ora agree to accapt Mr. Tyl xr's Indefinte offer.
The report says that the Wostern bas boemt
ssked to agree to-day to lenre itaroad in o year
or two, mupposing that the Dominion Uowe
ernment meanwhile eanciions the agreement,
and the Grand Trunk feels disposed then te
atily the arrangoment. Iu other words, te
give the Grand Trunk a valusble option over
an indefinite perfod without a esmblance of
equivalent therefor. Maantime what wonld
be the coudition of the Western? It wonld
have s0ld its indepondence withoat recelving
payment for it. It wonld be eatranged from
and mistrusted by those with whom it does
its maln business 'and " from whom fi
derives the bulk of ita income. Here-
in probably 1iee the whole socxet of
the renswed agitation for arrangements with
the Ontarle and Quebec. Bo far from getting
ald from tho @rand ‘Trunk, it would of na-
ceaslty bo the pollcy of that Company te
starve the Western that they might evem-
taslly securo {1 on terms very differsnt from
those now go ostentationsly paraded, It iz
Impossible to believo that the shareholders
witl for a moment serlously contemplate
taking 80 harardous a etep a8 the acceptance
of thia proposition. Should they dotermine
i{o Incur the rlelks and faco tho dangers polnt-
od out, tho directora must ask to be ralieved
of the responsibility which must attach {e

MURDER OF. AN EMERGENCY MAN.

and also shattering the wall. 'I'he:windows
of- Messrs. . Todd was aleo. broken and shkat-
tered by the explosion, and & constable who
ordinarily. occupled the room against the win-
dow of which the homb was thrown was for-
tunate snough not to be in the spartment
at the time of the occurrence. Happily,
no one was ipjured by the explosion,
the origin of which la at, present difficult to
explain. The geueral lmpression appears to
be that the bomb wus charged with dyna-
mite, and exploded. by means of a:fuse, but
of this it is bard to determine just now, the
constabulary being 8o much. put about .over
the mntter thiat they are uuable or unwilling
to give .exact particulars. The wildest
rumours prevail over the explosion, bat enb-
gequent inquirles, as far as possitly can be
made, go toshow that the occurrence ia not at
all 80 serious ns was at first reported. The
three prisonera.in custody will, it i3 stated,
be brought up at the.police ofiice to-morrow,
when it .may be ‘expected full particulars of
the accurrence will porsibly bedisclosed. A
large orowd. collected round the barracke
shortly after the exploalon, but they wers
kept: from approaching near the . injared
premises, 'and eventually the people were
prevailed on to quletly go to their homes.
The police are under arms at the barraoks,
and Mr. Clifford Lloyd; B. M., Mr. McOarthy,
R.M., the County Inspecter and other officials
have arrived with a -view to taking all
possible precauiions.

OBSEQUIES OF THE LATE ARCEBISHOP
-HANRAN,

Baurax; April 21,~Early this morning
people began to gather at Bt.

Bev Mgr Power, Rev Dr O'Brien, of Char-
lottetown, P E I; Rev E F Murphy, Rev W
Varilly, of Now Brunswick; Rev J W Man-
ning, of Tusket; Rev W B Hamilton, of
Londonderry. and Rev J O Bernatd, of Digby
county. The office having been goune
through, the Right Rev Dr Sweeney aatered
the sanctusry and ascended the altar, and
commenced the Pontificats Bequlem Maes,
The solemn High Mass over, the Rev Father
Wissell ascended the pulpit and delivered a
lengtby aud ‘most lmpressive penegyric.
After the Bav. Father descended from the
pulpit, the *Libera™ was - sung by ecclesins-
tics and the absolution was- pronounced, and
at 12:30 o'clock the funeral cortege moved

THE VANKOUGHNET MUXDER TRIAL.
CONYICTED OX CIRCUMETANTIAL EVIDENON,

Kinastow, Ont., April 23,—The trial of
Vankoughnet, accused of the murder of John
Richardson in August, 1881, occupied the
Court all 8aturday. ‘The evidence of the
prisoner’s gullt was purely ciroumatantial,
No one eaw him commit the deed. 8o per-
teot was the chain of circumstances, and so
c'eatly did they point to Vankoughret ns
the murderer of the unfortunate man
Richardeon, that no unbiased juror could do -
other than return a verdict of guilty. The
oourt room was crowded all day, and the ex-
citement was intense. A large number of
witnesgos wero examined, and the evidence °
was voluminous, but the facts briefly som-
marised ate a8 {ollows :—On Friday, the 12th
ot August, 1881, Vankoughnet went to a store
in Bedford Mill2, and bought some powder,
shot and cape; A few days previous to this,
Richardson’s gun had been stolen, but the
thief bad not been discovered. On Batur- -
day, the 13tbh, Hlichardson was last 'scen
alive, and on that evening, about 7 o'clock &
shot was heard, fired near his house, The
next day, Sunday, Vankoughnet went to a
neighbor's lhouse and borrowed a buggy

from bim, =nd - the 'marks of -this
buggy and of Vankoughpet's horse’
were tracked firat' to  Vankoughnet's

house, and from there to Richardson’s baro.
