OUR CORPORATION BLOWERS.

The last sitting of these gentlemen was not con-
spicuous for enytbing, save perhaps a little more
than ordinary loquacity—n suvo result when any-
thing is presented to the Blowers they bave litlle
conceplion of.  Another scheme of corruption was
introduced, and advanced o certain stage, well dis-
guised under the namo of the city of Toronto Water
Works. To confirm our suspicious, we might point
to Ald. Brunel's solicitude in the matter; for when-
ever expendituro {3 contemplated or involved, thet
worthy Blower manifests a degree ol restlesgness in
all cases, to be interpreted as a desigo on the pock-
cta of tho citizens, for the benefit of his individual
one. Ior the present, however, we cannot forbode
bis doing mucl harm, as the scnse of the Blowers,
we mean & majorily of them, do not seem to favor
any present action, further thon tbe procuration of
a charter; and consequently Ald. Brusel's recent
gpeculations in Water Works canoot bo turned to
account during the cuirency of 1838, with the
expiration of which his lense of oflico terminates,
and will again bave to undergo a renewal—a mat-
ter which probably the electors of St George's
Ward will “burke,” aud compel him to seok some
other quarters whercin to do his ¢ blowing.” The
Mayor urgod strongly the “ expediency” of getting
a charter. It would be interesting to the citizens to
bave, we fancy, a list of Mr. Boulton's political and
domestic “expadients,” v rapidly do théy increase.

Councillor Sproatt opposed the wholo raatter, and
gnavo cvidenco of more sagacily than we were in-
clined to eredit him, in 80 quickly * smelling tho rat.”
A, Smith denounced the scheme a8 “ boab,” the
precise meaning of which wo are notaware, but is
nodoubt intelligible to his constitucents. Couacillor
Purdy was in fuvor of Water Works, and well he
might be, if compelled to driok tho fithy licensed
nostrums from his own fountains. Ald. Duno favor-
cd the building of new works, and advocated the
Charter, on the ground that the city were not bound
to act upon it. Gouncillor Ardagh supported the
Charter, but not the vuilding of the Works., Ald.
Carty would not add to the debt of the uty. Coua-
cillor Upton repented almost accurately what Coun-
cillor Ardagh said, and promises well to become a
spouter. He lnboured under the embarragsment of
a look from his master, and at the conclusion of his
speech, seemed to regret his effort, sinkivg back
Iangnidly in his seat, and turning his eyesupon Ald.
Brunel with a despair, after the manner of a duck
in a thunder storm. G il Gorrie could not
understand the Blowers, neither, he ought to have
snid, the intention of the Bill. He is not romark-
able for pergpicuity, and nobody will be uncharita-
blo enough to expect it. Councillors Griffith epd
Ewart did sometbing that compelled a report of pro-
gress. What it was we canpot tell, but we advise
their constituents to look well after them. Coun
cillor Craig wade anjabortive cffort to do something,
by proposing . resolution to disallow firc engines
to run oo the side-walk, but before bo got fur, poor
man, he fonnd bimself in o disagrocable mare's nest,
us o law (o that elfect already existed.

WHERE WILL IT 8STOP?

Wo bear tbat one of tbe Jast orders issued from
our Ministerial " Horse Gunrds,” is a polite request
to Government officicls to abstain from attending
Political Meetings, eod to avoid all Political conver-
sation at their oflices, We do wot pratend to know
the precise penalty attached to the violntion of tue
order. It may be dismissal, it may bo jmprison-
ment. The Ministry will only do itself an injustice
by such apicco of imprudence. They had better
turn out all the present officials, and set to work a
regiment of autonuts, moved by electric agency,
braoching primarily from the Attorney General'g
office to the hend's of Departacnt,—and secondarily
from the latter to the individual clerks.

ally, os * constant dropping wears the stone,” and
great results may be expected to show themselves
at the next election.
