A8 a result, they have signified their
desire tc co-cperate with us in any tours which we may ar-

range. Moreover, they have undertaken to attend to all
business dealing with steamship, raill, motor-car accomocdat-
ion and to conduct our tours for us, elther separately or

in conjunction with their own whichever we may wish. In
short, they have agreed to accept all responsibllity from
the time the ticket is sold and to look after the tourist
from that day until his return to Canadian soil. This Amer-
lcan Ixpress management will, in itself, ensure decorum and
satisfaction. TFor this service they are charging us set
tariff rates vapfying from six hundred to nine hundred dollaps,
inclusive, according tn the length of the tour. Our plans
have been completed and our first sailling will be from Mon-
treal on June 6éth.

Following this plan, Ferguson and I will
be able to attend to all financing, (which fortunately willl
not e great), and, I trust, from a modest beginning work up
a reascnable amount of business.

This class affects, appraxims y, 86,811l men
or 18% of all discharged ex-service members of the C.E.P. The
above also, includes the category of which entitles them to
vocational training of which figures prove 51,000 took advantage.

These men have suffered considerably and readily
realize that it is beyond the Government's power 1O completely
recompense them for their loss through War service. Their pensions
range from $5. to $100.00 per month. according to percentage of
disability. Sick pensions are not awarded for service or wounds
but for the loss or lessening of normal abilities, such as walking,

stooping, hearing, seeing, etc. While they are thus recompensed,

it is not sufficient to overcome the handicap and disadvantages in

not being able to accept opportunities that arise from time to time.
