Had she desired to produce a
iasterpiece she  would not . have
chosen so slim a plot as the reading
of Aunt Adelaide’s letters, and the
carrying out of her life aim with
money  realized on the publication of
another set of letters—those from
Gilman Speed, Aunt Adelaide's pla-
tonic lover. “Robin Hood’s Barn” is
a story for the tired business woman.

Short stories with a das¥®of philo-
sophy are Alice Brown’s province.

“An Enemy of the People” First
Offering of New
Club.

The cowardice of the public and tie
press in face of authority and un-
pleasant truths is the keynote of “An
Enemy of the People,” by Henrik 1b-
sen, to be produced in Burwash Hall
on Friday, Dec. 12, by a company of
university undergraduates.

The play was born within the brain
of the dramatist at a moment of white
heat, following upon the storm of de-
nunciation which greeted the appear-
ance- of “Ghosts” - and “The Dol)'s
IHouse” upon the Norwegian stage. The
Iiberal press of Norway had been
enthusiastically in support of the Ib-
senese gatire up to this point, and the
turn-over brought forth a bitter re-
buke.

OTTAWA, Nov. 18.—(Special.)—The
visit which Joseph ¥. Smith, president
of the Mormon Church, is now making to
Alberta in connection with the erection
of a temple at Cardston to cost $250,000,
arouses interest in the'extent of the Mor-
mon population of Canada. According
to the census of 1301 there were 6891
Mormon settlers in the Dominion, and
in 1911 abmost 16,000. The number is
now believed to be considerably over six-
teen thousand. X

In the former decade the principal set-
tlement was in Ontario, the total being
3377, while in Alberta there weére 3212,
By the last census it ig shown that more
than half the Mormons of Canada are
now found in Alberta, the total in that
province being 9973. In Onmtario’ the
number is 4913, the balance being scat-
tered thruout the otheér provinces.
