(Two large Is ands, es o.N w-

Holland-the northrii,~about 600 miles
by in avera'ge breadthb'f 150; sd the
oithern, nearly as large.)

This 'is imiportant gr.oind for Mis-
siona ·ryexertion ; and as such it.bas
beenî iloked upoi for a;length f time,
by 'the' Church Missionàry Society.-.
Perhapsther is no nation, in 'exisien-ce
tbatexbibits sucÉsoul-reveiting customs,
or more impious idolatry.. Hére is, al,
niost the only> spot upon the fie of-the
Globe, where Cannibalism is openly
practized. ln 1814, ihe,Revd. Samuel
Marsden, who is eniphaitically styled
the " unwearied dnd uidiunted fiend
of Missions in'the South Seas," accom-
panied. the first settlers to New Zealand,
wihérehe effected-their establishment.-
He made a.pu'rclase of 13,000 acres of
land, of the natives, for the benefit of
poor settlers, who might go out under
the auspices-of the Society.- A number
of large and navigable streams vere dis-
covered, whose borders exhibit.great in-
ducements to the enterprising settler-
one as ben namecd GkMn1ER, ftertho
President ofthe Society;-anothér is
called the 'rabES, which bas been en-
teredby oiie of Hi.Majesty's store
ships, and freighted vith tiinber,c:ut from
its banks. The only settlement which
bas yet been made, is called GLOUcES-
TER. The London:Missionîary Regis-
ter for February, 1822, statès the num..
ber of Missionaries to ha. two, with six
Teachers and Setilers.:. The ,Wesleyan
.Missionnry SoCiety bad it'in contempla-
tion to send iissionaries to these. and
the frièndly Islands; and wè doubt nlot,
but they arealready arrived, and.inac-
tive conoperation with, those 'of the
Church.Missionary Sobiety. The. in-

the sermon, was displayed in the charge
to the nev pastor, and his flock, and
the attentive hearing given to it by both
parties, warrants the hope., that it will
make a lasting impression on their fu-
ture conduct.

B'ack to perceivte,witih what solicitudethe
fair hands of tfhe Ladies remained ex-
tended in anxious expectation of the
moment when they should be favoured
with his salutation.

The Rev. Mr. Somerville, Rev. Mr.
Esson, Rev. Mr. Urquhart, of Mon-
treai, the Rev. Mr. MeLaurin of Loch-
iel, Rev. Mr. Barclay of Kingston, and
Rev. Mr. Leith of Cornwall, assisted
in the laying on of hands. Dr. Hark-
ness gave the right hand of fellowship.
We noticed 15 Protestant Clergymen
in the Church, a circumstance which,
we believe, was never before witnessed
in any bouse of worship in Lower-
Canada.

RELIGIOUS SUMMARY.
From the last Report of the

Society for Promoting Christian
Knowledge, we learn that the
number of its subscribing mem-
bers amounts to 14,650; 635 of
whom have been elected since the

audit in April, 1821. Within the
same period, ait accession of 20
DiocEsAN and DisTRICT ('OM-
MITTEEs bas been made. " The
circulation of BIBLEs, PRAVER
BooKs and RELIGIoUS TRACTS
has continued without abater»ent;
and the general operations of lite
Society have been progressively
enlarged." The labours of the
DIOCESAN COMMITTEE of Cal-
cutta, have been extensiveand im-
portant. "Thé formation of an Ec-
CLESiASTICAL ESTABLISHMENT
in India, bas not only restored to
religion lier legitimate honours,
where she had long been disregar-
ded, forgotten or despised; but bas
opened also, a sublime and anima-
ting prospect to the mind of every
sober Christian." The report of
the Schools in Bengal is highlv en-
couraging.-In Holland,the schools
which assemble for instruction oi
the Sabbath, receive the patronage
of the King, Nobles, and principal
citizens.--The report of the Paris
Education Society states that there
are 15 or 18 millions of persons in
France, who canmot read or write.
Mr. Allen, the Philanthropist, at-
tended the Congress at Verona,
and urged the cause of Africa with
all his might. A strick Qaker in
principle as well as in profession,
lie regularly appeared before the
sovreigns with his bat on, and they
as regularly admitted him, in the
