AMERICAN IMPORTS AND TRADE IN-

! Relerring to what it ealls the -* sur-
prising expansion™ in the movement of
foreign products to the United States,
the New York Bulletin endeavors to com-
bat ‘the popular ﬁotion to the el'fpct that
domestic manufneturers ave suffering, and
arc not able to withstand outside compe-
tition.

PROVINCIAL TFINANCES.

The publie have been ndvibcd of the in-
tention of the Hon. J. 8, Hall to'sail im-
mediately Tor Lmopc to procure renewal
of the loan of %4,000,000, maturing in
July next, and to raise an additional loan
of o similar amount.

It scems reasonnble to cuquire whether
our Provincial Treasurer finds another
trip across the Atlantic necessary through
any refusal of the Canadian banks to pro-
vide his requirements, or does it happen
that they have not been approached on
the subject of borrowing ? Oub of their
floating bhalances in the New York mar-
ket they could casily spave the total sum
needed to case the financial purse of the
province, and the expense ol a tour to
LEurope might thus be avoided. Because
Mr. Mercier was authorized through rash
legislation to Dborrow §10,000,000, ‘it

should not be regarded as at all necessary -

for the present government to make use
of ‘the same legislation o borrow $8,-
000,000. Some provision on a more pers
manent basis than at present is needed
in respect lo the loan due in July, but
for the balance it would. be much prefer--
able to issue Treasury Bills than bouds
extending over’20 or 30 years, burdening
the people with taxes for interest during
that time. Jiven Treasury Bills renewed
during five years would cost us $1,000,-
000 fTor intevest on the added $4,000,000.
b {he sword of Damoceles, thus held over
our heads, would be more likely to spur
us on to renewed and special efforts to

increase our revemues, than any engage-
ments posponed for a period five or six

times as long would ever do. It would
add force to the aunouneced intention to
abnidon the granting of railway subsi-
dies hereafler, and probably hasten the
bayment of these special axes, against
which & portion of 'the community are,
disposed to rebol. - !

At ithe suggestion of the president, the
minutes, being printed, were taken as read
and approved. A copy of the following
annual report was in “the htmds of each
sharebolder ¢

Directdr’s Report.

In presenting their forty-six annual re-
port for 1892, the 'directors have to re-
cord ‘that during the year the company
attained o larger amount of new business
than in any previous year in its history.
The applications for new insurances num-
bered 2,963, for $7,301,670. The assur-
ances dccepted amounted to §6,792,670,
upon 2,771 lives, the sum of $5609,000
upon 192 lives, having been decljued. There
were not carvied out $596,669 of assur-
ances upon 190 lives, so that the mew
business of the year was $6,201,011 of as-
surances under 2,682 policies, with a new
premium income of $228,100.14. ;These
large Tigures conld readily hove been ex.
ceeded had the board felt warranted in
fin incrense of the compuny’s Working ex-
penses, or had that course been deemed
u prudent or profitable one for the com-
pany or for ite policy-holders, whose in-
terests are not, however, promoted by ex-
tensions of business involving extra haz.
ards and incrcased cxpenses.

The ‘*total assurances and honus addi-
tions in force ab the close of 1892
amounted ‘to $59,882,987.30, under 27,-
772 policies upon 20,495 lives.

By ‘the statement of receipts and pay-
ments for the year, it will he observed
that the income was $2,344,077.40, and,
as will be scen by the abstenet of assets
and liabilities, the assets amounted at
Dae. 31 last to $13,077,120.82, having
heen inereased during the gyenr by $1,-
003,044.95,

During 1892 the claims by death were
upon 232 lives under 80T policies for the
sum ol $771,726.69. The average amount
per life and per policy was, by the deaths
ol soveral of our larger policy holders,
w higher one than before experienced. A
large number of the denths were again
partly alue o the continued resnlls of
the _la_prippe cpidemie, and also portly
to the occurrence of & more than usual
number of sudden deaths.

Allusion svas maile last year fo the sag-
isfactory hranch which had been opened
for 'the State of Michigan, nnd the success
attained there led the dirvectors last month
to organize a branch for the State ‘of
Minnesota, where the prospects also ap-
pear very ecncournging.

Some doubts having Dbeen expressed as
to the powers of the company in-holding
its real estate properties in Ontarie and
Quebee provinees. These were set at rest
by an amendment which was obtained to
fie company’s eharter at the last session
of pariiament, when opportunity was also
taken to empower the holding of propérty
in other provinces, should that become de-
sirable, as well as lo enlarge the powers of
investment, where the company 'may be
doing busincss ouf of Canada.

The President’s Address.

