- view is apparent. If the United States is so anxious fqr reci­
procity that they are willing to give it to us for nothing, the 
advahtage must be with them. Why, then, should we pay for 
it ? Merely to keep Mr. Taft and his party in power. Sir Wilfrid 
seems to have thought that if Mr. Taft could be kept in power 
by reciprocity, perhaps Canadians would give him another term

the future of the country, the stability of its trade and commerce, 
the development of its nationality are not to be sacrificed to 
cover a political error. And Sir Wilfrid should have been 
aware of all this, for Sir George Ross warned him in 1903.

Club, declared :

Our experience so far with the Americans has not been 
very satisfattory. Since Mr. Chamberlain has declared him­
self in favor of a preference to the colonies, the Americans

reasons why the reciprocity treaty negotiated by Lord Elgin 
in 1854 was so summarily repealed jn 1866. Neither is my 
judgment closed tq the hostile character of the Dinglcy bill, 
by which thé American market was practically closed against 
the Canadian rtianvffaeturcns and farmers. In my judgment 
the commerce of Canada should never be placed at the 
mercyNpf the United States Congress, or of any other com­
peting nation. We have adapted our transportation now ter1 
British trade. To enter into a reciprocity treaty with the 
United States would be dependent upon the humor of our 
American neighbors, and would be to discount all this ex­
penditure.

Conservatives. T. W. Crothers, M P., 
who was to have been the chief speak­
er on the Conservative side, was un­
able to attend, but his place was ably 
filled by Mr. McGarry, whose trench­
ant and masterly crltic!:m of the reci­
procity pact, from an economls stand­
point, in reply to Hugh Guthrie, was 
perhaps the biggest feature of the 
day.

The meeting, which was easily the 
largest ever held In the County of Ren­
frew, was conducted In a quiet and 
orerly manner and the speakers of 
both sides were given respectful and 
attentive hearing.

United States Army Has Perfected a 
New Six Pounder Gun.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 80.—A new 6- 
pounder gun, equipped with specially- 
adapted high explosive projectiles and 
shrapnel shells, to demolish areoplanes 
and balloons In battle, has been per­
fected by the United States army. It 
can be elevated at an angle and pos­
sesses a maximum effective range of 
seven ml lee.

The shells which this army gun will 
hurl Into the skies are described as 
remarkable devices. They will be load­
ed with drninlte, or other high explo­
sives, and upon bursting, will send 
forth a shower of shot In a oone-like 
area, similar to the performance of a 
skyrocket, almost certain to strike an 
airship if aimed with any degree of 
accuracy. Otlîer projectiles which 
have been designated for the new gun 
contain only a high explosive, which 
upon exploding would wreck any air­
ship in its vicinity.

Following In the wake of these pow­
erful projectiles will be tracers, which 
will aid In accurately aiming the gun 
In the course of a hostile airship. The 
tracers to be used in the daylight 
hours will be of smoke, while sparks 
will show the path of the Shell at 
night.

The sight of the new gun also has 
been perfected, designed to meet the 
changing conditions of the trajectory 
of a projectile fired at varying angles.

reached the petrol, into which he 
vas thrown, his head striking the 
seat.
