None of the neighbors saw
him.

The bereaved family is one of the
oldest and best known in the city.

Mr. Kinrade is
very comfortably off and he made it a
rule never to turn any beggar away
empty handed. ~The tramps would
come almost daily with lodging house
tickets to be signed and this man was
amongst the number.

Kinrade decided to go down town and
report him to the police. She bhad
hardly left the police office after mak-
ing her report to Detective McMahon
when the elephone rang and the in-
spector got the message that one of
Mrs, Kinrade's daughters had been
murdered.
Terrible Shock to Parents.

The shooting took place at about
five minutes after four and police and
detectives were on the scene in about
fifteen minutes. The sister had sister
had staggered across the street to D.
. Brown’'s grocery store to give the
alarin. The body of the murdered girl
was removed to the morgue in the
patro! wagon. ‘It was discovered her
Jeft side was perforated with bullet
wounds. Five of the six bullets lodg-
ed near her heart, showing that her
assailant was a good shot, and that
lie shot -to kill

Mrs, Kinrade did not learn of the
tragedy until some hours after it hap-
pened. When she reached the neigh-
torhood of her home after making her
report to the police, she saw the pa-
trol wagon drawh up at her door. Her
only son, who lives in Montreal, had |

There were 4327 miles
reported ‘under comstruction on June
30 and upwards of 760.miles were put
in operation shortly after that date.

The capital invested totals ,239,-
295,013, of which $607,425,349 is in stocks
and $631,869,664 in funded debt. These
figures represent an increase of $18,-
866,758 in stocks and $48,500,447 in fund-
ed debt.

Added to the above figures there are
the following items for government
railways. <Cost of Intercolonial, $87.-
575:952; P. E. I. Railway, $7,697,827; 4
& N. O. Ry., $12,208,950; New Bruns-
wick Coal R. R., $1,940,275.. Expendi-
ture on N. T. R. $30,250,191.

'Total $325,345,031.; grand’
total $1,564,640,044. The equ'valent in
cash of millions of acres of l..ad grant-
ed to railways cannot be estimated.
The mileage of the government rail-
ways is 1986.

The cost per mile of corporation-
owned raillways is in stocks, $28552;

| in bonds, $30,117. The government rail-

ways cost per mile, I. C. R, $60,350:
P. E. I. Rallway, $28,830; T. & N. O,

454. These figures include equipment.

During the past year $4,347,323 was
added to the account of aid to railways
as follows : by the Dominion, $4,221,-

Passengers and Freight. ¢

The number of passengers carried in
the year was 34,044,992, an increase of
1,907,673. The average recejpts per pas-
senger per mile were 1.929 cents, and
the average journey 61/miles, while
the average numbr of {passngers per
train was 54 The paksenger train
mileage was 31,950,349, as against 30,~
220,461 in 1907.

Of freight 63,071,167 tons were haul-
ed, a decrease of 794,968. The average
distance hauled-was 206 miles.

The gross earnings of railways were
$146,918,313, an increase of $180,098.- The
gross earnings represénted an average
of $6389 per mile, a decrease of $146.
Operating expenses aggregated $107,-
504,142, an, increase of $355,470. The
average cost of running a train a mile
was $1364. The percentage of operating
expenses to gross earnings was 73.04.
The net earnings were $39,614.171, as
compared with $42,989,587.

Twenty-nine raillways out of 87 show-
ed an -actual deficit. There were 3872
locomotives, 115,709 freight cars, and
4024 passenger cars; 449 persons were
killed and 2347 injured in 1908, a de-
crease of 149 persons killed. One pas-
senger was killed in every 1,215,893, and
one injured in every 98.681. There were
224 employes killed and 1793 injured, a
decrease of 26 in killed. There were
100,739 persons employed on the rail-
wavs.

The railways paid $1,309,399 in taxes,
$387,465 in ad valorem levied by muni-
cipalities and $921,93¢ in specific levied
by provinces.

Electrie Railways.

It had
many useful features and was calcu-
lated to increase the: thrift of the pub-
lic.

The scheme was in no sense one for
providing pensions. The government
simply took the people’s money an >~
turned it in the form of annuities or of
life insurance to the heirs, with com-
pound interest.

The couple came to England in 1899
and an only son, aged 15, is now .at
school, There are no other relatives
in England. Dawson suffered from an .
internal complaint and insomnia, and
took drugs.: His wife was exceeding-
ly nervous, but they lived quietly and.

50 per cent. and: in Deer Park about
125- perzcent., while the Jlatter’s in-
come assessment is increes=d from $4950
to $71,333. =
ment of real property in the annexed
districts is $1,351,902. In East Toronto,
the township assessment for real pro-
perty is now $2,208,435, an increase of
$572,845 or about 32.per cent. This in-
cludes new buildings. Land values
are now assessed $981,627, an increase
of about 50 per cent. The assessment
on real property in Deer Park is in-
creased from. $645,590 to- $1,280,386, or
about 100 per cent., while the land
assessment was raised from $305,220
to $681,161, or 125 per cent.

The Baldwin property assessment is
increased from $81,200 to $225,481, the
land assessment being increased from
$76,400 to .$196,481, or about 175" per
cent. [East Toronto's population is
4495; Deer Park 1326, and the Baldwin
property 22. The total business assess-
ment of all the annexed districts shows
a reduction from $72,905 to $68,312, or
$9593, owing to the reduced rating of
rétailers from 35 per cent.' to 25 peri
cent. .

- LARGE AUDIENGE: GHI

Great Virtueso Wins Another Tri-
umph at Massey Hall—Fine
Interpretation of Chopin.

Paderewski. is always an inevitable
attraction in ‘any community of music
lovers. And last night Massey Hall
was filled with - an audience of all

classes to hear the greatest of all piano
virtousi.

In several respects Paderewski is a
 different man from what he was when
he created the morbid enthusiasms over
his playing fifteen years ago, when he
first was. heard in America. Certain
psychological changes have come over
him, as is only natural, with his ad-
vance in yvears; and these mental meta-
morphoses have affected both his in-
terpretative attitudes and his technigal
and personal mannerisms. Last night,
for' instance, there was a complete ab-
cence of show for show's sake, dexter-
ity for dexterity's sake; and there was
no pounding of the keys of the piano
in thundering style to startle the vul-
gar. The program thruout was inter-
preted spiritually and- all technical
powers were used purely for musical
purposes as such.

The program began with Bach's
Chromatic Fantasia and Fugue. Usually
Bach is too formalistic in structure and
tco cclorless for the run of -even genu-
ine music lovers to care for his com-
positicns. But the Chromatic Fantasia
and :Fugue is a composition which
surprises one by its possessing qualities
which, if one did not know who was
the composer, would be judged to have
been written for the piano and not for
1 the claviet, It has a touch of modern-
ism ‘in it and is distinctly pianistic.
The Fugue is easily fbllowed, has con-
siderable cor in it and was played by
Paderewski in a spirit which seemed’
to popularize it. 5

Then followed Beethoven's Sonata,
Op. 111. This is a composition distin:
guished by sane sentiment rather than
by passion, Reginald De Koven to the
contrary ' notwithstanding. The second
movement (allégro con brio), to put it
anachronistically, began somewhat in
the style of Chopin, that is to say, with
a clearcut sentimental melody, but it
¢oon became masculine in the Beetho-
ven manner. The Adagie was the most
striking movement; and on playing it
Paderewski gave it a singularly spirit-
ual interpretation and technically did
some remarkably trilling in the right
hand. L
