On April 17th, 1876, the new building was 
opened, and since that date the medical gentlemen who give 
so much time and pains on behalf of the sick poor have been 
enabled to do their work on a scale, and with facilities un­
known before. We refer to the reports appended for evi­
dences of their satisfaction, and also that the friends of 
suffering humanity may see that a few things are still needed 
The Directors will have much pleasure in supplying those 
requirements whenever the state of their funds permit, or 
perhaps benevolent individuals may be inclined to follow the 

j example of the young lady who furnished one of the little 
rooms set apart for an eye and ear infirmary, and furnish the 
other, or provide the examiners’ table and additional instru­
ments required in the Women and Childrens’ Department, 
or the apparatus for the Surgical Department, referred to in

The Institution now serves three public uses :—(1) The 
morgue has been in use during the past eighteen months tor

i
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vvfthe city and county for lack of decent accommodation for 
the bodies of the dead, until an inquest can lie held on them, 

removed. The morgue was fitted up in accordance 
with the suggestions of the Medical Board ; but several alter­
nons have been suggested by the Coroners, and these have 
been, or will be made, as t he Directors desire to meet the 
wishes of those gentlemen, so far as means 
fully-equipped attending and visiting Dispensary.
Eye and Ear Infirmary.

The second story of the building is still unfinished and it 
proposed to finish and vse it for a children’s hospital. 

This is a much needed charity, and one that appeals to every 
tender heart and to hearts that are not usually suspected of 
being tender. For such a purpose the Dispensary is admir­
ably situated. It is in the district from which most of the 
patients would come ; commands a cheerful view ; will always 
have good air ; and is well lighted. The second story could 
be easily converted into two wards, one of them for a conva­
lescent’s and a matron’s room. Up stairs there is sufficient 
cooking accommodation, and downstairs the Apothecary and 
the medicines are always at hand. A benevolent lady has 
informed the Directors that nearly $500 are available for this 
object. A sub-committee has therefore been appointed to 
ascertain the cost of finishing and furnishing the rooms, and 
to obtain all other needed information, and report early in 

the year
As the new Dispensary was first talked of as a memorial 

building, in connection with those valued fellow-citizens who 
were lost with the “ City of Boston,” and as the friends of 

of those have taken a very active part in its erection, 
another sub-committee has been appointed, to consider in
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what way—whether by memorial window, marble tablet, or 
shield,—their names should be preserved among us. It has 
always seemed to the Directors most fitting that those much 
lamented ones and other public benefactors should be remem­
bered, and that the large waiting-hall furnishes an appro­
priate place for recording the names of such as may from 
time to time be thought worthy of this honor.

HOSPITAL SUNDAY.

The receipts for 1870 were $ 1450, as against $2700 in 
1875. We are not disappointed at the falling off, as a special 
effort was made in 1875 for the new building, and we receiv­
ed in 1870 as much as we asked for in our last Report.

We trust that Hospital Sunday may now be regarded as a 
settled thing with us ; and that the first Sunday in October, 
or whatever other dav may be agreed upon, will regularly see 
all who worship God—no matter how different their forms 
of faith—engaged in the blessed work of contributing to the 
relief of tho-e who are bowed down with the combined load 
of poverty and disease. So satisfied are the Directors that 
the contributions on that day are sufficient to meet the ordin­
ary expenditure on Dispensary, Children’s Hospital, and 
Infirmary, that they propose to discontinue after this vear 
that collecting from annual subscribers, which in the past 
was the financial mainstay of the Institution. As the whole 
of the proceeds of Hospital Sunday have hitherto been given 
to the erection of the new building, it is impossible to dis­
pense with the annual subscriptions this year. We are a 
little in debt ; and we must have our usual supplies to carry 
us on to October ; but we hope, without at all pledging 
successors, that this shall be our last call on our two hundred
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friends, who have taxed themselves in the past foror more
t he benefit of the comm unitv in this matter.

IN MEMORIAM.

