She did not see Fred 
Isaac strike anybody. Tom Simon and An­
thony Isaac were fighting together at 6.30 
o'clock when Mrs. Thomas arrived on the 

and began to belabor Anthony over 
the back and legs and later she struck 
him with a stone—the same one that was 
thrown again at her, witness did not know 
by whom.

Thera are two prominent determining 

factors that will govern the prices of farm 
products this year. The one a highly 
important one, is the strained condition 
of credit. A world-wide money stringency 

* is being experienced, relief from which 
can only be obtained by an increase in the 
purchasing power of gold and a consequent 
depreciation in all articles of commerce.

» The ei volution of the power of- money is 
already noticed in æveral staple commo­
dities. For instance, wool is materially 
lower than a year ago; the same may be 
said of hides. The sharpest change in the 
price of commodities is that which has 
occurred in copper, this being equal to U 
nearly 25 per cent, of a loss in less than 
three months. The contest between mon­
ey and prices will occur in thoee portions 
of the crop which are estimated as prom­
ising a shortage. In the cereals wheat 
and oats are far from being the plentiful 
yields of last year. The world’s crop of 
wheat, according to the best statisticians, 
will be 436,000,000 bushels short of the 
year 1906. Oats on the North American 
Continent are with few exceptions a light 
crop, and the yield in the United States 
is placed at over 100,000,000 bushels less 
than last year. With such well defined 
shortages as this, the firmness of the 
prices of these two grains at the commenc- 
ment of a crop season are not to be won- 

t dered at. The question of demand will 
for the time being be under the influence 
of the ability to purchase, but the inad­
equate or short supply will have an im­
portant bearing on fixing & basis of value. •

Canada is shipping vast quantities of 
pulp wood to the United States yearly 
which ought to be manufactured in this 
country. The spruce wood realizes about 
$3.50 per cord on an average when deliv­
ered at the nearest railway station to 
where it is cut. About $3,000,000 worth 
was
800,000 cords of -wood, 
cousins, whose wood supply is becoming 
exhausted, are very eager to secure the 
Canadian article.

For obvions reasons it would be much 
better for Canada to have this wood man­
ufactured at home and it is proposed to 
have an export duty placed on pulpwood 
to check exportation. One and a quarter 
cords of wood go to a ton of paper, and 
it is claimed that every ton of paper made 
at home would leave $7.50 more in the 
country than if the wood were sold.

Canada has already a growing number of 
pulp and paper mills, and their industrial 
value is very great, a single one of the 
larger mills having an annual output of 
$2,500,000. One large paper mill will em­
ploy a thousand hands exclusive of those 
in the lumber camps and on the drives. In 
this matter Canada is clearly the master 
of the situation and should make the most 
of her advantage.

HOW TO APPROACH.
A rescuer should know how best to ap­

proach anyone in danger of drowning.
There is an element of .risk from the 
clutch of a drowning person, unless the 
rescuer has been properly instructed how 
to effect a release. Many writers say that 
it is sheer madness to approach a drown- 
ing'person from the front. With some it 
might lead to, disaster, but with 
mer who knows the right way to deal with 
a man struggling in the water, there is no 
danger. In advocating the approach from 
the front, it does not necessarily follow 
that this should be done -in 
indeed, as a general rule, it may be better 
not to do so; but it is necessary to know 
what to do if face to face with a drowning 
person. If a person in distress is, ap­
proached from the front and grasped firm­
ly when being turned on his back, he will 
probably give up his struggles and submit 
quietly, finding himself supported and 
able to breathe freely.

The Chewink VIII. the Marblehead and 
the Spokane were built for light airs, and 
with a low freeboard.

ESSEX CENTRE, Ont., Aug. 12-(Sp:- 
cial)—Coroner Brien is making extensive 
preparations fop an inquest here tomor- 

into the dynamite explosion fatality 
ctud wreck.

The coroner has subpoenaed Wallace 
Ritchie, of the Ritchic-Lang Co planing 
mills, whose place came toppling over on 
their heads. Ritchie is expected to say 
that the car of explosives remained from 
Friday at 9 p. m. over night within the 
town limits, and this is said to be illegal. 
Ritchie was looking at the car half an 
hour before the crash and saw the stun 
leaking to the track.

Leo Delong, en expert on mtro-glyoer- 
ine and high explosives generally, will be 
brought from Leamington to testify. J. 
H. Rodd, of Windsor, county crown at­
torney, will have charge of the prosecu­
tion. Other witnesses who saw the car 
blown up are H. Colter, C. E. Naylor, 
Bert Eseelstone, Archie Naylor and mem- 
bere of the firm .of Dunbar & Sullivan,. Of 
Detroit, contractors, to whom the eSplo- 
sives were consigned. Michigan Central 
officials and others are subpoenaed. It is 
said several Michigan Central officials ac­
knowledge liability for damages to a lim­
ited extent. The coroner found that the 
car was labelled “Explosives.” It bore a 
placard that it was dangerous and must 
eot be pladed within eight cars of the en­
gine or caboose.

The county attorney wants to examine 
the firm that sent the dynamite. Both 
packing and sending in the manner done 
are against the law. The railway com­
pany wil) probably settle all damages 
without lawsuits. The property loss will 
exceed $200,000. 1

The car of dynamite reached Essex 
Centre, Friday night, and was placed on 
a side track tp be taken to Amherstburg 
this morning. The train in charge of 
Conductor Tom Barry and Engineer Dav­
id Cottrelle, picked up the car and was 
backing to the depot to await the arrival 
of the mail train from St. Thomas.

Conductor Barry noticed that nitro-gly- 
cerine was leaking from the car, and as 
the drops fell on the rails they popped. 
Barry drew the attention of Depot Agent 
Stimere, ajid these two, with a brakeman 
and others, went into the car and read­
justed the boxes to try and stop the leak- 

Half an hour later the explosion 
occurred. Much indignation is expressed 
by the townspeople at the negligence of 
the railway company and shippers for this 
careless way of handling explosives.
