To which Dr. Stupsox, on behalf of the Deputation,
rcturned the following reply :
GENTLEMEN,

On the part of the Deputation appointed by the
General Assembly of the Church of Scotiand to
visit the British Provincesin America, I beg most
gratefully to acknowledge this verv marked and
p'eusing instance of attention—this testimony of
deep interest and cordial sympathy in regard to
the great object of our mission. [t is truly grati-
fyiag tous, and not more gratifying than eheering
and cncouraging in reference to the purpose of our
visitto this far f‘manl land, to find such an opinion
entertained, as thut which has now been expressed,
reepecting the desirableness and importance of the
mission with the conduct of which we have been
entrusted, and the advantages which, under the
blessing of God, may be expected to accrue from
it to the cause of religion. It was under a fond
hope of this kind that the General® Assembly
adopted the measure ; and it is most satisfactory
to find that this hope is shared by persons so weil
acquainted as you sre with locul eircumstances —
or rather I should say, assuming in your case the
form of' decided conviction and unhesitating anti-
cipation of good to the most important of all
causes, the advancement of the kinedom of
Christ. Mu{ God more than fulfil all our expecta-
tions, more than answer all our prayers.

It cannot fail greatly to encourage our hearts and
strengthen our hands in the interesting and impor-
tant undertaking on which we are just entering,

with the Church of Scutland, the object of onr
comnon and deep veneration, of our warmest af-
fection, and of our dearest and most cherished re-
collections. In this community of object and of
sentiment existing between yonr body and the
General Assembly’s ceputation, we delight to re-
eognise an unexpected and most we'come 1neans
of powerfully aiding us in our operativns, and an
opportuaity aiforded, as we venture to hope, of
contributing to the more successful conduct of
yours. Whatever, in this respect and in reference
to the points adverted to in your address, our
knowledge of “the past history, the present state,
and the future prospects of the Church of
Scotland,” enable us to furnixh, will, I need hardly
say, be readily and joyfully placed at your service;
aud we will, in like manner, with your kind per-
mission, draw on your local information for what
must prove most valuable suggestions and meuns
of guidance to us. In this interchange of senti-
ment and view and counsel, bearing ou our eeveral
departments, in the work of our Lord and Master,
we shall, [ trust, fe2l much mutual satisfaction and
encouragement ; and we humbly hope, as we .de-
voutly pray, that, considering the high and holy
aim to which our efforts are dirccted, it may be
given unto s to realise, in this instance, the bles:
sedness alike of civing and receiving.

But, Gentlemen, the existence and co-operation

Partics in England.—T'he course of Sir Robert

Peel, in relation to several important measures. has
given great dissatisfuction to those who assisted in
plucing him inthe lofty position ke now occupies.
His history as premier is indved curious. Chosen
us the representative of the Conservative party. and
snpported by the high ‘Tory interest, he has, since
his elevation to the Premiership, brought forward |
various measnres of a liberal, and in some sense a |
Whig character, greatly to the annovance of many
of his early friends. The London T'unes, for ex-
ample, which furmerly supporied him very ably nnd
zeaiously, has, with'n a few months, been among
the most decided of his assailants, and now denoun-
ces him in no measured terins.— Some of his recent
measures huye been earried mainly through the
aid of Whig votes, while the very party that placed
him in power, is now, in a certain sense, assisting
to destroy him ; but notwithstanding that so many
of his old friends vote against him, he is able to
secure large majorities in Parlioment, through the
agency of votes given by political opponents.
Fortunately for the coantry, most of the measures
which have thus been trinmphantly passed, miay be
described as of a hberal character.  Still, a storm
is evidently gathering, and aiready some of the
ultra Conservatives ure calling out for © a new
leader.” Nay, several of the papers predict that
before long, a coalition will tike pluce between
Sir Robert Peel and Lerd John Russell, Beli's |
Weckly Messenger, & moderate, and generally |
speaking, & well informed print, expresses this
opinion.  Not long since in the House of Com-
mons, Lord John Russell, the admitted head of the
\Whig party in Great Britain, held this remarkable
language :
* Let not these gentlemen,” he said addressing
himself'to Sir J. Tyreil and the agricuoltural mem-
bers, “let them not inagine it they should propose
‘@ vote of a want of contidence in her Majosty's
* ministers, that I should supportit.  What [ have

