Paris, Aug. 11—(Via London, Aug. 11)—The crepe festoons which for
forty years have hung from the monument of the City of Strassburg, capital
of Alsace-Lorraine, which stands in the Place De La Concorde were torn
down today and replaced with flowers and palm branches, while a tri-colored
sash was draped about the figure.

The ceremony was conducted by 2,000 members of the Federation of‘ Al-
satian societies in Paris. Joseph Satsbouef, mayor of the Eighth. Arrondisse-
ment, embraced the statue, and then addressing the gathering said:

“The hour for revenge, which we have prayed for unceasingly for forty-
four years, has at last struck. The French army is in Alsace. The red trousers
are again seen on our plains, and mountains. . The gay bugles of France
sounded the charge at Altkirch and Muelh:usen.”

“About two cavalry divisions are in the neighborhood of Tongres to the
north of Litge, Three German army corps are still opposite Liege and other
German troops are reported to beientrenched along the line of the River Aisne.

A large German force is moving through the Dutchy of Luxemburg, and its
advance troops are now at the Belgian frontier, “German cavalry patrols have
been reported near Marchienne and Arlon.' Several individual soldiers belong-
ing to German patrols have been captured both in France and Belgium. In all
cases they were reported to be short of food for both men and horses, and to

have made no resistance, 9

ment of the fortifications by the Germans is proceeding without interruption,
On one occasion a fort was apparently silenced, but when German infantry
men advanced to attack it a hail of bullets was poured into them sé suddenly
and effectively that they tretired with heavy loss, :

Uhlans had been mowed down by
French machine guns in the skirmish at
Saint Croix, some of the United States
army officers watching the European
situation exclaimed: “I told you so.”

The eyes of every artillery officer in
the world are today following the French
artillery, on which is pinned the hope
of France to whip the Germans. |

Will the French artillery, admittedly
the best in the world, wreak the havoc
in the German ranks that has beeh pre-
dicted? Will the new pieces of the
French repeat the awful slaughter for
which their old pieces were responsible
in the Balkan war of a little more than
a year ago? At that time the Servians
In particular, were arméd with the murd-
erous French guns and swept from the
field the opposing Turks armed with
German guns.

If the Frerch artillery refuses in this
war to meet the expectations of France,
then every nation in the world which
has been copying it, will begin to work
on new lings, for, it is predicted a failure
of the artillery will mean fhe defeat of
the French.

The French, since the time of Napol-
eon, have specialized in artillery, and
their guns of today, with their handling,
form the backbone of the army.

The guns are manufactured in secret,
such is the value placed on them. The

Friendly as
France is to her Russian ally she has
never even lent to Russia any of her
newer models.

FRENCH CANADA
AND THE EMPRE

“I have heard it said since my ar-
rival this evening,” he continued “that
our French Canadians would not be so
fervent in their support of this war
were not France interested; but I do
not look upon the question in this light.
I believe that no unit in the Dominion
appreciates more fully than the French
Canadians the degree of civil and reli-
gious liberty accorded them by the Brit-
ish crown, and I know they will show
this appreciation in whatever corner of
the earth our soldiers are called for duty
during the present conflict.”

ROLE OF THE KIEL CANAL

(From the Toronto World.)

On June 24 the German Emperor

formally opened the enlarged Kiel Can-
al, connecting the North Sea with the
Baltic. Kiel, the principal naval station
of the empire, is situated at the Baltic
end of the canal, and is heavily forti-
fied. Originally opened in 1895 and con-
structed for naval rather than for com-
mercial purposes, it saves a jouraney of
200 miles through the straits ¢hat divide
Denmark from Norway and Sweden.
The straits can be made exceedingly
dangerous to navigation, and it is un-
likely that the fleet will expose itself to
needless risks.
' As enlarged the Kaiser Wilhelm Canal
permits the largest war and merchant
ships to pass from sea to sea, and this
will form an important factor in the
naval strategy. The new works necessi-
tated the construction of new locks, of
double the first dimensions, and the
deepening of the waterway. One of the
locks exceeds the largest on the Pana-
ma Canal, and the Kiel Canal is longer
by ten miles than the waterway of its
Central American rival.

IVERESTTD
HER VAR STRENGTH

Such is Opinion Expressed by Lord
Richard Nevill, Household
Chamberlain — The Australian
Fleet

Montreal, Aug. 10—“It seems to me
that Germany has rather over-estimated
her strength,” said Lord Richard Nevill,
chamberlain of the household of the
governor general of Australia, who ar-
rived here en route for London.

