government, the Constantinople corres­
pondent of the Daily Telegraph declares, 
is prepared to make laçge concessions in 
order to prevent the Balkan armies from 
entering Constantinople. •

An uncensored despatch dated Novem­
ber 12 from Constantinople to the Reuter 
Telegram Company, says that the cholera 
is extending alarmingly among the troops, 

i The cases are reckoned by the hundreds, 
while among the refugees there are even 
more victims.

In Constantinople, adds the despatch, 
!* the disease is more difficult to control. 

One train alone brought 166 patients from 
Stefano. They were conveyed to the lax- 
aretto at Bricos on the Boephorue. The 
bodies of twenty soldiers who had died 
from the cholera were taken from the 
same train-.

Many trains have returned from the 
front with soldiers who are not wOunded 
but are in a state of physical collapse, ow­
ing to exhaustion due to exposure and 
lack of food. The sights at some of the 
stations near Tchatalja are unnerving. 
Cholera victims crawl to the stations for 
water or in the hope of getting to Con­
stantinople. .They can be seen lying about 
in every stage of the infection.

London, Nov. 15—The announcement 
that the Bulgarians had reached the vicin­
ity of Kilies came in a single line tele­
gram from Constantinople this afternoon. 
It lifte a corner of the veil which has 
been baffling observers for some days re­
garding the movements of the victorious 
invaders in front of the Ottoman capitak

Their appearance at Kilies shows that 
they have managed to creep round be­
hind what is known as the forest of Bel­
grade on the outskirts of Constantinople, 
and are now in close proximity to Thra- 
pia, the summer resort' of the residents of 
Constantinople.

From Thrapia a good road leads to with­
in a few miles of Kilies. Nothing has 
yet come to hand to show whether the 
Bulgarians at Kilies an, in strong force 
or merely a detachment of cavalry scouts

fended fort at Kilies, but this was con­
structed to defend the place from attack 
by sea, and may be open to assault on 
the land aide.

Belgrade, Servie, Nov. 15—Another Turk­
ish force hoisted the white flag, and sur­
rendered to the Servian cavalry, near Mon- 
astir yesterday.

The 
active interest of the authorities, however, 
ends with the removal of the poor efles, 
and absolutely no provision has been made 
for food supplies. The refugees are sim­
ply dumped into the to whs on the coast 
or in the interior, and are left to find 
forage for themselves.

—The cholera epidemic among Turkish 
troops holding the line of fortifications at 
Tchatalja in front of Constantinople is 
rapidly becoming worse. More than 500 
cases are reported daily and the total num­
ber already exceede 6,000. Whatever hopes 
the Turks may have had of maintaining 
the line of defence at Tchatalja have been 
dissipated by this outbreak of cholera. An 
eye witness declared that he saw 283 
corpses buried in one big trench at Hadem­
keui, the headquarters of the Turkish com- 
mander in chief, on Tuesday. The bodies 
were dragged to the s 
dropped into the trench, which was not 
nearly deep enough for the purpose.

When the republic was declared many 
valuables disappeared or were stolen from 
the Necessidadêe Palace. The missing arti­
cles included a richly-carved dagger stud­
ded with precious stones, attributed to 
the workmanship of Benvenuto Cellini 
and estimated to be worth several thou­
sand dollars. The dagger belonged to the 
old Dukes of Braganza. This dagger has 
in the letter-box of the official who is 
taking the inventory 1 of articles in the 
royal palaces.

TheX association owes its origin to a 
clinic established 12 yçars ago by Dr.

It 
has a school for atypical children in 
Plainfield. Fees are charged but no pupil 
is refused on account of inability to pay. 
In fact, so many cases have been treated 
free or fdr Nominal fees, th«)t the school 
has, been run at a loss. Dr. Groszmann 
devotee himself _ there to research work, 
to, the creation of a central information 
bureau and reference library, to general 
propaganda and to pedagorical laboratory 
work. His son has charge of the school 
at a salary of $480, of which he has drawn 
lees than one-half.

Dr. Groszmann has prepared a classifi­
cation of children other than normal, 
which the association has adopted and 
which will be employed hereafter in scien­
tific designation/ He calls children who 
differ only slightly from the normal type 
“pseudo-atypical.” His atypical > children 
consist of thoss who dev ate from the aver 
age human type, from hereditary congeni­
tal or environmental causes. He classes 
as subnormal those whose potentials 
incomplete or underdeveloped.

