A NeW Irish Land Scheme.

New Yorg, Auvgust, 20.—A London
special says that Messrs. Balfour,Gosch-
en and Chamberlain haye put in legis-
lative shape an Irish land scheme. It
deals with Ireland as consisting of two
distinet parts. The poor western district,
covering an area of 7,000,000 acres
and having a population of 1,300,000
is to be acquired by the state by compul-
sory measures. Land banks are to be
established to aid peasants to purchase
holdings, the whole business being con-
trolled by the Government. In the
prosperous eastern districts, the area of
which is 13,000 acres and the population
3,700,000, tenants  will also be assisted
in making purchases through land banks’
but sales will not be compulsory.

THE LAST FALSEHOOD ABOUT CANADA.

No American newspaper is consider-
ed complete that does not contain at
least one falszhood in regard to Canada.
It is the business of two or three bogus
newspaper men, who reside in Ottawa, to
invent lies in reference to the Dominion
for publication in the American press,
and the Yankee editors continue to pub-
lish these false and malicious statements,
not because they believe them to be true,
but because they reflect on Canada and
are caleulated t» do us harm. The last
falsehood about Canada that has app2ar-
ed inthe American press isin regard
to the visit of the French Admiral
to Montreal. This particular lie seems
to bave orignated with Ex Mayor
Beaugrand’s paper La Patrie and is most
circumstantially told. According to La
Patrie’s story as told in a dcspatch to
the Boston Herald, two years ago the
French ~ Atlantic squadron, under
the command of Adm'ral Vignes,
and the flagship La Minerve visit-
ed Montreal. The visit of this flag-
ship gave rise to the wildest enthusisam,
and at Quebec and Montreal the French
officers were received and treated as
brothers by their French-Canadian
friends. In fact the visit assumed almost
the role of a national fete, much to the
disgust of the English speaking
population.

Later on & man-of-war of the British
fleet, the Tourmaline, came up to Mon-
treal, but, according to La Patrie
the reception accorded her officers
was 1n marked contrast with the great
ovation with whieh the officers of the
French fleet were received. The lack of
enthusiasm was most apparent, and the
English speaking population were not
slow in observing how matters stood,and
the apaiby and indifference which had
been manifested toward the British offi
cers, and imparted their fears and dis-
approval to Sir John Macdonald, who saw
as they did, and promised to remove the
possibility of the recurrence of a demon-
stration such as had greeted the officers
of the French navy.

Sir Jobn Macdonald, so the story goes.

gave instructions to
s commander of

of Honor, fo communicate with the
foreign office at London that it should
call the attention of the French minister
of Foreign affairs to the visit of the French
marine to the ports of the province of
Quebec, and to order sueh visits to be
discontinued, as they were a menace to
the continued loyalty of the French
Canadian people to the British crown.
These instructions were carried out, al-
" though Secretary of State Chaplean, as a
French-Canadian, remonstrated, and as
a result, when Admiral Brown de Coul-
ston, now in command of the -French
Atlantic squadron, telegraphed to Paris
to obtain permission to enter the St.
Lawrence river with his frigate, the per-
mission wasrefused, and he was informed
that, under representations from the
British government, the minister of
foreign affairs had requested the minister
of marine to abstain from allowing the
ships of the French navy to enter the
French ports of Canada.
Then follows a statement of the intense
indignation which had been created
among the 'French-Canadian people by
these orders. It was only by accident
that they were made aware of the true
reason why the French government had
declined to allow their ships of war to
visit Quebec and Montreal, and they are
now taking the opportunity to resent the
insult. Who could refuse to believe a
stofy so well and circumstantially told,
vet there is not one word of truth in it
from beginning to end. The French ad-
miral arrived at Montreal on Sunday mor-
and was  interviewed by
representative  of the Montreal
Star. When asked what trath
there was in the story told by La
Patrie he replied. “That is the first
time I have heard that story, I ignore it
fully, there is nothing in it, The reason
why we did not come to Quebec and
Montrealis a very simple one. The
route which we follow is fixed long be-
forehand by the Government, and -this
year Quebecand Montreal were omitted.
That is the reas.n why we did not come.
I have never heard of any other. I
would have liked to come to Quebec with
the “Arethnse,” but I could not come to
Montreal, as the ship draws too much
water. We came up to Halifax to
witness the naval display, and I have'to
return at once, so that we “may make up
for lost time. We will first make a call
at St. Pierre, Miquelon, and then we go
south. As you are probably aware, until
a few vears ago there were two Atlantic
squadrons. Now there is butone, which
I have the honor of commanding. We
have a great deal of ground to cover, ex-
tending from Labrador to the coasts of
Brazil, and south to the coast of Africa.”

