At 
Malianoy City and elsewhere in the an­
thracite fields the news of the strike 
settlement was received with wild en­
thusiasm, blowing of whistles and ring­
ing of bells.

hands and ask you to be good, enough 
to have it accepted by His Excellency 
the Governor-General.

In the interview which I had with 
you, you expressed the opinion that I 
should not have spoken on the tariff as 
I have done, that the government had 
not as yet com© tp any definite under­
standing on tlieir fiscal policy for the 
future, etc.

I shall not discuss with yon at the 
present time the question as to whether 
I was right or wrong in the course I 
followed. You are the leader of the 
government and your opinion, as far as 
my attitude is involved, must prevail. 
You told me my utterances arc causing 
you trouble. I have no right and no 
desire to be a source of embarrassment 
to you or to the party with which I 
have been connected sincé 1892. My 
views on the tariff are well known to 
you. I have on several occasions stated 
them publicly in your presence and dis­
cussed them often privately with you. 
Entertaining the. opinion that the inter­
ests of the Canadian people make it our 
duty to revise, without delay, the tariff 
of 1897 with the view of giving a more 
adequate protection to our industries, 
to our farming community, to our work­
ingmen, I cannot possibly remain silent. 
I prefer my freedom of action and of 
speech, under the circumstances, even 
to the great honor of being your col­
league.

Before severing my official relations 
with you, allow me to express my sincer- 
est hope that you will soon be restored 
to your health of former days, 
would greatly oblige me by conveying to 
my colleagues my best wishes for their 
welfare and their happiness. My per­
sonal relations with most of them have 
oeen of a pleasant and cordial nature. I 
hope that they will continue to be the 
same in the future.

LOUBET IN DANGER. You
Armed Man Arrested While Trying to

Paris, Oct. 22.—The Figaro this morn­
ing says a man was detected early Tues­
day morning attempting to climb a wall 
of the Elysee palace. It is believed that 
he intended to hide in the palace garden 
in tlie hope of obtaining an opportunity 
to assassinate President Loubet. He 
was arrested, however, and was found 
to be armed with a poignard and a load­
ed revolver. He has been recognized ns 
a dangerous anarchist who has already 
been convicted three times, and upon two 
of these occasions for the manufacture 
of explt^uy bylines, ;i.

FATAL FIRE.
CROFTON SMELTER. Number of People Believed to Have 

Perished in Chicago.C. H. Mackintosh May Ship Ore From
Kootéfcayv WB5SU». w„ Chicago, Oct. 21.—A fire broke out at 

midnight in the plant of the Glucose su­
gar refinery, situated at Taylor street, 
and the Chicago river, destroying the 
factory and causing the loss of 
many lives. The number of dead 
has not been estimated yet, but it is 
known that a* number of men were in 
the building on the seventh floor. The 
flames spread so rapidly that a man 
who was working on the third floor had 
barely time to escape with his life, and 
it is not thought by the firemen that 
the men in the upper stories could have 
escaped. fkion after midnight two
bodies were taken from the ruins, but 
the fire was burning so fiercely that it 
was impossible to make further search. 
The plant of the refining company con­
sisted of three buildings. The

men were powerless to make any effec­
tive fight, and in a short time all the 
walls were down. The men on the 
seventh floor had no chance whatever 
for their lives. It is believed the lives 
lost may number 29.

This question, however important it 
might be, is subordinate to one still 
more important If you had reached the 
conclusion that the interests of the coun­
try demanded without delay an increase 
of tlie custom duties, the first thing for 
yon to do as a memlwr of the govern­
ment, before addressing you views to the 
public, would have been to place them 
before your colleagues, with the object 
of obtaining the unanimous action of 
the cabinet, which is the very founda­
tion of responsible government.

Such was the 
very simple course which was binding 
upon you, but to remain a member of 
the government and at the same time to 
advocate a policy which had not yet 
been adopted by the government was all 
impediment to the proper working of our 
constitutional system, hrd implies a dis­
regard for that loyalty which ail Those 
who are members of The sam0 adminis­
tration owe to one another, and have a 
right to expect from inch other.

Mr. Tarte started his campaign. There 
was no other view possible under the 
circumstances. There is perhaps no other 
instance on record of a minister of the 
crown propounding and advocating a 
l ew bom policy which was never submit­
ted or considered by his leader or his 
co’ldagnes in the cabinet. To do so is 
wholly unconstitutional .and to permit 
it would be to frustrate good govern­
ment.

