Money Voted and Building to
Be Completed Within a Year.

A Unanimous Meeting.

There was a gocd representation of
the district ratepayers at the school
meeting which was called by Inspector
Meagher under authority from the  hief
Superintendent for the purpose of vot-
ing money for the construction of the
proposed new school house. It is pleas-
ant to note that unanimity prevailed,
notwithstanding the fact that importaunt
uestions were brought up.

As a result of the meeting the Build-
ing Committee have now something
tangible to work upon. It is intended
that the house will be ready for oceu-
pancy by Jan. 1st, 1900, that is, unless
the Woodstock people seck to place an
injunction upon its construction.

A. W. Rideout was chairman, and
K. C. Morgan acted as secretary pro.
tem. A. F. Campbell, trustee, said
the committee thought it well to have
this special meeting legally called and
to do up all the work., make the money
appropriation, ete., all at once. 'The
committee being called upon had noth-
ing to report, as they had had very lit-
tle authority given them.

Being asked, Mr. Meagher made a

district would need a house with
apartments and at the very least capa-
ble of seating 138 pupils as that num-
ber was already enrolled in the three
schyols.

DISCUSSION ON MR. WAITE'S RESOLUTION
RESUMED.

Mr. White gave a very able address
on the resolution, which is too lengthy
to be given again, having already been
published in several papers. The mo-

tion was lost. Yeas: White, Saun-
ders, Moores, Gilmore Nays: All
others.

Mr. Connolly submitted the following :

To the Warden and Couuncillors of the Muni-
cipality of Carleton County.

GeNTLEMEN :(—Your committee, appoint.d
to enquire into the claims of Mr. Samucl N
and Stanley Shaw, to lands lying in the Par-
isn of Brighton, aund known and described
ag School 2 at range 3 Windsor Scttiement.
The said Samuel N. and Stanley Shaw, hav-
ing applied in June last. to this council for
a title, beg leave to submit a report as fol-
lows :—

On the 20th Dec. last, your committee
met at Hartland, Parish of Brighton, before
us were, Messrs. Samucel N. aud Stanley
Shaw, and each of them gave a statement of
their respective claims, which was taken in
writing, which we submit to you annexed to
this report. Yeur committee 1s of the opin-
ion, from the facts as given, that Stanley
Shaw need not ask a title of this council,
that he now has a good title, he having
cleared and occupied the land. for a period
of twenty-two years. The land we believe
is not Crown land but has been granted to
the County.

In Samu-l N. Shaw’s case, we are of the
opinion that if this council does allow him
to occupy the land, on which he now resides
for seven or eight years longer, that he also
will have a good title. We also think that
it would be unjust to these men to put any
hinderance in the way of their getting a title
to land that they have improved and occupi-
ed 8o long. But if we are in error abeut the
title being good by possession, or if Samuel
N. Shaw wishes & title sooner than he could
get it by possession then your committee
would recommend that this Couacil do direct
the Secretary-Treasurer to prepare a bill to
go before the Legislature to pass an act
giving this Council power to sell the lands
at public auction in separate lots, making
the upset price such as will cover the im-
provements, also the cost of mnking out the
papeis, cost of Legislation if any, cost of
selling and giving title, the same to b+ paid
to occupants ot said lands should it be bid in
by any other than the occupants.

Further, your committee would recom-
mend, if legislation i~ necessary, or is asked
for by the parties seeking a title, that the
Secretary-Treasurer be instructed not to
make out the papers asking legislation until
the parties seeking such title, place in the
. Secretary-Treasurer's hands money sufficient
to pay all ¢xpenses in connection tnerewith,

Your committee is also of the opinion that
the value placed, on the improvements by
the different applicants as given in their
statements is not excessive,
