PARIS, Jan. 22,—Information reach­
ing the foreign office during the last 
24 hours shows a decided improvement 
in the Russo-Japanese situation. The 
answer of Russia will be dispatched 
within two days. The question of the 
limitation of Japanese settlements In 
Manchuria has been one of the most 
difficult under consideration. The Rus­
sian view, as made known here, is that 
the real issue is the maintenance of 
white supremacy In northern Asia. It 
Is maintained that Russia’s Insistence 
that reasonable limits be placed on 
the establishment of Japanese settle­
ments in Manchuria has the same end 
as the American and British laws, the 
latter In Australia, in protecting the 
commerce and labor of whites from the 
Mongols. It appears that Russia Is 
chiefly apprehensive of the springing 
up of large Japanese settlements and 
villages along the lines 6f the Russian 
railroads and other centres of Rus­
sian Influence, aa it is held that such 
a Japanese Influx will practically nul­
lify Russia's privileged position In 
Manchuria, which Japan has been wil­
ling to recognize.

LONDON, Jan. 22.—A special de­
spatch from Seoul, Korea, date today, 
says Japanese railway men have been 
attacked by Koreans at several points 
along the Seoul-Fusan railway and that 
the Korean authorities have been no­
tified that unless they prevent a ré­
pétition of these disorders necessary 
measures to do so will be taken by 
Japanese troops.

The Dowager Empress of China Is 
thoroughly alive to the peril threaten­
ing Chin» aa a result of the Russo- 
Japanese crisis, and has, according to 
the Globe's Shanghai correspondent, 
determined at all costs to fight for the 
freedom of Manchuria from foreign 
control. Conferences between the 
Dowager and the leading statesmen, it 
Is added, have convinced her that any 
other policy would be tantamount to 
dynastie suicide as the dishonor of the 
ancestral tombs, Implied by foreign 
domination, would be unpardonable In 
the eyes of the Chinese, and unless a 
vigorous effort Is made to re-assert 
Manohu authority the Talpinge and 
Kolashul will 
Ming dynasty, with the result of the 
complete destruction of China.

The correspondent adds that the 
dowager has been Informed that some 
of the foreign powers are willing to give 
the Manchus an opportunity of rehabi­
litating themselves even to the extent 
of aiding them by force, If necessary, 
provided the Manchu government le 
socially favorable to reform. The Rus­
sian minister at Pekin, the correspond­
ent continues, has learned the result of 
those conferences, and Is convinced that 
in the event of war China will be forced 
to participate with the result that the 
whole world will practically become in­
volved.

•'In the meanwhile," the despatch 
concludes, "Japan, though ostensibly 
engaged with its own quarrel, Is really 
the spokesman of the whole group of 
powers devoted to the policy of anti- 
partition and who have virtually ag­
reed together to defend China.

HARD TRAVELLING.

Herbert F. Gordon, formerly of this 
city and now of Winnipeg, who has 
been spending a week or two In Char­
lottetown, Is In the city on his return 
to Winnipeg. Mr. Gordon, while com­
ing from P. E. Island, had some ex­
perience of winter navigation. He was 
on board the Stanley and left George­
town on Tuesday morning. The stea­
mer got a short distance and return­
ed. On Wednesday another start was 
made and the Stanley got within three 
miles of Plctou Island, when she was 
again stopped by heavy Ice and put 
back to Georgetown. The 
tempt yesterday afternoon was more 
successful and Plctou was reached af­
ter some difficulty.

PITTSBURG, Pa., Jan. 22.— The 
worst flood in the history of western 
Pennsylvania since the establishment 
of the weather bureau at this point is 
expected here tonight. Never before 
have the existing conditions and the 
outlook been so serious as pow.

Experienced river men and people 
who for years have watched river and 
weather conditions, tonight did not 
hesitate to state that a stage of thirty- 
five feet would be reached, which is 1.7 
fet higher than the flood of 1884.

