Has Been Dodging Buflets for
Days.

Negro Surrcunded In Dismal Swamp—Pur-
suers Ara Afrald to Tackle Him Hand
to Hand.

NEW YORK, July 26.—After having
for twd days dodged the bullets of de-
tectives and farmers, Charles Long, &
negro, who it is charged killed Mat-
thew ‘Cunningham, in Trenton, through
jealousy over a woman was run to
earth last night in what is known as
tke dismal swamp, between South
Plainfield and Newmarket, N. J. With
the reward on his head the negro has
been able so far to escape the farmers
and policemen who sought to get sight
of him. Located first on the farm of
IFrank Nelson, in Paccitaway township,
where he obtained employment after
his flight from Trenton he has been
hunted from farm to farm, through
woods and swamps until at last he
plunged into the recesses of the dis-
mal swamp, with bullets singing about
his ears.

Though they had the man surround-
ed in the swamp, none of his pursuers
had the temerity last night to risk a
hand to hand encounter in the dark-
ness. Even if the police and farmers
remain satisfled today only to gusrd
against the escape of the negro from
the swamp which .is about a mile in
circumference, he must surrender or
starve before many days.

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ST. JOHN, CANADA'S GREAT
“ WINTER PORT, SAYS REFORD.

Transportation Commissioners Impressed With Uur
Prospects---Mayor Wants Permanent Dredge
Here---Nationalization Recommended.

Yesterday afternoon the transporta-
tion commissioners, accompanied by a
party of prominent citizens, went to
Bay Shore and West St. John and in-
spected the shipping facilities at Sand
Point, afterward proceeding by the tug
Lord Kitchener to Partridge Island,
thence back along the city side to the
harbor and up throygh the reversing
falls to Indiantown.

This morning the commissioners met
a number of the prominent citizens at
the office of the Board of Trade for
the purpose of hearing from them their
ideas as to the incrcesed facilities re-
quired in St. John to meet the growing
transportation business. Besides the
commissioners (Robert Reford and J.
H. Ashdown) there were present the
following gentlemen: C. N. Bell, secre-
tary to the commissioners; E. E. Hor-
ton, official stenographer to the com-
mission; Mayor White, J. N. Suther-
land, W. B. Foster, Ald. Frink, Ald.
Baxter, Ald. Macrae, City Engineer
Peters, Ald, Tilley, Ald.-McArthur, H.
H. Schaefer, Wm. Downie, S. Schofield,
C. B. Lockhart, A. Malcolm, Jos, Bul-
Jock, J. Hunter White, J. W. Daniel (M.
P.), J. Simeon Armstrong, S. S. Hall,
T. B. Robinson, G. Fred Pisher, W. H.
Thorne, T. H. Sommerville, A. C. Cur-
rie, Dr. A. A. Stockton (M. P.), Geo.
Robertson (M. P. P.), W. M. Jarvis, W.
BE. Vroom, G. S. Mayes, C. E. Mac-
michael, C. A. Macdonald, Robert
Thomson.

Mayor White said he hoped he might
interpret the presence of the commis-
sioners to the fact that they had been
all over Canada and had come back to
St. John as being the port best suited
for export traffic.

The mayor then introduced the chair-
man, Robert Reford, who paid an elo-
quent tribute to the work of the late
commissioners, Messrs. Bertram and
Fay, and said the reason of their sec-
ond visit to St. John was to give the
new commissioner, Mr, Ashdown, an
oportunity of personally becoming ac-
quainted with Canada’'s great winter
port. Mr. Ashdown wanted to see with
his ewn eyes.what the arrangements
wre for the export of the products of

'
H

ing from there via St. John. Mr. Ash-
down wanted to see St. John, Halifax
and other ports of the Maritime Prov-
inces. The commissioners were struck
with the ability and energy with which
the city of St. John had managed
things, and as already known, they had
recommended the government to ap-
prove the city’'s request for larger
wharves. Thelr presence in St. John
this morning was to give the citizens
an opportunity of putting before them
(the commission) any new wants and
fresh ideas desirable to the prosperity
of the port of St..John. Mr. Reford
then asked for views from those pres-
ent, also stating that Mr. Ashdown
would ask the speakers a number of
questions.

Mayor White, in the course of his re-
marks said that making St. John the
port it should be was no local under-
taking, but one that affected the whole
of Canada. Within the last ten years
the city of St. John had spent $1,000,000
on what was at one time considered to
be an experiment. It had now passed
ihat stage, and the government should
step in 'and do all possible to the port.
It really could not be expected to be
a municipal matter at all. The mayor
sald that in Noyember the loan of $50,-
000 would be repaid to the C. P. R., and
then the city would be able to treat
with that body the same s they now
did with other bodies using the wharves,
thus glving the city again the entire
control of the wharves. Tenders will
soon be called for the building of an-
other wharf, with accommodation for
at least one more steamer, to be ready
for this winter’s business.

