to practice the profession of law. If
it were inexpedient, Mr. Ayleswort}
Bald, for a lawyer in the government
to practice his profession, it should be
inexpedient ‘also for journalists to give
up. writing editorials and the business
man should give up commercé. He
would agree with the resolution if Mr.
Lennox had asked the house to:declare
the business of the country ' should
have the first cldim ‘upon his services.
If a minister of the crown discharged
the duties of his office it was no one’s
business what he did with his spare
time,

It was mno ‘one’s business whether
Buch a minister gave his spare time to
golf or something else. In this matter
the public had no.more regard. than
whether a nifnister took. a pork chep
or beef- steak for breakfast. Mr.
Aylesworth said it was not true he
had an agreement with the prime min-
ister in the supoject of practice before
he entered the cabinet. The matter
had not been-alluded to. The law or-
8an of Ontario ‘said a minister of the
crown had the right to practice his
Profession, ;

In Great Britain the lord chancellor
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who was a member of the cabinet, sat
upon appeals, colonial and imperial,
and was speaker of the house of lords.
Peers sat-on the bench and made poli-
tical speeches in the house of lords.
Judges were in an independent posi-
tion and not to: be influenced by a
member -of parliament and a minister
appearing before him. The govern-
ment did not fix judges’ salaries. That
was done by parliament. The govern-
ment controlled appointment and pro-
motion. It was a calumny to intimate
that judges were hanging on the skirts
of any minister for promotion.

Mr. Aylesworth said he had made up
his mind when entering the cabinet to
take no more cases and appear only in
those for which he has accepted re-
tainers, cases which he could not get
rid of without breach of faith, That
was what he had cone.

R. L. Borden did not accept the prin-
ciples in Mr. Aylesworth’s argument.
In Great Britain for the past 200 years
lawyers on appointment to the govern-
ment at once gave up the practlée of
their profession. That practice should
prevail in Canada. Ho agreed with
Mr, Lennox that it ‘was demoralizing
for the bench to have a minister of the
crown pricticing. There was inconsis-
tency in the government’s and Mr.
Aylesworth’s position. Civil servants
ve:& forbiddem to engage in outside
business, The postmaster of Conning-

fundamental law which was supposed.
to have perished with the Witte re-
gime was officially promulgated and
made the permanent basis of the Rus-
sian state, unalterable except on the

{ initiative of Emperor Nicholas or his

successors.

Though the draft of the fundamental
law has undergone considerable
changes, in essence it remains identi-
cal with the project telegraphed to the
Associated Press on April 24, which
evoked a storm of anger and condemn-
ation by the dominant liberal party.
Published at the present instant when
the people had been led to believe that
the unpopular draft had been dropped
and when the dismissal of the cabinet
was accepted as an indication of the
desire on the part of the government
to join hands with the national parlia-
ment, the news will arouse greater in-
dignation and threatens to undo all the
work of Professor Milukoff and the con-
stitutional democratic leaders in the
cause of moderation.

The new fundamental law of the em-
pire, signed May 5, contains eighty-two
articles dealing with the nature of the
imperial power, the rights and duties
of citizens, the methods of legislation,
the rights and limitations of the na-
tional assembly and council of the em-
pire and the composition and responsi-
bilities of the council of ministers,

The only modification in the “consti-
tution” as published which meets with
favor is the elimination of the provis-
fon emipowering the emperor to fix
salaries and pensions of officials, there-
by subjecting even the Judiciary to the
possibility of undue financial influence.
All the other changes are in the direc-
tion of further buttressing the - imper-
fal power, protecting the crown lands
and properties from interference by the
parliament and gziving the emperor
power to conclude loans independently
should the parliament refuse to pass
the budget.

The retirement of seven ‘members of
Count Witte’s cabinet and the appoint-
ment of M. Schwanebach to be con-
troller of the empire, M, Kauffman to
be minister of education, M. Stichinsky
to be minister of agriculture, and Mr.
Chtcheglovitoff to be minister of jus-
tice, are gazetted this morning. Min-
isters Shipoft, Nemechaieft, Nikolasky,
Obolensky, and Tolstol, whom at the
last moment it was decided to replace,
will remain attached to their former

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AUSTRALA WANTS
NAVY OF HER W

Feur nestrnuers and Four Torpedo
Boats to be Built-—Wll Assist
the Imperial Fleet

SYDNEY, May b—According to ad-
vices received here from Captain W, R.
Cresswell, Director of Naval. Forces,
the long discussed project of a local
navy for the Australian Commonwealth
is about to materialize,

Captain Cresswell has made the
rounds of the important naval build-
ing yards on the Tyne and Clyde, and
has now forwarded specifications and
estimates for the'construction of four
destroyers and four .torpedo boats to
Senator Thomas Playford, with whom
rests the responsibility . of definitely
placing the orders. It is not suggested
that this force should in any way be a
substitute for the British Australian
squadron. It will be merely supplement-
ary to it. .

Captain Cresswell, in the course of
report; very clearly explains the views
of the authoritiés upon the subject of
the proposed local navy.

