FirsteuopdsAnnounces Changes
in Administration of Sea
Forces—War Staff is to be
the Brains.

COMPLETE LIST
ANNOUNCED SOON.

London, Jan, 7~The first Lord of
the . Admiralty, Wington* Churchill,
has made further important changes
to thuse initiated in November last,
when Admiral 8ir Prancis Bridgeman,
Vice Admiral Prince Louis of Batten-
burg and Capt. William C. Packen-
ham became first, second and fourth
sea lords respectively.

An Admiralty memorandum issued
today completes the naval reorganizo
tion by the creation of a naval war
staff of which Admiral Ernest Trow-
bridge, heretofore, private secretary
to the First Lord of the Admiralty,
becomes chief. Sir Francis J. 8. Hop-
wood, formerly under secretary of
atate for the colonies, who was on the
staff of King George, then Prince of
Wales during his visit to Canada in
1908, appointed an additional civil
lord on the Admiralty board. Rear
Admiral David Beatty who in 1901
married Ethel Field, daughter of the
late Marshall Field, of Chicago, suc-
ceeds Admiral Trowbridge in the sec-
retaryship.

Captain George A, Ballard, of the
batleship Britannia and = Captain
Thomag Jackson, agsistant director
of naval intelligence, have been ap-
nointed directors of the operations,
division and the intelligence division
respectively.

Mr, Churchill, in a long explanatory
statement, says that the war staff is
to be the brain, applied continuonsly
to scientific and speculative study of
naval strategy and preparation, and
will be organized from the existing
elements in the three divisions, intel-
ligence, operations and mobilization.
The divisions will be combined under
a flag officer as chief of staff, The
war staff will have no executive au-
thority and its responsibilities will
end with the tendering of advice to
the first gea lord.

J, B, Snead, Texas -Banker,
Forgives Her—Canada to
Deport Her Companion as
Undesirable,

Winnipeg, Man,, Jan. 6—After he
had spent $22,000 in the search and had
overcome obstacles set up by the Can-
adian government, J. B. Snead, a ban-
ker of Amarillo, Texas, departed today
for Minneapolis with his wife, who
eloped here with Albert G. Boyce, son
of a wealthy Texas cattle ranch own-
er. Boyce will soon be deported as*an
‘| uudesirable citizen, and faces a grand
larceny charge in connection with the
disappearance of $20,000 in gems be-
longing to the woman,

When Mrs. Snead and Boyce were
found in a hotel here, Mr. Snead tele-
graphed to have them prosecuted, but
the government decided to deport both.
It was this that Mr. Snead fought suc-
cessfully. Had the man and woman
been sent across the border together,
Mr. Snead contended, his quest would
have had to be resumed.”

What the plans of Mr. and Mrs.
Snead are no one here knows. Just
before they departed Mrs. Snead, who
had been detained by the authorities,
had declared she would never return
to her husband. After Mr. Snead re-
ceived that message he telegraphed
for the mother of his wife, her sister|
and their children, and there will be a
family conference in Minneapolis. It
is believed Mr. Snead relies on the
sight of her children to change his
wife’'s attitude.

Boyce is under indictment in Texas
for abduction and grand larceny. The
latter charge is trumped up, he declar-
ed today, and the efforts to bring about
his extradition were made because of
political influence, he says. The Tex-
as authorities sent word that Boyce
had persuaded Mrs. Snead to give him
her gems valued at $20,000, but when
the husband arrived here he searchéd
the apartments occupied by Boyce and
found no trace of the jc\\n'lr\'

Boyce and Mrs. Snead arrived here
in the early part of December and
were arrested December 26 on advices
from the United States immigration
officers.
