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North Bay. July 3.—M. Courtwright, 
resident engineer at Belle River. 180 
miles east of Cochrane on the N. T. R. 
arrived in North Bay tonight with his 
wife and baby, but with very little lug­
gage, as with the exception of a few 
clothes saved by his wife, they lost 
everything in the bush fires which 
swept over Belle River Tuesday and 
left nothing but a pile of smoking 
cinders of one of the newest Canadian 
communities. With the Courtwrigths 
came Mrs. F. Palm, of Hespeler, whose 
husband has building contracts on the 
N.T.R.

Mr. Courtwright describes the 
Belle River fire as 
rendered more trying by the presence 
of six women and seven children. 
There were sixty people in all there

*days hush fli-ps^iaS^raged, wtih^blach 
curtains of smoke hiding the sun by 
day, while the night was illuminated 
by flames, but the Belle River folks 
stayed with -their possessions and 
homes, hoping that the fire would pass 
them by.

On Tuesday, however, the wind blew 
a gale direct on the clearing and at 
two o'clock a wall of flames broke on 
the buildings so quickly that the in­
habitants had just time to escape to 
the river, leaving all their household 
goods to be destroyed. The women 
were taken in canoes from the fire to 
safety. Women with babies were pad- 
died for several miles through blind­
ing flames and hot cinders, 
flames swept away at right angles and 
the danger was now over.

A Russian laborer who had been 
sent back to headquarters early In the 
afternoon for a relief train, managed 
to get through and after the refugees 
had been in the canoes from two in 
the afternoon until midnight the wel­
come whistle of the rescue train was 
heard in the distance, but it was not 
until some hours later that the party 
was able to reach the train, as the fire 
zone could not be crossed until it had 
cooled down.

Everywhere along the Transconti­
nental east of Cochrane, bush fires 
have reaped a harvest of ruin, and as 
far as heard from 120 camps and 
engineer residences have been de­
stroyed, while only experience has 
prevented loss of life.

At Belle River, which was the sup­
ply headquarters of the new North 
Railway, a Montreal enterprise 
wiped out with many tons of sup­
plies. The total loss at Belle River 
is placed at $300,000, including sup­
plies and the fur stores bf Messrs. 
Bernard, Wright and Martyn, Cam- 
ellaye. There was no Insurance.

FEAR CREW MAY BE LOST.
Montreal, July 3.—Grave fears are 

entertained that the entire crew of 
the barque Glenmark, hailing from 
Farsund, Norway, have lost their 
lives. The Glenmark, now a danger­
ous floating hulk, was boarded on 
June 27, by Capt. Griffiths, of the C. 
P. R. liner Montezuma, which arrived 
here this morning. The wreck was 
sighted on the morning of June 27, 
640 miles west of Fastnet, latitude 
north and longitude 23.11 west. She 
is directly in the track of 
liners on beam ends, mast less and 
eparless, and a serious danger to 
navigation.
