‘When at Moscow I attended in tho
Little Theatre a meeting organized
by peasants and workmen to express
their views of the war and the de-
termination that it shall be persisted
in. It was the first meeting ever held
by Russians of these classes over a
question of foreign or war policy. The
refrain was “Russia must win!”

The first peasant who spoke—a fine
old fellow from a central government
—sald:—

“If we fail in resolution let us look
at England and there see will and
faith.”

He added that:—“The English are
with us in soul. If we want foreign
leadership in sclentific and business
spheres let us take it from Englaad
and not from Germany. This war for
us is essentially an attempt to pusa
the German foreign element out of our
body politic.”

To show the “will to win,” he held
up a list of 116 men of his village out
of 117 men of military service age
who had volunteered to fight. Thers
was a cry:—“Who is the old Judas?"

Bruce Dled at a Trench

(From Sergt. J, Hamilton, Co. D,
2d@ Royal Scots.)

No doubt you have read about the
British troops capturing German
trenches and prisoners. Well, it was
D Company, and the officer, Capt. Hon.
H. L. Bruce, husband of the original
Gibson Girl, (Miss Camille Clifford),
was killed while we were capturing
the trenches. It was a terrible ordeal
and I was very lucky to emerge alive.

My company was in a small village
in reserve when we got sudden orders
to pack up and march off. We went
to another village, which was com-
pletely in ruins, stayed there till dusk,
ang received .orders to leave our packs
there and march to the trenches. Ar
rived there we found them full of wa-
ter. The men could only stand up,
which lasted a few hours; then the
attack commenced.

Several men were orderéd to cut the
wires in front of our trenches, which
would stop our progress. The French
and British shelled the German
trenches for two hours, 6 am. til 8
am.
Right up to the trenches we charg-
ed, men falli on my right and left;
orders were issued to silence the ma-
chine guns which was doing all the
damage. Several men located it, pour-
ing in a heavy fire. While advancing
thty managed to silence the machine
gun team who fled in all directions.
Hand-to-hand fighting too place, the
bayonet being to the fore. The Ger-
mans were completely routed, and sur-

rendered, numbering about sixty and

We had orders to hold = these
trenches which were full of mud and
water. This we did under difficulties.

Hverybody was about done up and ex-
hausted, and when we were told that

The drawback of this sport is that
there is not room in the trench to get
the purchase necessary for a good puli.
Sometimes we are able to pass the
rope to a gang behind us and then the
wire comes in with a runi The beaunty
of this is that the wires cannot be re-
placed by the Germans without ex-

ed by getting the wires away.

Bravery of Four Soldiers

(From an Englishman serving with
the French Foreign lLegion.)

One act of pluck I must relate. With-
in a few feet in front of the Germau
trenches were two big wheat stdcks.
Four men volunteered to burn them—
two Russians, oneg French, one Engz-
lishman. About 2 a.m. orders passed
all along our line for none to fire till
ordered.

Looking thmu;h the loophole 1 saw
the blaze, and knowing nothing of the
raid I woke the sergeant and reported
it. How that fire grew! It seemed
that the four crawled through the dark
mess, each with a bottle of paraflin,
and successfully fired the two stacks.

The whole landscaps
illuminated as by day, and it was 30
hours before the last embers died out,
and the four got back unhurt through
a tormado of bullets. The captaln

ion Census Department, and intended
10 convey the impression that the pol-
icy of the department was producing
curicus effects and that the farmers
vn;/re ralsing smaller crops than form-
erly.

“These statistics in regard to the
acreage under cultivation are not of
great significance,” continued the min-
ister. “Larger crops may be raised on
@ smaller acreage if improved methods
have been adopted, and that is what
the department is interested in, How-
ever, the statostics collected by the
census bureau in ordinary years are
nol very accurate. My department
collects statistics about our crops in
much the same way, and we don’t get
the same results, I am not going to
say the figures of my department are
altogether accurate, but they approxi-
mate actual conditions. These figures
show a coneiderable increase in the
number of cattlg, horses, swine and in
the potato, t p and oat crops. There
bas been a falling off in the crop of
wheat, and also in the number of
sheep. My department is now trying
ta work out u policy to encourage the
farmers to raise more wheat and also
to give more attention to sheep rais-

ing.

