Stockholm, via Paris, Wednesday—Telegrams which passed between Tsar Nicholas 

of Russia and Kaiser Wilhelm in 1905 reveal that after a meeting of the emperors off 
Bjoerke the Kaiser in agreement with Nicholas undertook the realization of his scheme to

the threatening attitude of England the Kaiser decided in 1905 in the event of war with 
England, to do to Denmark what he did later to Belgium.

He resolved to occupy neutral Denmark with his armies, to gain advantages which 
Denmark had refused by declining to join the secret Russo-German combination.

The Kaiser telegraphed about the plot to Tsar Nicholas, who consented to the viola­
tion of Denmark. On July 29, 1905, the Kaiser sent this telegram to the Tsar: “Reuter

The case of the death of Harry L. Williams took a new

There was no evidence given before Coroner F. L. Ken­
ney’s court of inquiry into the death of the late Mr. Wil­
liams at the court house last evening. Quite a number of 
spectators assembled, but the announcement was made that 
no evidence would be taken. Shortly after eight o'clock 
the coroner opened his court. He then proceeded to bind 
over Silas B. Gregg, Stanley Hawkhurst, and Miss Lingley to 
give evidence, if called upon, at the next sitting of the cir­
cuit court. No reason was given for this course, but the con­
clusion is that their evidence is considered material in con­
nection with the clue that the police are working on.

Police headquarters remain reticent in regard to the new 
turn of events in the case, but there is no reason to doubt 
the fact that the police officials have new evidence and an 
early arrest is not improbable.

Following the binding over of the three witnesses, Coro­
ner Kenney adjourned his court for one week. Whether fur­
ther testimony will be presented remains to be seen, indi-

The Kaiser ap­
proached the rendezvous on the impe­
rial yacht Hohenzollem, the Tsar on 
board the Russian imperial yacht Polar 
Star. Deep political significance was 
attached to the meeting throughout 
Europe, but both Russia and Germany 
officially denied that a Russo-German 
alliance was in the making).

The Kaiser reported his trip to Co­
penhagen in a telegram sent at one 
o’clock in the morning of August 3, 
1905. This telegram is as follows:

Some progress was made after 
sharp fighting, in the course of which 
a hostile counter-attack delivered at 
mid-day was dispersed with heavy 
enemy losses.

They came back thrice in 
determined counter-attacks, notwith­
standing serious losses, and In one of 
these assaults got a footing again in 
the trench. Finally, after over an 
hour of bombing the trench remained 
In our hands.

Women Will Vote.
Women for the first time in federal 

elections will ;be given the right to 
vote, but the extension of the fran­
chise to women will only be partial.

This, judging 
from the applause, proved to be one 
of the most popular conditions of the 
bilL An unlimited admission of wo­
men to the franchise, Mr. Melghen 
explained, would at the present time 
be unfair and unreasonable. It v 
early made evident that the govern­
ment intends to allow no undue 
waste of time over the measure.

Mr. Melghen wanted to go on with 
the second reading today, but this 
could only be done with the consent 
of the opposition. It was refused 
and the secretary of state announced 
that the second reading would be pro­
ceeded with tomorrow, 
met with objections on the part of 
the opposition, but It is unlikely that 
the wishes of Hon. William Pugsley 
and other professional obstructors 
will be acceded to.

Petrograd, Sept. 6—It in seml-offlcial- 
ly announced that a German fleet has 
appeared in the Gulf of Riga. During 
the last two days the Riga front has 
been brdken on a width of sixty versts. 
Throughout Tuesday the Germans en­
ergetically pursued their offensive, par­
ticularly north of Uxskull in order to 
tiut the Rlge-Dendun railway.

• Russian Fleet In Danger.
New York, Sept. 6—A special cable 

to the World from London says grave 
fears are expressed there regarding 
the possible fate of the Russian fleet, 
for its safety depends on the stand 
being made by the Russian armies.

“Germany has her eyes on the Rus­
sian fleet.” the cable says, "and its 
early capture Is viewed in London as 
even a more immediate consequence 
than the Petrograd campaign. Naval 
experts hope the fleet will be destroy­
ed by the Russians themselves in the 
event Its capture seems Imminent.”

Expects Fight.
Washington, Sept. 6—When Riga 

was cleared of its civilian population 
three weeks ago, according to officials 
at the Russian embassy, preparations 
were made for its final evacuation. 
Supplies were taken to other points, 

■ and whatever would be of value to the 
Germans was destroyed or otherwise 
disposed of.

It is reported that the Baltic fleet is 
preparing for a battle with the enemy 
near Kronstadt. At this point the 
Russians will have the assistance of 
the shore fortifications and a number 
of submarines.

Disqualified Exemplionlsts.
Furthermore, the bill specifically 

states, that wherever there is disfran­
chisement for this war election there 
goes with it exemption from combat­
ant service. Under the Military Serv­
ice Act no man will be forced to fight, 
who is not under this act allowed to 
vote.

' 'Beyond thfe two features 1 have 
mentioned, namely the addition of wo­
men and disqualification of a certain 
limited class of aliens, the provincial 
franchise and qualification for voters 
are adopted throughout every province.

