— President
Wilson left Washington tonight for a
country-wide speaking trip to tell the
American people, first hand, of his
part in the Peace negotiations, and to
make a personal appeal that the
treaty be ratified without amendment.

The President’s special train, on
which he will live nearly all of the
time for the next twenty-five days,
departed at seven o'clock. The first
leg of the trip of nearly ten thousand
miles, will be completed tomorries
morning in Columbus, Ohio, where
he will make the first of hig thirty
scheduled addresses.

Accompanying the President, in
addition to Mrs. Wilson, were Joseph
P. Tumulty, his secretary, and Rear-
Admiral C. T .Grayson, his physician.
Nearly thirty newspaper correspond-
ents also were aboard the train, in
addition to the fdrce of official steno-
graphers and secret service men.

The trip, perhaps the most arduous
ever undertaken by a President, will
carry Mr. Wilson and his party as far
West as the Pacific Coast, almost to
the Canadian border on the north, and
almost to Mexico to the south. He
will spgak in every State west of the
Mississippi, except four, and will make
up for the omission of these by
speeches in Ohifo, Indiana, Kentucky
and Tennessee. In point of distance
covered, the tour will be almost on a
par with the President’s trip to France
and retarn. In Seattle he will review
the Pacific Coast fleet.

Al!houxh it is expected that the
Pregxdsnt will devote most of his at-
trnuon' to the Peace Treaty, he prob-
a?lyi will also touch on the High Cost
of Living and other domestic problems:

But the principal message to..be
taken to the people fs eéxpected to re-
lr}te to the negotiations and tyeaty of
Versallles. After the same manner as
he went to the country for his pre-
pargdness measures, his advisers say
he i8 prepared to make now the fight
of his political life, if necessary, for
the Peace Treaty.

HEALTHGIVING PROPERTIES OF
FRUITS.

Of all the summer foods nothing
can link us more closely to nature
‘than the fruits because they demand
leas cooking than most other foods.
They are eaten at their best, in the
natural sun-ripened state,
Many a housewife has felt during
this time of high food cost that she
dould not afford to buy fruit, so she
would make a cake or a pudding for
dessert, never stopping to comnt up
the cost of thematerials and of the
fuel, to say nothing of the time involv-
ed.

There are several reasons for the
cooling effect of frulbs.  First, be-
cause of the acids present in all types
which act directly upon the liver stim-
ulating «f and therefore assisting gn
the more complete disposal of body
waste. Second, because the large
amount of water found In them all
flushes the tissues, again etimulating
wagte elimination by means of per
spiration, as well as by increased kid-
ney action. Waste s further carried
away by the actual bulk of the cellu-
lose and seeds of many fruits wiich
eweep their way through the digestive
tract,

It must be remembered, how-
ever, that when any of the dried frufc
are soaked in water and then cooked,
they take on the nature of fresh fruit
and must be considered as such in
planning the meal.
Grapes—This fruit 1s particularly
rich in tartaric acid. Its potash salts
make it very valuhble, and its water
and sugar are taken almost at onoce in-
to the blood, making it a guick source
of food supply, especially through the
goodly amount of fruiteugar which it
tains. It i8 bor o tally

good for the nerves and blood. Grape-
juice partakes of these characteristics.

POPE’S PEACE PLEA
Typical German Hypocrisy

and Prevarication.

The full correspondence relating to
the peace proposals made by the Pope
to the belligerent Powers in August,
1917, were issued last night by the
British Government in a White-paper.

In his peace proposals dated August
1, 1817, the Pope suggested that be.
fore everything the fundamertai point
must be that the moral force of right
should be substituted for the ma‘erisl
of arms, and pointed out that
this would entail @ general agre~ment
for the reduction of armamenis and
the instiution of arbitration.

The Pope further saggested that
these pacific agreements would not ba
p-acticable without the rezip-icil re.
stitution of the ternitories already oc-
Cupied. His Holiness' proposals also
contained a distinct stop to the Central
Empires by suggesting that “all obsta-
cles to free communications should be
removed by assuring the trae rreedom
and community of the seas, which
would eliminate the many causes of
confiict and open new sources of pros-
perity and progress.”

Mr. BaMour, in the British Govern-
ment's acknowledgment of the Popa's
proposals, asked how far .ne Central
Empires were willing to go in the wmat-
ter of reparation and rostoration.

Saw Race Riots *
ln_hili_(!f]le West

Labor Matters Caused Much
of the Trouble Says W. A.
Holyoke of Wlpdy City.

“I ran from the Germans in France
more than once and alsg ran after
them, but I broke all records in run-
ning during the Chicago race riots,”
said W. A. Holyoke, a native of the
windy city, who was in St. John yester-
day. here is going to be a lot of
blood spilt in America before we set-
tle the negro question,” he added. “li
see there is a bishop in Montreal who
wants. to bring a million American ne-
groes to Canada. 1 reckon Canada is
welcome. to them if she wants them.
And 1 dare say there are some people
who want cheap labor, who would wel-
come them too, but the bishop who
imagines that he can bring a million
negroes to Canada and not make trou-
ble don’t know much about the world
he is living in.

“A few years ago I heard a negro
speaker say that the colored folk did
not want or expect social equglity with
the white, but that they were 'bound 'to
have industrial equality., And there you
have the secret of the difficulty Ameri-
ca is up against. During the war hun-
dreds of thousands of negroes from the
south have been brought to the north
where there was plenty of work. There
has been a big increase in the colored
population of Chicago. While the war
was on nobody was worrying about the
competition of the blacks. There were
jobs for everyone.

“But now the situation is different.
The white workers see the blacks
crowding into their jobs, and they are
sore, The American Federation of La-
bor by one dissenting voice passed a
resolution admitting the negroes into
unions on equal terms with whites,
and promising to offer no opposition to
the entrance of negroes into trades
and industries on the same footing. No
doubt the officials of the A. F. L. feel
that unless they get the negroes into
the unions they will be used to cut
down wages. Their action may have
been wise, but there are a lot of white
workers who are not taking the wise
view of the \situation; they only see
the invasion of the jobs formerly re-
served for white men, and wops. The
average worker does not see any fur-
ther tham his job, and when that is
menaced he gets mad.

“Then the war has vastly increased
the self-importance of the negroes.
They have been called on to serve as
fighters, they have been taken into
all kinds of industries from which they
were formerly debarred, but in which
they have made good. This new con-
ceit of himself has made the mbgro
somewhat truculent in a childish fa-
shion, and has also Increased cer in
kinds of crime. On the other hand it
gets the goat of the whites.

“There will be a movement to get
the negroes back in the south or chase
them to Canada, but segregating the
negroes will not settle the problem.
There are people interested in keep-
ing the workers, white and black, fight-
ing one another, and there will for
meny years be a serious possibility of
a savage race war of great magni-

tude.”
