Salisbury yesterday.

About 3,000 Orangemen ami their friends 
gathered at Salisbury to honor the occa­
sion. Thirteen carloads carrying 500 peo­
ple went up from St. John. Before the 
departure from the Union depot yesterday 
morning the St. John brethren, number­
ing three hundred and fifty, headed by the 
Carleton Cornet baud, paraded from their 
hall, Germain street, to the depot. Along 
the line at Hampton, Sussex, Pebicodiae 
and intermediate points members of other 
lodges boarded the St. John special, 
arrival at Salisbury was made about 11.30.
Lodges and delegations from Westmor­
land, Albert and as far east as Amherst, 

died the point of celebration previously.
Early in the day it looked as if the 

proverbial 12th of July weather would 
not materialize, but by the time the ex­
cursionists assembled at Salisbury the 
weather cleared and the day was all that 
could be desired even for an Orange cele­
bration.

Salisbury presented a gala appearance 
with its overflow of visitors, and predomin­
ance of orange and scarlet colors. The 
scarlet and orango seemed to be every­
where, it floated on lieu sc tops, hung from 
barns and draped bicycles and wagons.
(Country teams bedecked in the hue of the 
Ivoyal Orange order came from all points 
of the compass, countless refreshment 
booths sprang out of the ground like 
mushrooms and fakirs with every device 
known to the ruralist to catch tiie mighty 
nickle or dime made it seem like circus 
day by their shouts to z.rtract patrons.

There w'ere probably never so many peo­
ple in Salisbury at one time before, and 
it seemed to require t'he continued efforts 
of the entire imputation of the village to 
feed the vast throng. Jn this respect the 
arrangements were very good lor the 
visitors.

The whole celebr.il ion was const) et ous 
for the absence of rowdyism. In this de­
monstration was a nod cl one, ns not the 
slightest incident ro mar the pleasure oc­
curred throughout the day.

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EUROPEANS SAID TO BE
DIRECTING CHINESE TROOPS.

Reports of Slaughter Received from Pekin—The Russians Said 
to Have Killed Without Discrimination 

As to Age or Sex.

London, July 13—4.10 a. m.—A terrible 
veil of silence enshrouds Pekin and there 
is nobody but believes the worst has hap­
pened. It is taken for granted that all 
the powers have exhausted every means 
to get direct news from their legations and 
the fact thait their efforts have been vain 
leaves but one iiiteii>retation.

The Chinese representative in Berlin de­
nies the s'talenien't that Li Hung Chang 
had sent to him a hopeful telegram. Jie 
says that, on the contrary, no direct tele­
gram has been received by him from Li 
Hung Chang for some time past.

The day’s news is again restricted to the 
usuasl crop of untrustworthy Shanghai 

rumors, the most serious of which reported 
by the correspondent of the Express, is 
to the effect that Europeans are directing 
the Chinese military operations. The cor­
respondent asserts that Captain Bailey, 
of II. M. K. Aurora, distinctly saw a man 
in European gaa-b, directing the Chinese 
artillery oi>erations outside of Tien Tsin.

Foreign refugees from Tien Tsin openly 
accuse a German, Whose name the’ Express 
correspondent suppresses, and Col. Van- 
llannekin, who was formerly employed to 
drill the Chinese troops, of being parties 
to a plot to procure the escape of General 
Chang and themselves from Tien Tsin be­
fore the bombardment, leaving the other 
foreigners to their fate.

Statements are in circulation in Shang­
hai accusing the Russians of indiscriminate 
slaughter of friendly Chinese non-combat­
ants, without regard of age or sex. The 
manager of a Chinese steamship company, 
who has arrived in Shanghai, asserts that 
he only escaped from Tien Tsin by cutting 
off Ins queue and donning European 
clothes. It is stated that the Taotai of 
Shanghai protested to the powers against 
these Russian slaughters.

It is asserted that the Buddist priests 
through ora fe the empire are propogating 
Prince Tuan’s anti-foreign gospel.