President Ramsay—It becomes my duty
to move thae adoption of the report. The
report of 1he directors now hefore you,
explains that the husiness of the past year
was largely in excess of any of its prede-
cessors, It amounted to $6,796,670 of
new assurances, not fnr' off three times
what we did 20 years ago, and nearly 50
per cent more than the new assurances
of 10 years ago. The business was con-
fined altogether to our healthful Cana-
dian  climate, Newfoundland, and - the
state of Michignn, with o few rigks from
elsewhere introduzed to us by friends
interested in the company: This large
husiness could have been greatly exeeed-
ed had we thought it wise to jneur the
extra rigks'ol assurances in foreign coun-
tries, and what was equally important
the increased expenses such business wonld
make necessary. The colossal amount of
assurances of our great. American . com-
petitors is to a very comsiderable extent
obtained from that elass ol businesa with
the largely .imerenscd expemses pvhich. it
ipvolves, and the very cousiderable. redue-
tion of the profits p&id to polieyholders,
to whom the enormous business allnded to

- brings no advantage whatever; but on ihbe
.contrary it has so diminished the profits
they are.receiving as to erénte some dis-
satisinetion. - The public does not at once
discriminate Dbetween these companies
and others doing business on a different
prineiple, so some injustice and injury are
in that way heing done to all companies.
The matter is a simple one, however,
which any business man will readily un-
derstand, if he will consider what advan-
tage it can befor a firm Uoing & business
which yields & profit of 20 per cent, to
inerense the business and at the same timo
and in a greater ratio the expenses, so s
to reduce the profit to but 10 per cent.
on ithe same capital. Our percentage of
expenses is & moderate one, comparing
favorably with other companies, and its
gradual reduction each year is an import-
ant fenture for assurers.

To show you the progress of the com-
pany, I may state 'that twenty years ago
iits business amounted to eleven million
dollars. Ten years ago it reached thirty
millions, and to-day it is sixty millions.
- The assets now amount to over thirteen
million dollars, having been increased last
year by over a ‘million, and these large
investments receive the constant atten-
tion of the board and management. The
comparatively low rate of interest now
prevailing on the best class of securities
a good deal elffects the profits rcturns
from that source, a result from whiech,
however, omr compauy is not singular in
suffering.

The income ol the year was $2,344,077,
iit having been doubled in the last tenm
years. -We paid for death and endow-
ment claims the sum of $691,885, but the
total death claims 6f the year amounted
to $771,726, the balance of which was
awaiting ‘the production of proofs of
death or title to discharge the company.
While this sum is a considerable one, it
is within the amount expeéted and pro-
vided for, although I may mention that
besides having,. as the report states, a
zood many deaths from la grippe and ihe
nnmerous illnesses by which it wag sue-
ceeded,~we had nlso Inst year an unusual
number of deatls from sudden and what
may be ealled uncontrollable causes. For
example, ten of our policyholders for $42,-
300 died by drowaing and other aceir
dents: two for $9,000 were murdered, and
five for $13,000 were the unfortunate vie-
tims of suicide, making altogether an

amount of loss from such eauses as.gyo.

had not before experienced. Notwithstand-
ing that, however, the yenr's income from
interest was within $10,000 of the amount
of the death claims paid. leaving, it may
be snid, after paying expenses and other
charges, the years’ premium receipts in
the' company’s hands for accummulation.

As stated by the report, the successful
results of our braneh for Lhe State of
Michigan induced us lately to make &
similar start jn Minnesoin. OQur Michi-
gan branch continues to give satisfactory
vesults, the company’s merits having al-
veady secuved for it quite a prominent
position "among those - doing business
there. TIn Minnesota we have cvery pros-
peet ‘that the advantages offered by the
company will obtain for us such a share
of ‘the husiness us we may reasonably look
for from a field so progressive and enter-
prising. .

In conclusion, I would 'as usual say
that we shall be very much pleased to
afford any information or explanation
which may De desired, and bep to move
the ¥doption of the report of the dirvee-
tors, now before you., .

Mr. ‘Gates—The president’s nddress -has
beén so full and comprehensive that it
“leaves me very little ito add thereto. I

- feel assured that the large inerease in the

company’s business must be gratifying to
the sharcholders as well' as ‘the pol-

-‘iegholders, when it is known that this

- inerease- is o healthy one, and, ns shown
"by the low ratio of working expensey
. that it has Deen based on sound business

prineiples. - The report fully indicates the
~'policy upon which the board of directors

condueb the business of this company. We
do not believe in that hot-house forcing,
which too mueh prevails. We believe that
it is our duty to inercase legitimately the
company’s business, but omr main duty is
to make the business safe and profitable -
for the shaveholders, and thus indirectly
profitable for the policyholders, and, keep-
ing this end steadily in view, we are con-
fident that the results will fully justify
our action. T was much struck by read-
ing in one of the daily papers a para-
graph giving the history of the Canada
Life, and its mode of doing business, and
it is so pertinent to the question
thatl I will readsit:

“In the 'wild rush for business at any
cost the Canada Life has never taken a
part. Its management has always hold
the interests of policyholders superior to
the glory of dazzling Tfigures and mero
size. It has always refused to pay more
for business than that business was worth.
The result has been that it has won the
esteem and sympathy of Loth its policy-
holders and the publie, and so the com-
pany to-day holds n unique place among
Canadian life insurance companies.”

It must be pleasing to learn that our
venture in Miehigan has proved success-
ful, and that the Dbranch we are opens
ing in Minnesota promises so well.