The Directors have in this Report a sorrowful duty to 
perform. One of their number was summoned away by death 
iu the course of the year, and they desire to pay a last tribute 
of respect to his memory. All who knew the late James 
Duggan respected his sterling worth. No member of the 
Board took a more active and intelligent interest in the Dis­
pensary, or evinced a greater anxiety to see such a building 
erected as would ensure the permanence of the Institution. 
Even when in failing health he was sure to be present at 
every meeting, and at the meetings of the Charitable Irish 
Society he never forgot to press its claims. Halifax had few 
more public spirited men than James Duggan, and the friends 
of the Dispensary have special reason to mourn his loss.

The Directors learn with regret that another member of 
our Board—whom old age has kept from our meetings for 
some time back—is on a sick bed, from which he is not likely 
to rise again. The Hon. James Cochran is one of the oldest 
friends of the Institution. He retires from the Board this 
year by regular rotation. We shall esteem ourselves fortu­
nate if we secure successors iu the Directory equal in ability 
to James Duggan and Hon. James Cochran. We cannot 
expect to get men who will take a deeper interest iu its 
success.

Gentlemen,—The Medical Board of the Dispensary 
herewith submit the following Report for the year ending 
November, 1876 :—

The number of patients who have been treated by the 
Dispensary Physicians during the year is 2640. The number 
of applications or visits made by patients to the Dispensary 
is 82*16. 1612 patients have been treated at the Dispensary
bv the Attending Physicians, and 1128 have been seen at 
their homes by the Visiting Physicians. The number of 
Dental eases is 561. The number of prescriptions dispensed 
is 9259, besides 582 for other charitable institutions, 
mortality among patients has been 27.

We call again vour attention to the increase in patients 
over the number of last year.

The outdoor department is a most important branch of 
the Dispensary. The physicians attached to it visit persons 
who are too ill to come to the Dispensary. Their time is 
much spent among the very poorest of our city, who exist in 
places which, in many cases, can scarcely be designated 
houses, and often without the necessaries of life. Under 
such circumstances the doctor works at great disadvantage 
he can supply the necessary medicines, but can do little or 
nothing towards providing that which is most needed—good 
food, pure air, and proper clothing. For examples of utter 
wretchedness and destitution, visit the outdoor patients of 
the Dispensary. Sickness under any circumstances is a 
great affliction ; but how much harder is it to bear when

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accompanied by destitution and want. The Medical Board, 
through you, are very desirous of calling the attention of the 
proper authorities to the very defective sanitary condition 
of the tenement houses of this city. Many of them are unlit 
for human habitation, surrounded, as they frequently are, 
by decomposing animal and vegetable matter, bad drains and 
cesspools—it is hardly to be wondered at that such diseases 
as diphtheria, scarlatina, and others of a zymotic origin arc 
rife amongst us. The bad condition of our city, in a sanitary 
point of view, undoubtedly favors the spread of contagious 
diseases, and increases their mortality.

This matter affects the health not of a few persons, but 
the entire community, and where prevention is possible, no 
efforts should be spared to secure it.

The Board again have much pleasure in testifying to the 
ability of Mr. Puttner. He is always at his post, willing and 
ready to carry out the wishes of the gentlemen in attendance.

Gentlemen,—During the year ending November 30th, 

1876,1 have had under mv treatment 145 cases—120 of the 
eye and 2o of the ear ; about one quarter yore in all than 
during the previous year. The number o visits made by 
these persons to the Dispensary, including some visits made 
by me at the houses of some of the patients, was 1037 ; 
average of about 7 visits to each patient.

A very gratifying feature in connection with the year’s 
work has been a very large increase in the number of those 
who have presented themselves for treatment during the 
tiarly or acute stage of their diseases. This fact accounts for 
the average number of visits made by each patient being ac­
tually less than last year, while the total number of p
applying is 27 more. It is fair to conclude that the 
are more
fore, and do not wait until their diseases become chronic, 
when a protracted course of treatment is generally necessary 
to effect a cure, if irreparable injury has not already been 
produced. It is earnestly to be desired that those persons 
for whose benefit the Dispensary exists, will not fail to avail 
themselves of its advantages through a false pride ; while 
the other hand it is net a pleasant duty to be obliged to re­
fuse treatment to some, who imagine the hearts of the citizens 
who support the Dispensary are so large that they disregard 
mot only color and creed, but also the ability to pay in those 
who apply for aid.