* the organ of this interest, but if it be sa, I will
“ still not purchase back the confidence of this in-
“ terest by uttering the slightest expression of re-
“ pen‘ance for the course which I have pursued, —
s [t has been turther said that the government has
“ lost the confidence of i's snpporters withont gain-
* inyr that of its opponenis ; but to this, ulso, [ have
“ to repeat, that be it so or not, I will nat utter one
“ expression of regret fur haying proposed the
“ measures which huve brought on this want of
“ confidence.” :

TMPORTANT FrOM TEXAS.—Jcceplance of An-
neration.— The United States stea:nship Prineeton,
Captain Stockton, arvived at Annapol's Rosds on
the 3d instant, from Galveston, wherce she was
despatched on the 234 vltimo, with important de-
=patches for the United States Government. The
following, from the Washington Union,ds 2 sum-
mary of the intelligence :—

“The news bronght by the Princeton is of the
most interesting character.

TMPORTANT FrOM TEXAS.—Jcceplance of An-
neration.—The United States stea:nship Prineeton,
Captain Stockton, arvived at Annapol's Rosds on
the 3d instant, from Galveston, wherce she was
despatched on the 234 vltimo, with important de-
=patches for the United States Government. The
following, from the Washington Union,ds 2 sum-
mary of the intelligence :—

“The news bronght by the Princeton is of the
most interesting character.  Both liouses of the
Texan Congress have ununimously consented to
the terms of the joint resolution of the United
States. The Senate had rejected the treaty with
Mexico by a unanimons vote. Captain Wagga-
mian hadarrived at Washington, T'vxas, to seivct
posis to be occupied by the United States Troops,
and to provide for their subsistence. A resolution
was introduced into both houses of Congress, re-
quiring the Executive to surrender ull posts, nuvy-
yards, barracks, &c. to the proper authorities of
tie United States. The joint resolutions are as
follows :
Be it 'ved by the Senale and HMouse of Re-
presentalives of the Republic of Teras in Congress
assembled, ‘That the Governmnent of "Texas doth
consent that the penple and territory of the Repubs
lic of ‘T'exas may be erected into a new state, to be
called the siate of Texas, with & republican form
of goveinment, to be adopted by the people of said
republie, by deputies in convention assembdled, in
order that the same may he admitted 08 one of the
states of the American Union ; and said consent is
given on the terms, guarantees and conditions set
forth in the preamble 1ot int resolution,

Sec. 2. Be it further yesolved, That the procla-
mation of the 'resivent of tha republic of Texas
ng date May Sth, 1315, and the elecrion of de-
s 0 sit in convention at Austin on the 4th of
# next, forthe adoption of a constitution for the
state of T'exas, had in accordance therewith, here-
by receive the consent of the existing government
of 'Te

£,

Sec. 3. Be it further resolved, That the Presi-
dent of 'U'exas is liereby requested immediately to
furnish the government of the United States,through
their accredited minister near this government,
with a copy of this joint resolution ; also to furniel
the convention, to assemble st Austin on the 4th
of July next, with a copy of the same—and the
same shall take effect from and after its passage.
The treaty agreed upon between Ashbel Smith
and Baron Cuevas on the part of Texas and Mexis
co. under the sanction of the English and French
ministers, contains the following eonditions :—

1. Mexico consents to ackuowledge the inde-
pendence of Texas.

2. Texas engapes that she will stipulate in the
"Treaty not to annex herself, or becoine subject, to
any country whatever.

3. Linits and other arranzements to be matters
of agreement in the final treaty,

4. Texas to be willing to refer the disputed
points with regard to territory uud other matterg,
to the arbitration of umpires.

This treaty, with the various documents con-
nected with it, was considered by the Texan Sge
nate on the 21st ult., rejected unanimously, and the
injunction of secrecy removed.