Beyond this remark Lord Nevill de-
clined to give his views on the European
crisis, but he said the mere fact of Can-
ada and Australia having expressed such
readiness to come to the aid of the mo-
ther country must have a great moral
effect in favor of Great Britain all over
the world. :

“It was most gratifying to me” he
went on, “to read the report that Aus-
tralia had volunteered to send an expe-
ditionary force of 20,000 men to the Old
Country at the expense of the Common-
wealth, and I have no doubt that Can-
ada will take similar steps. It is not so
much the men that ¢ount as the moral
support, which I am sure will make it-
self very widely felt.

“Australia is, of course, now in a posi-
tion to defend her own coasts and soil,
as she has a fleet of about ten ships, in-
cluding the flagship ‘Australia of
Dreadnought type, besides cruisers, de-
stroyers, etc. Since the measure for
compulsory training of cadets, intro-
duced three years ago by a Labor admin-
istration, the Commonwealth can put a
very large number of men into the field
for defensive purposes. We have artil-
lery and a large force of light horse.

“Though the law inaking the training
of boys more than fourteen years old
compulsory met with considerable op-
position when it was introduced, the
system has since proved a great success
and the people now seem quite recon-
ciled to it. At Sydney I have seen as
many as 20,000 metropolitan cadets -re-
viewed by the former governor-general,
Lord Denman? 19,000 at Melbourne and
smaller numbers at Brisbane, Hobert and
Perth, as well as at smaller centres.”

PRODUCE  PRIGES

(Montreal Financial Times).

Produce men at the present time are
somewhat at a loss to forecast the trend
of prices, according to the chief execu-
tive of one of Canada’s large produce
firms in an interview with The Financial
Times this week. It seems certain that
prices will stiffen, in fact have stiffened,
since the hurried developments in Europe
plunged the greater part of that con-
tinent into warfare.

If conditions had remained normal,
or even as they were two weeks ago, a
decline in price of produce might have
been looked for. Fhstead of the antici-
pated decline however, producers and
traders alike find themselves facing con-
ditions of which they have had no pre-
vious experience, and until things shake
down and any doubt which may exist
as to the outcome of the KEuropean
siruggle is removed some difficulty in
setting prices is experienced.

An increase of two to three cents a
pound in the price of butter is antici-
pated almost immediately and the same
increase is likely to be made in the price
of bacon per pound and of eggs per
dozen. . Cheese will advance in price a
cent to a cent and a half a pound, with
lard advancing at about the same rate.

How: long these prices will be main-
tained, whether there will be further
increase or whether prices will tend to
get back to normal is the point upon
which produce men arc in doubt. Many

factors enter into the situation at pres-|d

ent. Retailers are said to be laying in
heavy stocks at present prices, un-
gestionably under the impression that
prices will advance. Steamship com-
panies and hotels which purchase their
produce through wholesale houses are
said to be doing the same thing. In
fact as far as can be gathered whole-
sale houses are having a trying time in
supplying demands at home,

Shipping of produce to British ports
is, of course, temporarily suspended, and
until a decisive blow has been struck at
belligerent Germany on the seas there
is likely to be a falling off in trans-At-
lantic shipments.

Regarding prices at home, produce
impression that in-
creased prices should not hold gvod for
any length of time—though this will
depend in a large measure on the ability
of the British Navy to establish safe
passage for merchantmen between Eng-
lish and Scottish ports and those coun-
tries from which Britain is accustomed
to draw supplies. \

As in the case of the wholesale pro-
duce houses, wholesale grocers are being
beseiged with orders for large stocks at
prevailing prices with the same anticipa-
tion of still further enhanced prices later
on in the minds of retailers. DMany
wholesale houses have been approached
by private individuals who have wished
to lay in stocks of groceries. In the
majority of cases, however, such orders
have been refused, the wholesaler; be-
lieving that their first duty lay in
supplying the shopkeepers

THE PRESENT STATUS OF
CERMANS IN' CANADA

» The Canada Gazétte contains the fol-
Iowing proclamation relative to persons
of German nationality in Canada:

1. Such persons so long as they quiet-
ly pursue their ordinary avocations shall
not be arrested, detained or interfered
with, unless there is reasonable ground
to believe that they are engaged in
espionage, or attempting to engage in
acts of a hostile, pature, or to give in-
formation to the enemy, or unless they
otherwise contravene any law, order in
council ‘or proclamation;

2. All. German officers or, reservisis
attempting to leave Canada at any port
on the Atlantic or on the Pacific shall
be arrested and detained;

8. Precautions shall be taken at all
important points such as Halifax, St.
John, Quebec, :Montreal, Kingston, Tor-
onto, Niagara, Hamilton, London, Wind-
sor, Sarnia, Sault Ste Marie, Port Ar-
thur, Fort William, Winnipeg, Regina,
Moose Jaw, Calgary, Lethbridge, Revel-
stoke, Sicamous Mission Junction, New
Westminster, Vancouver, Victoria and
any other similar points in the discretion
of the -minister of militia, to prevent
German officers or reservists from leav-
ing Canada for the purpose of entering
the United States, and thence proceed-
ing to Germany, and any such officers
or reservists making any such attempt
shall be arrested and detained.