"Your earnest co-operation,” it reads, is 
solicited in a proposal to establish a time 
limit for speeches. It is generally ac­
knowledged that speech-making is too fre- 
quAitly lacking in brevity and concdse- 

It is, therefore, proposed that at 
all meetings, public dinners, business con­
ferences and similar occasions each speak­
er he allotted a definite number of min­
utes, and that he be promptly notified of 
the expiration of his time. It is further 
propoeed that the officers of every organ­
isation where there is public speaking co­
operate in this movement to shorten 
speeches and whenever possible to use de 
finite and if necessary rigid means for oh 
viating speeches of wearisome and inordin 
ate length.”

cember 1 or the middle of next month, at 
latest will see a big improvement in the 
coal situation,” said one of the leading 
coal dealers of Boston.

“The coal mining companies,” he went 
on, “are catching up with the shortage 
brought about by the labor difficulties last 
spring, and furthermore, greater quanti­
ties of coal will be shipped east when the 
lake transportation closes about December 
I. At present much coal is being sent 
west to take advantage of the favorable 
weather on the Great Lakes.

“New England is no worse off than any 
other section of the country, and for that 
matter is in sdrae respects more fortun­
ate. The dealers are striving to do their 
very best by their customers, despite the as­
sertions of their critics. I believe a full 
understanding of the situation would cause 
those who find fault to pause and consid­
er before denouncing the retail coal deal­
er.

“The fact is that during April and May 
when there was a cessation of labor pend­
ing negotiations, or what is more common­
ly called a strike, no coal was mined. The 
stopping of work during these two full 
months meant that the average output fell 
behind, from 10,000,000 to 12,000,000 tone.

Of course you can see that the whole 
country was affected and that it has meant 
working night and day since then to catch 
up and restore conditions to a normal 
state. Unfortunately, many laborers had 
left the coal mines and secured work else­
where, so that it was impossible to get a 
full complement of men when operations 
were resumed on June 1. Indeed the min­
ing companies are still willing to take on 
additional help.

“The fact that on the first of the pres- 
etn month the mining companies had gain­
ed at least 5,000,000 tons, and thereby re­
duced the shortage, is one of the most en­
couraging signs. This means that they are 
rapidly approaching the average. When 
this is done, of course, the price will be 
lower and the supply greater.

“I believe that the railroads are not to 
be blamed, but are doing their best under 
the circumstances. It is my opinion that 
there js a strong possibility of conditions 
more favorable to the consumer within a 
month or so.”

session here. No leas than 175 clinics were 
held on the day with more than 800 
ations and demonstrations for the 2,200 
delegates attending the congress. It was 
officially stated that the congress consti­
tuted the largest body of surgeons that 
ever met in the history of the world.

The demonstrations ran the gamut of 
ordinary surgical operations, but includ­
ed a number of notable manifestations ef 
surgical skill. Much interest was" display­
ed by a large assembly of surgeons in a 
clinic in Bellevue Hospital where part of 
a patient’s stomach wall and four feet 
of intestines 
ach eewed up in seventy-five minutes. The 
average time for such an operation is from 
two to three hours. The operation was 
performed by Dr. J. Douglas, visiting 
surgeon.

At the Poly- Clinic Hospital, W. Ar- 
buthnot Lane, of London, aqd Dr. Wil­
liam Seamare, Bain bridge, illustrated Doc­
tor Lane’s method of treating fractures 
of the long bones by use of metal plates. 
Dr. I.anc performed several operations, 
including one for intestinal stasis, com­
monly known as Lane’s kink.

Instead of treating fractures of the 
bones by the usual splint and extension 
methods, he cuts down to the seat of the 
fracture, bores holes in the ends of the 
bones and applies plates of vanadium steel 
known as Lane’s plates, which are screw­
ed to the bones.

He then closes the wound, applies a 
dressing and puts in customary plaster 
cast. Sometimes these plates are left in 
place indefinitely, but often it becomes 
necessary to remove them.

A series of operations was performed 
on mentally defective children taken from 
public schools at the Randall’s Island 
Children’s Hospital.

One operation that attracted much at­
tention was at the Kings county Hospi­
tal, where Dr. A. C. Bristow, illustrated 
how fractured bones can be meneded in a 
novel way. Sterilized steel spikes, driven 
home with a hammer, fastened together) 
the separated portions of a broken hip. 
When the bones have grown together the 
spikes will be withdrawn.