So after all the mighty fuss that has
been made over this affair Sir John A.
Macdonald had nothing to do with the
matter. It was not English jealousy
which kept the French war ships away
from Quebec and Montreal, but
French economy, which reduced the
number of French ships on this station
and left them so much ground to cover
that they had no time to go up the St. |
Lawrence, Still the falsehood suited the |
Yankee newspapers so well that it is not
likely they will contradict it.
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the French Legion

A icorrespondent of the Boston T'ran-
script has been visiting St.
John, seems to  have  acquired
interesting  information  from
the editor of the Telegraph which
he piblishes in his paper. Referring
to the question of annexation he says :

1 gleaned that the idea was one that
was not for a moment taken into serious
consideration ontside those whose busi-
ness, such as lumber, was likely to be
affected ; that the great mass of the peo-
ple were never so strongly in favor of re-
maining as they are; that the
gain if any would not offset the
loss of prestige, as the idea of
separate  Canadian = nationality = is
growing much more in favor; that where -
onie would vote for annexation, ten would
for throwing off theyoke that binds,
though slight as it is, to the mother
country—not that they are not still loyal
to the old home, but the youth born
since confederation look on the dominion
as a nation, and that idea will naturally
grow and make lheproémsnl to become
one republic with "thé United States
harder year by year; |that the pro-
posal  will never comie ' from Can-
ada; and that, unless some great
upheaval in  the country “were
to take place, or some wrong were' to’ be
inflicted by England, nosteps would ever
be taken to bring the snggested arrang-
ment before the electors. The Canadisns
point with pride to the large railroad en-
terprises going on, and elaim that they
have a greater mileage per capita than
the United States, the larger portion of
lumber lands on the continent and nearly
three-fourths of the corn lands, and that
as the present tariffin the dominion is
only an average of 28 per cent on imports,
in the States the average is about 47, so
it would be a dead loss to have a com-
mercial union unless the tariffs were
equal.

Mr. Stokes, it will be seen,does not cori-
descend to notice the annexationist or-
gan here, which has been laboring for
the past twenty years to bring about a
political union with the United States.
The Globe has fallen so low that even
Americans, whose interests it hasalways
advocated as against the interests of
Canada, despise and repudiate it. As to
the feeling in favor of Canadian nation-
ality and a throwing off of the yoke that
binds us-to the mother country, we fail
to see as much of it as the Telegrapk’s
editor appears to have led Mr. Stokes to
believe exists. We do not regard our
connexion with the mother country ss a
yoke but as a tie of affection which wede-
sire to cherish and preserve.

If Mr. Stokes is a fair exponent of the
Telegraph man’s views,. that individnal
is ready to repudiate all his former views
in regard to Commercial Union. As
straws show which way the wind blows
this may be taken as indicative that this
fad has seen its best days.

Death of a Canadian Ariist.

OIL TO STILL THT WAVES. I

Mineral Oi1ls of No Use— A St. Jokn
Ship's Experience.

The following appeared in the August
number of the “ Century % magazine :

“I have just read with much interest
the article in the March number of the
Century on “the use of oil to still the
waves.” It so happens that lately a large
ship laden with petroleum was run into
by a steamer off the Owers lightship,
which carried away a part of her cutwater
and made a huge hole in her bows. It
was blowing pretty fresh from the South-
west at the time, and there was a good
sea on. The casks began to 10ll out
through the hole in the bows of the Van-
dalia of New Brunswick, and the
vessel to settle down forward.
the crew took to- ' the boats
and abandoned her, and she drifted up
channel and finally grounded off Hove,
about three hundred yards from shore.
Two thousand or more casks of petroleum
drifted to land, and I was curious to see
what effect the oil had upon the waves.
To my surprise, I came to the conclusion
that the effect was almost entirely nega-
tive; and I made the remark to some
friends that, whatever effect other kinds
of oil may haye, petroleum is evidently
of no use. 151

Inow find that this experience is in
strict accordamce with the 'statement of
Lieutenant Beehler, “that mineral oil is
not suitable, especially if refined.” The
cargo of the Vandalia consisted, I pre-
sume, of refined oil, for on observing
some flow from a cask, the head of which
was started, it was evidently a very lim-
pid and perfectly clear oil, having a faint
bluish tinge very similar to that ob-
servablein flugyvescent liquids. Several
of the casks were Stove in and eame to
shore empty of their contents, so that a
large quantity of* oil had mingled with
the sea water. To such an extent was
this the case that ‘the sea along the
length of the shore for two miles or more
presented a thin milk-and-water appear-
ance.

It appeared to me, so far as;I could
judge that the heavy sea churned the
oil up into minute globules, which were
dispersed throughout the water, and so
rendered it turbid. I quite satisfied
myself that the oil did not spread out
into a ccntinucus film over the surface of
the water,but broke up into little patches,
The surface motion of the sea seemed
unappreciably affected. It broke over
the bows of the “Vandalia” and came up
heavy breakers upon the beach, but
there seemed much less foam than is
usually created when the big rollers
break.