To say that the minister of public 
works was actuated by a desire to force 
the hands of his leader and his colleagues 
would intensify from a constitutional 
standpoint the character of the offence, 
instead of mitigating it.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier has lost no time 
in dealing with the Tarte affair, and a 
definite announcement may be made at 
any moment.

ANTHRACITE COALz

Reported to Have Been Found Near 
SuJbury. .

Toronto, Oct. 21.—The discovery of 
anthracite coal in Ontario is the, an­
nouncement made by come parties con­
cerned in recent tests and examinations 
of coal in the vicinity of Chelmsford, 20 
miles northwest of Sudbnry. A German 
geologist, connected 
large nickel companies, has just given 
as his opinion that the mineral is no 
other than anthracite. Picked pieces have 
gone 95 per cent, carbon, and when 
mixed even with the country rock has 
shown 05 per cent, carbon. As far as it 
has been exposed, the outcropping is 
apparently increasing in size.

London, Oct. 21.—A letter from an 

officer belonging 
pedition received here shows that the 
British force is even in a more precari­
ous position than has been indicated in 
the official dispatches. The writer says:

“No one will appreciate this business 
until it is too late. We are in a regular 
trap and how we are going to get out 
we do not know. We have had stifflsh 
tights and have lost many men. The 
worst is that our blacks are funking and 
our camels have nearly all been killed or 
captured. We have next to no water 
and we are miles from any water. We 
have no supplies and nearly no ammu­
nition. They have captured two of our 
Maxims.

“I do not suppose they care at home 
what happens to us. It is a brutal shame 
to send us blind into such an ambush as 
this. I hear fresh troops are coming up, 
and only hope they will come from In­
dia."

It would] be, in my opinion, a very grave 
mistake to- grant their petition. I will 
await your advice before acknowledging 
the petition.

MHS FOR WORK
THOUSANDS OF MEN

BUSY IN COLLIERIES

Report On Mineral Resources of the 
United States—Working Days 

Lost by Strikes.

Wilkesbarre, Pa., Oct. 22.—Thousands 
of men began work to-day repairing the 
mines and placing the collieries, in Condi­
tion for tlie general resumption of coal 
mining, which, will take place through­
out the anthracite region to-morrow. 
Those men who are directly engaged in 
cutting and handling coal will not re­
turn to the mines until to-morrow

While there are thousands of men to­
day who are able again to gain their 
daily bread, there are hundreds who 
were disappointed rfheu they applied to 
the superintendents of the collieries 
where they were formerly employed. 
These latter were principally engineers, 
firemen and pump runners, who struck 
on June 2nd for an eight-hour day, and 
to help the miners. The company offi; 
rials maintain that they will not dis­
criminate against union or non-union 
men, and that work will be given all 
when there are vacancies. During the 
strike the companies were compelled to 
employ many incompetent men to help 
keep the mines free from water or from 
*‘squeezing,” as result of the lack of 
proper timbering. The majority of 
these workmen are still in the employ 
of- the companies, but the recent Strik­
ers feel that they will gradually be dis­
missed and that two competent work­
men will be engaged.

Interesting Report.
Washington, Oct. 22.—The annual 

volume of the mineral resources of the 
United States for 1901, prepared by Dr. 
David T. Day, of the geological survey, 
has been sent to the press, and will be 
issued soon.

An interesting feature of the report is 
a compilation of statistics showing the 
number of working days lost in strikes 
in the coal industry. These figures in­
clude the present year, and are brought 
up to date. The total number of days 
lost during the present- year is placed 
at 20,000,000 days, compared with 733,- 
802 days in 1901, 4,878,102 in 1900, and 
2,124,154 in 1899.