PITTSBURG, Jan. 22.—Forecaster 
Ridgeway has received a telegram 
stating that the ice gorge at Freeport, 
forty miles north of the this city on 
the Allegheny river started with a rush 
early today. It is expected to reach 
this city about' ten o'clock. The 
weather continues warm and every­
thing indicates one of the worst floods 
In the city’s history. The police de­
partment has patrols out warning the 
residents and business houses In the 
threatened district. The largest ice 
gorge in years at Springdale, sixteen 
miles north of ths city on the Alle­
gheny river began to move at 7.45 and 
Is causing great excitement and appre­
hension. Flat boats along the river­
side were caught and crushed. So far 
no damage has been done to the Spring- 
dale dam and it was thought by ex­
perienced observers that the water 
was too high for any damage to be 
wrought.

Reports received by the weather bur­
eau up to ten o’clock indicates a gen­
eral break-up in the rivers. The Ice 
gorges are letting go at different points 
and the water is rising with the head­
waters of both rivers. The weather ie 
mild and rain is reported1 from all sec­
tions of western Pennsylvania. All 
conditions favor a great flood, but it 
will probably be lata this afternoon 
before any definite report on the state 
of the water can be made. At this

VIENNA, Jan. 21— King Peter, of 
Servia, according to a report from Cet- 

.tinge, Montenegro, published by the 
Neues Weiner Journal, is prepared to 
voluntarily renounce the throne and 
allow the powers to nominate his suc­
cessor. ,

The Prince of Montenegro is said to 
have received a mandate from Russia 
to clear up the precarious situation In 
Servia, and King Peter Is alleged to 
have recognized the untenability of his 
position and to be willing to abdicate. 
His successor, it is added, will be per­
mitted to ascend the throne only upon 
his agreeing to punish the leaders of 
the conspiracy which resulted in the as­
sassination of King Alexander and 
Queen Draga, removing all those who 
were directly or indirectly concerned 
in the regicides.

The dredging on the West Side will 
probably begin next week. It will be 
rushed forward with great energy. Un­
doubtedly on election day the harbor 
will be thick with the mud which those 
Industrious dredges are feverishly dig­
ging from the wharf sites. But what 
will they be doing February 17th?

The tentative agreement between the 
city and the C. P. R. upon the comple­
tion and ratification of which hangs the 
provision of the harbor facilities so ne­
cessary for next winter’s trade, de­
pends wholly upon the completion of 
the dredging needed for the proposed 
wharfs “by 6r on behalf of the city.” 
The government on the eve of an elec­
tion has stated Its intention of doing a 
certain amount of dredging and pro­
poses to prove Its good faith by begin­
ning at once. But this, gratifying as It 
Is to the mayor and his committee, who 
have so persistently pressed the city’s 

claim, by no means guarantees the set­
tlement of that agreement, which com­
mits the city positively to all the dredg­
ing necessary and renders it liable, 
should the government at any time 
drop the work, for a great expenditure 
out of the citizens’ pockets for the 
work’s completion.

In order to meet St. John’s needs the 
government must issue an order In 
council giving the city the guarantee 
that the dredging soon to be begun will 
continue until the work required Is 
done. Anything less will not only not 
be a benefit to the city, but will be a 
decided embarrassment to the harbor 
improvement committee In Its negotia­
tions for the interest of the port.

VIENNA, Jan. 21.—According to the 
Zelt, Archduke Ferdinand Charles, 
nephew of Emperor Francis Joseph 
and brother of the heir presumptive to 
the throne, Archduke Francis Ferdin­
and, recently sought to marry the 
daughter of Herr Emanuel Czuber, 
professor of mathematics at Vienna 
University.

The archduke became acquainted 
with the professor’s daughter at Pra­
gue, where the archduke was com­
mander of an infantry brigade. The 
relatives of both pasties endeavored to 
Induce the, archduke to abandon tils 
intention, but as he is of a decisive 
character it was difficult to move him 
from a position he had once adopted.

The archduke has been prominent in 
Viennese society, is very cultured and 
is a clever amateur actor, and it was 
said that if he married Frauleln Czu­
ber he would follow the example of 
Herr Leopold Woelfllng, formerly 
Archduke Leopold, of Tuscany, who 
married Mile. Adamovitch, a dancer, 
at Veyrier, near Paris, on July 26 last, 
and renounce the dignity of archduke.

The Zelt published an interview with 
Professor Czuber, who said that on 
Dec. 27 the archduke formally afcked 
for the hand of his daughter Bertha, 
to which Herr Cziiber replied that he 
was without influence In the matter.