His worship then went into the ques-
tion of dredging, and strongly urged on
the commissioners the immediate ne-
cessity of providing the city with a
dredge to be kept here permanently,
saying there was sufficient work in
the harbor and river to keep a dredge
always at work. He said the only kind
of dredge suitable for the purpose is
the suction dredge.

In answer to Mr. Ashdown the Mayor

,said he had every reason to believe

the Northwest through the gateway of

St. John.

The 21st annual session of the Nova
Scotia conference of the African Meth-
odist Episcopal Church convened this
morning at 10.15, with His Lordship,
Bishop James Anderson Handy pre-
siding.

Preaching does not consist
in voice or gesture but in thoroughness
of study and the true spirit of service.

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TWO PEACE CONFERENCES.

e
Within a few days now the terms

upon which Japan is willing to make
peace will probably be given out, and,

let Russia squirm as she may, these
will undoubtedly be the terms upon
which peace will be concluded unless
they are so% unreasonable as to arouse
protest from more nations than Russia.
Japan has the game in her hands and
recent history shows that she is not
easily bluffed nor easily moved by any
too delicate nations of magnanimity.

The peace negotiations with China in
1895 give a good indication of what
Russia may expect during the confer-
ence at Portsmouth. Then a8 now
Japan refused to agree to any armis-
tice until negotiations were actually
under way and even then- refused to
grant a cessation of hostilities until
€hina complied with certain terms.
These were considered too onerous by
the Chinese envoy, Li Hung Chang,
and Japan was preparing without fur-
ther argument, to press the war with
_unrelenting vigor when an attempt
was made to assassinate Ii Hung
Chang in the Japanese city where the
negotiations were being carried on
and as an atonement the Mikado
granted an unconditional armistice for
21 days.

But here concessions stopped. Count
Ito, acting for Japan, submitted the
Emperor’'s terms. The Chinese envoy
protested, chiefly against the size of
the indemnity and the extent of terri-
tory demanded, and submitted counter
proposals. Japan replied with an ulti-
matum, practically the same as the
first proposal and demanded compli-
ance within four days. Li Hung Chang
struggied for three days without pro-
ducing the slightest effect and then
gave in and signed the treaty, practi-
cally as it had been written - by the
Japanese before the mnegotiations be-
gan.

In all probability Komura and his
associates will come to the presént
conference with peace propositions
similarly formulated and their minds
as fixed. And they are in almost as
strong a position to enforce their de-
mands. Now as then, more war un-

doubtedly means more Japanese vic-
tories and more loss of men and terri-
tory to their adversary. If the Rus-

INVESTIGATING GUNBOAT
EXPLOSION-—ANOTHER DEAD

SAN DIEGO, Cal., July 26—Another
death among the injured of the BEen-
nington’s crew has occurred, the vic-
tim being W. V. Kennedy. The body
will be taken to Alliance, Neb.

The
cocoanut groves were destroyed and
much of the food supply of the natives
swept away. Nineteen natives were
killed and the schooners Ponape and
Dina were destroyed.

ST. JOHN, CANADA'S
GREAT WINTER PORT.

(Continied from Page 1.)

Mayor White was of opinion that
the proposed new 2,000 feet of wharves
would suffice for the needs of St. John
for the next three to five years. The
cost would be about $500,000 and he
could not conceive any conditions pre-
vailing which would necessitate the
city itself having to spend any more
money, as he had a strong feeling that
the time had arrived for the national-
ization of the port of St. John and
that the government should at once
make. St. John a Dominion port. He
felt sure the city of" St. John would be
very glad to discuss any proposition
with this end in view.

In answer to Mr. Ashdown,
Mayor said the city was entirely un-
hampered by any agreements or con-
cessions granted by them with the ex-
ception of the C. P. R. agreement
which the city would free itself from
next NovemBer. In conclusion the
points he wished to make were that
the dredging should be continued until
the whole work on the harbor line is
completed; that the government
should take over the harbor and equip
it as a national port; and also that it
be made a free port.

H. B. Schofleld, the president of the
board of trade, said the Mayor had
gone so thoroughly into the subject as
to leave him little to say, except to
support the Mayor in his demands. Mr.
Schofield said that the business of the
port had increased enormougly with-
out .the facilities for coping with it
having moved forward at all, and he
gave statistics bearing these facts out.
In answer to Mr. Ashdown, Mr. Scho-
field said the city was in a position to
hand over the port unencumbereﬁ.

should the government open up nego-
tiations.

Mr, Ashdown remarked h¥ didn’t like
the word “negotiations,” he thought
“arrangements’” would be a Dbetter
term, and asked Mr. Schofiteld if the
city would be likely to want to drive
a hard bargain in the matter.