“‘Our idea,” he said, ‘s to assist the
Imperial fleet, and not to supersede it.
Our navy will stand in the same light
to the British fleet that a solitary
watchman in a warehouse does to the
organised police system.

‘“We propose to begin by building up
a torpedo flotilla. It will be bourne by
the middle of June. The estimates will
then come on for discussion, and I
think I may say that the scheme I
propose will be adopted. The additional
expenditure incumbent upon the Com-
monwealth will be about $500,000 per
annum.” !

Sir George S. Clark, of the Imperial
Defence Council, with whom Captain
Cresswell has been in consultation, is
understood to favor this sche.nge_

LONDON, May 4—~The British steam-
er Anglo-Peruvian, Captain Curtis,
from Shields April 11, for Philadelphia,
foyndered recently in the Atlantic as
the result of a collision with an ice-
berg. All the members of her crew were
picked up by the British steamer Mo-
hawk, Captain ‘White, from New York,
April 20 for Antwerp, which passed
Prawle Point this morning and signal-
ed the news.

Recent aerrivals at British ports have
reported icebergs, dangerous to naviga-
tion, in the track followed by Atlantic
liners,

The Anglo-Peruvian, ‘which was
built at Sunderland in 1905, belonged
to the Nitrate Producers’ Steamship
Caompany, Ltd. She was of 8,500 tons.

ALEXANDRA, May 5—Symptoms of
political restlessness have been obser-
ved lately in leading native circles in
Cairo and Alexandria. These are taken
as Indicative of sympathy with the re-
cent Turkish aggression on the Egyp-
tian frentier. In the training colleges
this movement has taken the form of
strikes by students. The ring-leaders
have been published and others have
received cautions. The native press
has become emboldened in criticism of
British rute.

The funeral of Fred. Grass and Pure
die Golding, the Sunbury county men
who lost their lives iz such a tragic
manner through a dynamite explosion
at the scene of some log driving opera-
tions on the Aroostcok a few days ago,
took place on Friday afternoon and
Wwere impressive. The funeral services
were conducted in the United Baptist
church by Rev. A. A. Rideout, of this
city, assisted by Rev. J. B. Daggett, of
Fredericton Junetion, Tt was a dquble
funeral and was largely attended, peo-
ple coming in from ail parts of the
surrounding country. Rev, Mr. Ride-
out preached an apropriate sermon, re~
ferring to the uncertainty of life. The
choir sang the hymns, Rock of Ages,
Nearer My God to Thee, and Jesus,
Lover of My Soul. At the conclusion
of the services tha double funeral pro-
cession was formed, The clergy march-
ed ahead, followed by one casket and
mourners, and then cams the other
casket, followed‘ by mourners and then
the genaral publie.

MEDITERRANEAN KINGDOMS.

PARIS, May 4—Times and feelings
have indeed changed during the last
thirty-five years. Even ten years ago
no one would have dared to exhibit in
this city a portrait of the grandson of
the man who, through Prince Bismarck
and Field Marshal Von Moltke, depriv-
ed France of two of her provinces, but
today a splendid portrait of Kaiser
‘Wilhelm II. is one of the principal at-
tractions of the Paris salon and is al-
ways surrounded by a crowd of people,
Wwho very often express their admira-
tion for the head of the German Em-
pire, although, of course, some adverse
criticism is also heard.

The portrait, -which {5 declared to be
an excelient likeness to.the Kaiser, is
Ry Felix Borchardt, a Parisian painter,
and shows the German war lord in
hunting costume. It was ordered by the
“Figard Illustre,” which is forming a
gallery of European sovereigns,

The order was originally only for a
crayon sketch, but having succeeded in
getting sittings, the painter asked the
Kaiser to sit for a full length portrait
in oil. o

The Kaiser who, by the way, delights
in having his picture taken, immediate-

1y granted their request and ordered a

Special studio fitted up for the artist on
the roof of his palace in Potsdam,

Instead of three sittings he gave the
painter nearly a dozen, and personally
suggested as well the pose as many de-
tails of the painting.

The portrait shows the Emperor clad
in a grey hunting suit with green trim-
mings and a Tyrolean hat with cock
feathers and high yellow hunting
boots. He stands, leaning on his cane,
on a heather crowned: hill with a
thoughtful and stern expression,

and others whose life work was devot-
ed to the improvement of the labor-
ing classés and the leading of human-
ity in general towards a higher ideal.
The famous sculptor several years ago
made a small model for ‘such a monu-
ment and it is proposed to ask him to
complete the work on a grand scale,

After more than 3,000 years a post
mortem examination of King Rameses
II's. beart has been made by four
French scientists.

Four ancient Egyptian vases, con-
taining the viscera of Ranieses were
recently acquired by the National Mu-
seum (the Louvre). The stomach,
liver and intestines, contained in three
of the vases, were reduced to- powder
enclosed in tightly bound aromatic
bandages. But the fourth contained g
hard oval slab, three inches long ‘and
one and a half inches broad. This is
believed to be the heart of the ruley
of ancient Egypt.