“Figures in regard to under
cultivation, given in the Telegraph,
and also in reports to my department,
are mostly estimates. The fact that
the Dominion Census Bureau reports
that the value of the farm products in

Sir Geo. Perley says component parts of Empire must
get closer together and next Imperial Conference
should be an historical event.

London, Feb, 24—In his speech at
the Royal Colonial Institute last night
Sir George Perley, acting High Com-
missioner for Canada, said:

“The Empire is a live thing. We
feel it to be so more than the ordin-

ry English citizen because we have
een talking of it for years.”

Sir George Jdefined his idea of Cana-
da's relation to the Empire in the
present crisis, pointing out that the
Dominion joined the war as a firm be-
liever in the democratic system which
is at stake. But while Canada was
happy to act as it had done last August
no one would say that the present re-
lationship of the different parts of
the Empire could possibly be perman-
ent. Whilst believing Britain would
remain one of *he greatest civilizing
forces of the world had seen, one
axiom of nature was that nothing stood
gtill. “We have come to a place,” the
High Commissioner continued, “where
it geems to me that we must get clos-
er together.

1| that some of the most pro-
gressive agricultural countries in the
world have comparatively small acre-
age under cultivation, notably Den-
mark, Belgium and Holland. The pol-
icy of the Department of Agriculture
of New Brunswick has been not so
much to urge a larger area of cultiva-
tion as to impress the advantages of
improved and up-to-date methods of
tillage of that which ig being culti-
vated. The thing that we are trying
to teach is that it is more remunera-
tive to have one acre properly culti-
vated than to have two acres indiffer-
ently tilled.

The matter of agricultural statistics
is one over which there.is room for
very great discussion. The method
of procuring this information is one,
which, while it gives the approximate
acreage under cultivation and the pro-
duction obtained, is not by any means
infallible, and it is most difficult to
say with absolute certainty whether
or not there is more or less acreage
under cultivation at present than there
was in 1910, We do know, however,
that more advanced and up-todate
methods are being pursued by the
greater number of our farmers in the

Live Stock Increases

“Live stock in the province, while it
has not increased as rapidly as we
believe it will in the future, has in-
creased during the years since 1910,
there being a decided increase in the
number of horses, cattle and swine.
With the very -pronounced interest
that is belng taken in live stock and
the modern and aggressive policy of
the Department of Agriculture of New
Brunswick, there is bound to be a
still further inerease in the immedi-
ate future.

The Dairy

“Our dairy interests are on a
sound and satisfactory basis, Under
the government in power previous to
1908 a system of bonusing dairies was
in force whereby innumerable small
dairies sprang up all over the prov-
ince and in & few years went to de-
cay. Under the present administra
tion the dalry interests in each section
are centralized and assistance given
only to dairies built up to a high stan-
dard, with the result that with a smal-
ler number of factories the patrons
are getting a more satisfactory return
and a quality of product which brings
a very much enhanced price, 1914
having been by far the best year in
the history of the province from a
monetary standpoint.

Wheat Growing

“Referring to the matter of the
growing of wheat in the province, pri-
or to 1908 under the system of bonus-
es granted to roller mills an impetus
wag given to the raising of this, crop,
an ‘impetus which, however, was un-
fortunately mnot sustained. Twenty-
nine roller mills in different sections
of the province were assisted by the
government to the extent of twenty-
seven thousand five hundred dollars.
Of these twenty-nine mills there are
at present eleven in existence, not all
of which are in operation, The matter
of wheat growing in the province is
one which is receiving very serious
consideration by the Department at
the present time. There are certain
sections of New Brunswick well adapt-
ed for this grain and with the high
price of wheat at present, a policy will
be worked out whereby this crop will
be encouraged and a measure of as-
sistance given to the milling of it

Methods Have Improved.

Farmers generally throughout New
Brunswick are, motwithstanding the
statistics referrad to in the Telegraph,
operating under more up-to-date meth-
ods and are gettlng a far better re-
turn for their laborr than ever before
in the history of the Province and
agriculture today stands higher in
New Brunswick and has a brighter
future than at any time in its history.
Mgures might be quoted to show the
prodaction and the monetary returns
of different agricultural products, but
these really do not go to show condi-
uons as they actually are. The ex-
pressions of the average farmer are
better guides to the' success of a poli-
cy than the quoting'of the number of
acres under tillage and I have had
come to me not fnfrequently within
the last year many agriculturists, not
all of whom were my political sup-
porters by any means, who told me
how much they appreciated the work
the Department wag doing and who
gave expression to their endorsement
of our policy and the assistance it
had been to them in their work.