“Germany has her eyes on the Rus­
sian fleet,” the cable says, "and its 
early capture is viewed in London as 
even a more immediate consequence 
than the Petrograd campaign. Naval 
experts hope the fleet will be destroy­
ed by the Russians themselves in the 
event Its capture seems imminent.”

Expects Fight.
Washington. Sept. 6—When Riga 

was cleared of its civilian population 
three weeks ago, according to officials 
at the Russian embassy, preparations 
were made for its final evacuation. 
Supplies were taken to other points,

■ and whatever would be of value to the 
Germans was destroyed or otherwise 
disposed of.

It is reported that the Baltic fleet is 
preparing for a battle with the enemy 
near Kronstadt. At this point the 
Russians will have the assistance of 
the shore fortifications and a number 
of submarines.

No Fear For Petrograd.
Petrograd, Sept. 5—General Alexieff, 

former commander-in-chief, said today 
that Petrograd was not threatened by 
the fall of Riga. The greater danger, 
he added, was on the Roumanian 
front.

The retreat of the Russians from 
Riga over a neck of land a mile and a 
half wide between Lake Kish and Lake 
Egel is being accomplished with the 
greatest difficulty, and with the enemy 
constantly shelling the rear guard. 
This route is along the Pskoff railway 
and is the only exit from the cul de 
sac, the German column having moved 
up from the Uxkull direction, cutting 
off the Russian retreat to the south­
east.

The chief of the general staff, Gen­
eral Romanofsky, expresses the opin­
ion that the evacuation constitutes no 
imminent menace to Petrograd be­
cause! the near approach of the rainy 
season will prevent the enemy from 
advancing far in the direction of the 
capital.

The newspapers take a gloomier 
view of the situation.

The Retreat Continues.
Petrograd, Sept. 6—The Russians 

are continuing their retreat toward 
the northeast in the Riga region, cross­
ing the Melupe river.

Governor Ganong called the meet­
ing to order shortly after 3 o’clock 
and Introduced the speaker withe a 
few appropriate remarks. His Honor 
said that he was greatly pleased to 
be present, more particularly on ac­
count of the subject matter tor dis­
cussion at the meeting which subject 
would be treated in the masterly way 
that characterised the remarks of 
Dr. Robertson on former occasions. 
He simply desired to say that he was 
In very strong sympathy, not only 
with the movement for effective food 
control, but all movements which 
would serve for winning the war, 
more particularly those things which 
operated to back up the gallant boys 
at the front.

Dr. Robertson was well received by 
the meeting.

After some introductory remarks 
he said that every time he visited 
New Brunswick he was impressed 
by the intelligence and progress of 
the people, and now by the abounding 
prosperity of the province as a whole. 
He was, as an old friend of the prov­
ince. proud of the extent and effici­
ency of the volunteer and voluntary 
service which the people generally 
were rendering In connection with 
the war. The work of the women 
tor the Red Cross Society was a not­
able example of that. The direct 
benefits to the sick and the wounded 
were very greet. He had seen some 
of the work and Its results in France 
and England.

render invaluable service in food con­
trol. Already the departments of ag­
riculture, the national service leagues 
and other bodies have done excellent 
work, in the campaign for Increased 
production. A provincial committee 
with representatives of the depart­
ments of agriculture and education, 

"women’s organizations, organized lab­
or, etc., could be a means for enlarg­
ing and improving the work which has 
been well begun. A provincial orga­
nizer is needed and will be appointed 
His time will be devoted to the orga­
nization of local food control com­
mittees, who will seek to secure the 
co-operation of every organization and 
every housekeeper in the locality in 
carrying out the recommendations of 
the food controller and In adopting 
others which will doubtless occur to 
their own members.

Pledge Cards To Be Signed.

The local food control committee in 
every place will be the body by which 
information will be passed on to the 
individual householders. As a first 
step, the women of the local food con­
trol committee will undertake to per­
sonally distribute the food service 
pledge cards. The Intention Is to 
have every home visited by some 
woman who will interest the house­
keeper in food con 
sign the following

"Realizing the gravity of the food 
situation and frnowlhg that Great 
Britain and her Allies look to Canada 
to help to shatter Germany's threat 
of starvation, I pledge myself and my 
household to carry out conscientious­
ly the advice and directions of the 
food controller that requisite food­
stuffs may be released for export to 
Canadian divisions, the British forces 
and people and the Allied armies and 

•'tftmtlons."
W One copy wlU- be retained In ' the 
Fhouse and one passed on to the pro­
vincial headquarters. Together with 
the pledge card, a card for display in 
the window of the house will be left. 
It shows that the family Is committed 
to food control and becomes a daily 
reminder to the household and others 
who see it, of the duty of observing 
the pledge. The window card is as 
follows: —

To win the war this household Is 
pledged to carry out conscientious­
ly the advice and directions of 
the food controller.

month of August fifteen Cobalt com­
panies continued ore shipments.

The premier month for enlistments 
was November 1916, when no less 
than 1,526 men were secured. Al­