News is circulating throughout the Yang 
Tse Valley that General Ma has inflicted 
a crushing defeat upon the allies at Tien 
Tsin and that the foreign army has been 
cut to pieces east of Pekin. The actual 
iinpotance for the moment of the allied 
forces naturally give color to these stories 
with the results.

The Shanghai correspondent of the Ex­
press gives Tien Tsin advices to July 8, 

..when the superior range of the Japanese 
artillery enabled them to relieve the 
Russians, who were hard pressed at the 
railway station.

Li Hung Chang to Stay at Canton.
London, July 13—The Canton corres­

pondent of the Daily Telegraph, wiring 
July 11, says:

“Li Hung Chang has decided to remain 
here, and the American gunboat which 
was waiting to convey him en route to 
Pekin, will sail tomorrow.”

Rome, July 12—The Marquis Visconti 
Venosti, minister of foreign affairs, re­
sponding today in the Chamber of Depu­
ties, to an interpellation regarding the 
intention of the government as to China, 
said :

“The cabinet has no political intentions 
toward expansion or intrigue in China. 
It’s programme is to maintain perfect ac­
cord between Italy and the other powers. 
A fleet and some troops represent the 
participation of Italy in the common 
task.

Berlin, July 12—It is aemi-officially stated 
that,Count Von Buelow, secretary of state 
for foreign affairs, lias addressed a circu­
lar to the German federal governments in 
which, after reviewing recent events in 
China, he says.

“Our aim is the restoration of security 
for persons and property, freedom of act­
ion for German subjects in China, the 
rescue of the foreigners beleaguered in 
Pekin, the re-establishment of secruity and 
regular conditions under a properly organ­
ized Chines» government and reparation 
and satisfaction for the outrages commit­
ted. We desire no partition of China and 
seek no special advantages.” •

The Japanese Troops.
Washington, July 12—The Japanese le­

gation has received a despatch from To- 
kio, giving briefly the details of the as­
sassination of Baron Von Kettelcr at 
Pekin, and the lighting around Tien Tsin- 
The despatch was sent from Tokio July 
4, but was in some way subject to great 
delay along the Siberian route. It states 
that the German minister was killed by a 
shot, and it is not known whether the 
mob element or the soldiery is responsible 
for the shooting. The Japanese report 
of the lighting around Tien Tsin as simi­
lar to that already conveyed in the press 
despatches.

Concerning today’s reports from Yoko­
hama, that the government is being urg­
ed to send 50,000 troops to China, Mr. 
Nebcshima, the Japanese charge d’af- 
i'airs says this is little more than press 
conjecture, and that there is no evidence 
that the government has the slightest 
purpose of sending more than one army 
corps, 22,000 men, to China.

While thp popular sentiment in Japan 
might favor the dispatch of a large army 
to China, he feels that the government 
will act quite conservatively, particularly 
in view of the uncertainty as to the terms 
on which Japan is to undertake this mis­
sion.

It is the understanding of the Japan­
ese otiieials here that the fifth army corps 
is now being put aboard transports at 
one of the great naval stations near Hir­
oshima. It is expected that the trans­
ports will go forward in groups as fast 
as loaded, each group being accompanied 
by a .convoy of warships to afford protec­
tion. But as Japan and China have not 
declared war against each other, it is 
not expected that a large convoy of war­
ships will be required. The Japanese 
troops will go straight to Taku, the trip 
taking about three and one-lmlf days.

It is inferred at the war department 
that Col. Liscum, and the two battalions 
of the 9th infantry, which arrived at 
Taku on Friday, have reached Tien Tsin. 
Col. Liscum was given a free hand in the 
matter of an advance and it is thought 
by prompt movement lie already has 
reached the beleagured city of Tien Tsin, 
where, according to today’s advices, to

A Report of Killing.
London, July 13—The Shanghai corres­

pondent of the Daily Mail says the follow­
ing story regarding the position in Pekin 
emanates from Chinese official sources:

“The two remaining legations, the Brit­
ish and Russian, were attacked in force on 
the evening of July 6, Prince Tuan being 
in command. The attackers were divided. 
Prince Tuan commanded' the centre, the 
right wing was led by Prince Tsai Yin and 
the left by Prince Yin Lin. The reserves 
were under Prince Tsin Yu.