NO SUGAR SHORTAGE.

Consumers Need Not Fear, Says Hunt-
ley Drummond of the Redpath Refin-
ery, Montreal,

Montreal, Aug. 11—Ihe Montreal sug-
ar refineries do not intend that the con-
sumers shall be taken advantage of by
speculators who may be tempted to start

short on account of the war. Discussing
this matter, Huntley Drummond, presi-
dent of the Redpath Sugar Refinery,
Lt., said:

There is no necessity whatever for
alarm as to sugar oupplies here, and
anyone who orders a barrel of sugar for
‘storage purposes,’ besides having his
work for his pains, merely bids up the
price on himself and others.

“There are sufficient stocks,” he said,
“in Canada to supply all the legitimate
needs of the country, and the refineries
do nbdt propose to allow speculators to
unduly enhance the price.

“It is the duty of every good citizen,”
he added, “to keep his head at present,
as any other course invites unnecessary
suffering and cost. I.et me repeat:
There is sugar enough for everyone, and
no need whatever at present to pay in-
creased prices, whatever the future may
hold in store for us.”

The conspicuous failure of German
diplomacy suggests that the country has
produced no legitimate successor to Bis-
marck. That astute statesman at the
time of the Franco-Prussian war had
laid his plans so well that when M.
Thiers visited the FEuropean capitals
seeking alliances or intervention he was
entirely unsuccessful. In the present
crisis Germany has even failed to hold
the triple ‘alliance together. Italy re-
jected her overtures, even when accom-
panied by the offer of a substantial
bribe. England in like manner refused
to consent to the violation of the neu-
trality of Belgium and Luxemburg. In
short, with the single exception of Aus-
tria, whose 'cause he espoused, when
with a word he could have prevented
this European war, the German autoerat
finds himself without a friend.

If German statesmanship needs a Bis-
marck it would appear that German
armies also need a Von Moltke. That
great general conquered France in a six
months’ campaign, and did not meet
with a single great reverse throughout
the war. Now, however, the great plan
of invading France by way of Belgium
and Luxemburg has miscarried, because
of the unexpected bravery and wonder-
ful fighting quality of the Belgian
army. The French frontier of Belgium
and Luxemburg is not so well fortified
as the frontier between France and
Germany. The latter is probably less
than two hundred miles in length, and
ever since 1871 the French have been
busy strengthening their line of defence,
which extends from Belfort near Swit-
zerland to Verdun and Sedan, while be-
hind it there is a second line of de-
fence, between Besancon and Rheims.
It was because of their knowledge of
the difficulty of invading France by this
route that Germany had military ‘roads
extended to the Luxemburg and Belgian
frontier, evidently with deliberate pur-
pose to violate the neutrality of those
countries and invade France by that
route, thus getting in behind or turning
the end of the fortifications along the
Franco-German border. If Germany an-
ticipated as great a success in the ad-
vance through Luxemburg and Belgium

~as was met with in 1870 in the ad-
vance through Alsace-Lorraine, her mili-
Yary operatxons have proved as un-
succesful ‘as her diplomacy. So far as
can be gathered from the cables the
German armies are held in check in Bel-
gmm and Luxemburg, while to the
south the French armies have invaded
Alsace and are receiving a hearty wel-
come from the people of that former
French provmce News of great battles
may now be daily expected, as the op-
posing armies . are steadily drawing
closer to each other, and we shall soon
know whether there is anything in the
- boasted superiority of the German arms
and discipline over the French. One
critic expresses the belief that the
French artillery will prove superior to
that of Germany, and if so it will be
extremely difficult to check the French
advance. On the east Russia is moving
toward the Austrian and German
border, and one report says a Russian
army has actually invaded Austria and
gained some successes. Meanwhile the
German fleet is unable to give any as-
sistance to the army, and is unable to
prevent the movement of British troops
across the Channel to support the French
and Belgian forces.