The report places the total mineral 
output of the country for the year at 
$1,086,529,521, a gain of a little more 
than 2 per cent, over the production of 
1900. The gain was made in the non- 
metaliic products and amounted to $55,- 
065,882, against a loss of $32,156,909 in 
the. metallic products. As heretofore, 
iqoq ^nd.yoal are shown to titi' tile most 
Important of the mineral products and 
the value of iron in 1901 was $242,174 
000, as compared with $259,944,000 in 
1900, and the value of coal was $348,- 
610,469, as compared with $306,671,364 
in 1900. The value of fuel increased 
from $406,359,351 in 1900 to $442,395,- 
304 in 1901, a gain of almost 9 per cent. 
Hvgry variety, of fuel increased in value, 
except petroleum, which showed an in­
crease in quantity of 5,768,666 barrels, 
but a decline in value of $9,571,978, due 
largely, the report states, to the less 
valuable character of the increased pro­
duct of the new petroleum fields, *s 
compared with the old fields. Anthracite 
coal increased 9,021,207 long tons in 
output and $26,746,169 in value. The 
average price of anthracite coal per ton 
at the mine was $2.05, the highest 
figure obtained since 1888, and the 
age price per ton for bituminous coal at 
the mine was $1.05, about one cent more 
per ton than in 1900.

Manager Goward Spoke at Open Meeting 
of Amalgamated Street Railway

An open meeting was held last evening 
at Labor Rail under the auspices of the 
local branch of the Amalgamated Associa­
tion of Street Railway Employees of Am­
erica, Capital division, No. 109. There was 
a good attendance, and the chair 
pied ■ by the president, who opened the 
meeting by Introducing the speaker of the 
evening, A. T. Goward, manager or the 
local branch of the B. C. Electric Railway 
Company.

Mr. Goward gave a, very Interesting and 
Instructive address, outlining the history 
of the different companies having charge 
of the street railway of Victoria since its 
inauguration in 1888. Three companies had 
been In charge of the system, the National 
Electric Railway Company, the Victoria 
Railway Company and the B. C. Electric 
Railway Company. The Victoria Company 
had failed on account of the unfortunate 
Point Ellice bridge accident, and the busi­
ness had been taken over by a London 
syndicate which had also controlled the 
Vancouver and. New Westminster systems.

The speaker went on to enumerate .the 
improvements thnt have taiken place in 
connection with the local system since the 
present company took hold. In the first 
place the water plant had been Installed 
at Goldstream, a step which had provided 
ample power In a very economical manner. 
Transformers bad been installed, and, pro­
bably most important of all, sufficient rails 
had been secured to renew the whole local 
system. Already new rails have been laid 
on .Fort and other principal thoroughfares, 
but Spring Ridge, .Oak Bay and other sec­
tions still remain to be laid with the heavy 
“T” rails. He also spoke of the proposed 
loop line to the Gorge, atnd said that it 
was likely that active steps towards the 
inauguration of this addition to the local 
railway system would be taken next year.

Hon. J. Israel Tarte has paid the 

penalty of his impetuosity and indis­
cretion.

Manila, Oct. 21.—The depreciation in 
the value of silver has cost the insulaf 
government approximately a million dol­
lars in gold, as the government is 
carrying $10,000,000 in silver.

a little history is necessary to define the 
position exactly. About sixty years ago, 
when the need of sound elementary edu­
cation began to be felt, the Church of 
England organized the National Society 
and instituted the system of national 
schools. A fairly successful national 
school gave scholars a sound elementary 
education, consisting of the three Rs, the 
Bible and catechism, with more or less 
of what is called advanced teaching for 
elementary schools. A few schools 
also organized by the Nonconformists, 
under the name of British schools, which 
imparted the same instruction minus the 
cateohis.n. The government aided, and a 
fairly successful school paid its way by 
the. support of three equal, or nearly 
equal, sources of income—the governriïent 
giant, the fees of scholars, and the 
tributions of benevolent and religious 
people.

The Education Bill of 1870 changed all 
this. It was found that where the zeal­
ous and benevolent did not contribute 
their third of the revenue, a deficient in­
come caused the employment of inferior 
teachers at a lower salary, and hence a 
further loss arose from a decrease in 
the government grant, which was paid 
strictly on the results of the inspector’s 
examination. It will be readily seen that 
this further loss would create a class of 
poor schools, and lead in many cases to 
a failure in organizing schools of any 
kind in poor neighborhoods.

LAST STEAMER SAILING.
sewer

Leaves White Horse tor Dawson To-Dt|y— 
Stages Start on November 1st.

RAIDS BY PIRATES.Travellers destinéd for Dawson who will 
be leaving here on tbe steamer Amur to­
night will have to journey overland by 
stage from White Horse. According to 
advices received from the North, the last 
steamer to leave White Horse for Daw­
son this season will sail to-day. This fact 
Indicates that navigation lias now all but 
closed, and that travel overland will here­
after be conducted by stage until after 
the snow flies and tne sleighing comes.