Below are given the actual facts of 
the revolution in Panama which result­
ed In the creation of the republic of 
Panama and a treaty with the United . 

I States by which the latter is to con- j 
\ struct the Isthmian canal. These facts і 
j present the revolution and its conse- 
| euences In an entirely contradictory 
t light from that given by President 
\ Roosevelt in his special message to both 
; houses of congress, In which ho declàr- 
1 ed that his administration had no part, 
j directly or Indirectly, in the revolution.

The World gathered these facts fronj 
men who took an active part in the 
events described. The greatest care 
was taken to substantiate all of the 
statements here given. Facts gathered 
from one source were submitted to 

» others, usually those with interest an­
ts' tagonistio to the original informants, 

and a complete check was made by the 
World, as far as It could possibly be 

(done, to verify all of its information. 
These facts show:
! 1: That the Panama revolution was 
postered and promoted in many ways 
%y a syndicate of New York and Paris 
brokers who had formed an immense 
pool for speculating in the shares and 
other securities of the Panama Canal 
company. This syndicate furnished 
3100,000, which was used by the revolu­
tionary party In Panama to perfect the 
revolution. Of this money 38,000 was 
(used to bribe Colombian troops and get 
them to leave the Isthmus.

2. The agent or chief reliance of this 
speculative syndicate was Philippe 
Bunau-Varilla, the present minister of 
the Panama republic to the United 
States. The leading member of the 
syndicate was Minister Varilla’s 
brother, Maurice Varilla, editor of the 
Matin, a Paris newspaper. The shares 
of the Panama Canal company when 
the bankers’ syndicate took hold of the 
revolutionary project were selling at 67 
on the Paris Bourse. Saturday they 
iwere selling at 115. The profits of the 
syndicate at present prices are estim­
ated at $4,000,000.

3. That the operations of the bank­
ers’ syndicate and the connection of 
Minister Varilla wHh the speculative 
pool was not known until quite recent­
ly by the native Panamanians who 
went Into the revolution purely out of 
в spirit of loyalty.

The case 
was Robinson va, Keasts, a simple ac­
tion of debt.

According to the practice of the court 
In civil matters, as laid down In the Act 
of Union, 1Ш. where the defendant in 

cause haa not been personally served 
ith the summons, he will not be pro­

ceeded against on the next court day, 
if be la absent, and the cause will be 
allowed to stand over till the succeed­
ing court day, a week later, if, however, 
the summons has been served on the de­
fendant personally he must appear In 
court on the next day; aa, for instance, 
If he were served on a Monday he would 
have to appear on Thursday, which Is 
the regular day pit which debts and 
other civil causes are taken up.

In the present case, It appears; the 
defendant was not served personally 
with the summon8^ but notwithstand­
ing this fact he appeared on the next 
court day, which was yesterday, pre­
pared to defend the action against him. 
The plaintiff, however, was not In 
court, and tor the very obvious reason 
that he la a lawyer. Mr. Robinson, the 
plaintiff, believed, possibly from ex­
perience, that as the service of the 
summons had not been personal, the 
defendant would wait until the second 
succeeding court day, and that conse­
quently his presence In court, aa plain­
tiff in that particular case, would be 
quite unnecessary. Mr. Robinson was, 
however, sent for by A. A. Wilson, K- 
C., who represents the defendant, but 
upon his arrival at the court he object­
ed strongly to the case going on, urg­
ing as a ground that as the time vflth- 
In which the defendant was to appear 
xvas extended under the circumstances, 
he was not compelled to prosecute his 
action.

Mr. Wilson took a decidedly con­
trary view of the situation, and argped 
that as the defendant was In court in 
answer to the summons issued against 
him, it was the plaintiff’s duty either 
to proceed with his action or to sustain 
the penalty of a nonsuit, Mr. Wilson 
had* notified Mr. Robinson, out of pro­
fessional courtesy, that he and his 
client were in court, though possibly 
his principal reason for doing so was 
that he believed he bad a good ground 
of defence, and was desirous of trying 
the cause out in the ordinary way. But 
when Mr. Robinson refused he then In­
serted his technical wedge;

Precisely the same legal question 
came years ago, when Judge Peters oc­