Mr. Schofield in reply, said that al-
though he was not on the council, he
was certain they would be willing to
enter into any reasonable arrangement
with the government for making St.
John a Dominion port, but as it stood
now, they were waiting for the gov-
ernment to make the first move, and
the commissioners could rely on such
a move being met by the city in a
very liberal way.

Mr, Schofield, in answer to Mr. Ash-
down, said he favored the establishing
of a direct line from thi& port to Ja-
maica for the transport of fruits, etc.
He also said his board has passed a re-
solution in favor of allowing the pre-
ferential tariff only on imports coming
into Canadian ports.

Answering Mr. Ashdown he admitted
that at the present time the I. C. R.
elevator was useless, owing to their
lin? of route not running to any source
of grain supply. In conclusion he fav-
ored the nationalization of the port of
St. John, which should also be a free
port.

8. Schofield read a long typewritten
statement, in which he favored a per-
manent dredge being supplied, but he
thought the nationalization of the port
was a question fraught with many dif-
ficulties. Summarizing St. John’s claims
he pointed out that it is the only
northern Atlantic port that is abso-
lutely free from ice, and that the larg-
est steamer in the world can get in the
harbor.

In answer to a question he said the
labor to be obtained here was first
class. Mr, Ashdown drew his atten-
tion of a report that the cost of labor
in St. John was largely in excess of
the rates prevailing elsewhere. Mr.
Schofield replied that the rate in win-
ter was 30 cents an hour for day or
night work, in Montreal he believed it
was 25 cents, and Portland last winter
rates were a little higher than in St.
John, but the class of labor obtained
here was very good. They had not been
troubled with strikes for some years
past.

Dr. Daniel, M. P., said he had list-
ened with interest to the speeches made,
and especially to Mr. Schofield’s paper,
which he thought covered the ground
completely,

Mr. Ashdown, in his final remarks,
said he came to St. John with an open
mind, and seeking information as to
the best possible route for getting the
produce of the west efficiently trans-

|'Senator Power Tells Halifax Board of Trade

Some Unpleasant Truths—He 0p-
poses Bullding of 6. T. P.

HALIFAX, July 25.—The Board of
Trade of Halifax has no intention, no
matter what the cost or what the ex-
cuses, to allow the dominion govern-
ment, if it can help it, to escape from
the full responsibility of its pledge to
build a line of rallway, as part of the
new national transcontinental system,
from Quebec to Moncton by the short-
est and most direct route.

This was made apparent at the meet-
ing held today, called to consider Sen-
ator Power's statement to parliament
regarding the unwisdom of building a
road to parallel the I. C. R. between
Quebec and Moncton.

Senator Power began the proceed-
ings by pointing out that the engin-
eers had reported that not more than
seven or eight miles would be saved,
and that the cost of the line from Que-
bec to Moncton would be at least $16,-
000,000. Such” being the case, he had
advocated in parliament improving of
the grades and the shortening of the
I. C. R., and then leasing the Quebec-
Moncton section to the G. T. P., there-
by serving the country equally well,
and saving many millions.

The meeting ended by passing a reso-
lution, in which the Board of Trade
regretted the expression of these opin-
ions by Mr, Pewer and other senators,
and put itself on record as fully deter-
mined to see that the government car-
ries out all its pledges in this matter.

Senator Power in the course of his
remarks sald: “It has been said that
St. John is getting ahead of us. They
have got ahead of us in the past, and
in my opinion, if this road be.built,
they will get ahead of us once more.

{ I£ the new road goes via Chipman the

national transcontinental at that point
will be 75 miles from St. John and 240
miles from Halifax. At Grand Falls,
too, the new road would be 140 miles
from St. John and 400 fro mHalifax.
If the road is built Halifax will be
handicapped stlll more as compared
with St. John. The building of the
new road would be ‘nute’ for St. John.”

JAPAN DEMANDS
A GASH INDEMNITY.

NEW YORK, July 25.—That Japan
will demand -an indemnity of Russia
in the negotiations for peace, and that
the war will be declared at an end at
the conclusion of the negotiations at
Portsmouth, N. H., next month, is the
belief of Baron Komura, head of the
Japanese peace delegation, who arriv-
ed here today, as voiced by Aimar
Satow, who is the ofiicial spokesman for
the Baron on this mission. Mr., Sato
in an interview tonight said:

“I am confident that peace will be
succesefully negotiated by the appoint-
ed delegations. The Japanese will be
guided by moderation, and no exces-
sive demands will be made, but the
sentiment in Japan and Russia is for
peace, and in the interests of human-
ity and propriety there must be peace.

“The cost to Japan, however, has
been very great. In the army alone
the loss in men has been 570,000, while
Russia’'s is sald to be 370,000. The war
is costing Japan one million dollars a
day, and there is a feeling that there
ought to be an indemnity.”