It was cut into sections with a saw,
and thin slices were shaved off for
miscroseopic ‘ purposes. Under the
miscoscope the horny substance show-
ed muscular fibres in a formation that
~is-omly found in the heart and tongue,
Thus the nondéscript  horny object
was identified as the heart of King
Rameses II. of Egypt, who died in
1258 B. C. .

compensation. The Cossack system of
land jtenure, they claim, should be abol-
ished; and the vast Cossack lands in

A probable peasant deputy named
Khartsoff suggests that the socialist
members should join the peasants in a
demand for the equal distribution of
all immovable property, urban as well
as rural,

The ‘Nile of which you hdve read and
along which are scattered the Simon
Pure monuments of antiquity 'is the
six hundred miles of winding river ba-
tween Assougn, the First Cataract, and
the sea. For the entire distance, un-
til it spraads into a far shaped delta
and filters into the Mediterranean, the
stream is walled in by flat topped hills
of barren aspect. They are capped with
limestone and carpeted about with
shifting sands, and they look for all

the world like the mesas of New

Mexico and Arizona, for they lie baking
n the same kind of clarified sunshine.
This meandering hollow between the
rugged hill ranges is the Valley of the
Nile. Here and there the hills close in
until the river banks are high and
'chalky cliffs. At one point the valley
spreads to a width of thirty-three
miles.

East and west of the hills are vast

areas of desert without even a spear’

of vegetation except where there is a
miraculous rise of water to the sur-
face. The spots are grateful land-
marks of tall palms and are known as
oases,

The Valley of the Nile would be just
as bare and monotonous as an asphalt
pavement were it not for the fact that
once a year the Nile overflows. It
has been overflowing every year for
thousands of years, bringing down
from the mountains of Abyssinia and
the far away regions of tropical rains
a spreading voiume of muddy water.
Every winter, when the dwindling
stream gets back into the customary

ing up the Nile had to take a dahabeah.
This sounds like the name of a disease,
but it is really a big, roomy, flat bot-
tomed sailboat. The dahabeah moves
only when the wind is in the right di-
rection, and to go from Cairo to- Assou-
an requires the greater part of a life-
time. Those travellers who have money
to burn and who are content to settle
down to many weeks‘of rest and in-
dolence charter the private dahabeahs:
When a traveller goes aboard a daha-
beah he tears up the calendar and lets
his watch run down, Those who have
more money and are in.a hurry use
the private steam dahabeahs,

A majority of travellers go by pas-
senger boats. The tourist steamers de-
vote three weeks to a loafing voyage up
to' Assouan and back, with daily ex-
cursions to the graveyards and ruins.
The express steamers, carrying freight
and native passengers, take less time
far the round trip, as they skip some
of the less interesting antiquities. We
took an express steamer, thereby miss-
ing many of the tombs and temples,

Egypt is really a ribbon
of alluvial soil following the stream on
either side. The tourist standing - on
the top deck of a Nile steamer can see
both to east and west, the raw and
broken edges of the desert.

Jars, and it seems that about every
forty feet or so all the way up from
Cairo the industrious fellah is lifting

Potiphar's wife. ‘The Egyptian farmer
is called a fellah. The clothing that he
wears would wad a gun—that is, a
rifie, not a shotgun. He .puts'in at
least fourteen hours a day and his pay
is from ten to fifteen cents. Mr. Peas-
ley told a tourist the other day that
the song “He's a jolly good fellah”
originated in,Egypt during the time
of the Ptolmies. This is a sample of
the kind of idiotic observation that is
supposeéd to enliven ‘a so-called pleas-

‘ure trip,

But let us get back to the river, for
in Egypt one must get back to the river
at least once every ' twenty minutes.
The Nile is: Egypt and Egypt is the
Nile. All this description -may sound

-like & few pages from the trusty red

guide book, and yet the word “Egypt”’
will have no meaning to the reader
who does not get a clear panoramie vis-
fon of this wonderfully slim waisted
country. Nearly, six hundred miles long
and yet containing only twelve thou-
sand five hundred square miles—about
the size of Maryland.

The strip of black land which yields
the plentiful crops is nowhere more
than ten miles wide, a mere fringe of
fertility weaying along through dryness
and desolation. Anywhere along the

-river If you will -climb to the rocky

platedu, you will see the slow moving
riyver, probably a haif mile wide, as a
glassy thread on which are strung fields
of living green, bordered by the dreary
uplifts of desert. The traveller who
goes by boat from Cairo to Assouan
sees all of Egypt. The cities and tem-

. ples and tombs of olden times were

perched on the high spots or planted in
the bare hills, so as to be safe from the
annual rfse of wdters. Anything worth
seeing in the whole country is within
an easy donkey ride of the river bank.
The river is the only artery for travel.
There is a railway, but it follows the
river all the way up to Assouan.

It would seem that the country. was
especially laid out and punctuated with
“sights” _for « the convenience of the
modern traveller, for the visitor - who
goes up the Nile and stops off at the
right spots can do a clean' job of sight
seeing without doubling on his tracks.