*““The Department of Agriculture of
New Brunswick proposes to go on with
the work it has in hand, meeting the
farmer face to face, helping him to
solve his problems, to assist him in
the proper selection of seeds, the cor-
rect cultivation of the land, and the
increased production of his crops,
bringing, we lLone, not only credit to
the Department but increased financial
returns to the farmer himself.”

DAV BLINES
NEUTRAS FOR
THEI SLENGE

Equally Guilty as Ger-
many for Not Protesting
Against Latter’s Atroci-
ties.

Writing in the New York press Post
under date of February 21, Richard
Harding Davis discussing the inactiv-
ity of United States in force of Ger
many’s atrocities says:

In the “Deep ‘Purple,” one of ths
characters, indigrant at some police
outrages, exclaims, “but they can’'t do
that!” and another answers, “That’s
what your lawyer tells you when
you're in jail.”

Long ago, when the Germans invad-
ed neutral Belginm, burned Louvain,
shot the citizens, and, with threats of
hanging the hostages they had taken,
levied ransom, the whole world ex-
claimed: “But they can't do that!
It's against the Declaration of This
and the Treaty of That, and the Conr
ference of the other Place; it's against
international law and the usages of
polite society and civilized peoples.
They can't do it!”

In answer the Germans shelled the
cathedral at Rheims, from which Red
Cross flags were flying, incidentally
killing some of their own wounded.

“But they can't fire on sacred edi-
fices,” the civilized world explained,
“nor on the Red Cross!” And the
Pope told them they could not do that,
and architects, historians, art lovers
over all the world told them.

So the Germans sent airships over
Paris and her monuments and art
treasures and dropped a bomb on a
lawyer and a little girk,. When, in the
hospital, she became conscious, she
said, “Don’t tell my mother how ser-
icus it is!” They sent Zeppelins over
Pont-a-Moussen and Nancy, killing
more children, and then, with that
thoroughness for which their general
staff is celebrated, and that there
might not be more children to cou-
front they later, at Remiremont drop-
ped a bomb on the Maternity Hospital

And the civilized world said, “But
you agreed not to drop bombs on un-
fortified places. So you can't do
that,”

“You Can't Do That.”

And in answer the Germans send
warships t6 bombard the waterinx
place of Scarborough. At S(‘a.rbo?ough
the only forts are those the children
build in the sand. It 1s as though
they had shelled Atiantic City or Long
Branch. In one group in a playgroum}
they killed fourteen schoolboys and
elsewhere several bables. It was &
record bag. But the world was very
indignant and pointed out that they
could not do that, and by international
Jaw and treaties and scraps of paper
proved they could not do that.

But this indignation was mnot ex-
pressed, to Germany.

So, in consequence, Germany sent
submarines into neutral waters to de-
stroy neutral” merchant ships. And,
again, among themselves the neutral
Powers spoke with indignation. “They
can't do that!” they exclaimed. “They
cannot sink non-combatant caplains
and stokers and innocent passengers:

And in angwer on the 18th and 20th
of this month Germany sank \.hr'w's
neutral merchant ships. Out of the
water a periscope raised its head, gml
while in terror the clumsy freight
steamer reversed her engines the tor-
pedo tore into her bowels. The sub-
marine sank to rise another day, aad
the neutral steamer also sank, but not
to rise ‘again.

The crime of the neutral Powers
and the civilized peoples is that, at
the first outrage perpetrated by Ger-
many, they remained silent. The indi-
vidual protested. From platforms, in
editorials, in Congress he made him-
self heard. But no individual, no mat-
ter how just may be his indignation,
can communicate that indignaticn to
the German Emperor. His governs
ment must do that for him. And as
no government had the courage to pro-
test, to speak sharply, to brandish the
“big stick,” Germany exclaimed, “We
have a free hand!” And from bad
hastened to worse. From the moment
she' broke her word and entered the
neutral teritory of Belgium, the rights
of gvery neutral were in jeopardy.

Neutrals Equally Guilty.