“The attack commenced with artillery 
fighting, which was severé and lasted until 
7 o’clock in the morning, by which time 
both legations were destroyed and all the 
foreigners were dead, while the streets 
around the legations were full of the dead 
bodies of both foreigners and Chinese.

“Upon hearing of the attack Prince 
Ching and General Wang Wem Sliao went 
with the troops to the assistance of the 
foreigners, but they were outnumbered and 
defeated. Both Prince Ching and General 
Wang Wen Shao were killed.

“Two foreigners are said to have escaped 
through the gates, one with a heavy sword 
wound in his head.

“Prince Tuan, in celebration of the vic­
tory, distributed 100,000 taels and' huge 
quantities of rice to the Boxers.”

Merely an Excuse.
Berlin, July 12—Official circles here at­

A number of statements 
made in it are declared to be notoriously 
false.

Hartland, N. B., July 12—A bold, 
though unsuccessful attempt to rob the 
People's Bank of Halifax in this town 
was made at 3 o’clock this morning. An 
explosion at that hour alarmed neigh­
bors who, looking out of the windows, 
saw two men leave the bank. They dis­
appeared in the darkness before any fur­
ther alarm could be given.

The evidences about the place showed 
an attempt to force the vault door. A 
lot of blacksmith tools were found in the 
bank and there were traces of nitro­
glycerine, which was probably the ex­
plosive used. A pane of glass was brok­
en out of the window, but entrance was 
effected through a door, probably by the 
use of a key. Nothing was disturbed in 
the place. The explosion had no effect 
on the safe. The work is probably that 
of professionals, although the fact that 
precautions were not taken to muffle the 
explosion and the ineffective manner in 
which the discharge was made, does not 
indicate very extensive experience. If the 
men are strangers they have evidently 
made off safely.

ROBERTS REPORTS^ SUCCESS 
SECURED BY THE BOERS.
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Captured Nitral’s Nek With a Garrison of Spots Greys— 
British Overwhelmed — Casualties Believed to 

Have Been Heavy.

“The enemy attacked in superior num­
bers at dawn and, seizing the bills com­
manding the Nek, brought a heavy fire 
to bear upon the small garrison.

“Nitral’s Nek is about eighteen miles 
from here, near where the road crosses 
the Crocodile River. It was held by us 
in order to maintain road and telegraphic 
communication with Rustenburg.

“The fighting lasted, more or less, 
throughout the day and immediately on re­
ceiving information, early this morning of 
the enemy’s strength I dispatched rein­
forcements from here under Col. Godfrey 
of the King’s Own Scottish Borderers. 
Before, however, they reached the spot 
the garrison had been overpowered and 
the guns and a greater portion of the 
squadron of the Greys had been captured, 
owing to the horses being shot; about 90 
men of the Lincoln Regiment. A list of 
the casualties has not been received, but 
I fear they are heavy.

“Simultaneously an attack was made on 
our outposts near Burdepaort, north of 
the town, in which the 7th Dragoons were 
engaged. The regiment was handled with 
considerable skill by Lieut. Col. Low and 
kept the enemy in check until they re­
tired on their supports, and would prob­
ably have suffered but slight loss had not 
one troop mistaken some Boers in the 
bushes for our men.

Smith-Dorrien had a successful engage­
ment with the enemy yesterday near Kru- 
gersderp and inflicted heavy loss on them.

Boers Releasing Prisoners-

London, July 13—Lord Roberts’ de­
spatch reporting stiff another unfortunate 
occurrence throws a serious light upon the 
state o-f affairs in South Africa. There has 
been some comment recently regarding the 
virtual absence of progress by the im­
mense army under command of Lord 
Roberts, but few could have been found 
to believe that the scattered Boers were 
able to inflict such a defeat so near Pre­
toria.