Althgugh Austria had not declared
war against France, Austrian armies
haye been in motion toward the French
border. France has therefore given his
passport to the Austrian ambassador
and the two countries are now actually
at war. Last night’s cables seemed to in-
dicate that the plan of Germany and
Austria is to crush France before the
slow moving Russian armies can come
up. Great battles are now daily expect-
ed on the frontiers of France and in Bel-
gium. The warning given to the British
fishing fleets to keep out of the North
Bea is regarded as an indication that a
clash between the British and German
fleets is imminent. There is a rumor that
Turkey and Bulgaria may support Aus-
tria and Germany, in which case there
seems little doubt that Greece hnd Rou-
mania would also be drawn into the
struggle, into which Servia and Monte-
negro have already plunged, and in that
case the whole Balkan country would be
thrown into another bloody conflict. For
#he moment, however, universal attention
I8 centred upon events in Belglum and
Alsace. There are ugly reports of sav-
@ge brutality by German soldiers on
both frontiers and this has aroused a

-every confidence that the Atlantic will

MORE WORK FOR
HUNDREDS OF MEN

Force Employed in Construction
of West Side Wharves to Be
Doubled — Preparing For Re-
cerd Shipments of War Supplies
Through This Port

Instead of restricting work and laying
off men the Dominion public works de-
partment is to follow the opposite course
at this port and the number of men
employed on the wharves at West St.
Jchn is to be doubled. Manning W.
Doherty, managing director of the Mari-

time Dredging and Construction Com-
pany, which has the contract for the
construction of the new wharves and
warehouses at Sand Point brought this
good news from Ottawa yesterday. The
company now employs 450 men and this
number is doubled if opportumhes can
be found for so many. This is being done
with the determination to have the new
facilities ready for use by the opening
of the winter season. Even if the or-
dinary traffic should slacken it is ex-
pected that this port will handle im-
mense qunntnties of supplies for the
British armies and their allies as well
as food stuffs, etc., for those who are
not fighting and it is expected that the
harbor facilities here will be crowded
to their utmost capacity.

Smart dressmakers have begun to

ring . in variations upon the Russian
tunic costume, and one is shown today
that will be sure to find faver. It is
suitable to development in linen, plain
and striped effects being combined.
‘ The French linens that cost from 40
cents a yard upward come in the pat-
terns that make up this suit most
effectively in wash materials. They
are also exceedingly smart in silk. The
Eton jacket is unusually attractive.
To make, the dress requires 2% yards
of striped and 6 yards of plain ma-
terial 44 inches wide.

The linen should, first be folded care-
fully; then the parts of the pattern
marked by triple “TTT” perforations
laid along the fold. For short sleeves
the lower parts of the sleeve are cut
off. Indications are also given for a
lower effect for the neck if same is de-
sired. The lower edge of the over-
front of the jacket may be finished
straight if desired, but the cut out ef-
fect exposing the vest is very desirable.

In making, the vest is first finished
by taking up the dart at the front and
hemming. Then pleat the front, plac-
ing “T” on single large “O” perforation
and tack. Arrange front on vest,
shoulder, under-arm and armhole
edges even. Close under-arm seam as
notchéd; close shoulder seam. Sew
collar to neck edge as notched.

Sleeve.—For short sleeve see cutting
directions. Close seams as notched,
easing any fullness between notches at
elbow. Close cuff seam as notched,
sew to short sleeve, double “00” per-
forations even, single small *“o0” per-
foration at inside seam of sleeve. Sew
sleeve in armhole, inside seam at notch
in front, easing any fullness between
double “TT” perforations.

Close the sleeve seams, add cuffs and
sew into armhole, easing any fullness
between double “TT” perforations. Fin-
ish the neck with accordion pleated
hemstitched ruffle.

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War Stops Tour Of
Dominions Commission

imperial Visitors Will go From St. John

to Charlottetown

and Then Return to

Great Britain — Cable Received This
Morning--Mayor Frink Gives Evidence
Regarding Harbor Works

The tour of the Dominion’s Royal Com-,

mission through Canada, for the purpose
of gathering information regarding im-
perial trade and commerce, will be cut

‘ short on account of conditions arising
from the declaration of war.

When the commission met in the
Board of Trade rooms this morning for
their first session in New Brunswick Sir
Alfred Bateman, the acting chairman,
made the announcement that a cable had
been: received from the Imperial authori-
ties instructing the commission to ter-
minate their tour at Charlottetown.

The commission will carry out their
Ymgmmme for New Brunswick and
hen go to Prince Edward Island, as
planned. This will conclude their work
for the present and they will then pro-
ceed to Montreal or Quebec to embark
for Great Britain.