The first through stage will start run­
ning on the first of November, using the 
new route established by the Dominion 
government during the j>ast season, short­
ening. the distance between White Horse 
and Dawson by fifty miles. The route 
which this road takes has already been 
announced In the Times. Fourteen new 
stations have been erected on the rood and 
stables have been constructed so tbat the 
Inconveniences experienced by travellers 
last year will not be repeated this winter.

A circular letter,
Pass & Yukon rail 
formation regarding these road houses. It 
gives the names of the new stations to­
gether with their distances from White 
Horsey as follows: Tahkeena, 22 miles; 
Gordon's/ 41; McDonald’s, '6-1; McLennan’s, 
85; Montague, 106%; Carmak’s, 130%; Mac- 
kay’s, 150%; Min to, 172%; Felly, 194%; 
Humes, 212; Stevens, 230; Stewart, 248%; 
Wounded Moose, 275; Indian, 303; Daw­
son, 330%. By the route followed last win­
ter, Dawson -was 380 miles distant from 
White Horae.

RUSSIA AND AFGHANISTAN.were If Reparation is Not Made Immediately 
Italians Will Take Action.

Constantinople, Oct. 21.—Red Sea pir­
ates have been raiding the Island of 
Dhalak, in the group belonging to Mas- 
sowah, capital o£ the Italian colony of 
Eritrea. Two Italian gunboats, which 
went in pursuit of them, cornered the 
pirates at the Island of Midia which tho 
Italians briskly bombarded, 
boats afterwards proceeded to Holeida, 
the most flourishing seaport of Yemen, 
and demanded reparation. -The Porte has 
promised the officials of the Italian em­
bassy here to take measures to arrest the 
culprits.

In the meanwhile the commander of 
the Italian gunboats threatens unless 
prompt reparation is accorded that he 
will himself take the action necessary 
to obtain it.

Efforts Being Made to Establish Rela­
tions With CabuL

London, Oct. 20.—That the recent re­
ports of Russia’s desire to establish direct 
relations between St. Petersburg and 
Cabul (Afghanistan) were well founded, 
were admitted by Lord Crauborne, under 
foreign secretaryt in the House of Com­
mons to-day.

Replying to a question of Sir Sey­
mour King, Conservative, Lord Cran- 
borne said the British government had 
received a communication from the Rus­
sian government proposing that direct 
relations be established between Russia 
and Afghanistan in regard to frontier 
matters. Russia set forth that the rela­
tions would not have a political charac­
ter as the Russian government main­
tained its former engagements and con­
tinued to consider Afghanistan outside 
of the sphere of Russian influence.

CREW WITNESS DISASTER.

Rev. W. Leslie Clay on Sunday even­
ing, speaing upon the subkject, “The 
Duties of Christians to tlie State,” call­
ed attention also to the victory of Tra­
falgar, choosing his text, “Seek the 
peace of the city, and pray unto the 
Lord for it: for in the peace thereof 
shall ye have peace,” Jer. 29, 7. He 
said that in 1803 Napoleon’s preparation 
for the invasion of England caused wide­
spread uneasiness. A sermon based on 
this text, preached by Andrew Fuller, 
was largely the means of dispelling that 
uneasiness by reminding the people 
their defence was not in their “wooden 
walls,” but in the Lord God of Hosts.

This Scripture makes clear the duty 
of Christians to the state—to seek its 
peace, i.e., its general prosperity. If 
such a duty rested upon the Jews to­
wards Babylon, whither they had been 
carried captive, how much more heavily 
does it rest upon us towards this land 
of our birth or adoption, where qur 
liberties are large, our rights safe and 
where lie the ashes of our fathers ? 
Nothing that will hinder its welfare, 
everything that will promote its pros­
perity, the Christian is bound to seek. 
The true grandeur of a nation is the 
character of its people. President 
Quincey, of Harvard, said: “Human 
happiness has no perfect security but 
freedom, freedom none but virtue, virtue 
none but knowledge; neither freedo 
virtue has any vigor or immortal hope 
except in the principles of the Christian 
faith and in thp sanctions of the Chris­
tian religion.” That opinion receives 
great strengthening from both history 
and Scripture.