The man who is false to one will
be false to another. But the neutral
powers could not see that. Belgium
seemed so far away. And in the Unit-
ed States we were so entirely surround-
ed by water, so comfortably safe. So,
although as joint signers of the agree-
ment made at The Hague it was our
our privilege and duty to protest, we
said nothing. Nor did any other neu-
tral. And, emboldened by the sil-

ence, Germany, one after another,
broke all the rules of war,
All war is -wasteful, unintelligent,

indecent. But steadily for several hun-
dred years the effort has been to make
it less inhuman, to limit the death
and suffering it entails to the actual
combatants. The' effort has been to
get away from the days of the Huns,
who sacked, looted and raped; from
the days of our Indians, who burned
villages; from the ethics of Raisuli,
the Moorish bandit, and the Mexican
cattle thieves, who, with threats of
death, hold up mnon-combatants for
money. But to the.days of these out-
rages Germany has returned, Instead
of the neutrals setting the standard of
war, they allowaed Germany to set it.
They have allowed her to drag it back
800 ynars. And, guilty as she is, I can-
ot see that those who stood by while
Belgium was desolated and children
and women were killed by bombs and
mines were spread in the open sea
that belonged to all of them are not
equally guilty.
Might Have Ended War.

If you go to a fight at the Garden
and one of the men strikes below the
belt you will hear from several thou-
sand spectators. The spectator is in no
danger. No one {s hitting him. He is
comfortably, safely seated far from
the combat, smoking a cigar. But still
he yells, “Foul!” and threatens the re-
feree. Why? Because he is in danger?
No, because he desires fair play and
insists that the rules of the game be
respected.

If at the start of this war our Gov-
ernment and those of South America,
Italy, Spain, Norway, Sweden, Den-
mark, Holland and Switzerland had
Jointly protested to Germany against
the outrages she committed, against
her breaking all the rules of civilized
warfare, they might not only have
prevented the destruction of lives and
of cities, but even might have brought
the war to a close.

First French-English
Boxing was Fought 161
years ago.

While boxing has become widely
popular in France only within the last
few years, the game of “le boxe” had
its devotees in that country long be.
fore the revolution. The recent vic-
tory of Geornges «Carpentier over Bom-
bardier Wells recalls that today marks
the 181st anniversary of the first at-
tempt of a French pugilist to annex
the heavywelght championship. The
records describe this pioneer ring glad-
iator of France as Pettit, without both-
ering to give him a front name. Boxing
was very popular acrdss the channel,
and England had a doughty defender
in Jack Slack. When the Frenchman
issued his challenge Slack burst out
into guffaws of merriment, and at first
refused to give it serious consideration.
When taunted as a coward, however,
Slack assented to the match, and it
was set for Feb. 25, 1754, on the turf
at Harleston, in Norfolk. Tlere on
the appointed day gathered many of
the bloods of England and the nobles
of France, and the betting ran high.
When the fight began Slack was taken
utterly by surprise, by the French-
man’s tactics. -Pettit eyidently knew
nothing about pugilis

and his meth-

‘prevatled. The defepder of the pugil-
istic glory of France stanted by grab-
bing Slack by the throat with one
hand, nearly throttling him, while with
the other fist he pounded the English-
man in the stomach. For a moment it
looked as if the Fremchman was to be
the victor, but for a moment only.
Slack tore himself loose from Pettit's
grasp, and then, with one solid blow to
the ribs, ended the Frenchman's
championship  aspirations. Pettit
crumbled like a toy balloon and refus-
ed to get up. It was an anticipation of
Waterloo, and the Englishmen yelled
themselvas hoarse as the Frenchman
war borne from the field. Jack Slack,
who had been a butcher in Norwich
before he won the pugilistic champion-
ship by defeating the great Jack
Broughton in 1750, was the reputed
possessor of a’punch that has never
been excelled in the history of the
game. His smashing blow came to be
known as a ‘“slack ’un,” and that
phrase is in use in England today.
When Bombardier Wells faced Carpen-
tier in the ring, the admirers of the
Englishman begged him to land a
“slack 'un”, thus paying ci

glasses and practically an endless
variety of things necessary to fully
equip 90,000 troops.

The department, in buying most of
its supplies, has arranged for a re-
serve of 100 per cent, in the most im-
portant items, down to 30 per cent. in
other items, ag required by the war
office, The first batch of requisitions
for supplies for clothing, uniforms, ete.,
was made on August 10 last. These
called for 65,000 pieces of ankle boots,
5,000 caps, 3,000 cloaks, 15,000 great
its, 40,000 jackets, 33,000 pairs put-

lerclothing, 10,000 flannel shirts, 150,
000 pairs of socks, and supplies of
more than 20 other descriptions.