Instead of the surrender of all the re­
maining Boers being imminent, an recent 
telegrams had hinted, i: seems they have 
been making a concerted attempt to sur­
round or re-capt*ire Pretoria with so much 
success that in ihe reg on which was sup­
posed to be pacified and in which no attack 
was expected they succeeded in inflicting 
a -serious defeat and capturing two guns 
and some 200 men. Ii is evident that Gen. 
Botha has a consider )ble force, seeing that 
he is able to press Lord Roberts’ line at a 
half dozen points around Pretoria, from 
the Springs to the southwest of the city, 
northward to M»ddleoi r,g and Burdepoort 
and thence southward to Nitral’s Nek and 
Krugersdoro.

Lord Roberts om-its to give the name of 
the commander concerned, giving rise to 
the belief that worse remains to be told- 
Even if the mishap be not mere grave than 
his information at present implies, it 
proves that the situation is still serious 
and that there is no possibility of any 
troops being spared from South Africa for 
China ; but, on the contrary, that it will 
stiff take a long time to clear the country 
of it he Boers.

News has reached London that Lord 
Roberts has been suffering from a serious 
bowel complaint and that Lady Roberts 
was hurriedly summoned from Bloemfon­
tein. Lord Roberts, though now better, is 
still weak.

F. W. "Hodson, dominion live stock com­
missioner delivered an address on the re­
sults obtained on pure stock breeding and 
raising ini Ontario and other provinces 
of the dominion. Mr. llodson has been 
sent to the province by the dominion 
government to advance the live stock in­
terests and will remain for some time. 
Among those who were present last night 
were: Hon. C. II. Labillois, provincial 
agricultural commissioner; lion. A- T. 
Dunn. Mayor Daniel, James Manchester, 
E. ti. Elderkin, president of the Mari­
time Stock Breeders’ Association ; K. 
Robertson, superintendent of the mari­
time 'experimental farm; Dr. John Ber­
ryman. W. A. Quinton, John A. Bowes, 
Lieut.-Col. Markham, C. J. Knott, J. Dean, 
Dr. Frink, Allan Schofield, T- H. Mali, 
Dr. Gilchrist, C. A. Everett, J. M. Dono­
van, S. Creighton, B. Mullin, 11. 11. Batch- 
ell, Thomas L. Hay, \V. A. Jack. S. 
Golding and T. Fred Johnston.

Hon. C. 11. Labillois ,in opening the 
the meeting, spoke of the work of Mr. 
Hudson in the west and the 
to be derived by this province in the 
very important branch of stock raising.

The provincial government would aid 
the dominion commissioner in his labors 
in the province, interesting the 65 agricul­
tural societies in the encouragment of 
stock raising.

Mr. llodson, who was introduced by’ 
President D. J. McLaughlin, said he was 
pleased at the opportunity to meet the 
business men and farmers of the prov­
ince on his first visit cast of Montreal. 
Since coming down he was struck with 
the great farming probabilities of the 
province. It was a matter of wonderment 
why. we did not. eclipse the west in stock 
raising. Beside* being nearer the mar­
kets we had the advantage of having 
green grass all the summer. It was in 
the interests of the cities as well as tliç 
farmers that moye attention be given to 
live stock breeding.

The speaker tfien dwelt upon 
suits obtained in the province 
tario by organized effort of the live stock 
associations branch. The growth of these 
associations had been wonderful. Eight 
years ago the cattle, sheep and swine 
breeders' associations had a membership 
of 15 and annual receipts of about $15. 
Now there isy an annual membership of 
2,000; with rweipts of $7,224. Formerly 
tiie pork packers of the province got their 
hogs, from the Western United States. 
Now the Ontario farmers raised all the 
hogs required. The business of, stock 
raising and' export of the products sprang 
forward with a hound until the province 
is the great stock miser and exporter 
of the dominion. As a result of the work 
of the liA‘ stock associations’ branch all 
pur^ bred animals were carried on half 
rate* by the milroadk Owing - to’ this 
concession over *5(10.000 worth of stock 
was. shipped to £ th* stroUbwesL . British

Good breeders were raising their 
cattle without grain. Men who made a 
business of good stock raising were a 
blessing to Ontario. Here the people and 
the farmers wanted to be educated in the 
important branch.