“We will sail for Great Britain as
soon as we can, or, I might say, as soon
as those German cruisers will allow
us to sail,” Sir Alfred speaking of their
arrangements. “The change in our
plans has come so suddenly that we are
not prepared to say just what will fol-

“low and I cannot say whether the hear-
ings will be resumed in Canada after the
war ceases. The plans of the commis-
sioners from the other colonies may de-
pend largely upon the possibility of se-
curing transportation but it is probable
that we shall all return to England.”

The evidence of today will be supple-
mented by a personal inspection of the
harbor facilities tomorrow afternoon
when the commission will be the guests

of the marine department on a trip
around the harbor on one of the Norton

Griffiths Company’s tug boats.

Following a private meeting at their
hotel the commission met at the Board
of Trade rooms a} eleven o’clock.

Sir George E. Foster introduced the
lieutenant governor, the mayor and the
president of the board of trade.

Hon. Josiah Wood welcomed the com-
missioners to New Brunswick and ex-
pressed the pleasure of the people on
the occasion of their visit. He express-
ed regret, however, that they came at
a time when business conditions were
unsettled by the war in which the em-
pire was engaged. He added a brief de-
scription of New. Brunswick, setting
forth its many advantages.

His Worship Mayor Frink conveyed
to the commission the cordial welcome
of the citizens of St. John, dwelling
briefly on St. John’s place in the com-
mercial and industrial world. He felt
that the information to be obtained in
St. John would be of great value to the
commission.

J. M. Robinson, president of the
board of trade, said that it was with
a feeling of renewed confidence that the
people of Canada found that the war
in which the empire was engaged was
not regarded as a reason for abandon-
ing the work of the commission. He
added his welcome to that of the others.

Sir Alfred Bateman, acting chairman,
replied, thanking those who had spok-
en, for their words of welcome. He took
advantage of the opportunity to make

had just received notice by cable from
the imperial authorities instructing them
that they should take no evidence be-
yond the maritime provinces, adding
that their work, for the present, would
end at Charlottetown next week.

Speaking of the declaration of war, Sir
Alfred said that it would have the ef-
fect of drawing the mother country and
the colonies more closely together. He
spoke in highest terms of the dominion’s
gift of a million bags of flour, equal, he
said, to one and a quarter loaves of
bread for every man, woman and child
in Great Britain, a gift of even greater
value for the feeling which inspired it
than for its actual value, great as it
is.

Some Evidence

Mayor Frink, Captain J. H. Flemming,
harbor master, and Frank S. Alward, as-

! gistant harbor master, were called on to

give evidence regarding the St. John har-
bor and its facilities.

Mayor Frink submitted a carefully
compiled statement, giving a detailed de-
scription of the harbor, its equipment
and facilities, telling of the beginning
of wharf construction by the city and
the continuance of the work by _the
dominion government. His remarks
covered the entire harbor work, east and
west sides, and in Courtenay Bay, civic,
federal and private.

Members of the commission and par-
ticularly the chairman showed great
interest in His Worship’s evidence and
interrupted frequently to ask questions
on points regarding which they wished
more detailed information.

Charts and plans were produced to
make the evidence more clear and these
were closely examined.

To Sir Rider Haggard His Worship
said that there would be no difficulty
in making the harbor depth as great
as may be required, that it was excep-
tionally safe and that fog presented no
difficulties.

To Mr. Campbell Mayor Frink de-
scribed the system of raising harbor
revenues.

Mr, Garnett asked regarding the size
of the vessels coming to the port and
preparations for still larger steamers.

To Mr. Sinclair the mayor said that
the city’s harbor properties had been
valued at $3964,000 and that the city,
with a populgtion of 50,000 had actually
expended on Capital account for harbor
purposes about $2,000,000 and the Do-
minion had spent another $8,500,000.

Mr. Tatlow asked about the conflict-
ing interests of the city and the domin-
jon government in wharf ownership, His
Worship described the collection of
revenues and the control of the berths
by the harbor master. To stop this
difficulty he thought the only solution
was that the whole harbor should be
taken over by the government.

Sir Jan Laugerman was informed that
the total value for assessment purposes
was $80,628,000. He was promised
statements showing the tonnage of ves-
sels entering and clearing, the value of
exports and imports and then division
into foreign and domestic classes.

Sir George E. Foster was informed
that the wharfage charges were the same
on city, government and private wharves.

To the chairman the mayor said that
no provision had been made for rep-
resentation of the government in con-
trolling the harbor and that the only
proposal for such representation was in
connection with the suggestion that the

| whole harbor should be taken over by

the government.. -