The first duty then that patriotism 
imposes is the advancement of religion 
among the people. To this end tlie 
spread of education, the diffusion of the 
Bible and prayer for tlie nation are neces­
sary means. And. these the true patriot 
will not only passively approve, but ac­
tively promote.

Duty is an imperious word. In the 
Anglo-Saxon mind it has a large place. 
At its shrine the Anglo-Saxon will wor­
ship if at no other. Nelson’s thrilling 
signal from the Victory’s masthead at 
Trafalgar gained an immortality through

Fifteen Women and Children Disappear 
Under the Shawmut in Oriental 

Waters.

Information comes from the Orient re­
porting that on the evening of September 
15th, whilst the big steamer Shawmut 
was lying at anchor in the swift current 
of Moji harbor, a large sampan, filled 
with coolie men, women and children, 
was swept across her chain cables and 
instantly capsized. Some of the unfor­
tunate men grabbed hold of the chain 
and were hauled upon deck, but the wo­
men and children were carried under the 
ship and the coal scow which was lying 
alongside and not seen again. Owing to 
the lamentable indifference shown to 
coolie life, it was difficult to find out how 
many lives were lost, but the nearest 
calculations arrived at made it 15 wo­
men, two men and several children. The 
coolies, who had already commenced to 
load the ship, deserted her in a body, 
prompted most probably by superstition 
more than humane sympathy. They all 
appeared again, however, at daybreak.

H. M. S. Egeria, which for several weeks 
has. been completing a survey of Northern 
waters, returned to Esquimau this morn­
ing. After spending à week in port the 
ship will proceed to Sidney, where a month 
will be put ln In furthering tho work of 
her survey of the Coast. Subsequently the 
ship is likely to remain in port nutil Febru­
ary, when her present commission expires 
and her crew will be paid off.

The total average tripney is $80, and 
counts on the Blue Rocks only, while if 
any visitors desire to remain and shoot 
pools on the Sunday following the tourna­
ment, the club expresses a willingness to 
make all the necessary arrangements.

PROVINCIAL LEAGUE.
A movement Is on foot In Vancouver to 

organize a Provincial Basketball League, 
which would be contested by New West­
minster, Vancouver,* Nanaimo and Victoria. 
Should the work of organizing this league 
be completed there is no doubt Victoria 
would have a team ready to meet any or­
ganization In the province. A good deal 
has to be done yet, however, before the 
object desired can be reached. One of the 
most essential moves would be the elec­
tion of delegates representing the teams of 
the different cities to meet and draw up a 
schedule of games. Should Vancouver take 
active steps in this direction the co-opera­
tion of Victoria basketball enthusiasts is* 
assured. It would not do for a compara­
tively weak team representing an Individual 
club of the city to enter, and ih order to 
get over this it may possibly be thought 
best to form a separate team composed of 
the best players of the numerous basketball 
teams of the city.

If this is not considered practical the 
only other step Is to select one of the 
strongest of the local teams to contest the 
provincial league, or to wait until later lu 
the season, when the winner of the city 
league could represent Victoria in pro­
vincial league matches.

The News-Advertiser says: “It is safe to 
say that should a provincial! league b© 
formed, Vancouver would have ai first-claÿe 
team in the game that would land the pen­
nant here. Thé Old Y. M. Ç. flye nflll 
go in with the new club, and it la already 
stated that there will be several othèr 
teams in the city. Joe Reynolds will pro­
bably play again, as will Matt Barr, Billy 
Payne, Harry Godfrey.

Vancouver held 
the championship for 1901, easily defeating 
all other provincial teams. The Sixth D.

Yesterday afternoon Prof. JaS. Rob­
ertson, of Ottawa, addressed the teach­
ers of the city schools, outlining the 
scheme of Sir William Macdonald with 
respect to the latter’s magnificent dona­
tion towards the introduction of nature 
studies, manual training, and household 
sciences into the Canadian schools. Prof. 
Robertson, to whom has been assigned 
the task of varying out the details of 
the scheme, went very fully into its prin­
cipal features in his address before the 
teachers yesterday.

Sir William’s scheme is one specially 
intended for the rural schools. It was 
with this in view that the present man­
ual training centres were established in 
some of the Canadian cities, but the in­
tention is to develop this, extending it to 
form an important part of the teaching 
in the rural schools.

This work has already commenced and 
seven teachers are in Chicago taking a 
special icourse on nature studies, in pre­
paration for the introduction of the work 
in the older provinces of the Dominion.