The annual statement of Brandram-
Henderson, Limited, which appears in
our present issues shows that the
company have had another remarkab-
ly good year—a Yyear in fact that
would be considered satisfactory at a
time when industrial conditions in
Canada were at their best.

In his address to the shareholders,
the President, Mr. J. R. Henderson,
expressed the belief that the com-

and the actlvities of the Canadian
Home Markets Association may even
be extended outside of Canada.

The movement, which is one of the
important events in the history of Ca-
nadian trade is taking somé of its
methods from the German example.
It is hoped for instance, to make these
exhibitions of Canadian goods as well
known an institution as the Leipzig
fair, and the other exhibitions which
used to be held by Germany, to de-
velop her trade in German made
goods. The success of the German sys-
tem which hag been so amply demon-
strated by the scattering over the
world of articles bearing the “made
in Germany” brand, is expected to be
surpassed by the system which is to
make “made in Canada” goods known
all over the world.

Apart from the actual trade im-
provement which is bound to follow
the activities of the Canadian Home
Markets Association there are vast
possibilities for the inauguration of
new industries. Encouraged by the
success that is confidently hoped for,
it is held that many new industries
will be established in the Dominion.
There are exceptional opportunities at
the present time for certain organiza-
tion feel assured of the success of
the work they are undertaking.—Mon-
treal Journal of Commerce.

“Heretofore, all expenditures for
the acquisftion and construction of
these ocean steamships were made by
the railwhy company and included
amongst the facilities in its balance
sheets. Hereafter, it is proposed that
the steamship company shall itself
secure the requisite money for these
purposes by the issue of its own se-
curities. The ownership and control
of the steamship company will remain
with the Canadlan Pacific Raflway
Company, but the management and
operation of the steamship lines will
be vested in the board of directors of
the Canadian Pacific Ocean Services,
Limited. It is only another step in
the direction of eliminating from the
direct operations of the railway com-
pany, items that do not relate to the
railway property itself.”

Letter from Lancaster, Eng., to Carleton County men |
tells how gift of Potatoes was distributed among
needy —Timely, and greatly appreciated.

Hartland, N. B, Feb. 23.—A short
time ago in this correspondence re-
ference was made to the placing of a
unote inside a potato in the shipment
which went to England as the gift
of the province, and the answer that
came from a woman in the mother-
land, Last week Hatfield and Scott
here received another letter to be
handed to Alfred Moore and Chas.

This letter is very interesting and
throws considerable light on the ef-
fects of the war in England as welil
as the measures taken for the relfef
of those whom the war hits hard. The
letter follows:

I am a working man employed by the

Heywood Co-Cperative Society as a
carter, or what you may term a driv-
er, in the grocery department. I have
a wife and a girl 11 years old. 1 also
have my mother living with me who!
is a confirmed ‘nvalid. She has been|
bedfast for 17 vears and she also has|
been unable to walk for 26 years. I
want also to explain to you that I am
the secretary of the Heywood Branch
of Amalgamated Lurrymen's and Mo-
tormen’s Union. I have a membership
of 300 men under my control, Now a
word or two as to how the potatoes
were distributed to the poor. In the
first place, when the war broke out
everything was dislocated. The rail-
ways were taken over by the govern-
ent for the tranship of troops and their
equipment to France, an undertaking
which stopped all the cotton mills
and workshops, not being able to get
material to work with. When this oc-
curred the mayor of the town called
a public meeting who elected a body
of ladies and gentlemen as a relief
committee. The mayor also sent out
«ppeals for subscriptions for a relief
fund. A national relief fund had been
organized called the Prince of Wales
Relief Fund to which subscriptions
were sent from eacli town in England
When the people were forced by want
and starvation to appeal for help they
were partially relieved from this big
central fund. 1 say partially because
each family was limited to a certain

i
\

scale, according to the number of per:
sons in the family, and the money
at the moment would umot provide for
all the wants of a family. At this
juncture I would like to explain to
you that I was a representative on the
distress committee for what is called
‘he central ward of the borough. My
experience has been what I may term
both a painful and yet in a sense a
pleasant one., The painful part was
in seeing the suffering faces who ap-
pealed for relief, and the pleasant one
was in seeing they were provided with
good tickets. I must say the happiest
partd was engazed in was when I was
handing the gifts of potatoes, cheese,
flour and salmon which had been so

tkoughtfully subscribed for and sent}.