Mr. Hudson also touched on dairying 
and poultry raising. The mention of the 

he said, caused a smile, hut it Was 
a fact that in Ontario the hen was worth 
more than the wheat fields.

E. B. Elderkin spoke of the relations 
of the business man and the farmer. St. 
John, which was endeavoring to build tip 
a great port had much to depend on from 
the agricultural interests. He was sorry 
to say there was a feeling that our fann­
ers could not compete with those of the 
west. There should not be the slightest 
doubt of our ability to grow produce and 
raise live stock with any province in Can­
ada. We required only direction and 
organization and he was glad Mr. llodson 
had been sent here for that purpose.

Mr. Robertson, of the experimental 
farm felt previously that he had been 
alone in the opinion that the maritime 
provinces could raise beef, pork and 
mutton and produce cheese and butter 
as cheaply as in Ontario. He spoke of 
the benefit of raising good stock. In the 
market the farmer would receive $15 more 
for a well-bred steer than for a poor one. 
Improvement in stock raising would mean 
a great deal for us. The better prices 
the farmer would receive would amply 
remunerate him, besides by better feed­
ing he was creating a market for his best 
feed products. That fact, that the peo­
ple here wanted better beef was indicated 
by the fact that we were going to Ontario 
for it. Good live stock raising was the 
keynote of successful farming.

Hon. Mr. Labillois, in reply to a ques­
tion put to Kir. llodson, said the latter 
would consult with the provincial exec­
utive to formulate plans for the advance 
blent of stock raising.

Mayor Daniel, Mr. D. J. McLaughlin, 
Dr. John Berryman and Hon. A. T. Dunn 
made remarks. The latter said the local 
government would do all in their power 
to promote the interests of stock raising.

Mr. Bell (Pictou), called attention to a 
grievance which Messrs. Scammcll, ship 
brokers, of St. John, had in- connection 
with the chartering of vessels and send­
ing of Canadian produce (hay) to South 
Africa. He did this at the instance of 
Mr.. Mill#, of Annapolis, who had the 
matter in hand before he left for home. 
Mr- Bell read a letter from Messrs. Scain- 
mcll in which he said that all the char­
ters except one w'ent to Boston brokers. 
He had written Professor Robertson 
about chartering vessels and Professor 
Robertson chartered a boat without giv­
ing him an opportunity. The complaint 
was from the way in ‘which Professor 
Robertson had handled the matter. Mr. 
Bell thought the Canadians ought to have 
had a chance for this business.

Hon. Mr. Fisher regretted that he had 
not known the matter was coining up, 
and he would have had his paper with 
him. He said that the reason for deal­
ing with the United iStates linns was 
that the price wras very much lower. In 
one case the same vessel was offered by an 
American firm for $5,000 less than by 
a Canadian broker. All Canadians got 
a chance to supply vessels.

Mr. Ellis said that he w'ould like the 
minister to refresh his memory, because 
Mr. Scammcll had said that lie would 
have been able to have supplied one of 
the vessels, but Professor Robertson en­
gaged another without giving him a 
chance to do so.

Hon. Mr. Fisher said he would look 
further into the matter.

Mr. G. E. Foster moved a long resolu­
tion, which took nearly half an hour to 
read, on the question of expenditure, tax­
ation and a variety of subjects. He went 
over v'hat he said were the promises of 
the Libéra s before laic air iltice to red i! ; 
with the United States. He then took up 
the tariff and said that it had been re­
duced 30-100 of one i>er cent.

Prisoner.