In accordance with Sir William Mac­
donald’s project, ten teachers from each 
of the provinces of Eastern Canada are 
to be equipped for this work from the 
funds set apart by him for its carrying 
out. These will be maintained for three 
^tars from these funds provided,; and 
will serve to introduce the system in each 
of the provinces which they represent. 
Greqt care has been exercised in the se­
lection of these teachers, and the seven 
now under training in Chicago form the 
major portion of them. After spending 
a time at Chicago the party will be sent 
for another period to Cornell University 
and be further fitted for their work.

Upon the. completion of that prepara­
tory work, these teachers enter upon 
their practical duties in their respective 
provinces. One of them will be employed 
travelling and furnishing instruction in 
the work The other will become the 
head of a consolidated rural school which 
will embrace the territory covered by a 
township. In accordance with this the 
present schools will be closed* and nil the 
children will be gathered together at this 
consolidated school. Vans for their 
veyance will be provided and the three 
branches of nature studies, manual train­
ing and household science will all be 
taught Under nature studies is embrac­
ed considerable rudimentary instruction 
in botany, and the plant life will form 
an important feature of this instruction..

POTTER SUSTAINED DAMAGES.
Advices received from Ladysmith indi­

cate that the injuries received by the 
coal hulk John C. Pbtter on Satilrday 
last at Portier Pass are quite exetnsive.

Provided for by 
the liberality of Sir William Macdonald, 
its introduction is made possible much 
more rapidly than it would by moulding 
public opinion in the ordinary way and 
thus leading to its becoming a part of 
the school system.

Foreseeing the need of an institution 
for the training of teachers in this de­
partment of work, the sum of $125,000 
has been set aside to equip the* necessary 
centre for it. The location of the site 
was fully discussed by Sir William Mac­
donald and Prof. Robertson before 
decision was reached. McGill University 
ci d various other centres were consider­
ed, but finally it was decided that the 
best adapted place for it ivould be the 
Ontario Agriculture College at Guelph, 
Ontario. Here snecial facilities exist for 
making this an ideal location for a train­
ing centre for teachers. The experimen­
tal plots for grains, etc., and the various 
experiments conducted bearing directly 
upon the science of farming has n ready 
application to the studies intended to be 
pursued there under this new* system. By 
arrangement with' the Ontario govern­
ment, therefore, there is to be provided 
at the college facilities for the instruc­
tion of teachers in household science and 
nature studies.

While British Columbia and Manitoba 
have not been included iti this scheme 
of Sir William Macdonald, it is highly 
probable that it may be extended to 
these provinces in time. Prof. Robert­
son assured the teachers, however, that 
the instruction in these departments, 
which would be provided at the Ontario 
Agriculture College would be free to Brit­
ish Columbia teachers the same as they 
were to those of the other provinces.

iHugh McKellar, chief clerk of the Mani­
toba department of agriculture, has re­
turned from a couple of weeks* holidays 
which he spent in Southern Manitoba. 
While away Mr. McKellar took an active 
part in harvesting operations from stack­
ing the sheaves to marketing the wheat. 
Needless to say he enjoyed himself im­
mensely and Incidentally put himself closely 
In touch with up-to-date farming methods.

Mr. McKellar drew a graphic picture of 
the difference between threshing twenty 
years ago and threshing as it is done with 
the improved appliances of to-day. The 
horse power flourished in those days. It 
was almost half a day’s work to move the 
outfit to a new setting. The sheaves were 
fed into it by hand and the operation had 
to be done skilfully. If the machine was 
over-fed the pull on the horses would be 
heavier and they 'would slacken, letting 
the speed of the machine decrease and 
allowing chaff and dirt to run out with 
the wheat. On the other hapd if enough 
sheaves were not supplied 'the machine 
would run easier and the horses would in­
crease their speed, with the result that 
wheat would be thrown over into the 
straw. Nowadays self-feeders carry the 
sheaves into the cylinders, and w'hile they 
are not as skilful as the hand-feeder, the 
extra power In the heavy engine keeps the 
speed regular,

tion engine Is run forward, hooked to the 
separator, and away they go. The whole 
operation occupies from 10 minutes to a 
quarter of an hour when they are at work 
in a new place. The new cyclone stack­
ers dispose of the straw without assistance, 
while the grain is handled direct to the 
wagon by grain elevators that weigh- it 
autony tlcally.