by our generous comrades from Cana-
da. It was given out as follows: For
a small family we gave the following
parcel of goods—7 1bs, potatoes, 12 1bs,
flour, 1 1b. of cheese and 1 tin of sal-
mon; a large family was given 14 1bs.
potatoes, 18 1bs. flour, 3 Ibs. cheese and
1 tin of salmon

You may wonder how 1 got in com-
munication with you. Well, it is this:
The person who received the parcel
of goods received algo in her parcel the
potato which contained the small bot-
tle coniaining .your -combined names
and address. Well, the person was one
who I had under my charge taking her
relief tickets every week. She has
made me a present of the potato and
also the paper, the bottle getting brok-
en when she was cutting the potato
in two, but I shall treasure the pota-
to as long as it will let me as a me-
mento of the timely gift sent to suf-
fering humanity by our dear friends in
Canada.
1 hope that my letter to you may give
vou a little joy in knowing that you
have given joy to hundreds of homes
in England. If you should desire to
correspond I am sure it will give me
great pleasure to do so.

WORKING HARD
FOR SERVIGE
T0 HAVANA

Abnormal conditions in
shipping situation inter-
fere with - Government
Plans — Good service by
way of Beston arranged.

“We are still trying to arrange for
a direct fortnightly steamship service
from St. John to Havana, but steam-
ship companies are demanding almost
impossible conditions,” said Hon. J.
A. Murray, Minister of Agriculture,
who was in the city yesterday. “When
I went to Ottawa to ask the Federal
government to assist us in establishing
a fortnightly service, I had been given
to understand that one company was
ready to undertake the service on
reasonable terms, By co-operation of
the Federal and Provincial govern-
ments arrangements were made for a
very liberal subsidy for a steamship
service to Havana, but in the interval
shipping companies had jumped rates
to such an extent that we could not
come to an agreement. The shipping
situation is altogether abnormal. We
pald a steamer $15,000 to carry New
Brunswick’s gift of potatoes to Eng-
land; today that steamer wants $65,
000 to make a trip across the Atlan-
tic. That shows the change.in condi-
tions. Shipping 18 undoubtedly scarce.
Ocean freight rates have advanced
everywhere,

“Pending the establishment of a di-
rect service to Havana, the Eastern
Steamship Company has arranged with
the United Fruit Company to handle
shipments from New Brunswick to
Cuba,” added Mr. Murray. “This ser
vice is a fairly satisfactory one, and
is being taken advantage of by export:
ers in this province to a considerable
extent. Our trade with Cuba is grow-
ing, The market in Cuba is an im-
portant one. We intend to cultivate
it. We propose to have a direct steam-
ship service to Havana, ag soon as
the shipping situation permits a ser
vice on reasonable terms.,”

The Minister spoke appreciatively of
the work being done by the (uban
consul in St. John in the way of direct-
ing attention to the opportunities of
trade between Cuba and New Bruns-
wick.

Any
case of suspension must be at once
reported to the secretary at head-
quarters in his province.

(g) To hold periodical meetings. A
suitable quorum should be arranged,
according to local conditions.

(h) If local by-laws are adopted,
two coples must be sent to provincial
headquarters, the one for filing, the
other for approval and return.

readily be located. In adition to this
he will find it necessary to be at a
certain named point of his beat every
half hour unless called to some other
part of the beat at that time, and if
called away will have to report the
cause of the summons.

At the present time there are but
two shifts of officers, viz.: the day and
night squads and the men are obliged
to put in twelve hours at a streteh on
duty. It is a well known fact that a
policeman who properly patrols his
beat twelve hours is too long a stretch
to work. On Monday hext the force
will be placed in three shifts which
will not only give continuous patrol
duty, but the hours will be shortened
for officers, so that instead of being
on for twelve hours they will only be
on duty for ten hours at a time. It is
worked out by the chief in this man-
ner.

A section of the force will report
for duty at eight o'clock in the morn-
ing and will be dismissed at six o’clock
in the evening. Another section will
80 on duty at six o'clock in the even-
ing and be dismissed at four o'clock
in the morning. The third section
will report for duty at ten o'clock at
night and be dismissed at eight o'clock