A serious case which Las been occupying 
the attention of at least one Lea! Lark 
has been a matter of talk aniQiig business 
men for some days, but has been kept as.

to keep it out of the courts. Such Ru­
mination has not bean reached and-.the 
police court has on two occasions been 
engaged in the matter and today will like­
ly have a third session.

The case is that of Fred. S- Whittaker, 
a Avell known marine iris iranto i nd tire 
insurance man who is in custody on the 
charge of uttering forged paper knowing 
the same to have been forged. He has 
been engaged in the marine insurance 
business under the name <?f Whittaker & 
Co-, the insurance name being the Univer­
sal Marine Insurance Company of 
John. The office is at 129 Prince William 
street. On last Wednesday it was whis­
pered among a feAV business men that he 
had been arrested. Enquiries followed, 
but no one Avould speak of the matter and, 
though enough Avas learned tt> show that 
something seridus was suspected, it was 
also learned that there was a prospect 
that all might be settled. It AA'as then said 
that from $15,000 to $18,000 was involved 
and that friends of Mr. Whittaker’s were 
making'every effort to arrange the matter. 
So one day passed to another but instead 
of getting clearer the situation appeared 
to l>ecomc more involved.

The Bank of New Brunswick, it has been 
learned, having become suspicious of one 
note—in what Way the bank management 
Avould not say—then looked with doubt 
on •other j>a]>er, they held in which Alt.

CAN MANUFACTURERS BE SCARED? the slightest impression upon those whom 
it is aimed to influence. It is to be hoped that the news with 

regard to the probability of another up­
rising of the Afridis on the border of 
India has been exaggerated. Nothing could 
be more inopportune at the present time 
than such an uprising, for these Afridis 
three years ago were able to engage the 
attention of about 30,000 good British 
troops before they were put down. They 
inhabit almost inaccessible mountain 
passes and are well armed. Another 
Afridis war at the present time would be 
a great misfortune.

The issues between parties for the ap­

proaching campaign arc now pretty clear­
ly defined. So far as the Conservatives 
have any policy at all, it is to be one of 
slander and protection. It may seem 
like an ofiensivc thing to accuse a great 
political party of deliberately adopting 
slander as a means to an end, but we use 
the word advisedly as having reference 
to the course which Conservative lead­
ers and their press have chosen to take 
before the country. Men like George E. 
Foster, Clarke Wallace, Dr. Sproule. and
H. A. Powell. are now the head and 
front of what was once a great parlia­
mentary party, and they make it their 
business, backed up by the scurrilous and 
unscrupulous Mail and Empire, to wil­
fully slander the Liberal party at all times 
and in every conceivable way. It will be 
conceded that things have come to a 
pretty pass when such men can domi­
nate the Conservative party; but they 
do dominate it, and have made slander 
the first and principal feature of their 
policy for the campaign.

It is a pleasanter task to discuss the 
element of protection in the Conservative 
policy. In fact it is like running across 
an old friend. But our old friend the 
National Policy has had a somewhat dis­
tressing experience since the days when 
we knew it as a sort of Tory deity to 
which every good thing happening in 
Canada was attributed. When the cam­
paign of 1890 was on, Sir Charles Tapper, 
supported by a great chorus of Tory talk­
ers, told the country that if the wicked 
Oils got in they would kill the bénéfi­
cient N. P. and cause ruin’s merciless 
ploughshare to pass over and barren salt 
to be sown on this happy land. After 
the election Sir Charles presided at the 
obsequies of the National Policy in open 
parliament, on which occasion he de­
clared that lie could hear the wail of 
ruined manufacturers all over Canada, 
and see his country stunned under the 
blow struck by the new finance minis­
ter. if the N. P. had been a decent and 
self-respecting polity it would have re­
mained dead and buried after that, but 
when Sir Charles was out west a year 
ago he introduced to his audiences the 
N. P.f alive and vigorous.

■Sir Charles did not present the N. P. 
to his western audiences as a thing resur­
rected from the tomb; but as a thing 
which the Liberal party had not dared 
11 touch. So matters continued until he 
went to Montreal a few weeks ago, and 
there, like a ruthless Bluebeard, lie again 
killed the N. P. and laid it in the silent 
grave. He said the X- P. was dead, and 
culled upon his friends to do everything 
in their power to resurrect the dear old 
friend and restore it to its proper place 
as a benign deity over the land. But no­

If the tariff has not been revised, and 
taxation reduced, then this scare talk by 
the Mail and Empire has no meaning.

The « liief Conservative organ then goes 
to show how the Liberals calculate 

upon working their hellish design on the 
industries of Canada. On one hand 
straight tariff cuts arc to bo made in the 
interest of “foreign producers,” and on 
the other a secret bargain with the l idl­
ed States is to be sprung upon the coun­
try.

NEWSPAPER POSTAGE. It Mr. Foster has always been known for 

his flatuency both personally and as a 
public man, but he never was more long- 
winded than he was on Tuesday evening, 
when it took him half an hour to read 
a resolution condemning the policy of 
the government. Mr. Foster does not 
like the present government, but for 
what another man would say in five min­
utes, Mr. Foster generally takes five hours- 
It did not, however, take the house long 
to dispose of Mr. Foster’s amendment, 
which was lost by a majority of 42. The 
amendment was simply one of the usual 
kind for the purpose of delaying sup­
plies, and preventing the business of the 
country from being transacted. Parlia­
ment has now been sitting almost five 
months and a half, and still the end of 
the session is not in sight owing to the 
manner in which the opposition have de­
layed the public businesss.

Mr. Foster, acting in the interests of 
the Montreal Star, made a very determin­
ed attempt to prevent Mr. Mulock’s post 
office bill boing passed in the House of 
Commons. We presume that the Tory 
majority in the senate will throw out this 
bill when it reaches that body. Mr. 
Mulock’s bill reduces the rate of postage 
on daily papers in the province in which 
they are published, imposing a higher rate 
on dailies which go to some other province 
than the one in which they are published. 
It was stated by Mr. Foster that this ac­
tion was taken to prevent the circulation 
of the Montreal dailies in the maritime 
provinces and in Ontario. Mr. Foster 
seems to think that the Montreal dailies 
ought to l*1 encouraged to send their pa­
lters in this direction, for the purpose of 
injuring the dailies that arc published in 
New Brunswick and Nova Scotia. It is 
well known that the Conseraative party 
hack, the Montreal Star, is being shoved 
through this country by agents for one 
dollar a year, or less than a price at which 
it can be produced, but for which its 
owners are wiling to sell it for certain 
reasons not unconnected with the next gen­
eral election. The Tories who are such good 
protectionists are not willing that the 
dailies of New Brunswick and Nova Scotia 
should be protected against the rates ol 
the Star. They think that by circulating 
the Star they may obtain gome political 
advantage. The general sense of fair play 
of the people of Canada will induce them 
to approve of the action of the postmaster 
general in this matter of newspaper post­
age. There fs no reason why the daily 
l>apcrs of St. John and Halifax should 
suffer from this kind of unfair competi­
tion, or why they should be crushed by a 
paper which i- thrown broadcast over the 
provinces at the instance of the politicians, 
and for their own purposes. If the Tories 
want to circulate the Star in New Bruns­
wick, let them pay the postage on it. 
Everyone who was at Ottawa during the 
jxast session knows that tons and carloads 
of the Montreal Star have been circulated 
by Mis Taylor, tlhc Conservative whip, 
under his own frank and that of other 
members of parliament, to the great loss 
of the revenue of Canada. This franking 
privilege ceases when the session ends, and 
then under Mr. Mulock’s bill tlv? person 
circulating the Star will have to pay the 
cost of transmitting it through the mails.

fore his congregation as an illustra­
tion of divine grace in the heart, when 
he says,' what we all know by ex­
periment, "Salt la good.”

I shall try to carry out the Sav­
iour’s idea in this text and in the 
first place say to you that grace is 
like salt in its beauty.
